THE FIRST AND SECOND CENTURY DENARII HOARD
FROM USCE NEAR OBRENOVAC

Abstract: The denarii hoard was discovered in the village of Us¢e near Obrenovac in 1967.
The same year it was purchased by the National Museum in Belgrade. The hoard belongs
to the timeframe of monetary finds from the territory of Serbia, the terminus post quem of
which reaches the end of 160s. The hoard consists of 403 denarii, ranging from Tiberius to
the end of Marcus Antoninus’ reign. Apart from the coins, the hoard also includes pieces of
golden and bronze jewellery. This paper presents coins from the hoard, given in a catalogue-
like structure, with the relevant literature and a photograph of each item.The text preceding
the itemised coin catalogue includes a review of general military and political circumstances
during the time of Marcomannic Wars, which may have been an indirect cause for hiding
the family treasure. Full attention is given to the site of the find, indicating a large number
of published finds of Roman cultural material from the first and the second century on Usée
archaeological sites and sites of nearby villages.

Keywords: Usce, Obrenovac, Pannonia Inferior, hoard, denarii, Marcomanni, Principate.

The Usc¢e denarii hoard made its way to the National Museum in 1967. It was pur-
chased from Borisav Petrovi¢, at that point a tractor driver at the Usée agricultural
estate.! The hoard was discovered by Dragutin Blagojevi¢, an Usce farmer, when plo-
ughing in the vicinity of the agricultural estate management buildings. As B. Petrovi¢
stated, the coins were stored in a ceramic vessel, which was crushed while ploughing,
with its contents scattered along a furrow for several metres.” B. Petrovi¢, who had
collected the material with the discoverer, said that they had attempted to collect the

lot and, in that state, it was sold to the National Museum in Belgrade. Beside coins,
parts of a golden necklace, a massive golden ring, two fibulae, one bronze pincers and
one needle were also included, forming the entire find.?

The Usce denarii hoard belongs to the chronological horizon of monetary finds
from the region of Serbia the terminus post quem of which reaches the 160s. These
are the Grocka hoard,* the Nemenikuce hoard,’ two lost hoards from Belgrade,* the
Mréevci hoard, 7 and the Cesta hoard.® The chronological grouping of the buryings,
based on the latest coin specimens, testifies to the existence of turbulent events ca-
used by proximate military conflicts or raiding barbarian influxes of which there is
no written evidence. In a wider context, these hoards belong to the time of long and
exhausting Marcomannic Wars, and starting from this period onwards it became ne-
cessary to strengthen the troops at the Rhine - Danubian Limes and protect oneself
from barbarian invasions.

The wars with the Marcomanni, a Germanic population, long, tiresome, and rut-
hless in its intensity, was led along the Noric — Pannonian Limes and represented the
defence of the Empire, not only from raiding attacks to the border provinces, but also to
prevent settlement. The emperor philosopher Marcus Aurelius, realizing the gravity of
the situation, spent his reign fighting to maintain the integrity of the empire, and so can
be called the emperor warrior with justification as well. The military operations were
intensively led from the middle of the 160s and jeopardized the peace of those parts of
Danubian limes which were not immediately involved in warfare. The clashes someti-
mes required the transfer of troops and their engagement in the Marcomannic battle-
ground, which was the case with one part of IV Flavia legion, stationed in Singidunum
in Moesia Superior.” These occurrences and general instability, created by wars in close

proximity, were a good opportunity for the attack of nearby Iaziges. It is in light of these
occurrences that we view the discovered coin hoards in the region south of the rivers of
Sava and Danube, the terminus post quem of which is in the year of 168/9."

Since the transfer of troops from Moesia Superior happened towards the end of
the 160s, an opportunity presented itself, most likely to the Iaziges, settled around the
area along the river of Tisa, to invade through the weakened Danubian line. ' The
coin hoards and valuables from Grocka, Nemenikuce, and Usce, are chronologically
concentrated to the terminus post quem of 168/9 and hidden in front of immediate
danger, thus showing the scale and the areas under attack. The directions of the foray
were focused on mining territories on Kosmaj and Podrinje areas, the general pros-
perity and exterritorial economy status of which made them an appealing target for
raiding conquests of nearby barbaric populations.

With due attention and in brief we will examine the region and the site of the ho-
ard discovered in the village of Usce. The village lies on the right bank of the Sava ri-
ver, approximately equidistant from Sirmium westwards and Singidunum eastwards.
That part of western Serbia, delimited by the rivers of Sava and upstream Drina in the
west, and Kolubara in the east, belonged to the Roman province of Pannonia Inferior.
The southern border intersected the river of Drina at the confluence point with its
tributary, the Drinjaca River.!? Natural characteristics and wealth shaped this region
as agricultural and mining-oriented. The mines on mountain slopes in the western
part of the region, along the the Drina river, around Zajaca, Kostajnik on Jagodnja,
Postenje, Veliki Majdan near Lipnik and in the Cer area at Rumska, were exploited
throughout the Roman period.”® An early transformation of the Podrinje mines to
Roman mining territory of the Imperial domain was confirmed by mining coins with
the bust and the legend of Traianus on the obverse, and the legend METALL VLPIANI
PANN on the reverse side. These include the types with the bust of Diana (silver attri-
bute) or the bust of Sole on the obverse, with the legends: METAL PANNONICIS
and METALLI PANNONICI on the reverse.'* The issue of determining location of

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Pannonian metalla, whose name is encountered on mining coins, and indirectly in
epigraphic material, was resolved by Slobodan Dusani¢ in his papers,* and also by
archaeological examination of mining locations in the field.'® They are identified as
the mines in Podrinje, which were important for agricultural growth in general and
the population density of the plains of this part of Pannonia Inferior.

The plain region, Mac¢va and Posavina, is predominantly agricultural. Hundreds
and hundreds of identified traces of villae rusticae, i.e. agricultural estates containing
a plethora of archaeological material from the period of Roman domination, testify
to the existence of agricultural cultivation and dedicated husbandry in this region,
and also to its dense population as well. Here it is necessary to point out that the
entire discussed region has been closely examined for years. The field data have been
converging to the National Museum in Sabac for years, 7 also to the Belgrade City
Museum, ' and, to a lesser extent, to the National Museum in Belgrade.” South of
the Sava River, along the right bank of this river, there was a road connecting two
major Roman cities, Sirmium and Singidunum, apart from the other road, which we
might call the main one, via militaris which crossed the plain of Srem. The existence
of a road along the right bank of the Sava River was confirmed on several locati-
ons and it was sporadically protected by smaller military camps and watchtowers. %
On this travel route on the left bank of the Vukodraza brook, to be precise, on the
point of its confluence to the Sava river, a Roman military camp was discavered, with
the dimensions of 150x150 m.*

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The Camp Sketch

In the immediate vicinity of the camp, along the right bank of the Vukodraza
Brook, a Roman civilian settlement appeared in the area around the present-day
village of Usce, judging by a large necropolis. The remains of the foundation of a
Roman building can be seen in the given drawing of the scale of the Roman camp
on the Vukodraza brook, made by F. Kanitz towards the end of the 19th century.
South of these remains, in an area covered by fruit plantations in Usce, because of
deep ploughing, archaeological material has been dug out and collected for years,
together with the skeletal remains of the inhumed. It is a necropolis which covered
approximately four hectares, and which indirectly, due to the lack of any other data
and appropriate archaeological research, shows the duration of the civil settlement.
All our knowledge about this necropolis come from the collected archaeological
material only. The material in question is entirely typical of sepulchral content. A
smaller explorative research on this necropolis was done between 1966 and 1967,
and gave about 40 coins of various denominations of emperors ranging from the 1*
to the 4™ century, a smaller number of fibulae, jewellery, and medical instruments.??
Successively, from the 1950s to the 1970s, through purchase and gifts from the people
of the village of Us¢e and the nearby village of Skela (locality of Vrovi), the Belgrade
City Museum and, to a lesser extent, the National Museum in Belgrade, obtained
hundreds of objects. More or less, they were discovered in the area of the necropolis.
Coins, fibulae, lamps, jewellery, stitches, medical and pharmaceutical instruments —
contents typical of sepulchral wholes. All that carefully collected material, in a time
when discovered valuables went straight to museums and metal detectors were still
not used for searching through archaeological sites, was mostly published in appro-
priate museum editions and valued historically and culturally. 2 The fact that the

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gathered material covers a time span from the 1st to the 4th century suggests a rela-
tively early formation of a civil settlement on the right bank of the Vukodraza brook,
in the area around the present-day village of Usce.

The monetary part of the Us¢e hoard which, apart from silver coins, is said to con-
tain jewellery as well, consists of 403 Roman denarii, ranging from Tiberius (14-37)
and Nero (64/65) to Marcus Aurelius (167/168). All specimens belong to the mint of
Rome, except for one denarius of Vespasian from the mint of Lugdunum (cat. 39).

Some denarii were identified as relative variations from known types. The varia-
tions in question are obverse and reverse representations and legends or specimens
present in the BMC, but which were not precisely described in the RIC. These diffe-
rences are noted in the catalogue. Several denarii show that the same issue in gold
had a parallel silver mint as well (Cat. 73, 87-89) .

The oldest specimen is a denarius of Tiberius, whose coin, unlike hoards from the
first century, was not recorded in other, previously discovered finds of second cen-
tury silver coins from the region of Serbia. It is followed by seven denarii of Nero, four
of Galba and five of Vitellius. Otho is not recorded. There is a significant number of
Flavian (86), Traian’s (51) and Hadrian’s issues (50). Nerva is represented only by 8 pi-
eces, proportionally to the number of years of his rule. The coins most fully encompass
the time of the first (100) and, later, of the second Antonines (136), with a significant
number of fairly well-preserved specimens. The undated issues of Marcus Aurelius for
Faustina II (33), roughly placed within the 161-175 time frame (cat. 367 — 399),** and
Lucilla (4 denarii with a long obverse legend, cat. 400-403) from 164 - 169 or, possibly,
1837, also belong to the last group, > the top chronological boundary of which might
cross the terminus post quem based on the last positively dated specimen in the find.

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The denarii of Marcus Aurelius (7)* and Lucius Verus (5)¥, issued from December,
166 to December, 167, are closest to the time of burying. The latest is a coin of Marcus
Aurelius, also from the period of joint rule with Lucius Verus, which was dated with
its legend Tr P XXII Imp IIII Cos III to December, 167 — February, 168 (Cat. 321).%
At the same time, this specimen also confirms the end of the year of 167, i.e. 168 as the
terminus post quem of the burying of coins and jewellery from Usce.

The immediate reason for the hiding of valuables, such as the find from Us¢e, and
especially several of them, the chronological burying sequence of which is identical
or very close, is often linked to dangers and general insecurity, created by invasions
of plundering cohorts from Barbaricum, which has been previously discussed. The
buried possessions, whose value is significant (more than a year of a soldier’s pay),
focus our attention to the likely owner.

The time of the inception and the duration of the military camp at Us¢e could be
examined more reliably in a thorough archaeological research, which still has not
come about. In the frame of the present facts the camp sketch with circular towers
made by E Kanitz suggests the tetrarchic inheritance. The probing of archaelogists
from the National Museum in Sabac in August 1971 showed that the fortification in
question had been built in 4th century. Stratigraphic analysis showed that above the
virgin soil here was a layer belonging to the Bronze Age, above which lied the 4th
century layer, followed by the early Byzantine layer — 6th century, while the latest
layer was the layer of the early Middle Ages. Tombs were discovered to the southwest
of the fortification, which probably belong to the fortification garrison. Although
the conclusions should not be drawn quickly, it seems that on the right bank of the
Vukodraza stream existed an early Imperial, and later late antique necropolis, stretc-
hing towards the east, which might have been a part of the settlement which existed
on the location of the modern village of Skela. This is only a hypothesis, and the who-
le stretch warrants serious and systematic research.”

At the other side, a wealth of collected archaeological material, originating from
the necropolis of the civilian settlement, as well as from other close locations, points
to an early stage of the establishment of Roman rule and domination. It further testi-

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fies to the fact that this part of Posavo-tamnava aeria must have been an important
and powerful strategic point and that the Romanization process of indigenous po-
pulation, which had started early during contacts with the invaders, was in a state of
intensive development at points such as this one at Usce.

A military diploma from the time of the Severi was discovered in the village of
Skela, on a site containing traces of villae rusticae. The location of the find is about
four kilometres away from the military camp. The diploma was dated to the year of
200. ** The area around the village of Skela several villae rusticae were identified (site
Vrovi). Likewise, in the area around the village of Usce itself (the Brzi Brod and Staro
Usce sites), where a variety of archaeological material has been ploughed to the sur-
face, there are traces of villae rusticae. The hidden jug with coins and archaeological
valuables was buried in a part of the settlement / necropolis, at around 40 m from the
foundation remains of a Roman edifice near the military camp, suggesting a person
who was familiar with the local state of affairs. It is possible that the ceramic vessel
was buried near the inhumed deceased individual, where it was probably caught by
the plough, thus bringing to surface typical tomb contents, reflected in the aforemen-
tioned inventory, published in this journal by D. Ratkovi¢.

A series of buried hoards and valuables with the terminus post quem of 168/169,
which were the subject of our previous papers, are seen to have had the same reasons
for burying: enemy plunder. It, too, led the owner of the coins in Us¢e to move closer
to a safe place from his property nearby — near a group of people in the civilian set-
tlement. In the confusion and general uncertainty an opportunity had to be taken to
find a suitable location to hide the family treasure.

