A HOARD OF ROMAN COINS FROM CORTANOVCI IN SREM

Abstract: The hoard of Roman coins from Cortanovci in Srem contains 2,457 denarii, one
Lycian drachma and one drachma minted in the mint of Amisus, in Pontus. The oldest
coins in the find are the denarii of Marcus Antonius/Nero, and the latest, those of Septimius
Severus and Caracalla under Severus. The terminus a quo of the deposition of the find is
provided by the denarii belonging to issue 1 (Jan.) — one denarius of Severus, and the Special
Issue (Victories in Britain 2) — two denarii of Severus and one of Caracalla, all dated to 210.
As the hoard did not reach the National Museum in its entirety, the possibility remains open
for a somewhat later dating. The cause for the deposition of this large find should probably be
sought in some reasons that could have been influenced by Severus’ internal policy.

In early 1933, the National Museum in Belgrade purchased the major part of a find

of silver Roman coins, originating from the village of Cortanovci in Srem. The money

was found on the property of Petar Krasojevi¢ on December 16, 1932, about which

the chief of the Stara Pazova district, already on December 19, informed the Royal

Banking Authority in Novi Sad with a request that “the state museum be informed

about the above said, since they might be interested in this old money.” Through

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the Interior Ministry, the letter reached the Education Ministry of the Kingdom
of Yugoslavia, which forwarded it to the National Museum in Belgrade (then the
Museum of History and Art/Historijsko-umetnicki muzej). In the document, it was
written that, on December 16, 1932, Petar Krasojevi¢ was extracting an old walnut
tree in his yard and, on that occasion, discovered a pot of silver Roman coins weighing
four kilograms.' In the old inventory of the Museum (Inventory of Items, Book 2), the
tind is registered under ordinal number 3584 for the year 1933. From the account of
Dr. Jozo Petrovi¢ in this inventory and, after that, the Yearbook of the Serbian Royal
Academy/Godisnjak Srpske kraljevske akademije 42 (1933), Belgrade 1934, on page
255, we learned that the management of the Museum obtained the hoard of coins
by means of a loan for purchasing a property in Gradsko. However, the data about
the number of purchased coins is approximate. The old inventory noted that around
2,300 pieces were bought,”> while M. and D. Garasanin wrote about 2,500 pieces,’
which is closer to the factual state. The hoard was subsequently re-inventoried, when
it was found that it contains 2,457 denarii and two drachmae.* It covers the period
from Marcus Antonius/Nero to Septimius Severus and Caracalla under Severus.®
The Roman treasure from Cortanovci represents the third known hoard from the
territory of Lower Pannonia from this period, besides the Karajenon and Mendén
finds.® Generally speaking, the small number of coin hoards in both Pannonias

the name of Nikola Mundzi¢, a blacksmith, who, while extracting an old walnut tree on the property of Petar
Krasojevi¢, a steward from Cortanovci, found underneath one of the main roots, half a metre underground, an
earthenware pot full of silver coins. The pot, made of baked earth with a bottom and an opening of 10 centime-
tres in diameter, and very wide in the middle, contained four to five kilograms of money. R. Bunardzi¢ localised
the place of the find next to the present-day cemetery, relying on D. Popovi¢’s reconnoitering report (documen-
tation of the Provincial Bureau for the Protection of Cultural Monuments in Novi Sad, Inv. No. 4461; E-255/B)
which reads that “a pot full of silver money and gold bars were found in the yard of the late P. Krasojevi¢, near
the new village cemetery” (according to Bunardzi¢ 2006: 47, n. 29). However, there is no mention of the gold
bars in the information of the Interior Ministry of the Kingdom of Yugoslavia, which was sent to the Ministry
for Education and the National Museum in Belgrade.

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and in Upper Moesia is an indication of a relatively peaceful historical period in
these provinces. In Upper Pannonia, three hoards were registered, dated to the time
of Septimius Severus (Savaria II, Brigetio IV and Mér),” while only the find from
the vicinity of Pozarevac® is known in the territory of Upper Moesia. The number
of hoards increases in Lower Moesia, Dacia and, especially, in the territory of
barbaricum, where as many as 27 finds from the time of Septimius Severus were
registered.’

Cortanovci, located on the slopes of Mount Fruska Gora beside the Danube,
belonged to the province of Lower Pannonia at the time of the Roman Empire.
Within the administrative organisation of the province, it was in the territory of the
Bassianae municipium (nearby present Donji Petrovci) and, subsequently, colony,'
the northern and eastern border of which was the Danube, the southern - mostly
the Sava River, and in the west they bordered on Sirmium." Although located on
the Bononia-Cusum-Taurunum road, which led along the Danube and followed the
Srem section of the Roman limes, Cortanovci is not mentioned in itineraries'2 and its
ancient name is unknown (Map 1)."

Since the find contains, besides one rare specimen of
Pertinax, only a small number of coins of S. Severus and J. Domna, and specimens of Caracalla and Geta are not
represented, it can be assumed that these are early Severus’ issues, like in the hoard from the vicinity of Pozarevac
(for the composition of the hoard from the vicinity of Pozarevac, cf. Bori¢-Breskovi¢, Vojvoda 2010: 25, Table
1). The hoard from Starcevo, however, is not included in our statistical study because Kenner’s data about the
number of pieces in the hoard (249) and the total of coins given according to the periods of rule (251) are not
harmonised, and the list of coins does not contain complete information needed for a more accurate analysis of
the composition, especially when it comes to Caesarean and imperial issues of the 2™ century.

As for the military organisation of this part of the limes, there is little information,
both regarding the identification of certain fortresses and camps, and the issue of
the deployment of military troops. Still, on the basis of epigraphic material, one can
conclude that several Roman detachments were stationed in Srem in the period
covered by the hoard from Cortanovci. From the 1* century on, this was the station
of an auxiliary detachment of the II Adiutrix legion, the camp of which is presumed

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to have been located in the area of Caput Bassianense, a suburb of Bassianae.'* Most
probably, the coh. I Britannica was permanently stationed in Titel or Acumincum
from the time of Domitian, during the 2™ century the coh. I Campanorum camped in
Stari Slankamen/Acumincum, the ala I Ityraeorum in Surduk/Rittium and the coh.
I Thracum in Novi Banovci/Burgenae and, during the time of Commodus, also the
ala Pannoniorum with a possible camp in Petrovaradin/Cusum. It is almost certain
that these auxiliary detachments remained in the same place until the late 3" century;,
while their subsequent destiny is unknown."

Numerous ancient traces have been registered in several places in Cortanovci
and its vicinity, but they are mostly connected with the period of Late Antiquity.
The fortress on the “Prosjanice” locality, also known as the Mihaljevac Forest,
archaeologically explored in a lesser scope,'® seems to have been built in the last
decades of the 3™ century, within the reconstruction of the limes under Diocletian,
after the barbarians had pillaged this part of the province.”” It was functioning until
just before the end of the 4™ century, when it was destroyed by fire and was never
reconstructed again.'®

Several hundred metres up from this fortress, the villa of Dr. Radenko Stankovi¢
was built between the two wars with the ancient spolia built into the northern fagade
of the western wing - part of a relief with a presentation of Libera."