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NON - MONETARY PART OF A DENARII HOARD
FROM THE FIRST AND SECOND CENTURY FROM USCE NEAR OBRENOVAC

Summary

A denarii hoard, consisting of 403 items, was accidentally discovered in the village
of Us¢e near Obrenovac in 1967. The coins in the hoard belong to first and second
century. The latest coins in the hoard indicate that it must have been buried du-
ring the 170s, together with a series of other hoards throughout Serbia. The find
was purchased by the National Museum in Belgrade. The hoard itself was stored
in a ceramic vessel, which was crushed at the time of the discovery. Apart from
the numismatic part, the hoard contains six archaeological items made of gold
and bronze. The archaeological part of the hoard consists of two bronze fibulae, a
golden necklace and a golden ring, a bronze needle and a pair of tweezers (picture
1-6, cat. 1-6). Except for the tweezers, all items can be classified as jewellery, while
the tweezers themselves can be classified as medicinal or cosmetic tool. The hoard
fibulae belong to the typical military variants of knee and T fibulae, which were
widespread in the provinces. (picture 1-2, cat. 1-2)

The knee fibula from Us¢e (picture 1, kat. 1) belongs to the variant of the type with
a semi-circular head - plate and a spiral mechanism. These variants appear in the
middle of the second century and become typical during the second half and the
entire third century. Apart from a large number of analogous fibulae of this variant
in the Eastern and Western provinces, a significant number of knee fibulae from se-
veral localities was discovered in Usce itself - a total of 34, 8 of which are of the same
variant as the fibula from Usce. The second specimen belongs to the type of fibula
which appeared later, mostly during the first half of the third century, classified as T
fibula with hinge (picture 2, cat. 2). This variant is also typical of Pannonia.

Female jewellery found in the the hoard consists of a golden necklace, a ring and a
bronze needle. The golden necklace (picture 3, cat. 3) belongs to the hormoi-type
necklaces. The hormoi-type chains are dated to a period ranging from the second
century to the middle of the third. The golden ring with a pentagonal cross-section
is present during the entire Roman period.

Non-monetary part of the hoard, consisting of bronze fibulae and golden jewellery,
as well as a hairpin and a pair of tweezers, is of heterogeneous composition. In
conclusion, the archaeological items from the hoard are chronologically uniform
and belong to the time of the burial, i.e. the period of Marcus Aurelius’s rule.

It is difficult to determine how this unattractive and diverse material found its way
to a hoard with 403 silver coins, which were undoubtedly very valuable, unlike the
other part of the hoard, with the exception of the golden jewellery. The composition
of archaeological items is reminiscent of the contents of male and female tombs.

THE ROMAN DENARII HOARD FROM RADALJ NEAR DRINA

Abstract: A hoard of Roman silver coins, originating from the area around the village of
Radalj in Middle Podrinje, is one of the five coin hoards which are known to have been bu-
ried on the territory of Serbia during the rule of Commodus. It consists of 249 denarii and
one drachma struck at Cappadocian Caesarea, ranging from Marcus Antonius and Nero to
Commodus. The latest specimen in the hoard, Commodus’ denarius dated in an interval
from the end of October to December 10, 180, might point to the terminus post quem of the
find burying. A circumstance that the Radalj hoard was found accidentally and a likelihood
that it might not have been fully retrieved could indicate the possibility of some later date
for its deposition. Since the Podrinje region was not exposed to an immediate war danger
during the reign of Commodus, the storing of the hoard may have been caused by his taxa-
tion policies.

A hoard consisting of 249 Roman denarii and one drachma from Caesarea in
Cappadocia, originating from the area around the village of Radalj in Middle
Podrinje, was purchased by the National Museum in Belgrade in 1982." Thus far, it is
one of the five hoards which are known to have been buried on the territory of Serbia
during the rule of Commodus. Two of them belong to downstream areas of the Sava
and Kolubara rivers, the Danube tributaries — the hoard consisting of denarii and
golden and silver items from the village of Bela Reka near Bogati¢, an area which
probably belonged to the ager of the Flavia Sirmium colony * in Roman times and the

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hoard discovered in the broader territory of Singidunum, in the village of Mirosaljci
near Lazarevac.’ One has been located in Eastern Serbia, in the Nisava valley near
Pirot, antique Turres (Mali Suvodol),* and one in the environs of Vrsac, at the time
the domain of Sarmatian barbaricum.?®

The village of Radalj is situated in the midstream area of the eponymous river, a
Drina tributary, in the immediate vicinity of Mali Zvornik. According to the finder’s
statement, the hoard was found in the surrounds of Zarkovidi, a neighbourhood of
the Radalj village, on the Kosa site, approximately 1,5 km away from the small river
of Mostenica, also a Drina tributary.

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The finder discovered the first specimen of denarii when he was digging a road near
his house using a bulldozer, which is approximately 200 m away from the location of
the site. In a more extensive search, he excavated the soil at a length of 10-30 m and a
width of 1.5-2 m, and then collected the coins dispersed by the bulldozer. Supposing
that the finder had collected all items, that would make this hoard the oldest one in
the chronological horizon of hoards buried during the time of Commodus from the
territory of Serbia.

The hoard site location reopens the question of uncertain course of the South-
eastern border of the Roman province of Pannonia Inferior, which had an unde-
termined route south of the Sava River towards Dalmatia. On its Western part, a
border point north of Doboj is usually cited.® This route, following the course of the
Sava River to the confluence with the Drina river at a distance of 20-25 km, did not,
however, solve the border issue line of Dalmato-Pannonian mining area in Lower
Podrinje. Today, an opinion is widely agreed upon, that the Pannonia border reached
further south than Posavina and that it ran more to the south than Doboj and more to
the north than Domavia, present-day Srebrenica, intersecting the Drina river at the
point of its confluence with its tributary, the Drinjaca river.”

The Serbian part of middle Podrinje, together with the Srebrenica area in Bosnia,
has been famous for its mines since Antiquity, which were exploited during all histo-
rical periods.® In medieval documents, this region is associated with several silver-mi-
ning centres, Tre$njica,’ Lipnik,'® Bohorina,"* Zajaca,"? Krupanj,”® Crnca,** while, in the
Bosnian part of Podrinje, mining activities were situated in Srebrenica.”” From these
times, a document mentioning the village of Radalj was preserved, localized to the im-

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mediate vicinity of the Bohorina mine, which belongs to the wider surroundings of our
find.' In the area around this village several sites from different chronological periods
were recorded, pointing to continuous inhabitation since the Bronze Age.”

Mining, undoubtedly a significant factor in the life of Roman Empire, as well as
metal requirements, led to a developed exploitation of the ore riches in this area,
especially since the times of Trajan and Hadrian. A confirmation of the significance
of this area can also be found on mines - coins with the mark of Pannonian metalla,'®
as well as in early transformation of Podrinje mines to Roman mining territory of
the Imperial Domain (Argentaria).”” The research of Slobodan Dusani¢, based on
epigraphic material, shows that this mining region, shared by two Roman provinces,
Pannonia and Dalmatia, was placed under Centenarius management in 160s, with
a centre in Domavia and the joint title of procurator argentariarum Pannonicarum
et Delmaticarum.* The exterritoriality of mining economies and various industries
which flourished there affected the growth and the population of the entire region, on
both sides of the Drina ?' and, at the same time, affected the development of the road
system.?? From Sirmium, a natural communication hub and the centre of the Roman
province of Pannonia Inferior, a route ran through the Drina valley to the mining
region, and the names of some of the post stations and the surrounding settlements
are known from the itineraries.”® The first post station in this direction, 30 miles
away from Sirmium, is the unlocalized site of Gensis (Tab. Peut. VI V), which lay
somewhere to the north of the Drina valley. Some researchers identify it as the Gerd
municipium, from the inscription originating from Skelane, on the Drina River.* The
remains of Roman edifices were identified on two sites in the environs of Le$nica,?
and in the proximity of present-day Cokesina, somewhat to east of the Drina, the

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remains of a smaller Roman settlement.? Descending farther into the Jadar area,
the road crossed the Drina at the Ad Drinum post, which might be localized to the
proximity of present-day Zvornik.” On the right bank of the Drina, in Mali Zvornik,
the remains of a Roman fort were identified.?® More to the south, on the route of the
assumed borderline between the provinces,” in the area around the village of Culine
a larger Roman site is located, directly opposite the confluence of the Drinjaca to the
Drina. The identified remains of a larger Roman building suggest a fortification pro-
tecting the Drina crossing or a borderline post station between the provinces.*® Apart
from the main road, a network of other, local roads undoubtedly existed, as shown
by the material traces, discovered in a wider region on both sides of the border river
(mining sites and nearby settlements communicated at an early stage).?!

The hoard from the village of Radalj which, as we said, contains 250 pieces of
Roman silver coins, ranges from denarii of Marcus Antonius (32-31 BC) and Nero
(64-65/66 BC) to Commodus (180), and is composed as follows:

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All pieces from the Imperial period belong to the mint of Rome, except for one
Trajan’s drachma issued in Caesarea of Cappadocia (Cat. 88), whose coins were pre-
viously recorded in other finds in the Balkan region.* Unlike several Lycian drach-
mas, which occur in Grocka hoards (one drachma of Domitian), Mirosaljci (two dra-
chmas of Trajan) and Priboj near Vranje (one drachma of Trajan),” this is one of two
known issues of Caesarea in hoards from Serbian territory.** The oldest piece in the
find is a legionnaire denarius of Marcus Antonius (1), whose coins are usually present
in other hoards from this region from the first and the second century. It is followed
by two of Nero’s, one Otho’s and two Vitellius” denarii. A significant number of pieces
belongs to the Flavian period (52 pieces) and Hadrian (50), while Trajan’s issues are
slightly less prevalent (27). The biggest number of pieces (70) comes from the time
of Antoninus Pius, but decreases by the time of Marcus Aurelius (41), whose latest
issue dates to the period between December, 178, to Spring, 179.*° One of the latest
pieces is a denarius of Crispina’s, with a shorter obverse legend, most likely minted
at the time of Marcus Aurelius, from 178 to 180.% It is speculated that this type, with
the legend CONCORDIA and a representation of clasped hands, issued on the occa-
sion of Crispina’s and Commodus’ wedding, signifying their marital harmony.’” The
find ends with the Commodus’ issue from 180 AD (cat. 250), which is one of his first
Imperial issues, after the death of Marcus Aurelius on March 17.%

Most known second-century hoards from the territory of Serbia were concealed
during the time of Marcus Aurelius and Commodus. Among these, three chrono-
logical timeframes of storing can be identified. The earliest timeframe includes the
Mrcevci hoard (166 AD),* the Nemenikuée hoard,”® the Usée hoard,* the Grocka
hoard,* and the Cesta hoard (168 AD),* the burying of which is linked to a state of
danger caused by the First Marcomannic War, 167-171.* Others originate from a la-

Republican coins are the most numerous in the Cesta hoard, but information re-
vealing the earliest piece is unavailable. According to the published data summary,
together with the issues of Marcus Antonius, these coins are the most numerous of
all three storing timeframes.* The Mrcevci hoard also features a high percentage of
Republican coins where, apart from issues of Marcus Antonius, two older pieces are
also present.”® Because of their number, the issues of Vespasian are conspicuous in
the first-century coin composition. The same phenomenon is recorded in hoards
belonging to other two timeframes. All five hoards feature approximately the same
number of Trajan’s coins. Hadrian’s issues are much more prevalent in Grocka, Cesta,
and Nemenikuce than in Us¢e and Mrcevci. Percentage-wise, the coins of Antoninus
Pius are the most numerous in most hoards, except for the Us¢e hoard, where the
coins of Marcus Aurelius are the most prevalent.

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Generally speaking, the composition of the Radalj and Bela Reka hoards is similar
to the first storing timeframe. A certain deviation can be seen in the Mali Suvodol
hoard, which lacks the coins of Marcus Antonius and Vespasian.*

The second timeframe of storing (Table 3 and Graph 2)

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The Mirosaljci hoard features a significantly lower percentage of issues prior to
the time of Antoninus Pius. On the other hand, issues by Marcus Aurelius surpass
all percentages recorded in the three storing periods, a reality caused by circumstan-
ces linking the terminus post quem of its burying to 192 AD. The Ludos$ hoard, like
Mali Suvodol, also shows deviations due to its incompleteness, as the period prior to
Hadrian is represented only by a single Vespasian’s denarius.