While reconnoitering the broader area of Cortanovci, performed on two occasions
during the 1970s and 1980s, a necropolis was discovered with cremated deceased, in
the “Veliki Do” section on the left bank of the Budovar stream. One grave from this
necropolis was published, dated to the period from the last quarter of the second to
the start of the 3" century, on the basis of the grave contents.”” Also discovered on
the same locality were the remains of Roman provincial ceramics, as well as wall

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and floor bricks and mortar, which could be proof of the existence of a villa.* Along
the route of the ancient road next to the Danube, from Petrovaradin to Sremski
Karlovci and Cortanovci, architectonic remains and graves from the Roman period
were discovered in the course of reconnoitering several places. The remains of a villa
rustica were discovered in the Bukovac Valley, next to a stream with the same name,
as well as a smaller necropolis in the section of Podvezirac, and another villa rustica
next to the Rasa stream, while the scattered construction material, found together
with ceramics on the Rovine hill, possibly represents the remains of a speculus. A
similar facility was registered in Sremski Karlovci, and ancient constructed graves
were found in the profile of the loess plateau towards the riverbank of the Danube.
A little farther, on the left bank of the StraZilovo stream, the remains of a building,
probably a villa rustica that was destroyed by fire, were partially unearthed and dated
to the 4™ century according to the discovered material. Deeper in the interior, next
to the Lipovac stream, preserved remains with a square base and an access path were
found, which were probably those of a speculus. To the west of this building, in the
Kurjakovac area, remains of a villa rustica were found with material that is, once
again, dated to the 4" century.?

The Roman necropolis near Beska, in the vicinity of Cortanovci, with graves of
cremated and inhumed deceased, dated by means of the money finds to the period
from the end of the third to the first half of the 4™ century, is significant testimony
of the fact that the autochthonous component was still strong,” besides showing
that both methods of burial were in parallel use at one time. The graves of cremated
deceased were dated by means of the coins of Alexander Severus and Orbiana,
while the constructed grave with frescoes, built at the end of the third or at the very
beginning of the 4™ century, next to a grave that was damaged during its construction,
belongs to the oldest inhumed graves.*

Apart from the large hoard of silver Roman money discovered on the property of
the Krasojevi¢ family, there is little data about other monetary finds in Cortanoveci. It
is recorded in literature that one aes of Faustina II was found at the Prosjanice locality
near the fortress* and that an antoninianus of Claudius IL,* and 13 pieces of copper
coins from Late Antiquity originate from the same locality.”

Coins of 25 rulers and their family members are present in the find from
Cortanovci, spanning 242 years (32/31 BC — Marcus Antonius to 210 AD - Septimius
Severus). The coinage of Antoninus Pius and Septimius Severus have the highest
percentage (Table 2, Graph 1) and, viewed in total, the highest percentage in the
hoard belongs to the 2™ century, i.e. the time from Trajan to Septimius Severus, which
accounts for 82.87% of the find. It emerges from this that the biggest part of the hoard
was collected during the 2" century and that the thesauration, which started during
Vespasian, continued under Trajan and Hadrian and was especially intensified in the
period of the rule of Antoninus Pius. It then dropped under Marcus Aurelius, came to
a significant halt during the time of Commodus and, finally, increased once more at
the time of Severus. The coinage of Marcus Antonius and issues until Trajan, would
mostly represent the relics of money that was in circulation earlier. When analysing
data about the annual inflow into the hoard, we obtain a somewhat different result
(Table 3, Graph 2). They primarily relate to the coinage of Marcus Antonius, Titus
and Nerva and, to a slightly lesser extent, Vespasian. The difference in the annual
inflow is the consequence of a short (of the first three) or somewhat shorter rule (of
Vespasian) compared with the duration of rule of the emperors of the 2™ century. The
annual inflow for rulers of the 2™ century does not change significantly in relation
to their overall percentage share in the find, except in the case of Antoninus Pius and
Septimius Severus, whose coinage shows the biggest annual inflow, but this time in
the opposite proportion, with issues of the Severan period prevailing.
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In our further analysis of the incidence of particular ruler periods in the hoard
from Cortanovci, we compared its composition with that of other hoards in the
Danube and Balkan provinces, to which it corresponds best in view of the contents.*

The oldest pieces in the find from Cortanovci belong to the legionary denarii
of Marcus Antonius from 32/31 BC (Cat. 1-52), 23 pieces of which celebrate 14
different legions, while for 29 pieces it was not possible to determine which legion
they were dedicated to. In the Danube and Balkan provinces, these denarii are still
present in hoards from the 2" and, sporadically, in those from the 3™ century.” In
the Cortanovci find, they are still present with 2.11%, but with an exceptionally high
annual inflow of around 12.5% (Table 2, 3, Graph 1, 2).%

Following are the pieces of Nero with a total of 20 pieces and eight different types
minted between the years 64/65 and 67/68 (Cat. 53-72). They account for 0.81% of

Durostorum II, Mokresh, Pavlikeni, Storgosia II = Pleven; Bezhanovo); the horizon of Commodus (Bregare,
Gruncharovo); the horizon of S. Severus (Adamclisi, Dimum, Durostorum III); Dacia and the barbaricum: the

Accordingly, we especially point out several hoards that show significant deviations
in composition and justify the suspicion that they are largely scattered: from the territory of the barbaricum, the
hoards from Ludos (tpq. Commodus, cf. Baki¢ 2002: 13-31; Bori¢-Breskovié, Arsenijevi¢ 2008: 94, n. 5, Table 4)
and Starcevo (cf. supra, n. 9), from Upper Moesia, the hoard from Kostolac (tpq. M. Aurelius ?, cf. Arsenijevi¢
2001: 185-201) and from the territory of Thrace, the hoard from Mali Suvodol in the vicinity of Pirot (tpq. Com-
modus, cf. Bori¢-Breskovi¢ 1996: 43-52; Bori¢-Breskovi¢, Arsenijevi¢ 2008: 94, n. 4, Table 3).

1.05% registered in other finds from Lower Pannonia.’*

The few issues of Galba (Cat. 73), Otho (Cat. 74) and Vitellius (Cat. 75-77) are
notably below the average values, registering a 0.04% share for Galba and Otho and
0.12% for Vitellius, while this percentage in finds from Lower Pannonia is 0.33%
(Galba), 0.33% (Otho) and 0.59% (Vitellius).*> A piece that should be noted is a
rarer denarius of Otho with the reverse legend depicting SECVRITAS PR (Securitas
standing to the left, holding a wreath in the right and a sceptre in the left hand).*

Theissues of Vespasian and family members are presentin the find from Cortanovci
with 225 pieces minted between the years 69/71 and 79. Of this number - 182 denarii
of 38 different types and one that could not be identified, belong to Vespasian (Cat.
78-259), while 17 pieces - nine types, were minted for Titus (Cat. 260-276) and 26 —
eight types, for Domitian (Cat. 277-302). Together, they account for 9.15% of the
find, which is within the average for other Danube and Balkan provinces,** but below
the average for the Lower Pannonia hoards where this is 12.24%. With an annual
inflow of 10.80%, Vespasian and family are in the fourth place in the Cortanovci find.

The coinage under Titus with 40 denarii, of which 26 belong to Titus (Cat. 303-
328), seven to Domitian (Cat. 329-335) and seven to the consecrated coinage for
Vespasian (Cat. 336-342) participates with 1.63% in the composition of the find and
shows a significant annual inflow of 8.54%. It deviates from the average for the Lower
Pannonia hoards, which is 1.98%, and from the average registered in hoards from the
surrounding provinces.” Titus’ pieces are present with 10 different types, Domitian’s
with three and the series Divus Vespasianus with two types. One hybrid denarius (or
denarius which supplements the series) of Domitian was not registered in RIC (Cat.
335). Its obverse legend, reading CAESAR DIVI F DOMITIANVS COS VII appeared
after Vespasian’s deification and is dated to the late 80 AD, while the reverse, reading
PRINCEPS IVVENTVTIS (Minerva advancing r., brandishing a javelin and holding
a shield)* belongs to an earlier issue from the same year which, on the obverse, still
held the filiation AVG F(ilius) instead of DIVTI F(ilius).*”

As in the case of independent issues of Titus, what is notable here
is a somewhat lower percentage than the average for finds from Lower Pannonia,
which is 3.60%. The relation is the same in hoards from other provinces, except in
those from Upper Moesia, in which the percentage of Domitian’s presence is the
lowest.*® One denarius, which is not registered in RIC (Cat. 358) rounds off the II
series from the year 88. According to the legends on the obverse IMP CAES DOMIT
AVG GERM P M TR P VII and on the reverse IMP XV COS XIIII CENS P P P, it is
dated as issue II from the year 88, while the reverse presentation ,,Minerva standing
left, holding a spear in the right hand“ appears within issue I from the same year and
was not registered in issue IT.%

Nerva is represented with 24 denarii and 16 different types (Cat. 398-421) minted
between 96 and 98. With the share of 0.97% in the find and the annual inflow of
8.65%, it deviates minimally from the average value, which is 1.18% in the hoards
from Lower Pannonia. Compared with other hoards in the region, Nerva’s issues
feature the least in the finds from Lower Pannonia.*!