The third timeframe of storing (Table 4 and Graph 3)

For a more precise analysis of the burying time of the Radalj hoard, certain histo-
rical circumstances are particularly relevant, which shed light on Commodus’ mo-
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netary propaganda during the first months of independent rule. After the death of
Marcus Aurelius on March 17, 180 in Vindobona, Commodus continued the war with
the Barbarians and took a victory in August, thus ending the expeditio Germanica se-
cunda. He stayed in Panonnia until Autumn of the same year, when he left for Rome,*
and on October 22 (?), 180, with a largitio to the people (Liberalitas III),”® he celebra-
ted the triumph of his victory over Germanic tribes.”* These events (the Emperor’s
return to the capital, the triumph over Germanic tribes and the Imperial inaugu-
ration) are marked by monetary types with the representations of: Fortuna Redux,
Adventus Augusti, Victory, trophy with captives, Minerva Victrix, Roma, Debellator
hostium, Providentia, and Providentia Deorum.* The act of Imperial generosity is
personified by the Liberalitas type, minted in gold, silver, and bronze,* and other,
with more illustrations, issued only in bronze, which, apart from Liberalitas, also
features Commodus himself.*”

In addition to the reverse type with a representation of Liberalitas, the obverse
legend of M\ COMMODVS ANTONINVS AVG also points to the dating of the Radalj
hoard, replacing the earlier L AVREL COMMODVS AVG,* and, in particular, the fact that
Commodus received the title of IMP IIII in autumn of 180.*° Hence, Commodus’
denarius from the Radalj find with the reverse legend of TR P vV IMP 11l COS Il and a re-
presentation of Liberalitas could have been issued only in an interval from the end of
October to December 10, 180, when the Emperor took the new tribunitia potestas.®®

At the same time, this coin might point to the terminus post quem of the find
burying, but a likelihood that the hoard might not have been fully retrieved must be
taken into account, thus suggesting the possibility of a later date.

During the discussed period, the Podrinje region was not exposed to an immedia-
te war danger, which might affect the hoard storing. Causes should be sought in some
of the motives for Commodus’ internal policy. It is well-known that Commodus,
because of his conflict with the Senate, in order to secure his position, relied heavi-

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ly on the army, repeating congiaria to the Praetorians and the provincial army, and
towards the end of his rule, unnecessarily increasing soldier’s salary.®* Historical so-
urces describe him as person of weak character, ruthless and debauched tyrant, who
did not care about the welfare of the State, but rather had his own pleasures in mind.
However, it soon became apparent that Commodus’ confiscations and an enormous
increase of financial resources of the State with serious harm to owners of private
property, led not to wealth, but to the impoverishment of the Empire.*> He took an
exaggerated salary from the gladiators’ fund which, according to Gibbon, turned into
a new and most shameful tax imposed to the Roman people.®® He also introduced
compulsory monetary contributions each year, on the occasion of his birthday.** The
state of general exhaustion, due to the pressure of his taxes and conscriptions, was a
probable cause of provincial riots.® The fact that Pertinax resolutely remited all the
oppressive taxes invented by Commodus and canceled all the unjust claims of the
Treasury testifies to the amount of his taxation.*

Whether, and to what extent, compulsory taxes and confiscation carried out by
Commodus during his reign could really have affected the burying of the Radalj ho-
ard stored in the early stage of his sole reign or whether there were quite different
local or private reasons for doing so, it is difficult to tell for sure, since fully reliable
data on the conditions of the find and its completeness are unavailable.

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ROMAN ANTONINIANI FROM THE VILLAGE OF SUPSKA NEAR CUPRIJA
(SUPSKA )

Abstract: The find from Supska, the village near Cuprija (Horreum Margi) was purcha-
sed by the National Museum in Belgrade directly from the finder. It is a part of a larger
hoard and contains 115 Roman antoniniani, ranging from Gordian III to Gallienus (joint
rule with Valerian I). Terminus post quem for its burial is provided by an antoninianus of
Gallienus, from the 3rd issue by the Viminacium mint in 254, associating it with several ho-
ards from the same horizon in the region of the former province of Upper Moesia (Belgrade,
Smederevo, Vlaji¢a Brdo I in Smederevska Palanka, Gornje Stiplje near Jagodina, Sikirica I
near Paradin, Parcane and Jablanica near Krusevac and Bujkovac near Vranjska Banja) and
Dalmatia (Dvorska near Krupanj), and also with a hoard from an unknown site. The reason
for the storage of antoniniani from Supska, and other hoards from this horizon, which were
the most densely concentrated along the fertile Morava valley, can be traced to an incursion
of the Sarmatian tribe of Iazyges. Although the real cause continues to be in the realm of
speculation, some of the possible causes might have been the activities of latrones, a plague
epidemic, persecutions of Christians, or all of these causes combined.

Keywords: Upper Moesia, Gallienus, year 254, Horreum Margi, Supska, antoniniani, lazyges.

Antoniniani from the hoard found in the village of Supska near Cuprija were pur-
chased by the National Museum in Belgrade in 1955. According to the data from the
Museum inventory, 115 specimens — which range from Gordian III to Gallienus —
were bought directly from the finder as a part of a larger hoard dug out by the seller
in the spring of the same year on the site of Mucava, close to a pear tree, in the village
of Supska.! The village is located on the right bank of the Velika Morava river, near

HYMU3MATUYAP 26-27(2003-2004), 2008, 157-207
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Cuprija, or the antique Horreum Margi, one of the most important towns in the in-
terior of Upper Moesia, which obtained municipal status at the end of the 2nd or the
beginning of the 3rd century.? Its very name, Horreum, and the favourable location
at the centre of vital communication lines, either by river or road, testify to its role
as an important logistics base, which supplied garrisons along the Danube limes,
while epigraphic monuments, almost all of which have a military character, point
to constant military presence, particularly during the 3rd and in the 4th century.* A
series of positioned mansiones and mutationes illustrate how busy life was along the
main route Viminacium-Naissus.* Apart from the mentioned section of this key road
through the Balkans, the presence of a vicinal road can be inferred as well, thanks to
coin hoard finds discovered on the left bank of the Morava river, which bridged the
Morava river close to present-day Cuprija, or Roman Horreum Margi, just like the
Constantinople road would much later®. Roman traces were identified on several sites
in the vicinity of the town, and the remains of Roman fortifications, which controlled
traffic in the Morava valley, were found on the western slopes of the Ku¢aj mountain.®
The site of the hoard find, close to Horreum, near the main road, and the structure
of the issues, which suggests successive thesauration, complete the description of this
area as an important agricultural region, while identifying the likely owner of the ho-
ard as a landowner. At the same time, the existence of another hoard, containing 935
Roman denarii (tpq. Maximinus Thrax, RIC 19, c. jan. 236-march/april 238)’, from
an earlier time, but from the same village, is certainly not a coincidence. Analogies
that point to a link between the antoniniani from Supska I and the agricultural estate
can be found in the location of other sites with coin hoards from the 3rd century,
which were mostly situated along the main and vicinal communication lines of this
part of Upper Moesia. Although some hoards were not fully preserved and precise
data about the context in which they were found is not always available, the content
of some of them suggests a family legacy which formed during a longer period of

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time, thus linking them to agricultural estates which naturally developed close to the
roads.® The chronologically relatively close hoards from the central and eastern part
of the province of Dalmatia (present-day western Serbia and central Bosnia) also
point to successive saving and connect their owners with agricultural estates.’ It is
not unknown that during the Roman times the present-day territory of Serbia was
a mostly agricultural region, except for the mining industry, which is supported by
findings or evidence of the existence of villae rusticae, especially during the period of
Late Antiquity.'

Numerous coin hoards testify to a turbulent period during the middle of the 3rd
century on the territory of present-day Serbia, linking them to several storage peri-
ods ranging from 247 to 254."' Among them, the antoniniani hoard from the villa-
ge of Supska near Cuprija'? is one in a series of hoards classified by their terminus
post quem (tpq.) as the batch hidden during the year of 254.”° The sites of the finds
include a sector to the south of the Sava and the Danube, i.e. the hinterland of the
Danubian limes on the territory of the provinces of Upper Moesia and northeastern
Dalmatia. For the most part, the hoards were discovered within the borders of Upper

The Belije site, in the
village of Podrimce, is particularly important, where massive stone walls were discovered, two capitels and a
bronze hand from a life size statue. A hoard was also found there, containing Roman silver coins, which cov-
ers the period between the middle of the 2nd until the middle of the 3rd century (tpq. 244), and indicates the
existence of a villa during that period. For the coin hoard from the village of Podrimce, cf. Stamenkovi¢ 2005:
143-151. Here it must be stressed that mining and agricultural regions far from Italy (central Illyric), as M.
Mirkovi¢ points out, were not attractive to Roman landowners until the 3rd century and that, although impe-
rial possessions remained dominant, large estates did occur during the periods of military emperors (Mirkovi¢

Smederevo contains 8884 silver Roman coins of Julia Domna (RIC 387, 388a i 389a - 6 items), whose an-
toniniani are dated after 214 (cf. RIC IV/1: 85) and Caracalla, TR P XVIII from 215. (RIC 258a, 260b, 263e i
264c - 11 items), ending with coins by Valerian I (363 items) from the 1st (RIC 240, 253, 23/266, 266 var., 267,
267 var.

Tpq. is provided by coins from Valerian
(RIC 233, 236, 259 - 24 pieces), Mariniana (RIC 6 - 2 pieces) and Gallienus (RIC 358 i 397 - 8 pieces), coins
from the 3rd Viminacium mint issue from 254, and a single coin of Valerian (RIC 89) from the 3rd issue of the
Rome mint, also from 254.

Gornje Stiplje (the Glavica site, one of the highest points of Crni Vrh, ten kilometres to the southwest of Jagodina)
contains 39 denarii and antoniniani and 2 bronze coins from Viminacium, ranging from Caracalla - Gallienus. It
is a part of a larger find, consisting of approximately 600 coins, cf. Arsenijevi¢, Dodi¢ 2004: 235-250; Arsenijevi¢
2004: 228. Authors of the article about this hoard, M. Arsenijevi¢ and S. Dodi¢, conclude that the coin specimen
by Gallienus in RIC (cat. 39), which provdes tpq. for the find, is not registered. The reverse side image is disput-
able, because the attribution of objects (?pileus) in Concordia’s right hand is unreliable. The find was dated to the
end of 253 and the beginning of 254. Using the description of Gallienus’ antoninianus, except for a detail in the
reverse side image (the photograph is blurry, particularly the object in her right hand), the coin is closest to the
RIC type 132, from the Rome mint (IMP C P LIC GALLIENVS AVG / CONCORDIA EXERCIT, Concordia is
standings to the left, holding a patera in her right hand and a double cornucopiae in her left hand). According to
RIC, the specimen dates to 254, but according to J. M. Doyen, the date is 253, october-december (Doyen 1988:
50-51), while J. Lallemand classifies it as 2nd Roman issue from 255 (Lallemand 1972: 29-30). Fitz classifies
the antoniniani from this typology in the hoard table as the 3rd issue of the mint of Rome from 254, and in the
catalogue of the Gorsium hoard as the 2nd issue from the end of 253 and spring of 254 (Fitz 1978: 464-466, 738,
cat. 2596). M. Vasi¢, following the time table and dating given by J. Fitz, who adhered to the Gobl classification,
classifies them in a table as the 3rd issue from the Rome mint from 254 (Vasi¢ 2005: 45), and in the catalogue of
the Crniljevo hoard, according to the Besly-Bland classification, as the 2nd issue from the same year (Vasi¢ 2005:
258-260, cat. 1376-1387). Therefore, the year of 254, provided our attribution is correct, might be the tpq. for the
burial of the Gornje Stiplje hoard. Arsenijevi¢, Dodi¢ point out that a hoard containing silver and bronze jewel-
lery from the first half of the 3rd century also comes from the same site, which was mistakenly attributed to the
Juhor site (Popovi¢ 2002), cf. Arsenijevi¢, Dodi¢ 2004: 235 and ref. 2.

R. Mari¢ noted a coin of Phillip IT from the Sikirica IT hoard, discovered before 1951, which was purchased by
the National Museum in Belgrade (Mari¢ 1956 : 180, no. 10 ; Mirnik 1981 : 69, no. 215). M. Arsenijevi¢ found
that the Native Museum in Paradin holds 240 denarii and antoniniani from the same hoard (a smaller part of
it was scattered), ranging from Pertinax to Valerian (13 coins) and Gallienus (1 coin). The tpq. of the hoard
is the year of 253/254. In her unpublished MA thesis, M. Arsenijevi¢ gives the contents of the finds sorted by
rulers, but does not provide any data regarding the mints and the dating of the issues, cf. Arsenijevi¢ 2002
(unpublished MA thesis); Arsenijevi¢ 2004: 228.

The largest segment of the Jablanica hoard was delivered to the National Museum in Belgrade in severel parts.
It contains 2287 denarii and antoniniani, ranging from Faustina I Diva under Antoninus Pius (RIC 384 - after
141 AD) / M. Aurelius (RIC 215 -169/170 AD) to Gallienus, cf. Vasi¢ 1967: 63-82; Vasi¢ 1972: 58, 60, 63-65;
Fitz 1978: 201-202; Mirnik 1981: 63, no. 176; Bori¢-Breskovi¢ 1994: 42/103, ref. 48; Arsenijevi¢ 1997: 44;
Arsenijevi¢ 2002 (unpublished MA thesis); Arsenijevi¢ 2004: 228. A smaller part, containing 26 antoniniani
(originally 150) is held at the Kru$evac Museum, and fits the proposed chronological time frame, cf. Raskovi¢
1995: 202; Raskovi¢ 2003: 47-48. The latest specimens in the find are coins by Valerian, from the 1st (3 items,
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south hillside slopes of Juhor (the wider environs of Krusevac)?® and Bujkovac near
Vranjska Banja),?! while Dvorska near Krupanj comes from the region of northea-
stern Dalmatia.?? A part of the hoard with 32 antoniniani from an unknown site from
the territory of Serbia belongs to the same period.” Five of these hoards are kept at
the National Museum in Belgrade.?* These hoards come from Smederevo, Jablanica,”
Dvorska, a part from the Unknown site I, and also from the incomplete find from

Supska I. Another example in the series of analogous finds is a smaller antonini-

ani hoard from Janja, near Bjeljina (present-day Bosnia), which is also held at the

National Museum in Belgrade. The hoard comes from the region of the Roman pro-

Parcane, in the wider environs of Kru$evac: 30 antoniniani from a larger find, which counted over 100 pieces
at the time of the discovery: Gordian III (RIC 35) - Valerian, IMP VALERIANVS P AVG / CONCOR EXERC
(RIC 233), cf. Raskovi¢ 2005: 202-203; Arsenijevi¢ 2002 (unpublished MA thesis); Arsenijevi¢ 2004: 228. For
the dating of the latest Valerian coin - 3rd issue of the Viminacium mint from 254, cf. G6bl 1951: 28 (begin-
ning/spring 254, 1st officina); Fitz 1978: 432-435 (table); Vasi¢ 2005: 48 (table). Unlike the table given in the
catalogue for the Gorsium hoard, Fitz also describes this type as 2nd issue, dated to the October-December of
253 (Fitz 1978: 733, cat. 2367-2369), while M. Vasi¢, in the catalogue of the Crniljevo hoard, describes it as ITa
issue, but from 254 (Vasi¢ 2005: 283 - cat. 1573). Doyen 1988: 49-51 classifies the same type as 3rd series from
the Viminacium mint, dating it to October/December of 253.