Trajan’s issues encompass 289 denarii (Cat. 422-710) and one silver drachma from
Lycia in Asia Minor (Cat. 711).* Also belonging to this find is one drachma minted
under Hadrian for Sabina in the mint of Amisus, in Pontus (Cat. 997). Besides these
two, six more Lycian drachmae,*” four drachmae of Caesarea in Cappadocia* and
three drachmae from Amisus,* have been registered in hoards from the territory of
Serbia, so far. Trajan’s pieces participate in the hoard with 11.80%, with the annual
inflow of 7.10%. The percentage of 11.80 is lower than the average for Trajan in other
hoards from Lower Pannonia (13.14%); it is the closest to the hoards from Upper

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Pannonia, and is somewhat higher in the neighbouring provinces, being the highest
in Upper Moesia.* In the group of 287 of his denarii, 96 different types have been
registered, in 17 there are variants in the obverse presentations, while two identical
denarii (Cat. 656 and 657) supplement the series described in RIC, in which a
specimen of this typology only appears as an aureus.”

Hadrian’s coinage with a total of 289 denarii and one drachma of the mint of Amisus,
covers the period between 117 and 138, within which 267 denarii belong to Hadrian
(Cat. 712-978), 18 denarii (Cat. 979-996) and one drachma (Cat. 997) to Sabina, one
denarius (Cat. 998) to Lucius Aelius and three denarii (Cat. 999-1001) to Antoninus
Pius as Caesar. The percentage of Hadrian’s issues in the find is equal to those of Trajan
(11.80%), but with a lower annual inflow — 6.62%. Its share is the same as that of Trajan,
but is considerably below the average for the finds from Lower Pannonia of 15.92%,
and for the finds from the surrounding provinces, with the exception of the hoards
from Upper Pannonia, where the average is approximately the same.*

Among the 267 denarii of Hadrian, there are 103 different types with a large
number of known variants, while fewer variants of obverse presentations, not
registered in RIC, have been recognised in nine types. Also registered was one
already known hybrid specimen (Cat. 978) with the Class E obverse (COS III) and
the Class A reverse (COS III).* The group of Hadrian’s coinage for Sabina, besides
the already mentioned silver drachma of the mint of Amisus, in Pontus (Cat. 997),
encompasses 18 denarii and six types, with variants having been registered on the
reverse presentation on two pieces. One denarius belongs to Lucius Aelius, and three
to Antoninus Pius as Caesar which, at the same time, represent three different types.

Of the denarii from the time of Antoninus Pius (527), 282 specimens were coined
for Antoninus Pius himself (Cat. 1002-1283), one is a consecrative coin of Hadrian
(Cat. 1284), three were coined for Faustrina I (Cat. 1285-1287), 138 for deified
Faustina I (Cat. 1288-1425), one belongs to the joint emission of Antoninus Pius and
Marcus Aurelius (Cat. 1426), 75 are of Marcus Aurelius as Caesar (Cat. 1427-1501)
and 27 of Faustina II (Cat. 1502-1528). In all, they account for 21.44% in the find,
with an annual inflow of 11,18%. In a comparison of their presence in percentages,
on can observe that it is again lower than the value in the other Lower Pannonian
hoards, which, like in the neighbouring provinces, amounts to 24,74%.>

We distinguished 100 types of Antoninus Pius denarii (282), while minor variants
on the obverse image were remarked in seven. Two denarii that were not recorded in

a variant or hybrid specimen in the emission from 158-159. The first case refers to a
poorly preserved denarius (Cat. 1015), with legends on the obverse and reverse that
correspond to the specimen in RIC, but the obverse presentation (head laureate right)
combined with the sacrificial instruments on the reverse (sprinkler, lituus, ewer and
simpulum) is not recorded.”* Next, comes a denarius (Cat. 1017), which also depicts a
different order of priestly symbols (simpulum, lituus, ewer, sprinkler and knife) than
the one published in RIC.** The third is a denarius with the reverse legend VOTA
SVSCEP - DECENN III COS IIII and the image of Antoninus, veiled, standing left,
sacrificing with a patera over a tripod, his left arm at his side, which corresponds
to the emission from 158-159 (Cat. 1271), but the obverse inscription, otherwise
marked on an aureus and a denarius from the same series™ is ANTONINVS AVG
PIVS P P instead of ANTONINVS AVG PIVS P P TR P XXII, while their obverse
presentations are the same (head laureate right).*

ThespecimensofFaustinaI produced duringherlifetime - until 141, are represented
by three specimens and two different types. As usual, a much larger number (138)
of her coinages were in existence after her death, among which we established 27
types, and in the case of one type there were variants. In this commemorative series,
we recorded a denarius (Cat. 1420) with the obverse DIVA AVG FAVSTINA (bust,
veiled right) and the reverse PIETAS AVG (Pietas standing front, head left, dropping
incense on an altar and holding a box), which appears in RIC only as an aureus.” In
the Caesar emissions of Marcus Aurelius (75 denarii, 26 types and 5 variants of the
obverse and two variants of the reverse presentations), we singled out a specimen
with a hybrid combination (Cat. 1501) with the obverse legend AVRELIVS CAE-SAR
AVG PII F COS II (Head, bare, right) and the reverse legend COS DES « II (Honos
standing left, holding a branch and cornucopiae). The obverse legend is dated to
the period 145-(147?) and refers to aurei, while the reverse, attributed only to the
denarii, is dated to 144 (?).°° In the emissions of Antoninus Pius for Faustina II (27
specimens, seven types, and in one type a lesser variant of the reverse presentation)
an irregular coinage was recorded (Cat. 1528) with the obverse bearing FAVSTINA
AVG-TA AVG FIL (sic!) (Bust of Faustina II, draped, right) and the reverse AVGV-
STA (Vesta, veiled, standing left, holding a patera and sceptre). The reverse legend
and the presentation correspond to the consecrative issues of Faustina I, while the

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obverse legend, and in the case of the regular form of AVGVSTA, does not appear in
the official monetary titulature of Faustina 1.”

The emissions of Marcus Aurelius encompass 308 denarii, of which 182 belong
to Marcus Aurelius himself (Cat. 1529-1710), 28 to the consecrative coinage for
Antoninus Pius (Cat. 1711-1738), 25 to Lucius Verus (Cat. 1739-1763), one to the
consecrative coinage for Lucius Verus (Cat. 1764), nine to Commodus as Caesar (Cat.
1765-1773), 52 to Faustina II (Cat. 1774-1825), six to the consecrative coinage for
Faustina I (Cat. 1826-1831) and 5 specimens to Lucilla (Cat. 1832-1836). Their share
in the find was 12.52% and with a annual inflow of 7.74%. Compared with other finds
from Lower Pannonia (21.13%), then, with finds from the other Danubian provinces,
the percentage of their share was significantly lower, except in the hoards of Lower
Moesia, which show roughly the same ratio.