Bujkovac near Vranjska Banja (the hoard has not been published), cf. Bori¢-Breskovi¢ 1988: 91, ref. 13;
Arsenijevi¢ 2002 (unpublished MA thesis); Arsenijevi¢ 2004: 229. The hoard originally contained 149 local
bronze coins fromViminacium and Dacia, and the Museum in Vranje purchased 136 specimens in 1977, of
which only 131 remain. M. Arsenijevi¢ lists the content of the hoard by rulers: Gordian III - Gallienus (Vimi-
nacium mint) and Phillip I - Aemilian (Dacia), cf. Arsenijevi¢ 2002 (unpublished MA thesis). The find ends
with bronze coins of Gallienus from the XVI year of the Viminacium era (254/255), the same year when the
colonial mint in Viminacium was shut down (Bori¢-Breskovi¢ 1976: 8-9).

For Dvorska near Krupanj, cf. Mari¢ 1956: 180, no. 11; Vasi¢ 1967: 71 and ref. 42, 72; Vasi¢ 1972: 58, 60, 62-65;
Mirnik 1981: 62, no. 168; Bori¢-Breskovi¢ 2004: 42/103, ref. 48; Vasi¢ 2005: 63-65. The hoard was obtained for
the National Museum in Belgrade in several parts (o. inv. 1341) and except for the coins (472 denarii and anto-
niniani) contains 8 fragments of jewellery. It has not been published in its entirety, except for the publishing of
delivered contents by M. Vasi¢ upon arrival at the National Museum in Belgrade. The Dvorska find begins with
the coins by Septimius Severus (RIC 64 - 95/96 AD), and ends with the pieces by Valerian (20 items) from the
1st (RIC 240, 264, 266, 267, 267 var. — 10 items), 2nd (RIC 241- 5 items) and 3rd (RIC 236 and 259 - 3 items)
issue of the Viminacium mint, one from the 2nd issue of the Rome mint (RIC 92), and coins by Mariniana
and Gallienus from the 3rd issue at Viminacium. There is also one hybrid of Valerian (RIC 232): rev. Antioch,
1st issue, obv. Viminacium 2nd-5th issues (Fitz 1978: 456, 458, 548 notel61, 815). Tpq. of the hoard burial is
provided by Valerian’s (RIC 236 and 259 - 3 items), Mariniana’s (RIC 6 - 2 items) and Gallienus’ (RIC 385 and
397 - 5 items) antoniniani from the 3rd Viminacium issue from 254. For the time table of latest issues, cf. Gobl
1951: 27-28; Fitz 1978: 420-422; 432-435, 460-463, 476-479: table; 665-670; Vasi¢ 2005: 48 (table).

From a hoard found on the territory of Serbia 32 antoniani were obtained in 1951 for the National Museum
in Belgrade (Unknown site 1): Caracalla (2); Elagabalus (6); Gordian III (4), Phillip I (1); Trajan Decius (4);
Etruscilla (1); Etruscus (2); Hostilian (3); Trebonianus Gallus (2); Volusianus (4); Valerian I (RIC 266 -1 item);
Gallienus (RIC 397 - 1 item). One of the rarer specimens is a consecration coin for Trajan by Decius from the
mint of Viminacium (RIC 85b), and one other from the same mint, made for Hostilian (RIC 176a). Tpq. is
provided by Gallienus’ coin (RIC 397) from the 3rd Viminacium issue, which dates to 254.

This number does not include a coin from the Sikirica II hoard, since the main part of it is kept in the Para¢in
Museum, cf. supra ref. 8.

A small part of the hoard from Jablanica is kept at the Krusevac Museum, cf. supra ref. 9.

Without a doubt, the large Belgrade hoard, formerly joined with the hoards stored

The latest pieces in the hoards from 252/253, except for the Belgrade find, belong to
the issues of Trebonianus Gallus and Volusian (10 hoards),?” as well as Aemilian (4

The hoard from Janja, near Bjeljina, consists of 26 antoniniani, one silver fibula, parts of silver jewellery and
ceramic vessel fragments. Monetary part of the find ranges from Gordian III to Gallienus. The tpq. for its stor-
age is provided by two Mariniana specimens from the mint of Viminacium (RIC 6) and Rome (RIC 3), and
one by Gallienus, from the Viminacium mint (RIC 377), dating the hoard to 244, cf. Miljani¢ 1977: 31-41.

The latest coins in the find are by Gallus and Volusian from the mints of Rome
and Viminacium, and Gallus from the Antioch mint. Fitz dates the issues from the Rome mint to the period
between 251 and 253, for Gallus, and 251-252 for Volusian, while M. Vasi¢ classifies them as ITa (Gallus: RIC
33 - 3 items; Volusian: RIC 168, 179 - 4 items) and IIb issues (Gallus: RIC 34, 42 - 5 items; Volusian: RIC 180
- 2 items), which date to the end of 251. The Volusian type IVNONI MARTIALI (RIC 172 - 1 item) belongs
to the same mint, classified by Mattingly (RIC IV/3: 154) as the 2nd issue from the Rome mint, but in a note
he places the 3rd issue before the 2nd (RIC IV/3: 189), while Fitz dates this type to 251-252 (Fitz 2005: 392-
393). Gallus’ issues from the Viminacium mint come from the 1st (RIC 70 - 7 items) and 2nd (RIC 71,72 - 18
items) issue, according to M. Vasi¢, while the issues from the Antioch mint is classified as the 1st issue (RIC
92, officina .... - 1 item and officina IIV - 1 item), which, just like Fitz, he places within a wider chronological
frame 251-253. Volusian’s coins from the 1st (RIC 206 - 6 items) and 2nd issue (RIC 205 - 5 items) by Vimi-
nacium the researchers date to 251-252 (Fitz), and 251-253 (Vasi¢). Types combining the reverse side from the
Viminacium mint and the obverse legend from the Rome mint were also identified (Gallus: RIC 35 - 6 items),
as well as vice versa (Volusian, RIC 182 var.: IMP C C VIB.../ PIETAS AVGG, altar). For the time table of the
latest issues, cf. Fitz 1978: 380-387; Vasi¢ 2005: 28, 29-34 (Trebonianus Gallus) and Fitz 1978: 392-395; Vasic¢
2005: 28-34 (Volusian). Tpq. for the hoard storage could be linked to a date preceding Aemilian’s usurpation
and proclamation as emperor in Upper and Lower Moesia, i.e. to the beginning of 253 or his official recogni-
tion during the summer of 253. For the dating of the beginning of Aemilian’s usurpation and later legitimate
government, cf. Dusani¢ 1961: 144; Vasi¢ 2005: 37-39 with literature.

hoards).?®* Among these, the earliest tpq. (end of 251) is provided by an antoninianus
of Gallus from the incomplete hoard from Ciéevac and Volusian from the part of the
Unknown site 2 hoard. In this horizon, there is an almost equal number of hoards

consisting of bronze coins from Viminacium and Dacia and an occasional imperial

bronze piece (6) and hoards consisting of denarii and antoniniani or just antonini-

ani (7), with one find of bimetal composition (Popovac near Paracin). However, the

terminus a quo of the Belgrade find is provided by the Valerian pieces from the 1st

and 2nd issue of the Viminacium mint. These are dated to 253 or 254, depending on

the use of six- or three-issue system (RIC 241 i 267 var.).”” On the basis of monetary

data which point to the end of 253 as the terminus ad quem, or 254 as the year of

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hiding, the conditions of the hoard find (traces of intense fire around the storage
vessel) led A. Crnobrnju to conclude that Singidunum may have fallen victim to a
pillaging expedition in 254, which posed a serious threat to the existence of its inha-
bitans.” The author believes that the expedition was an incursion by the Sarmatian
tribe of Tazyges, whose territory was closest to the Roman areas at the Sava confluen-
ce. Support to the hypothesis that the Iazyges may have used the weakened defences
of Singidunum, caused by the departure of a part of the garrison to the east with
Valerian’s troops™ is provided by the evidence of their earlier raids in this region,*
and also by other monetary finds from the territory of Serbia, chronologically tied to
the year of 254.

Archaeological and numismatic finds from Belgrade: ceramic kiln from a pottery workshop dated by Gallus’
bronze coin from Viminacium from the year XIII and the Belgrade hoard consisting of 2810 denarii and anto-
niniani with traces of intense fire around the vessel in which they were stored led A. Crnobrnja to believe that the
kiln operation was violently interrupted soon after 251/252, and that hoard had been buried at some point after
the second half of 253. As the year when the coins were stored, i.e. the moment of the destruction of the pottery
workshop, he proposes 254, cf. Crnobrnja 2005: 117 (122), 119 (123-124). According to V. Kondi¢ (Kondi¢ 1969;
Kondi¢ 1972: 26), the end of 253 represents the terminus ad quem for the hoard burial, while Mirnik 1981: 60, no.
152; Arsenijevi¢ 2002 (unpublished MA thesis); Arsenijevi¢ 2004: 227 cite the year of 253 as the year of storage.
As the reason for the hoard storage in the immediate vicinity of the castrum V. Kondi¢ proposes the departure
of the owner - soldier with Valerian’s troops to the east at the end of 253 or at the beginning of 254, at the latest.
Valerian could have reached Singidunum, after which the road led to the eastern front, by the beginning of 254
at the latest, although the visit was not mentioned by sources, taking with him at the time one of the Moesian
legions to the expected confrontation with Sapor. The conclusion is based on the fact that Valerian passed
through the Bassianae part of Limes between December 10 and December 31, 253, as well as the fact that from
the southeastern part of Lower Pannonia he could have reached the threatened eastern region by early spring
of 254, cf. Kondi¢ 1969: 21-22. For the date of Valerian’s transit through this part of limes, cf. Dusani¢: 1965:
95-98 and Doyen 1988: 44-45.

For the incursion of the Tazyges to the Roman region at the confluence of the Sava river during the wars of
Marcus Aurelius on the Danube, at the time of absence of the IIII Flavia legion from its permanent camp,
based on an epigraphic monument from the 2nd century, cf. Mirkovi¢ 1968: 46; Mirkovi¢, IMS I: 37, 77-78,
no. 52 b. The now-lost hoards from the urban centre of Singidunum perhaps testify to this fact, cf. Bori¢-
Breskovi¢, Crnobrnja 2005: 10 and ref. 17-18; 16 and ref. 47.
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The preserved part of the Supska find begins with an antoninianus of Gordian III
from 238/239 (cat. 1), and ends with an antoninianus of Gallienus issued during the
joint reign with Valerian I at the Viminacium mint in 254 (SALVS AVGG, 3rd issue
- cat. 115).* The find contains coins of 11 emperors and imperial family members:
Gordian IIT - 32; Phillip I — 30 (Phillip I - 21, Otacilia Severa - 1, Phillip II - 8);
Trajan Decius - 35 (Trajan Decius - 18, Etruscilla — 8, Divo Augusto — 1, Herennius
Etruscus - 5, Hostilianus - 3); Trebonianus Gallus — 13; Volusian - 4; Gallienus, joint
reign with Valerian I - 1.

The overview of the Supska find, unlike its catalogue, where we adhered to the
sequence of issues given in Roman Imperial Coinage, was made using chronological
tables and the time table of issues and officinae given in the study of the large denarii
and antoniniani hoard from Donje Crniljevo by M. Vasi¢ (Vasi¢ 2005).** For the pi-
eces which were not present in the Crniljevo find we adhered to the time tables and
classifications of issues given by: Kondi¢ 1969, Fitz 1978 and Besley, Bland 1983.