Within the emissions of Marcus Aurelius (182 denarii, 93 different types with
minor variants - five in the obverse and one in the reverse presentation), four
specimens complete the series given in RIC. In the first place this refers to a denarius
(Cat. 1542) from the group TR P XVII (Dec. 162-Dec. 163), which combines the
obverse M ANTONINVS AVG IMP II (head, bare, right) with the reverse CONCORD
AVG TR P XVII, in ex. COS III (Concordia seated left, holding a patera and resting
left arm on Spes placed on cornucopiae), recorded only with the obverse legend IMP
M ANTONINVS AVG.” The other specimens, all from the series TR P XXX IMP
VIII (Dec. 175-Dec. 176) can be distinguished by the variants of the reverse legends:
one denarius (Cat. 1693) at the end of the reverse legend contains the title P(ater)
P(atriae),* while the other two (Cat. 1699, 1700) do not contain it.*!

The consecrative emissions produced for Antoninus Pius (28 denarii, 9 types)
do not indicate any deviations from the known kinds, but in the emissions of Lucius
Verus (25 denarii, 10 types and one variant) there is a denarius (Cat. 1761) recorded
in RIC only in the form of an aureus.®> Among the few but diverse Caesar emissions
of Commodus (9 denarii, 7 types of which one is a variant) there is a hybrid specimen
(Cat. 1773) with the obverse legend L AVREL COM-MODVS AVG (head, laureate,
right), which on Commodus’ emissions appears at the earliest in the year 178, in
a combination with the same reverse type that is also present in his later Caesar
emissions, but with different legends. The reverse TR P II IMP II COS P P (Salus
seated left, holding a branch; her left arm resting on a chair; at her feet a snake) is

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dated to autumn-December 177 and belongs to the previous series.® The emissions
of Faustina II during her lifetime are represented by 52 denarii and 19 types, one of
which represents a variant, her consecrative emissions with six denarii and five types,
and coinage for Lucilla by five denarii and four types.

Present in the hoard are the imperial issues of Commodus with 112 denarii -
Commodus 101 denarii, with 67 types, one of which is a variant (Cat. 1837-1937),
the consecrative coinage for Marcus Aurelius of seven denarii, 5 types (Cat. 1938-
1944) and for Crispina four denarii, three types (Cat. 1945-1948). Their share in
the find comes to 4.55%, and the annual inflow was 4.20%. The Lower Pannonian
hoards show a slightly higher percentage of representation (4.78%) and it exceeds
the average values established for Commodus in other Danubian-Balkan provinces.*

One of Commodus’ denarii (Cat. 1855) with the obverse M COMMODVS AN-
TONINVS AVG (Head laureate, right) and the reverse TR P VIII - IMP - V - COS II1I
P P (Roma seated left, holding Victory and spear) is not recorded in RIC. The obverse
and reverse legends correspond to the specimens dated to 183, first issue (TR P VIII
IMP V), but the type with Roma seated is not registered in this series.®

All the denarii in the Cortanovci find up to the Severan period came from the
Roman mint, except for two mentioned Asia Minor drachmae. Besides the denarii from
the Roman mint, dating from that time are also denarii from the eastern mints - Emesa
and Laodicea (67). They were minted during the rule of Septimius Severus and Julia
Domna, whereas the specimens of Caracalla and Geta originate from the Roman mint.

The emissions of Septimius Severus are the most numerous and encompass 470
denarii (Cat. 1949-2418). Of this number 407 with 108 different types were produced in
the Roman mint (Cat. 1949-2355), 46 in the Emesa mint - 21 types and five specimens
which are not known in RIC and one of which is a hybrid (Cat. 2356-2401), and 16 in
the mint Laodicea ad Mare - eight types and four unknown in the reference literature,
along with one hybrid combination (Cat. 2402-2417). One denarius is a barbarian
imitation (Cat. 2418). Of the 21 denarii of Julia Domna (Cat. 2419-2439), 16 with 9
types belong to the Roman mint (Cat. 2419-2434), two to the Emesa and Laodicea
mints (Cat. 2435-2436) and three to Laodicea (Cat. 2437-2439), while the denarii of
Caracalla with 13 types and one hybrid specimen came from the Roman mint (Cat.
2440-2458), as well as a coin of Geta (Cat. 2459). Expressed in percentages, the coinage
of Septimius Severus and his family with a total share of 20.79% has a dominant place
in the contents of the Cortanovci find, indicating an annual inflow of 13.73%.

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All the varieties in Severus’ coinage originated from the eastern mints. In the
coinage of Emesa, besides the earlier observed minor variants, (e.g. Cat. 2396 -VG
instead of AVG in the obverse legend and Cat. 2401 - the graphs COS I'T instead of
COS I also in the inscription on the obverse), all the new variants belong to group III
dated with COS II to 194-5 (?). A hybrid specimen (Cat. 2397) was also included in
this group. Among the denarii (Cat. 2365) a new combination of the obverse legend
was recorded IMP CAE L SEP SE-V PERT AVG I C (head laureate, right) and on the
reverse BONI - EVENTVS (Bonus Eventus standing left, holding a basket of fruit and
corn-ears), in each case known in group III. Namely, along with this reverse, earlier,
the variant was noted in the obverse inscription that ended with AVG COS II, while
the same obverse (obv. ends in AVG II C) appeared in the specimen with the reverse
CERER FRVGIF COS.% The same applies to the next denarius (Cat. 2366) which
has the same obverse as the previous one and the reverse CERER FRV-G II COS
(Ceres standing left, holding corn-ears and a torch), where the obverse corresponds
to one, and the reverse to the other type that is known in RIC and both belong to
the same series from 194-5 (?).%” The obverse IMP CA L SEP SEV PER AVG COS II
(head laureate, right) and the reverse FORT R-EDVC (Fortuna (Hilaritas) standing
left, holding a long palm and cornucopiae) on the specimen (Cat. 2372) were not
registered in the given combination, even though they were included with the other
obverse, and also reverse typology in the issues of Severus’ group IIL.*® Another
unknown combination of obverse and reverse from the same group was noticed
on the specimen Cat. 2375. Here, along with the obverse IMP CAE L SEP SE-V
PERT AVG II CO (head laureate, right) the reverse (Fortuna (Pietas) standing left,
sacrificing out of a patera over an altar and holding a cornucopiae) appears with a
variant of the legend FORTVN-AE REDVCI, established earlier on a denarius from
the hoard ,,Réka Devnia”® In the case of the denarius Cat. 2397 with the obverse IMP
CAE L SEP SE-V PERT AVG COS I (head laureate, right) and the reverse VICT AVG
(Victory advancing left, holding a wreath and palm), the obverse corresponds to the
rare denarii with COS I from the year 193 - Group IL,”* and the reverse to the III series
from 194-5?, dated with COS IL.”' This involves a hybrid combination, or, which is
less probable, the introduction of a new reverse type in Group IL

(Cat. 2409) stamped like ”S”

Among the new variants in the coinage of Laodicea ad Mare we include the denarius
of Severus Cat. 2403 (obv. L SEPT SEV PERT - AVG IMP I-1, head laureate, right; rev.
FORT R-D-EVC (sic!), Fortuna standing left, holding a cornucopiae in each hand),
which complements group III dated to the year 194. The specimens of this obverse type,
along with the same reverse legend are known in group III, but the image of Fortuna
differs. The type of Fortuna, like on the Cortanovci denarius, according to the authors
of RIC, appears later in the scope of the first emission from 196/197.7

The series from 195-196 (?) with IMP VII on the obverse is completed with the
denarius Cat. 2407 in which the reverse shows a combination of the inscription and
the image, which were so far separately noted in the first group from 196-7, dated
with IMP VIIL.™

The deviation in the denarius with the obverse L - SEPT SEV PE-RT AVG IMP
VIII (head laureate, right) and reverse INVICT - « - IMP (trophy and arms) (Cat.
2408) lies in the fact that its obverse belongs to the emission from 196-7, and the
reverse, with a small difference in the inscription, is like the type of denarius, which
in the coinage of Laodicea is recorded only in group II from 193.”