The largest part of the find consists of antoniniani from the periods of Gordian III,
Phillip I and family, and Trajan Decius and family, each with roughly the same percent-
age. Among the issues of Decius, an antoninianus from his commemorative series was
identified (cat. 89). There is only a small number of coins issued by Trebonianus Gallus
and Volusian as Augustus (17 pieces), while Aemilian’s coinage is not present. The part
of the hoard obtained by the National Museum in Belgrade ends with an antoninianus
from Gallienus’ third issue at the Viminacium mint in 254 (RIC 397). The large hoard
from Jablanica ends with the same issue of Gallienus, as does a part of the Unknown
site I hoard. The tpq. for the dating of the Smederevo hoard is provided by several
pieces of Mariniana®* and Gallienus, and in case of Vlaji¢a Brdo I hoard and Dvorska
hoard, apart from these, also by Valerian’s coins, all which also belong to the 3rd issue
from the Viminacium mint from 254. The last piece from the Parcane hoard belongs
to this emission as well (Valerian, RIC 233). The remaining part of the Gornje Stiplje
hoard, provided our additional attribution of Gallienus’ coin is correct (RIC 132), could
also be dated to 254, as the 3rd issue from the Rome mint. In any case, it is certain that
the hoard belongs to the aforementioned horizon. On the basis of data from literature
the unpublished find from Sikirica II is also included in this group, containing the lat-
est piece by Gallienus, whose precise attribution is not known. At the same time, us-
ing previous analysis, the large Belgrade hoard is attributed to same period of storage,
whose tpq. is determined by Valerians pieces from the 1st and 2nd Viminacium issue
(RIC 241 and 267 var.). To some extent, the find from Bujkovac, near Vranjska Banja,
containing bronze coins from Viminacium and Dacia, deviates from the homogenous
horizon of hoards stored in 254, since the Gallienus’ piece from the Viminacium year of
XVI provides a somewhat wider time frame. * It is linked to the autumn of 254 and, at

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the latest, the autumn of 255, when the local Viminacium mint was closed.” During the
previous (XV) year (autumn 253/autumn 254), the mint had not been producing local
bronze,*® which is mostly related to economic reasons.” Considering that the Supska
find was not delivered to the Museum in its entirety and that the chronology of present
issues does not imply a definite time frame, the fact that most of the hoards from the
territory of Serbia belong to the same horizon indicates that this hoard might also have
been hidden during the beginning of Valerian's and Gallienus’ joint reign, i.e. at some
point during 254.

With respect to mints, in the Supska find the most prevalent are the antoniniani
from the Rome mint (83), which, as demonstrated by the content analysis of other
hoards, remained the primary supplier for the coin circulation in this region.* Syrian
Antioch with 8 pieces kept approximately the same (previously determined) ratio,
for the area from the Balkans to the north.* With regard to the antoniniani mint in
Viminacium, although identification has changed several times, the argumentation
accepted today as applied in the studies by J. Fitz, who published a large hoard from
Gorsium, and later by M. Vasi¢ in his study on the denarii and antoniniani hoard
from Donje Crniljevo (Roman province of Dalmatia) suggests that it was opened
during the time of Phillip I, that it expanded greatly during the rule of Trajan Decius
and that it lasted until the end of the joint reign of Valerian I and Gallienus.*> On the
basis of this conclusion, the Viminacium mint was produced 21 pieces in the follow-
ing order: Trajan Decius (3 - cat. 78-80), consecration issue DIVO AVGVSTO coined
under Decius (1 - cat. 89)*, Herennia Etruscilla (3 - cat. 86-88)*, Herennius Etruscus

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Namely, the highest percentage of coins was made in Rome, which is understandable, as this mint was dominant
in the Balkans until the opening of the secondary imperial mint in Viminacium, during the rule of Phillip I. The
Viminacium mint met the demands of the Balkan region to a large extent, and its participation greatly increased
during the rule of Trajan Decius (250/1) and Trebonianus Gallus, since during those years it carried most of the
burden for the coin supply to the Danubian provinces, due to the war with the Goths and the logistics support to
the Lower Moesia and Thrace. Antioch, which was operational as early as the time of Septimius Severus, is repre-
sented in the hoard by a small number of coins, probably because of the difficult supply during the wars. During
the time of Valerian I the role of the Viminacium mint became more prominent, until its closure in the year 257,
or at the beginning of 258, and its partly relocation to Colonia Agrippinensis, present-day Cologne (during the
year 257, half of the Viminacium mint was transferred to Colonia Agrippinensis so that the troops in that part of
the limes could regularly receive their pay), cf. Vasi¢ 2005.

M. Vasi¢ concludes that few specimens of Hostilian’s antoniani from the Viminacium mint were found in the
hoards from Upper Moesia, cf. Vasi¢ 2005: 23.
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An unknown variant was identified with Phillip II as Caesar (M IVL PHILIPPVS
CAES) and it occurs combined with the reverse side of Gordian III (AETERNITATTI
AVGG, Sol - cat. 60). The obverse is from the mint of Rome and is dated in the year of
244-246 according to RIC and J. Fitz,"” or 245-247 according to M. Vasi¢.*® RIC does
not mention this piece, nor do V. Kondi¢, J. Fitz and M. Vasi¢. An analogous piece was
found in the antoninianus with same reverse type, minted for Phillip I (IMP PHILIPPVS
AVQ), classified in RIC as Phillip’s hybrid issue with Gordian’s reverse (RIC 90).

To date, it is uncertain whether the two pieces of Trebonianus Gallus (cat. 101-
102) were made in Rome or Viminacium, or whether these coins are a hybrid combi-
nation. The obverse contains the inscription IMP CAE C VIB TREB GALLVS AVG,
typical of the Rome mint, while the reverse type PIETAS AVGG with the image of
Pietas veiled, standing at the front with both arms spread, in the field to the left a small
altar, was seen on Gallus’ coins from the Viminacium mint, but with the obverse leg-
end IMP C C VIB TREB GALLVS AVG (RIC 72 - cf. Supskal, cat. 107).* For Gallus’
Rome coinage RIC 41 provides a reverse type without an altar, while noting that the
variants with an altar are typical for the “Milan” mint.*® A type equal to the speci-
mens from Supska was published by Besly and Bland, who marked it as RIC 41n. It
was included in the issues of the Rome mint, 3rd issue.”" Similarly, Fitz attributed it
to the Rome mint.”> M. Vasi¢ did not identify this Gallus’ type from the Rome mint,
but it does exist in case of Volusian with the obverse IMP CAE C VIB VOLVSIANO
AVG (RIC 182),” while in case of Gallus the same reverse type was noted at the
Viminacium mint (obv. IMP C C VIB TREB GALLVS AVG).>* On the other hand, V.
Kondig¢, in his publication of the Belgrade denarii and antoniniani find, attributes the
Gallus’ coin of this type, with the obverse legend IMP CAE C VIB TREB GALLVS
AVG, to the mint of Viminacium.” While pointing out the question of attribution for
the combination of reverse type from the Viminacium mint with the obverse legend
from the Rome mint (IMP CAE C VIB...), M. Vasi¢ nonetheless leaves this question
open and does not attempt to give the final judgement, although he believes that this
obverse/reverse combination could suggest that the obverse mould templates were
sent to the Viminacium mint from Rome.*

The issue of Phillip I (cat. 42) with the obverse ANNONA AVGG, Annona stand-
ing left, holding corn-ears over prow and cornucopiae (RIC 29) Mattingly dates to
the time between 245 and 247 as the 3rd issue of the Rome mint.”” In his analysis of
the Belgrade find, V. Kondi¢ classifies this type of the 3rd issue as the 3rd officina, just
like one other similar type (RIC 28c¢), which has a modius instead of a prow on the
reverse side (cf. Supska, cat. 40-41). In the Donje Crniljevo hoard M. Vasi¢ identified
only the RIC 28c type, which, however, he attributed to the operation of the 1st of-
ficina.’® In any case, the specimen cat. 42 belongs to the 3rd issue, but the question of
the officina remains open.

The antoninianus by Phillip I (cat. 52) with the short obverse legend IMP
PHILIPPVS AVG and the reverse ROMAE AETERNAE, Roma sitting left, holding
Victory and a sceptre, with a shield on the side, an altar in front, we classified as RIC
65 note. This type, Mattingly asserts, has a spear instead of a sceptre, but concludes
in a note that Cohen (C 171) identified a variant with a sceptre rather than a spear. In
the introductory note, the issue RIC 65 with the short obverse legend and the reverse
ROMAE AETERENAE (altar) is dated as the 4th issue from 247 by the Rome mint,
while S.K. Eddy sees it as the 7th issue from 248-249, by the same mint.”® V. Kondi¢
identified 4 RIC 65 type pieces in the Belgrade hoard, but does not provide photos
of the specimens.®® A specimen of this type, however, was found neither in J. Fitz,
nor in M. Vasi¢. Both authors catalogued the variant without an altar on the reverse
side (RIC 106),%* which Fitz, in accordance with RIC, interprets as a hybrid, while M.
Vasi¢ interprets it as in issue by the Viminacium mint.*

The antoniniani from Supska made while Phillip was Caesar (cat. 55-59), and on
the photo published in RIC (pl. 8, 8), clearly show that the Caesar is holding a spear
in his left hand. In the description under RIC 218d Mattingly states that the Caesar is

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holding a standard instead of a spear. We assume that a mistake happened, which V.
Kondi¢ pointed out earlier.®®

The Trajan Decius type (cat. 78) with the obverse legend IMP CAE TRA DECIVS
AVG and the reverse DACIA FELIX (RIC 37c), according to Fitz, belongs to the 1st
issue by the Viminacium mint, which dates to 250-251 (?).* The type was not identi-
fied in the Donje Crniljevo hoard, but specimens with the same obverse legend, char-
acteristic for the 1st Viminacium issue, M. Vasi¢ dates to 249.° On the other hand,
both authors classify the antoniniani with the shortlegend IMP CAE TRA DEC AVG
as the 2nd issue from the same mint, which both date to 250-251.%°

Thanks to the different hairstyle, a difference was found between Etruscilla’s
Roman and Viminacium issues (cat. 86-88). In that aspect, we adhered to the at-
tribution given by J. Fitz and M. Vasi¢, who determine the bust resting upon a cres-
cent moon with straight hair, bent at the back so as to attach to the diadem as a
Viminacium issue.®’

The find also contains a antoninianus variant of Trebonianus Gallus (cat. 109)
with the reverse ADVENTVS AVG (RIC 79) by the Antioch mint, with the officina
mark - at the obverse and in the exergue of the reverse side. Among the Antioch issu-
es published in the studies by J. Fitz, Besly & Bland and M. Vasi¢a, this officina mark
has not been identified.®* The specimen was, according to the type and sequence of
the similar issues present in Besly & Bland and M. Vasi¢, categorized as the 2nd issue
of the same mint.®

The Gallus’ specimen cat. 110, also from the Antioch mint, has on the reverse side
the inscription VDERITAS (sic!) AVG instead of VBERITAS AVG. The same inscrip-
tion was noted by M. Vasi¢ in the Donje Crniljevo hoard.”

The time of burial for the Supska I hoard was determined by an antoninianus by
Gallienus from the period of joint rule with Valerian I, which is dated to 254 and
which belongs to the 3rd issue by the Viminacium mint. As already mentioned, this
links the find to the hoard horizon of 254, which are almost exclusively composed of

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denarii and antoniniani or just antoniniani. The exceptions are Vlaji¢a Brdo II, where
Roman imperial silver is dominant, together with 136 bronze coins from Viminacium
and Dacia, Gornje Stiplje with 2 Viminacium bronze coins and Bujkovac with only
local bronze coins. The most numerous hoards from the middle of the 3rd century
contain, however, the coins by Gallus, Volusian and Aemilian from 252/253 as the
latest ones, except for the Cicevac hoard with a Gallus piece and Unknown site 2
with a Volusian piece, both dated to the end of 251.”" These are situated mostly aro-
und the valleys of Morava and their storage is can be explained by several causes,
among which the prevailing ones are: political instability, the struggle of pretenders
to the throne,”” marauder attacks,” but also barbarian raids, which are not explicitly
mentioned by the sources.” Of the circumstances which brought about the hiding
of the Supska find, as well as other hoards of the same horizon, the relevant ones
are events in the surrounding regions and historical notes pertaining to the period
between 253 and 254. Upon Valerian’s ascendance to the throne during the autumn
of 253, who immediately appointed Gallienus as Augustus and made him his co-
ruler,” prevented the military anarchy for a while, but the barbarian raids increased
and intensified. As early as 253 Valerian was forced to defend the eastern frontier.”
On his travel to the east, he passed through the Bassianae part of Limes, and probably
through the camps in Singidunum and Viminaciumu situated on the via publica whi-
ch went along the Danubian limes.”” It is assumed that at the beginning of his reign
Quadi and Iazyges invaded Pannonia.”® The same region was attacked by Marcomani
around 254, who reached Italy and Ravenna, forcing Gallienus to concede a part
of Upper Pannonia.” This year is also associated with the incursion of Goths, who
crossed the Danube, plundered Thrace and Macedonia and reached Thessalonica,®

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while Zosimus reported barbarian raids of Italy and Illyric.®' The empire was ravaged
by plague, which appeared under Gallus and continued unabated for fifteen years,
undermining the defences of the Empire and killing significant numbers of its po-
pulation.®? The sources report from the time of Decius onwards the proscription of
Christians became rampant, continuing under Gallus and Valerian, and ended by
Gallienus only after Valerian’s death.** However, the circumstances towards the end
of 253 and during 254 on the territory of Upper Moesia and north-eastern Dalmatia
can only be deduced from the coin hoards, whose latest pieces come from almost
concurrent series. Concentrated in the mining areas to the south of the Sava river
(Dvorska near Krupanj), and agriculturally developed and densely populated terri-
tories to the south of the Danube and along the Morava valley, all the way to the mo-
untain slopes of Jastrebac (Jablanica),* and also further to the south by Juzna Morava
(Bujkovac near Vranjska Banja), the number and distribution of the hoards indicate
to the scale of the region and the dangers it was exposed to®. Almost certainly, they
indicate an immediate danger or an enemy attack.’® Economically prosperous mi-
ning areas* and agricultural estates situated alongside Roman communication lines*
could have been an alluring target for barbarian raids, unrecorded by the sources.
One of the suggestions is the Sarmatian tribe of Iazyges,* whose incursions to the
Roman soil were reported by narrative sources from the time of Gallienus’ sole rei-
gn.” The finds of the stored coin hoards support this claim, on the basis of which the
routes for their incursion might be drawn. At the same time, barbarian onslaughts
to other Danubian provinces, especially Panonnia and Thrace, were undoubtedly un-
settling and contributed to instability in Upper Moesia and south-eastern Dalmatia.
Although the Iazyges raid seems the most likely reason for the storage of hoards of
this horizon, their burial could have been caused by other factors. To the latrones, the

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areas covered by our coin finds seemed just as enticing, and their activities had been
well-known ever since the 2nd century.” The plague danger should also not be ruled
out, which was decimating the population at the time, nor the possible persecutions
of the Christians. Although the real cause for the burial of the Supska coin hoard, just
like many others in chronological proximity, which were densely concentrated along
the fertile Morava valley, one of the busiest traffic routes in the Balkans, remains in
the realm of hypotheses, while one or more of them might have forced the owner to
hide his savings.