The denarius Cat. 2416 based on the inscription on the obverse L SEPT SEV AVG
IMP - XI PART M-AX (head laureate, right) is part of Severus’ issues from 198-
202, in which, however, the reverse type FORTVN - R-EDVC (Fortuna standing
left, holding a rudder and cornucopiae) does not appear.” This reverse, but with a
different abbreviated legend (FORT REDVC), sometimes with irregular lettering
(FORT RDEVC), appears with the previous issues of this ruler with IMP I, IMP

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II, IMP VII and IMP VIII in the obverse inscription.”” The same type of reverse,
however, is registered in the coinage of Emesa with COS I and COS II on the obverse
from 193 and 194-5 (?).”® In Julia Domna, a denarius with FORTVN REDVC, on
which Fortuna with the same attributes is seated, is classified as an issue in ,,Mints
of Emesa and Laodicea” and dated to the interval 193-196 (?).” The specimen could
represent a hybrid, in which the variant of an earlier reverse type of Septimius Severus
is used, than the regular issue, or, perhaps, a hybrid combination with the obverse of
Laodicea and the reverse of Emesa.

Also recorded in the group of Severus’ issues, was a barbarised denarius (Cat.
2418) with an obverse that was typologically similar to the coinage of Laodicea [ ] -
PERT AVG IMP I[I?] (head laureate, right) dated to (193?)/194. The reverse S P Q
R OPTIMO PBINOOI (sic!) (Severus on a horse pacing left, holding a spear), with
irregular lettering, contains a presentation that would have an analogy in the coinage
of Emesa from approximately the same time.*

Among the denarii of Julia Domna and Geta, are no digressions from the known
kinds, whereas among the specimens of Caracalla, one hybrid coin does appear (Cat.
2458) with the obverse of Caracalla - ANTONINVS - PIVS AVG (bust draped, head
laureate, right), dated to the year 205, and later, and with the reverse of Septimius
Severus P M TR P XIII COS III P P (Jupiter standing left, holding a thunderbolt and
sceptre, at his feet an eagle) dating from 205.%'

The horizon of the hoard from the period of Severus in Lower Pannonia, besides
Cortanovci, encompasses only two more hoards, the structure of which essentially
differs from the find in Cortanovci. Apart from the fact that they do not contain
money from the Ist century, both have lower percentages of Severus’ emissions as
a result of the circumstance that they end in a small number of Severus’ specimens
without the participation of members of the family - Karejenon (2,64%) and Mendén
(0,97%). Hence, regardless of the fact that the date of the latest emissions is not
known to us, the assumption is that they were buried at the beginning of Severus’
reign. On the other hand, in considering all three Lower Pannonian hoards together,
the total average representation of Severus’ issues in them comes to 8.13%, thanks to
the exclusively high values recorded in the case of Cortanovci (20.79%).

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The finds from Upper Pannonia offer an entirely different picture: Savaria Il (5.17%),
Brigetio IV (5.26%) and Mor (56.93%), which for Severus comes on average to a high
22.45%. Of the three known hoards, two do not contain coins from the 1st century
and besides the specimens of Septimius Severus, they include only the coinage of Julia
Domna (Savaria II and Brigetio IV). The hoard from Modr, nevertheless, ranges from
the denarii of the Republic to specimens of all the members of the Severus family, but
its tpq. unfortunately, is unknown to us. Savaria II is dated earlier, to 196, and Brigetio
IV broadly - to the period between the years 196 and 211 - and probably closer to the
year 200, given the 5.26% share of coins of Septimius Severus and Domna.

From the territory of Upper Moesia, only one find from the neighbourhood
of Pozarevac (tpq. 198 or 199-200) belongs to this horizon of burial, in which the
coinage of Septimius Severus is represented only by 0.66%.

From Lower Moesia, three finds are known from this horizon: Adamclisi
(5.17%; tpq. 204), Dimum (0.67%; tpq. unknown) and Durostorum III (53.03%;
tpq. unknown), which amounts to 19.62% of the average representation of coins
belonging to Septimius Severus in the finds. These hoards are more similar in
content to the Cortanovci hoard, because they all contain coins of the 1st century,
in two (Adamclisi, Durostorum III) the coins of all the members of the family are
present, and in the third (Dimum), only those of Julia Domna. However, except for
the Adamclisi find (204), the other two are undated.

The hoards from Dacia and barbaricum are dated in the majority of cases to an
earlier period 193-198, contain coins of the 1st century and end with specimens of
Severus, and more rarely with those of Julia Domna. The two which are dated slightly
later, but more broadly, also contain the coins of Caracalla as Caesar (Sarmizegetusa
V, tpq. 201-206 and Ardeoani, tpq. 201-206). The percentage of the representation of
Severus’ emissions ranges from 0.13% to 4.76%.%

Based on the material published so far and the comparisons that have been
made, we may conclude that the hoard from Cortanovci according to its content is
quite distinct from the other finds deposited in the time of Septimius Severus in the
territory of the Danubian provinces. The ,,accuracy” of this statement is provisional
because a number of the hoards have not been published in their entirety and we do
not possess a full knowledge of their contents nor do we know the precise dating of
the latest emissions, so that even the results that were obtained cannot be final. In any
case, it can be remarked that the end of the reign of Septimius Severus represents the
turning-point in thesauration and that the hoards deposited during the 2nd century
and the others, by the year 211, give a different picture of the composition from the

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hoards deposited later, during the 3rd century, when thesauration began principally
in the time of the Antonines.*

Three denarii from the Roman mint of Septimius Severus with the obverse
legend SEVERVS PIVS AVG BRIT belong to the latest specimens in the hoard from
Cortanovci. Thanks to the inscription on the reverse - P M TR P XVIII COS III P
P (Jupiter), the authors of RIC date one to the second series from 210 (Cat. 2309),
while they include the other two in the undated emission from 210-211. Both
undated specimens have the reverse legend VICTORIAE BRIT, which, in one case,
is accompanied by the image of Victoria with a wreath and a palm leaf (Cat. 2354),%
and in the other, the presentation of Victoria writing on a shield (Cat. 2355).%¢ The
obverse titulature on the latest denarius of Caracalla also contains the victorious title
BRIT(annicus) - ANTONINVS PIVS AVG BRIT, and the inscription VICTORIAE
BRIT appears again on the reverse with the image of Victoria with a wreath and a
palm leaf (Cat. 2457).%” The authors of RIC, however, date it to the interval 210-213.
A broader chronological framework like this causes confusion in terms of making
a distinction between the series that are attributed to the coinage of Caracalla
under Severus, and the coinage of his sole rule. The dilemma was later solved by
Ph. Hill, singling out five emissions issued during 210: Issue 1 (Jan.), Special Issue
(Victories in Britain 1), Special Issue (Victories in Britain 2), Special Issue ,,Imperial
Concordia” and Issue 2.% Bearing in mind Hill's chronology, the latest specimens
from the Cortanovci find would be dated to the year 210 and classified in Issue 1
(Jan.) - Severus’ denarius with TR P XVIII* and in a separate emission - Special
Issue (Victories in Britain 2) - two of Severus and one of Caracalla’s denarii with
the victory title BRIT on the obverse and the reverse inscribed with VICTORIAE
BRIT.* Thus, the year 210, also the year during which Severus’ conducted his second
British campaign, would represent the earliest terminus a quo of burying the find
from Cortanovci.