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PRELIMINARY RESULTS OF AN EXAMINATION OF THE PRIBOJ HOARD

Summary

The area surrounding the town of Vranje became a part of the Roman state during the first
century AD. All large ancient settlements discovered in Zujinac, Samoljica, Davidovac,
Milanovo, Zlatokop, Vranje, Vranjska Banja, Vladi¢in Han and Romanovac, tens of smaller
settlements, villae rusticae, posts and defence fortifications were interconnected via a dense
grid of roads. Ubication of all hoards recorded in the area surrounding Vranje suggests that
the hoards were discovered in the immediate vicinity of roads connecting Naissus, Scupi,
Ulpiana and Pautalia - the four largest antique centres in this part of the Balkans. Historical
sources from the third century, which contain numerous references to barbaric raids and in-
ternal unrest, should be relied upon when searching for reasons why the hoards were stored.
Although very disparate in terms of composition, the hoards discovered in Priboj Vranjski,
Bujkovac, Gradnja, Samoljica and Spancevac made a significant contribution to the under-
standing of economic and financial developments in this part of the Balkans.

The largest and most significant hoard was discovered in the area surrounding the village of
Priboj Vranjski. During April and June 1995, two ceramic vessels were unearthed by illegal
diggers using a metal detector, which contained Roman silver coins with a total weight of
over 100 kg. Around 14,000 specimens were seized in a subsequent police action. An archa-
eological excavation was performed at the site where the coins were found in October 1995,
and discovered a smaller late antique settlement, most likely a part of a villa rustica. The
excavation also unearthed a part of a hoard consisting of 45 silver denarii, with a time frame
ranging from Marcus Antonius (48 — 43 BC) to Septimius Severus (193 - 211).

The seized Roman silver coins were subject to a long lawsuit, which ended in 2000, and were
only delivered to the National Museum in Vranje in 2006. Although the hoard was examined
several times, a more thorough examination of the numismatic find was only possible after
the delivery of the hoard. An expert team lead by dr Miloje Vasi¢, mr Bojana Bori¢-Breskovi¢
and Goran Mitrovi¢ performed an examination in May 2006 and managed to give a fairly
accurate picture of the hoard. Although the team did not examine the entire content of the
preserved part of the hoard, this expert examination is nonetheless a significant step in the
research of this exceptional find of Roman silver coins. However, with respect to the chro-
nological dating of the time of burial, a precise estimate cannot be obtained due to objective
reasons, for the time being at least. Data obtained through archaeological excavation suggest
that the hoard was stored during the reign of Septimius Severus and his sons. On the other
hand, an expert analysis done in 2008 shifted the storage time by thirty years, while registe-
ring 48 antoniniani from the third century (in addition to the denarii from the first century
BC and I, II and III century AD), the earliest belonging to a minting by Valerianus I. In the
end, the final conclusion regarding the composition and the time of storage of the Priboj
hoard can only be reached after an examination of the remaining preserved part, partially
cleaned at this time and consisting of around 10,000 specimens. For this reason, a more
detailed analysis will be done next time, and for the time being we would like to present to
the general public the preliminary results of the examination of this exceptionally rich and
significant hoard containing Roman silver coins, without delving into the numismatic issues
entailed by this find.

U dvobroju 26-27 casopisa Numizmaticar kataloski je obradjen deo fonda
Sistematske zbirke rimskog carskog novca Narodnog muzeja u Beogradu (399 prime-
raka) koji se odnosi na kovanje Elagabala, Aleksandra Severa i Maksimina sa poro-
dicama (kat. 2041-2439). U okviru Elagabalovih izdanja obuhvacen je novac samog
Elagabala (kat. 2041-2152), potom Julije Soemije, Elagabalove majke (kat. 2153-
2156), Julije Meze, babe Elagabala i Aleksandra Severa (kat.2157- 2172), Julije Paule,
kratkotrajno udate za Elagabala (kat. 2173-2175) i Akvilije Severe, njegove druge Zene
(kat. 2176-2177). Slede izdanja Aleksandra Severa (kat. 2178-2391), zatim izdanja za
Juliju Mameu, Severovu majku (kat. 2392-2409), zenu Orbianu (kat. 2410) i deifiko-
vanu Juliju Mezu (kat. 2411). Ovaj nastavak Kataloga Sistematske zbirke zavrsava se
carskim emisijama Maksimina I (kat. 2412-2436) i cezarskim izdanjima Maksima,
njegovog sina (kat. 2437-2439). Preovladuju izdanja u srebru, mnogo manje je zastu-
plien novac od bakra, dok je samo jedan primerak kovan u zlatu, aureus Elagabala,
datovan u 218-219. godinu (kat. 2044).

Katalog je ureden po uzoru na prethodne, prate¢i niz, raspored i hronologiju emi-
sija datih u korpusu Roman Imperial Coins in the Hunter Coin Cabinet. To podra-
zumeva da se u okviru jednog vladarskog perioda na prvom mestu prikazuje novac
samog cara, potom novac kovan za ¢lanove vladarske porodice, Zive ili deifikovane.

Za svaki primerak naznaceni su osa, tezina u gramima i promer u milimetrima.

Odstupanja od poznatih vrsta zabelezena su pored referentne literature u zagra-
dama. Uglavnom je re¢ o varijantama u vezi sa aversnom predstavom, aversnom le-
gendom, reversnom predstavom i reversnom legendom.

Denar Elagabala (kat. 2095) s reversom TR P III COS III P P (Sol) koji ga datuje u
emisiju s kraja 220. godine, trebalo bi da ima aversni natpis IMP ANTONINVS PIVS
AVG. Pored toga sto natpisom IMP CAES ANTONIN(sic!)VS AVG sadrzi aversnu
legendu koja prati ranije serije s TR P i TR P II, u grafiji natpisa prikazuje slovo N
inverzno otkovano.

Jedan denar Aleksandra Severa (kat. 2267) prema aversnoj legendi pripadao bi
emisijama iz perioda 228-231, dok ga reversni tip povezuje s ranijim kovanjima $i-
roko datovanim od 222 do 228. godine. Ovde je najverovatnije re¢ o hibridnom pri-
merku s novim aversnim tipom, a reversom preuzetim iz prethodnog perioda. U
Katalogu je pridruzen emisijama iz pozne 228. godine.

U Zbirci su takode prisutna tri inkuzna denara, jedan Elagabalov iz 222. godine
(kat. 2152) i dva Aleksandra Severa (kat. 2390-2391).

XVI. Addenda, nove akvizicije i izbor monetarnih izdanja Sistematske
zbirke do kraja Principata (Gordijan I - Karin)

Apstrakt: Katalog Sistematske zbirke rimskog carskog novca u Narodnom muzeju u
Beogradu (XVI deo) sadrzi 31 primerak novca iz doba Principata. Obuhvata nove akvizicije
Muzeja, serije koje nisu ranije katalogizovane i retke carske emisije u rasponu od Gordijana
I do Karina. Zastupljeno je i nekoliko bronzanih medaljona medu kojima je jedan, kovan za
Marka Aurelija kao cezara, nepoznat u referentnoj literaturi.

Kljucne reci: Rimski carski novac, nove akvizicije, rimski medaljoni, Principat, Sistematska
zbirka, Narodni muzej u Beogradu

U dosadasnjim delovima Kataloga Sistematske zbirke rimskog carskog novca u
Narodnom muzeju u Beogradu (I-XV) publikovan je rimski novac emitovan u ras-
ponu od Avgusta do carskih emisija Maksimina I i cezarskih izdanja Maksima (kat.1-
2439). Sesnaesti, ujedno poslednji deo Kataloga obuhva novac grupisan u dva odelj-
ka. U prvom odeljku (A) su nove akvizicije Narodnog muzeja i serije koje nisu ranije
katalogizovane (kat. 2440-2452). U drugom odeljku (B) prikazan je izbor pojedinac-
nih redih izdanja Sistematske zbirke u hronoloskom rasponu od Gordijana I do kraja
Principata (kat. 2453-2470). Razlog za ovaj pristup je okolnost da su carske emisije
posle Maksimina najpotpunije predstavljene u skupnim monetarnim nalazima ¢ijim
¢e se sistematskim publikovanjem dobiti celovit uvid u sadrzaj Zbirke rimskog car-
skog novca ovog perioda.

Katalog je ureden po uzoru na prethodne. Novac je odreden prema standardnoj
numizmatickoj literaturi u napomenama oznacenoj skrac¢enicama, koje sadrze i po-

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datke o publikacijama u kojima su pojedini primerci objavljivani. Njihov pregled pri-
loZen je ispred katalogizovanih predmetnih jedinica.

Svi komentari dati su u napomenama koje prate Katalog osim za medaljon Marka
Aurelija nepoznatog reversa (kat. 2448).

Nepoznati medaljon Marka Aurelija

Medaljon Marka Aurelija (kat. 2448) nabavljen je za Narodni muzej u Beogradu
1950. godine. U inventarnoj knjizi kao mesto nalaza zabeleZena je okolina Ohrida u
Makedoniji (danasnja samostalna drzava BIRM). Kovan je u bakru crvenkaste boje,
a duz spoljne ivice nalazi se klinasti Zleb koji se mestimi¢no sa¢uvao uprkos deforma-
cija nastalih kod kovanja. Nesporno se radi o bimetalnom medaljonu, ¢iji je spoljni
prsten izgubljen.! Avers, bolje o¢uvan od reversa, prikazuje mladog Marka Aurelija i
okolo tece natpis AVRELIVS CAESAR AVG PII FIL koji ga odreduje kao cezara. Po
svim obelezjima jednak je aversu medaljona koji su publikovali L. M. Tocci 1965: 40,
no. 11, Tav. V, XLIII [ex coll. Vitali] i E Gnecchi (1912)1968: 31, Tav. 62, 2. Ujedno,
beogradski primerak potice od istog kalupa za avers i istog kalupa za revers kao dva
medaljona koja se nalaze u Kabinetu medalja Nacionalne biblioteke u Parizu.? Na
jednom od njih, iako dosta oste¢enom, jasno se cita [ ] COS II u isec¢ku reversa i
mogao je da bude emitovan najranije 145. godine kada pocinje Aurelijev II konzulat.?

Medaljon iz Narodnog muzeja nije zabelezZen u referentnoj literaturi, a osim po-
menutih primeraka iz Pariza nisu poznati medaljoni sa istom scenom na reversu.
Nema ni bliskih analogija u drugim nominalima. Budu¢i da medaljoni nisu sluzili
nov¢anom opticaju, ve¢ su deljeni kao dar prilikom znacajnih datuma u vladarskoj
porodici, religijskih svecanosti i ratnih pobeda,* predstava na reversu mogla bi da se
odnosi na jedno od tih zbivanja. U trazenju njenog znacenja prilika bi bila vencanje
Marka Aurelija i Faustine Mlade do kojeg je doslo 145. godine i koje je bilo istovreme-
no sa svecanostima povodom Aurelijevog II konzulata. Ceremoniju sklapanja braka

je mesing pri niskim temperaturama gubio konzistentnost, brzo korodirao i raspadao se. Pojava bimetalnih
medaljona vezana je za vreme Antonina Pija i dalje do Dioklecijana i Maksimijana, cf. Toynbee 1944: 17-18.