Before his departure for Britian, Severus took steps for Rome and the rest of the
Empire to remain loyal and secure during his absence. There are certain intimations
of trouble recorded in two inscriptions, one undated and the other from the year 208
which suggest that a rebellion was crushed.”” They may refer to a rebellion by deserters
in Gaul, which was crushed by the legatus of I Minervia legion with troops collected
from all four Germanic legions. The dedication of the governor of Upper Pannonia

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from Arrabona dated to 207 and dedicated to the ,victory of the emperor and the
legion I Adiutrix” would also point to certain conflicts in the central part of the Danube
or in the immediate vicinity.”> Although we do not have detailed reports about Severus’
British expedition, it is mainly accepted that the Profectio Augustorum was in the spring
of 208,” and that the military operations themselves took place in two campaigns - in
209 and in 210. The first was conducted by Septimius Severus and Caracalla, while the
second was led by Caracalla himself, due to the emperor’s deteriorating state of health.”*
After the completion of military operations in 209, Geta received the title of Augustus,”
and at beginning of 210, all three augusti assumed the title of Britannicus Max(imus),”®
celebrating this also with the special monetary series Victoria Britannica®” of which two
series were with four denarii (three of Severus and one of Caracalla) represented in the
find from Cortanovci. However, at the start of 211, on 4 February, Septimius Severus
died, and Caracalla, consolidating the border at Hadrian’s wall, made peace with the
enemy and immediately began preparations for the return to Rome.”®

The period of Severus was mainly peaceful in Pannonia and neighbouring Moesia.
Had the situation been otherwise, the vexillationes of the Danubian legions would not
have been able to take part in the British campaign, and apart from the Rhine and Danube
land forces, the fleets of the Rhine and Danube were also engaged in this expedition.*”

The only barbarian invasion in Pannonia occurred in 212 or at the beginning
of 213, in the time of Caracalla and was most probably the principal reason for the
emperor’s visit to the province in the following year, in 214.' However, certain
tensions were felt in the final years of the 2nd century, primarily connected with
the migration of the Goths, which had the effect of moving the population in the
regions of the lower Danube and the Carpathian Basin. Numerous hoards of coins in
Dacia and barbaricum from the time of Septimius Severus confirm this. Dacia was
under the greatest threat, but the pressure was also felt in Pannonia. It is possible

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that Septimius Severus did not undertake any serious action in Pannonia until he
had settled accounts with Claudius Albinus and had subsequently appointed the
renowned and twice decorated general T. Claudius Claudianus as governor of Lower
Pannonia. In the period between 196 and 200, the Romans renewed smaller sections
of the limes in Pannonia and the I Adutrix legion took part in the defence of Dacia.
From the time of Septimius Severus’ visit to Pannonia in 202 till his death, no unrest
at all was recorded in this part of the limes. He endeavoured to restore Pannonia from
the destruction caused by the Marcomannic wars, to consolidate life in the province
and secure conditions for economic progress.'"!

In seeking the reasons for the deposition of the hoard from Cortanovci, the latest
specimens of which lead us to conclude that the year 210 was the terminus a quo of
its burial, we can say that it just might have been because of the danger of a barbarian
incursion. Data on the finds and archaeological sites from the Roman period in the
broader neighbourhood of Cortanoveci indicate that this part of the Pannonian limes
and its hinterland was densely populated, with numerous villas, important agricultural
properties and large estates.'* To this one should add numerous small and large camps
and other military facilities along the route beside the Danube. The natural resources,
such as the fertile soil, the sunlit slopes suitable for the cultivation of grapes, forests
that were the source of building material but also offered favourable conditions for
hunting, and rivers for fishing and, what is most important, for transport, favoured
the economic progress of the population. The villas and large estates, as individual
and independent units, had their own role to play in economic life and supplying the
province.'” In short, it is hard to find an answer for the real reasons for the deposition
of such a large find at a time when the province was prospering. One should seek
the answers to lie, more likely, in some private reasons, for instance, in the collection
of taxes, action by raiders, or the increased movement of the population connected
with the deployment of military units. Among them, although only in the domain of
speculation, we may rely to some extent on the well-known large-scale confiscations
of land holdings, high taxes, and changes in the system of administration carried out
during the reign of Septimius Severus.

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NOTES TO THE CATALOGUE

The catalogue is arranged chronologically according to the reigns of the Roman
emperors, and in the context of individual emperors, by mints.

Each catalogue number contains only the standard basic data, arranged according
to the following criteria: the numbers referring to the individual reigning emperor,
and the members of the imperial family, living or deified; technical data about the
coin (weight, diameter, and axis), the citation according to the standard literature to-
gether with additional notes on the coin, the minting year, and the inventory number.

The notes contain additional information on coins and detailed citings of possible
aberrations to examples documented in the standard literature. The term ,var” is
used after the standard citation to mark some minor differences between the coins
published in the present catalogue and those in the standard literature (i.e., busts or
legends). If the legend or type fundamentally differs from the citation in the standard
literature, it is followed by the mark ,, -7, then the mark ,, ad .”, and the number of
the standard reference most closely corresponding to the published coin. In cases in
which a coin is unknown in the standard literature, the mark ,, - is used, and the
obverse and reverse are described in detail.

The date of minting of individual coins follows the chronology based on the re-
levant cited literature.

All the coins are presented in photographic form, and their numeration on the
plates is coordinated with the catalogue numbers.

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COINS OF THE BITHYNIAN MINT OF NICAEA FROM BANOVO POLJE IN MACVA

Summary

Keywords: Roman provincial coinage, Nicaea, Banovo Polje, Mac¢va

Thanks to a kind donor, in 2011, the National Museum in Sabac came into possession of 44
bronze coins from the Bithynian mint of Nicaea. They do not represent part of a collective
find, but were unearthed one by one during agricultural works over a longer period of time,
and originate from the locality of Duge Njive in the village of Banovo Polje (Municipality of
Bogati¢). The village is located in western Macva, on the lower course of the River Zasavica,
at a distance of approximately 3.5 kilometres from the River Sava, and eight kilometres
northeast of the confluence of the Drina and the Sava rivers. The area of Duge Njive is
located on the left bank of the Batar, just ahead of where its waters flow into those of the
Zasavica (Map 1).

This is a well known locality, registered for the first time in 1881 (ref.2). The reconnoitering
of Macva and Podrinje took place during the 1950s, but the biggest contribution was the
exploration during the 1960s and 1970s by Milivoje Vasiljevi¢ and Vojislav Trbuhovi¢, who
also registered this locality (ref. 3). During the 1980s, Miloje Vasi¢ dealt with the issues and
systematisation of the Roman localities in Ma¢va and Podrinje and, in recent times, Slavoljub
Petrovi¢ presented the money finds from these localities (ref. 4).

By all accounts, on the basis of the results of field explorations that have been published so far,
the remains found in the area of Duge Njive are that of a vicus or a small settlement. Besides
the visible remnants of buildings, ancient money has been unearthed there over the years,
of which some pieces are kept in the National Museum in Sabac (ref.5). Moreover, workers
dug up an unknown large quantity of Roman coins in 1992 - a hoard by all indications.
Unfortunately, the find has been largely dispersed and the Museum obtained eight specimens
of the Antoninians of Probus. Three other Roman localities were registered in the immediate
neighbourhood of this locality, in the territory of the same village - Crkvine I and II, and
Kljucevi, recorded as villae rusticae (ref. 7-9). A little to the west, on the border of the
territories of Banovo Polje and Crne Bare, the remains of a villa rustica were also discovered,
and a hoard of coins (ref. 10).