Marka Aurelija nema nikakvih aluzija u vezi sa ovim dinastickim dogadajem, iako P.
L. Strak pretpostavlja da je tim povodom bio kovan medaljon alegorijskog znacenja
sa predstavom Bakha u bigi koju vuku dva kentaura i prate satiri i amor.®* Dogadaj
je ipak zabelezen na cezarskim aureusima, sestercijima i asovima, koji na reversu
imaju natpis VOTA PVBLICA’ i predstavu rukovanja (dextrarum iunctio) mladog
para,® dok je izmedu njih Junona Pronuba ili Konkordija.® Sli¢nu scenu nalazimo i
na sestercijima Antonina Pija sa posvetom CONCORDIAE: car pruza desnu ruku
Faustini I, a u levoj drzi jednu statuetu (Konkordija). Ispod su dve male figure, mus-
ka i zenska, koje jedna drugoj pruzaju ruku, a izmedu njih je zrtvenik.'® Opis malih
figura je nepotpun za razliku od opisa datog u Sulmanovom aukconom katalogu, koji
ih poistovecuje sa Markom Aurelijem i Faustinom II.!' U tumacenju predstave jos je
odredeniji P. L. Strak, koji ovde vidi veridbu Marka Aurelija i Faustine II do koje je
doslo ve¢ 138. godine.'? Verenici prinose zrtvu ispred statua Antonina Pija i Faustine
I smestenih na postamentima i prema navodima ovog autora, sudeci na osnovu do-
bro ocuvanog primerka, statueta u ruci Antonina Pija nesporno je Konkordija."?
Ako bismo u ovom krugu nastojali da sagledamo povod za kovanje i naseg meda-
ljona, prikazana enigmati¢na grupa predstavljala bi Marka Aurelija koji sedi u polju
desno, a ispred njega stoji Faustina IT u dugoj haljini sa za nju tipi¢cnom frizurom.
Faustina u ruci drzi neki predmet koji pruza mladom Marku Aureliju. Izmedu njih
je Junona Pronuba, zastitnica braka ili Konkordija, prepoznata na ranije pomenutim
aureusima i sestercijima." Iako na medaljonu potencijalna nupcijska scena ima dru-

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gaciji raspored, najverovatnije je re¢ o istom dogadaju. Natpis u isecku reversa nije
ocuvan, ali se ¢ini da se nazire deo koji sadrzi ...COS [?], potvrdjen kao [?] COSII na
primerku iz Kabineta medalja u Parizu. Ako je re¢ o COS II, drugi konzulat Marka
Aurelija poceo je 145,' a iste godine (13 maja?) bilo je vencanje sa Faustinom II.”
Poznato je da je u vreme Antonina Pija i Marka Aurelija do$lo do ozivljavanja mno-
gih starih rimskih obicaja, sve u okviru priprema za veliku proslavu 900godi$njice
postojanja Rima o prazniku Parilia, 21. aprila 148. godine.'® Kada je re¢ o nupcijskoj
tradiciji, zabelezeno je, izmedu ostalog, da je mlada ulaze¢i u mladoZenjin dom no-
sila tri novca (asses), jedan u ruci koji je darivala muzu, drugi u cipeli koji je bio po-
lagan na domace ognjiste posveceno kué¢nim Larima, a treci, u kesi, bio je namenjen
svetilistu Lara Compitales (Lares Compitales)."

Specijana izdanja novca, largicije narodu i donativa vojsci kojima je propra¢eno
dinasticko vencanje govorile bi u prilog predlozenog povoda za izdavanje medaljona
iz Narodnog muzeja u Beogradu i tumacenja prikazane scene na njemu. Imajudi ove
okolnosti u vidu i potkrepljene natpisom COS II na pariskom medaljonu, ¢ini nam
se pouzdanim datovanje beogradskog primerka u 145/146. godinu. Paralelne mo-
netarne emisije izdate u periodu od 145. do rane 147. imaju u Aurelijevoj titulaturi
takode oznaku II konzulata mladog cezara, ali ne i oznaku njegove prve tribunske
vlasti, koju je primio tokom 147.2° Analogno ovom obrascu, 145. godina predstavljala
bi terminus ante quem non, a rana 147. najkasniji terminus post quem non za izdava-
nje svecanih medaljona. U okviru datog raspona mogli bi i uze da se datuju, jer je
nupcijska serija za razliku od opticajnog novca morala da bude i reda i kraca, shodno
darodavnoj nameni i vremenskom ogranic¢enju dogadaja.

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THE 12™ AND 13™ CENTURY HOARDS OF BYZANTINE COINS
FROM THE NATIONAL MUSEUM IN BELGRADE

Summary: During the period between 12" and 13" century a large number of hoards was
stored in the region of Central Balkans - over 30 deposits. Most of these hoards are now kept
in the collection of Byzantine coins at the National Museum in Belgrade. Consisting of over
9000 pieces and composed exclusively from billon trachea, the hoards cover a wide chronolo-
gical span, from the earliest, the second issue of Emperor Alexios I Komnenos (1081-1118),
to the latest in the overview, containing two separate sets of coins, Latin imitations and the
issues of Andronikos II Palaiologos (1282-1328). Among the finds, a series of coinages stands
out, consisting of new types or new variants of known issues, interesting coins restruck over
earlier issues and rare specimens with graffiti.

Keywords: Central Balkans, Bysantine empire, billon trachea hoards.

The reason for the examination and description of 12" and 13" century hoards
was to complete a previously started publication of the collection of Byzantine coins
from the National Museum in Belgrade. The remaining parts of Byzantine numisma-
tic collection, which include hoards from earlier periods, as well as a collection of sy-
stematically gathered individual finds from the period between 5th and 14" century,
were published as several separate publications.

The deposits of Byzantine coins from the 6™ century - Klinovac, Suva Reka and
Veliko Orasje, were published by D. Gaj-Popovi¢.! The collective find of the 7* cen-
tury Byzantine silver coins from Valandovo was analysed by V. Radi¢.? The joint work
of the latter with V. Ivani$evi¢ resulted in a publication which presented the hoards
from the period between 9" and 11" century — Ram, Morava and Starlevo, inclu-
ding the deposits from an unknown site which contains coins from the Empire of

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Trebizond.> Other Byzantine hoards, together with individual coin specimens from
the Museum collection* were published in a study catalogue by the same two au-
thors: Byzantine Coins from the National Museum in Belgrade. It is important to
add that the National Museum in Belgrade holds two numismatic collections, those
of Ljubomir Kovacevi¢ and Porde Vajfert, which were bequeathed to the Belgrade
University.” These collections include Byzantine coins to be published as a part of
each legacy and as separate publications.

The most numerous segment of the Museum collection of Byzantine coins consi-
sts of the various numismatic finds from the 12" and 13" century which, it must be
added, were previously examined by D. Gaj-Popovi¢, who gave the first overview. The
new study corrected the previous misconceptions with respect to some coin issues,
thus providing new and more precise descriptions of the exact composition of certain
finds, which were central to the interpretation of circulation of Byzantine coins in the
region of Central Balkans.

Today the hoards of Byzantine trachea, buried between 12* and 13" century (1-
24), represent 24 deposits with 9,308 coin specimens in the collection of the National
Museum. The deposits consist solely of billon trachea, minted from copper with a small
percentage of silver. The last hoards with 49 trachea (25) examined in this paper, taking
into consideration its wide chronological span, represents two separate groups of coins,
and consequently two separate finds. Bearing in mind that many coin hoards were stored
during the 12" and 13" centuries in the region of Central Balkans, over 30 hoards®, the
finds from this period, held at the National Museum in Belgrade, are very representative
of the circulation of Byzantine coins in the Central Balkans.

Among the hoards the oldest one is the deposit from Pric¢inovi¢i (1), with 119
trachea, ending with the second issue of coins by Emperor Manuel I Komnenos
(1143-1180). The cause for the storage around 1150 may have been struggles between
Byzantine Emperor Manuel I and Géza II, the king of Hungary.’

The next two hoards — Zlata (2), with 73 trachea, and Pozarevac I (3), with 70
coins, were stored during the rule of Isaac II Angelos (1185-1195). The hoard from
Podgorac has a similar date of storage.?®

The hoards Grabovac (4), consisting of 97 trachea, and Gostivar (5), containing
only 3 specimens, both end with the issues of Emperor Alexios III (1195-1203), who-
se rule is associated with the time of the storage. The same assumption applies to the
numismatic find from Kovilovo.’

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The beginning of the 13" century is associated with the storage of three hoards
— Petrovac na Mlavi (6), with 451 trachea, Carié¢in Grad ? (7), with 5 trachea and
Koncul (8), with 8 trachea. The last coinage in these finds are issues of the so-called
“Bulgarian imitations”. Hoards with later date include Kovin (9), consisting of 257
trachea, and PozZarevac II (10), with 20 trachea. Chronologically, they end with latest
issue of the type A Latin imitations, coined in Constantinople.

Most hoards were deposited during the first decades of the 13™ century. The final
issues present in these hoards are the issues of Latin imitations of various types and
the coins of Theodore I Laskaris (1204-1222). This set includes the trachea hoards
of Crnovuki (11), 214; Margum (12), 13; Stobi (13), 16; Zablace (14), 272; Azanja
(15), 11; Unknown site I (16), 112; Unknown site II (17), 358; Kraljevo-Raska (18),
2089; Osanica (19), 2040; Setonje (20), 854; Tabanovac (21), 583; Vranje (22), 30;
Dubravica (23), 40 and Skoplje (24), 1619. Many other hoards belong to this storage
time frame, such as those found in the Backa region — Purdevo,' the Srem region -
Cortanovci,'! the Branicevo region - Radinac, Milo$evac'? and Svilajnac, ** as well as
hoards from Eastern Serbia — Brodica, Zagrade,' Bonjince and Popovica?'* Most of
these finds were deposited as a consequence of battles fought between Hungary and
Bulgaria from 1205 until 1232'¢. To these finds we ought to add hoards found along
the main communication line towards the southern parts of the Balkan Peninsula,
down the Morava river — Drazimirovac,'” Mirilovac,'® Mala Sugubina® and Dobri¢.?

As we pointed out earlier, the last hoard from Oktisi (25) near Ohrid consists of
two different coin groups, one of which ends with Latin imitations, and the other
with the issues by Emperor Andronikos II Palaiologos (1282-1328).

Using the overview of trachea coin hoards held at the National Museum in
Belgrade a series of coinages was identified which represents new types of coins or
new variants of already known issues, as well as coin restruck over earlier coinages.

The most significant novelty are the specimens from coinages by Isaac II, Alexios
III, “Bulgarian imitations” and Theodore I Laskaris.

Among the trachea coined by Isaac II a new variation of his main issue can be
singled out. The obverse includes an inscription and a figure: MP-0V Theotokos
with a nimb is sitting on a throne with a high head rest, at the front, wearing a tunic

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and a maforion; she is holding a medallion with an image of Christ on her chest. The
reverse side consists of a legend and a figure: ICA/(...)-A€C/(...) Isaac IT is standing at
the front, wearing a crown and a loros; in his right hand he is holding a sceptre with
a double cross, and in his left an ianexinakia. Above him, manus Dei. On his collar
--; on his waist [:J. The specimen from the National Museum (Crnovuki hoard, O.
inv. 1259/23, weight 4,27g; Figure 1) differs from the usual issues by this ruler in the
depiction of the sceptre with a double cross.

New variants recorded in the coinage of Alexios III include a combination of the
obverse side with a type A(ii) legend and a type A(i) reverse side. Two specimens from
the Museum collection (Dubravica hoard, O. inv. 970, 975/28 and 29, weight 4,01 and
3,44g; Figures 2 and 3) have the obverse side with the inscription and figure: +KE€R -
HOEI IC-XC Bust of Christ with a nimb at the front; wearing a tunic and a himation;
in his left hand he is holding a scroll, and on the reverse side: AAEXIWAECM-0-
KWNZA Alexios III, on the left, and St. Constantine with a nimb, on the right, are
standing at the front, they are wearing a crown and a loros and holding a sceptre with
a labarum, the emperor with his right hand, and the saint with his left. On the .

A similar combination was identified in the issue of trachea by the same ruler.
The specimen from the collection of the National Museum (Tabanovac hoard, O. inv.
879/17, weight 2,46 g; Figure 4) has on the obverse side the inscription: +KER-HOEI
IC-XC Bust of Christ with a nimb at the front; wearing a tunic and a himation; in
his left hand he is holding a scroll; on the reverse side, AAEXIWAECMN-0-KWNZ A
Alexios II1, on the left, and St. Constantine with a nimb, on the right, standing at the
front; wearing a crown and a loros; and holding a sceptre with a labarum, the empe-
ror with his right hand, and the saint with his left. On the waist [-J.

In both cases we find a reverse legend typical for the first issue by Alexios III - type
A(i) with the naming of St. Constantine, as opposed to the dynastical Komnenos. The
existence of several specimens within the collection of the National Museum points
to distinct issues, most likely associated with different officinae.?' Similar combinati-
ons can be seen on coin specimens from the Osanica hoard, but these are related to
the issues of the so-called “Bulgarian imitations”, type C.

New variants also appear as type A “Bulgarian imitations” (the Kraljevo-Raska
hoard, O. inv. 1264/688, weight 2,38 g; Figure 5). On the obverse there is the inscrip-
tion and legend IC-XC Christ with a nimb is sitting on a throne, at the front; he is
wearing a tunic and a himation; in his left hand he is holding a Gospel. In the field
3% - =, and on the reverse [...] Manuel I Komnenos, on the left and Theotokos with a
crowning nimb, on the right, are standing in front; the emperor is carrying a crown
and a loros, while Theotokos is carrying a tunic and a maforion; the emperor is hol-
ding in his right hand a sceptre with a labarum, and in his left hand a globe with a
cross. The analysed specimen is extraordinary because of a mark on the obverse side

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indicating the issue, a special asterisk % , which has never before been seen on coins
from this issue.