According to known money finds, the possible date of the formation of the vicus in the area
of Duge Njive was the middle of the 2nd century, but activity there was the most intense
during the 3rd century. This is indicated by the finds of imperial coinage of Marcus Aurelius,
Elagabalus and Probus, and the provincial coinage of Nicaea of Alexander Severus and
Gordianus III. Besides the mentioned dispersed money hoard, finds of Nicaean coinage which
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have reached the Museum represent the largest known sample of money from this locality.
Although we do not possess information about the archaeological context of these finds,
their publication will contribute to a better understanding of the circulation of provincial
coinage in Lower Pannonia and the neighbouring provinces during the 3rd century.

As mentioned above, the 44 bronze pieces from the mint of Nicaea, in Bythinia, were obtained
by the National Museum in Sabac. Of them, 14 belong to Alexander Severus (Cat. 1-14),
two to Julia Mamea (coinage under Alexander Severus, Cat. 15-16) and 28 to Gordianus III
(Cat. 17-44). Apart from the known obverse legends, one (Cat. 4) is singled out among the
pieces of Alexander Severus with M AYPH CEV... in the obverse legend, instead of M AYP
CEVH... as is usual. The situation is similar with one specimen of Gordianus III (Cat. 20)
which, instead of M ANT IT'OPAIA[NOC] ... reads M ANT TOPAVA[NOC]. Besides these,
there are no other particularities among the obverse legends and presentations. However, the
situation is different with the reverse presentations, where we observed several new variants.
Among the pieces of Alexander Severus there are four reverse types with three ensigns (types
1,2, 13 (?) and 8), one type with an aquila between two ensigns (type 18) and two pieces for
which it was impossible to determine the type (ref. 13). All defined types are known and
represented in the collection of the Museum of the City of Belgrade and in the Viminatium
necropolis called Vise grobalja.

Specimens of Julia Mamea are represented with two known motifs (type 2 and a variant of the
type 9¢). The first is known both from the collection of the Museum of the City of Belgrade
and from the Vi$e grobalja necropolis, while the 9¢ variant has so far only been found in the
coinage of Alexander Severus on one specimen from the Vise grobalja necropolis (ref. 14).
The following motifs are represented on the coins of Gordianus III: three ensigns (type 5
(?),9b (?), 11 (?), 12a and 12b), an aquila between two ensigns (types 14, 18, 18a and 18b),
an aquila between two legionnaire capricorns (type 24), two legionnaire capricorns between
two ensigns (type 27a, 28, 28 a and 28b), a capricorn between two ensigns (type 30 ?), and in
three cases it was not possible to determine the type. This, relatively small number of coins
of Gordianus III, made it possible to discern as many as four new variants within the types
18, 27 and 28. Two new variants, 18a (Cat. 30, fig. 1) and 18b (Cat. 31, fig. 2) were observed
within type 18, variant 27a (Cat. 34-35, fig. 3) within type 27, and variant 28b (Cat. 40, fig.
4) within type 28.

It emerges from this that the researcher's attention should be orientated towards the further
completion of diverse iconographic motifs with military markings on Nicaean issues. The
first to observe this was Nikola Crnobrnja who, while publishing the finds of Nicaean coins
from the collection of the National Museum in Belgrade, recognised as many as 28 types
in a sample of 155 pieces (ref. 15). Recently, the co-author of this paper, Mirjana Vojvoda,
recognised four more new types and 25 variants of types, which were defined earlier by N.
Crnobrnja, in a sample of 290 pieces of Nicaean coinage from the Viminatium necropolis of
Vise grobalja (ref. 16). A paper appeared at the same time, by Ilija Ivanovi¢, who published
15 pieces of Nicaean coinage of Alexander Severus from the collection of the “Vuk Karadzi¢”
National Library in Veliko Gradiste (ref. 17). In addition to these three collections, money
from Nicaea has so far not been published separately in our country, except in several cases
where it appeared as accompanying material in archaeological excavations, reconnoitering or
as parts of private collections, represented by one or two pieces (ref. 19).

Multiple conditions arose in the Danube and Balkan provinces in the 3rd century, which led
to the mass appearance of Nicaean bronze money in circulation. This was especially true in
the third and fourth decade, i.e. during the rule of Alexander Severus and Gordianus IIL
On the one hand, the appearance of a large quantity of coins from Nicaea in circulation in
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the Danube and Balkan provinces, was precipitated by the lack of small bronze coins of the
Senate issues, which was probably the chief reason for the opening of mints for provincial
coins in Viminatium, and then in Sarmizegetusa (Dacia) (ref. 25). It has been observed that
after the year 239 and the start of operation of the mint in Viminatium, the Nicaean issues
all but disappeared from circulation in the territories of Upper Moesia and Lower Pannonia
where, obviously, the problem of the shortage of money was the most evident. The opening of
the mint in Viminatium and the entry into circulation of its coins was immediately reflected
in the reduced inflow of money of Gordianus III from the Nicaean mint.

On the other hand, the highest concentration of money from Nicaea around Viminatium
and, generally, along the Danube limes, is connected with the movement of military troops.
More frequent movements of troops during the first half of the 3rd century, along the Danube
limes and the road that led from Viminatium to Naissus and onwards through Thrace, to the
Bosphorus, had influenced the significant frequency of coins from Bythinia. The highest
concentration of finds of money from Nicaea is bound to the course of the Danube (Veliko
Gradiste, Viminatium, Belgrade, Zemun, Batajnica, Novi Banovci, Surduk, Beska, Vukovar,
Osijek) (ref. 33).

The lower course of the Sava navigable route also had great economic significance, primarily
because of the position of Sirmium, which is proven by the numerous finds of coins — among
others, Nicaean, which have been found along this route (Us¢e, Hrtkovci, Sremska Mitrovica,
Banovo Polje) (ref. 35, 36). Besides the natural conditions, the proximity of Sirmium, the most
important centre in this part of Lower Pannonia, certainly had an impact on the development
of agriculture in this region. The settlement on the locality of Duge Njive in Banovo Polje
certainly had a close connection with the mentioned villas in the immediate vicinity (Crkvine
I and II, Kljudevi), and it is possible that workers employed on the neighbouring holdings
lived there (ref. 40). In a wider context, it was definitely also linked with other holdings in
the neighbourhood and, naturally, with Sirmium as the centre into which the goods poured
and where trading took place. The find of the Nicaean mint’s coins in Banovo Polje, although
incomplete in the contextual sense, represents a significant contribution to the completion of
the topography of such finds in the territory of Serbia.

ARCHAEOLOGICAL TOPOGRAPHY OF FINDS OF NICAEAN COINS
IN THE TERRITORY OF THE CITY OF BELGRADE

Summary

Key words: Nicaea, finds of coins, Belgrade, archaeological localities, Roman period

The collection of the Museum of the City of Belgrade includes 99 specimens of coins from the
Nicaean mint, which originate from 13 localities. Only six were found during archaeological
exploration, and the precise context of the find is known for only one of them. Other
specimens belong to the category of chance finds, but the data about the locations where they
were found is known. The text covers only one of the aspects of finds of Nicaean money in
the territory of the city of Belgrade, their archaeological topography, without the numismatic
classification of individual finds. In order to simplify the work of researchers who use the
data from this paper, each locality is accompanied by a brief description and references to
literature that contain detailed data about them. Also used in the text is unpublished data
about the localities, which I obtained during archaeological reconnoitering in the work of
the Museum of the City of Belgrade.