The overview of new trachea variants identified in hoards belonging to the collec-
tion of the National Museum must include a variant found in the issue by Theodore I
Laskaris (the Skoplje hoard, O. inv. 869/70, weight 3,71g; Figure 6). The obverse con-
tains the following inscription and figure: MP-0V Theotokos with a nimb is sitting
on a throne with a low back rest, at the front; she is wearing a tunic and a maforion;
she is holding a medallion with the image of Christ on her chest, and the reverse side
shows: [...] Theodore I, on the left, and St. Theodore with a nimb, on the right, are
standing at the front; the emperor is wearing a crown and a loros, while the saint is
wearing a military tunic; both the emperor (in his right hand) and the saint (in his left
hand) are holding a patriarchal cross on a long stick. In his other hand, the emperor
is holding a labarum, while the saint is holding a spear. The belt of the emperor shows
B, and his chest L. This last motif has never before been seen on coins from this
issue. The analysed specimen was minted twice.

A series of restruck over earlier issues was identified in the material from the tra-
chea hoards at the National Museum in Belgrade. This type of material is important,
because it might help determine the sequence of coin issues.*

The most interesting specimens in the material are certainly restruck of “Bulga-
rian imitations” type C over Seljuq mangura. The Museum collection has three of
these coins (Kraljevo-Raska hoard, O. inv. 1264/1103a, weight 2,96g; Setonje ho-
ard, O. inv. 1261/688, weight 2,56g; Tabanovac hoard, O. inv. 879/464, weight 2,85g;
Figure 7-9). Restruck of coins identified as “Bulgarian imitations” over the Seljuq
issues might support the assumption that the coins were minted in Asia Minor, where
the Seljuq coins were normally minted and circulated. At the same time, this finding
does not supports the view, expressed by M. Hendy,*’, among others, that these coins
are “Bulgarian imitations”, but in fact Latin imitations, or more precisely, the first
issues of Latin imitations.*

In the trachea hoards from the 12" and 13" century period from the collection
at the National Museum, the biggest number of restruck coins can be found wit-
hin the group of Latin imitations. One of the examples is a Latin imitation from the
Thessalonica mint, type B minted over the previous issue from the same mint, type A
(Setonje hoard, O. inv. 1261/770 i 771, weight 2,27 and 1,70g.; Figure 10-11).

Within the same series, there is a restruck of a Latin imitation, from the
Constantinople mint, a small type E module minted over a previously unknown issue
(Zablace hoard, O. inv. 466/269, weight 1,81g; Figure 12). Together with this coin,

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there is a specimen of a Latin imitation from the same mint, a small type F module
(Skoplje hoard, O. inv. 869/1528, weight 0,77g; Figure 13).

To the group of 12" and 13" century trachea, analysed as restruck coins over earli-
er issues, a specimen of a Latin imitation should be added, from the Constantinople
mint, a small type G module, minted over a type C “Bulgarian imitation” (Kraljevo-
Raska hoard, O. inv. 1264/2086, weight 2,12 g; Figure 14).

During the examination of museum trachea hoards, numerous coin clipping, as
well as cases of module flattening, were noted and analysed, as these issues had a con-
cave shape. Examples of clipping of Byzantine coins were noted in the period from
Manuel I until Alexios III. The only exceptions are one specimen of “Bulgarian imita-
tions” and two specimens of Latin imitations (Margum hoard, O. inv. 1255/18, weight
0,84 g; Figure 15). Numerically speaking, 2 to 3 % of all coins by Manuel I, Isaac IT and
Alexios IIT were clipped, except for the issues of Andronikos, where we noted 9,6 % of
cut coins. On the other hand, the presence of clipping coins in “Bulgarian” and Latin
imitations is minimal, while the number of subsequently flattened coin modules is even
smaller.

In the analysed numismatic material from the National Museum, the marking of
coins with graffiti was also observed, which is a rare and significant occurrence on
trachea coins. So far, only one such example was discovered, an issue B “Bulgarian
imitation” (Unknown site IT hoard, O. inv. 1263/216, weight 2,71 g; Figure 16).

The trachea hoards held at the National Museum in Belgrade were classified
according to the main coin issues. The present level of study, given in this publicati-
on, aims to give a precise insight into the hoard content. Bearing in the mind their
number and importance for the numismatic studies, the 12" and 13" century hoards
will remain a subject for future research and analysis.

The hoard was stored in an earthen vessel, which was ploughed to the surface
by a tractor in 1959, on the “Mlakva” site in Ma¢vanski Pri¢inovi¢. The coins were
purchased by the National museum on two occasions, by the same seller, in 1959:
first 40 and later 79 coins were obtained. The hoard was scattered after the disco-
very of the vessel, so it is uncertain whether the hoard was sold to the Museum in
its entirety (General inventory 436 and 482).” D. Gaj-Popovi¢ states that the hoard
consisted of 115 items (Gaj-Popovi¢ 1980, 870). The find was published in detail by
T. Bendzarevi¢ (Bendzarevi¢ 2003, 141-143, 162-164).

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OSTAVE VIZANTIJSKOG NOVCA 12.113. VEKA
UNARODNOM MUZEJU U BEOGRADU

Rezime

Na prostoru centralnog Balkana pohranjeno je preko 30 ostava vizantijskog novca iz perioda
12.113. veka. Najvedi broj ¢uva se u numizmatickoj kolekeiji Narodnog muzeja u Beogradu.
Njihova obrada i publikovanje, ovom prilikom su ispravili ranije pogre$ne interpretacije po-
jedinih emisija koje su u izvesnoj meri dale pogre$nu ineterpretaciju sastava nalaza, vaznog
za tumacenje opticaja vizantijskog novca na prostoru centralnog Balkana.

Po sastavu iskljucivo bilon traheji, 24 ostave, sa preko 9000 primeraka, pokrivaju $irok hro-
noloski raspon, od najstarije, koja se zavr§ava emisijom cara Aleksija I Komnina (1081-1118),
do poslednje u pregledu, koju ¢ine dve odvojene grupe novca, latinske imitacije, odnosno
kovanja Andronika II Paleologa (1282-1328).

Pojedini primerci u nalazima, posebno su istaknuti kao nove vrste ili novi varijeteti ve¢
poznatih emisija, zanimljivi restruck novca preko ranijih kovanja ili retki primeri obelezeni
grafitima.

VUK BRANKOVIC - TWO NEW KINDS OF COINS

Summary

The hoards with numerous Serbian medieval coins found in Lipljan, gave new kind of money
of Vuk Brankovi¢ (Image 1), with multiline insignia on the averse and an image of plumed
helmet and legends on the left and the right on the reverse. Legend B JAK, written in ligature
is especially interesting and it mint be a mark of thr mint that could be connected to the
name of its leaseholder and superintendant.

New kind of money of Vuk Brankovi¢ (Image 2) unique folding, with B/JIK BPAHKOB/
written on averse and with an image of plumed helmet and with legends on the left and the
right on the reverse, has been found in medieval tiwn Bovan.

Both pieces have been timely close to other multiline kinds of money with helmet whose
minting could be dated at the end of 1371 until death of Tsar Uros.

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ECONOMY, MONEY AND PRICES IN MEDIEVAL SERBIA

Summary

Economic development of medieval Serbian state had been achieved thanks to the richness
of silver ore from Serbian mines. The exploitation of those mines induced primarily the fo-
undation of settlements nearby them and later the creation of cosmopolitan cities. With the
concentration of labor force, those cities would become important economic centers, attrac-
tive to local population as well as to foreigners, mainly mining undertakers and tradesmen
from Dubrovnik. Through their activities, various products for local population were impor-
ted and various goods from Serbia were exported to the inlands of Balkans and via seacoast
towns to Italy. Continuous exchange of traded goods caused the growing role of money in
economic life that could be witnessed by the development of monetary system in Serbian
and surrounding states. Historical sources give evidence on prices of basic commodities and
services as well as on various state taxes. Those sources are sometimes numerous as in the
cases of the price of silver - major Serbian export article, craftsmen services or leases of cer-
tain state revenues. The similar case is with the real-estate prices, taxes, and fines. Taking into
account the period of more than two centuries, the data on prices of cattle, cattle products,
grains, vine, salt, oil, fine foodstuffs, textiles, weapon, and wages of physicians, state clerks,
maids, wage earners and shepherds are mainly insufficient.

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MONETARY AUTONOMY OF SERBIA UNDER THE OTTOMAN SUZERAINTY

Summary

The process of disintegration of the monetary system of medieval Serbia lasted for an entire
century, from the death of Tsar Dusan in 1355 till the final fall of Serbia in Ottoman hands
in 1459. It was caused by the dissolution of Serbian Empire and Ottoman conquering of
Serbian lands. If regarded from legal point of view, which is concerned with those who were
in the right to mint coinage, the disintegration of monetary system of Serbia went through
four different and recognizable periods. The first period was characterized by the usurpation
of the ruler’s monetary sovereignty. The usurpation happened during the reign of Dusan’s
son Uros, the last ruler from the Nemanji¢ dynasty. The second period, after the river Marica
battle and the death of Uro$ in 1371, when Serbian Empire dissolved, was marked by inde-
pendent minting by Serbian local feudalists. Thus, the ruler’s monetary sovereignty usurpa-
tion became fertile soil for a string of autonomous feudal monetary rights in medieval Serbia
under the Ottoman suzerainty. The third period lasted from the beginning of the 15" century
to the Serbian Despotate first falling to Ottoman hands in 1439 and remained noted for an
unsuccessful attempt to renew the unified monetary system in the vassal Serbia ruled by the
Lazarevi¢s and Brankovi¢s families. The monetary autonomy had been finally lost in the last,
fourth phase of the Serbian medieval monetary system dissolution that lasted from 1439,
when the first fall of the Serbian Despotate into the Ottoman hands occurred till 1459 when
final Ottoman conquering happened.

Economic consequences of disintegration of the monetary system were marked by monetary
instability and difficulties in evaluating goods in trade. Just as in all other similar situations,
the traders searched for a stable monetary standard and found it in turning back to payments
by measuring silver. Namely, from the beginning of the 15" century to the fall of Serbian
Despotate under the Ottoman rule in 1459 litra was used as an accounting monetary unit
parallel with fictitious perpera. Thus, in Serbian Despotate the payments in internal trade
were made in various types of silver dinars whereas perpera and litra were used as accounting
monetary units. In economic sense, payments expressed in litras meant a retrograde process.
Whilst fictitious perpera was used as 12-dinars worth unit of account, silver dinars that were
used for paying would be physically counted. Counting resulted from a need to technically
facilitate and speed up payments expressed in money the quality of which was not doubted.
However, when litra was used, as silver weight unit of account, then silver dinars were physi-
cally weighed. This process of going back to weighing money was a sure sign of losing trust
in dinar quality and ruler’s insignia. When Ottomans conquered Serbian lands, their first
monetary policy measure was to withdraw various types of debased dinars from circulation.

DECORATIONS OF ARCHIMANDRITE NICIFOR DUCIC A
RECONSTRUCTION OF A LEGACY

Summary

Partly physically separated, and partly misidentified as another famous person’s legacy, the
bequest of Archimandrite Ni¢ifor Duci¢ was considered lost for many years. By presenting
the insight and the results obtained through research the facts can be revealed which enable
the reconstruction of his legacy.

From the very beginning deprived of a major characteristic in the life of a museum item, the
information on its origin, and later caught in the destruction of the entire museum inventory
during the World War I, Du¢i¢’s legacy was reduced to a set of decorations, which jeopardi-
sed its integrity as an authentic historical source.

The good preservation of items was key to their successful identification, using a series of
portraits of Archimandrite Duci¢. The existing photographs, which enable a well-documen-
ted insight into the chronology and the type of awarded decorations, could not have fully
satisfied the criteria for reference comparative material, had it not been possible to identify
the type of each preserved item. Minute typological analysis, as well as factographic basis in
visual and textual sources, are the main instruments of identification individually and as part
of the legacy as a whole.

Although unavoidable as a method for determining the origin of art objects and items of
applied art, the use of typological approach in phaleristics is something of a novelty, and its
further development is yet to occur. Thanks to the results of its application in this rudimen-
tary form, today we have a significant set of identified decorations, which were long thought
to have been irretrievably lost.

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IDENTIFICATION OF THE OLDEST COIN INVENTORY
AT THE NATIONAL MUSEUM IN BELGRADE

Summary

The archives of the National Museum in Belgrade keeps an inventory of coins from 1846.
This document was long considered to be the first inventory for a numismatic collection
in the National Museum. However, recent research corrected the earlier misinterpretati-
on by showing that the document is in fact an inventory of the private collection of Janko
Safarik, the famous numismatist and a one time director of the National Museum, purc-
hased by the National Museum in 1847. At the back of the list held at the Archives of the
National Museum is the administrative number 1411/846, and a mark for an annexe (X),
which indicates that another document exists to which this list was added. This document
was discovered at the Archives of Serbia, at the stock of the Ministry of Education. The afo-
rementioned document carries the same administrative number (1411/864) as the annexe
from the archives of National Museum. The document clearly states that an annexe exists.
Therefore, the document held at the Archives of Serbia and the inventory from the Archives
of the National Museum are two parts of the same document. By identifying the list from the
National Museum as the inventory of items (numismatic and other antiquities) of the perso-
nal collection of Janko Safarik and thanks to the discovery of the matching document from
the Archives of Serbia, we are able to determine the contents of Safarik’s personal collection.