A HOARD OF SERBIAN AND BOSNIAN MEDIEVAL COINS FROM BRSKOVO

Summary

Keywords: Serbia, Bosnia, Coinage, Brskovo, Dinar

Among its collections, the Museum of Polimlje in Berane houses an important find of
Serbian and Bosnian medieval coins. It involves a small hoard that was discovered in the
1970s, during works in the Brskovo mine. The find consists of six small medieval coins, four
dinars of the emperor Stefan Uro$ (1355-1371) (Nos. 1-4) and two half-dinars of the Bosnian
ban, Tvrtko I Kotromani¢ (1354-1377) (Nos.5-6). The Serbian coins belong to the coinage of
the emperor Uro$: two specimens of type 9.17 (Nos.1-2), one specimen of type 9.18 (No. 3),
and one of type 9.19 (No. 4), while the Bosnian coins are represented by two, rare half-dinars
of Ban Tvrtko I Kotromani¢.

The uniqueness of the hoard from Brskovo lies in the type 9.17, which was known till now,
only on the basis of one specimen from Smederevska Palanka. Thanks to new finds of this
type, we are able to correct the description of this important issue. Namely, it was assumed
in the monograph "The Coinage of Medieval Serbia" that St. Stephan was handing the ruler a
double cross, while on the specimen from the Brskovo hoard one can make out the contours
of a flag.

The other important coinage in the hoard are the rare half-dinars of Ban Tvrtko I, which
differ from the issues described in I. Rendjeo's Corpus, in that the ban is holding the insignia
in the reverse order.

The find of the hoard of coins in Brskovo, at one time an important mining centre, indicates
that the mine was in operation right until the 1370s, which Ignatije Boje wrote about in detail
in his discourse on Brskovo.

SERBIAN MEDIEVAL COINS IN THE NATIONAL MUSEUM IN NIS

Summary

Key words: Serbian medieval coins, Collection of Medieval Coins, National Museum in Nis,
dinars, half-dinar

The Collection of Medieval Coins of the National Museum in Ni§ contains 388 pieces, of
which 117 are specimens of Serbian medieval coins. The coins has been collected since the
foundation of the Museum in 1933, and the largest number of coins was obtained during
the 1960s. Originating from the territory of the city of Ni$ are 44 pieces, 24 are from the
territory of Prokuplje and Kur$umlija, and the remaining 49 were obtained from a collector,
with information that they originated from Serbia. The circulation of Serbian money in the
territory of Ni§, Prokuplje and KurSumlija reflects the historical circumstances observed
in the period from the end of the 13th to the mid-15th century. Namely, while the area of
Prokuplje and Kur$umlija was part of the Serbian state from the time of the rule of King
Dragutin, the area of Ni§ was part of the Bulgarian state until the battle of Velbuzd in 1330,
when it was added to the Serbian state. The finds of dinars with the flag of the kings Dragutin
and Milutin, in the area of Nis, indicate that Serbian money was exported to Bulgaria (Cat.
Nos. 1, 2, 4-9).

The greater number of Serbian dinars in circulation in Ni§ and its vicinity during the imperial
period corresponded with the expansion of the Serbian state and the increase in the production
of money. The most important specimens of coins from this period are the three immobilised
dinars of the emperor Dusan (Cat. Nos. 42, 43, 44), which were minted after his death, in the
period between 1360 and 1375. These pieces represent the only known individual finds of this
type of dinar, considering that they have so far been registered only in hoards.

The disintegration of the Serbian Empire, which followed after the 1370s, had a direct effect
on the production of money. With the creation of new regions, numerous issues appeared
of regional lords and local feudal masters. Although divided into several independent types
of coinage, the production of Serbian money was small in scale, testimony of which are the
specimens from Nis. Thus, we found only one dinar of Emperor Uro§ V (Cat. No. 48) and
five dinars of King Vukasin (Cat. Nos. 58-61, 80, 81), one of the most important feudal rulers
of that time, who ruled the town of Prilep and the regions in western Macedonia. Although
the existence of his money has been confirmed outside of the area which he ruled, the dinars
from Ni§ represent the easternmost known specimens of his money.

The period when Ni§ was part of the state of Prince Lazar (from around 1370 to 1386, when
the Turks conquered it) is represented by the finds of two dinars (Cat. Nos. 84, 85), of which
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one specimen was found during archaeological explorations in the area of the Nis fortress in
1962 (Cat. No. 85).

Although the Turks conquered Ni§ in 1386, and held it until around 1404, Serbian dinars
were still in circulation in this area. They are five dinars of Vuk Brankovi¢, who ruled the
territory between Sjenica, Kopaonik, Skopje and the upper course of the rivers Tara and
Moraca. The presence of dinars belonging to Vuk Brankovi¢ in Ni§ is proof that his coins
were in circulation outside of their domicile territory (Cat. Nos. 95, 97-100).

Ni$ once again became part of the Serbian state during the rule of Despot Stefan Lazarevi¢,
in the period from around 1404 to 1428, when the Turks conquered it permanently. This
period is characterised by a reduction in the amount of Serbian money in circulation, which
is indicated by less frequent finds: a dinar of Jakov (Cat. No. 101), three dinars of Stefan
Lazarevi¢ (Cat. Nos. 104, 106, 110), a dinar of Lazar and Purad Brankovi¢ (Cat. No. 112) and
two dinars of Purad Brankovi¢.

Two dinars discovered during archaeological explorations on the locality of Mediana in 1972,
represent significant finds from this period. Namely, during the exploration of the peristyle
of a Roman villa, the existence of medieval burials was registered, where two graves were
found, the remains or a hearth, a bread stove and fragments of medieval ceramics. Besides
these, a dinar of Jakov (Cat. No. 101) and a dinar of Lazar and Purad Brankovi¢ (Cat. No.
112) were also discovered. The dinar of Jakov, a local feudal master, is the type he minted
as a vassal of Vuk Brankovi¢. The joint coinage of the brothers Lazar and Purad Brankovi¢
belong to an exceptionally rare type. One dinar was found in the town of Stala¢, and two were
registered in the collection of Sergije Dimitrijevic.

Although not very large in volume, the Collection of Serbian Medieval Coins of the National
Museum in Ni$ still represents a source of new knowledge regarding the circulation and
spread of certain issues of money of the Serbian rulers and regional lords.

DINARS OF THE GREEK "REPUBLIC OF BULKES" - TODAY'S BACKI MAGLIC

Summary

Key words: Local currency, Bulkes, Magli¢, Greece, ELAS, notaphily, Dinar

From May, 1945 to September, 1949 an "experimental Greek Republic” existed in Yugoslavia
in the village of Bulkes, nowadays called Backi Magli¢. Before the World War II, that village
was mostly inhabited by ethnic Germans, settled here around 1786, predominantly from
Baden-Wiirttemberg. They were expelled in May 1945 and in the then abandoned village
4,023 Greek refugees, members of ELLAS, settled there with the help of the Yugoslav
government. From 1945 to 1949, it was a de facto case of Greek extraterritorial jurisdiction.
After Tito's conflict with Stalin in 1948, this Greek community divided itself into two factions,
one loyal to Yugoslavia and the other to Comintern. Comintern supporters left the country
soon afterwards, mostly to Czechoslovakia. The remaining 800 however also emigrated, but
to Macedonia. In the then again abandoned village Serbian inhabitants from the south and
southwest provinces of the former Yugoslavia settled in, and changed the name of the village
to Magli¢.

During their political autonomy in Bulkes, the Greek refuges had also issued their own
money. It was called the same as the Yugoslav currency - DINAR, in Greek AHNAPIO
(pl. AHNAPIA), and all inscriptions were in Greek. The following denominations had
been issued, and described here: 1, 5, 10, 20, 50, 100 and 500 Dinars. The total amount of
9,252,255 "Bulkes Dinars" had been put into circulation, which at that time corresponded to
the amount of 185,065 U.S. Dollars.

Although the "Republic of Bulkes" ceased to exist in 1949, that question was discussed on
the 3rd Conference of the Greek Communist Party (KKE) in October, 1950. The text of the
conclusions of the Commission established by the Party is given here in Greek language, with
Serbian translation.
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
