UNPUBLISHED QUADRANTES FROM THE NATIONAL MUSEUM IN BELGRADE
AND THE FAJFRIC COLLECTION

Abstract: This paper presents seven previously unpublished Roman nummi metal-
lorum - quadrantes bearing reference to the metalla of Delmatia -, as well as two anon-
ymous quadrantes. The coins originate from two private collections: the Kovacevié
collection which today is part of the Numismatic Collection of the National Museum
in Belgrade, and the collection of Petar Fajfri¢ from Sabac. The five nummi metallorum
which are now in the Fajfri¢ collection were all found on the territory of Banovo Polje
(commune of Bogati¢) in Serbia.

Keywords: metalla Delmatiae, nummi metallorum, anonymous quadrantes, Kovacevi¢
collection, Banovo Polje

The so-called nummi metallorum (“coins of the mines”)" are a peculiar class of small
bronze coins bearing reference to various mining districts in the Danube and Bal-
kan provinces of the Roman Empire. They were struck from the reign of Trajan (AD
98-117) down to the reign of Antoninus Pius (AD 138-161). Eight years ago, the first
systematic treatment of these semisses and quadrantes - which had been attracting the
attention of scholars for several centuries - was published, and all the known types and
varieties were finally presented in a citable catalogue.” However, as research on Roman

mining in general progresses,” more numismatic work on several aspects of the sub-
ject is needed. For example, a major problem is posed by the fact that most of the coins
of the mines known today came to light through coin trade, and any reliable informa-
tion on their provenance is lost. Hence, the circulation patterns of the different types of
nummi metallorum are still not completely clear. The present authors strive to remedy
this situation in the course of their joint research on the Roman coins of the mines. As
a first step, in this paper seven hitherto unpublished nummi metallorum and two anon-
ymous quadrantes from two Serbian collections are presented.

This selection of the material requires some comment. These two classes of coin-
age have been grouped together in some numismatic publications.* Despite the fact
that the anonymous semisses and quadrantes® do not bear reference to mines in their
legends - they are all signed just with the letters SC - and that there is only the odd
typological point of contact between the two groups,® the specific purpose and rai-
son détre of nummi metallorum and anonymous bronze coins has sometimes been
seen as related. Although the two types of coinage are indeed occasionally found
in the same contexts, this is a highly problematic assumption, as has already been
pointed out elsewhere,” and it is a priori not endorsed by the present authors. Both
classes of coinage represent small change of the imperial denominational system, but
further common features between the two still remain to be proven. Thus, the deci-
sion to publish coins from both classes together in this article has been made for the
sole purpose of bringing as many as possible otherwise unpublished coins of a simi-
lar date to the wider numismatic public. In keeping with the different contexts from
which the coins originate, the material will be presented here according to its pres-
ent collection affiliation.

I. National Museum Belgrade, the Kovacevi¢ Collection

Ljubomir Kovacevi¢ (1848-1918) was a historian, university professor and an edu-
cation minister in the government of the Kingdom of Serbia.® As an academic he
was one of the first in his homeland to recognize the importance of the ‘source disci-
plines’” such as numismatics for historical research, and he was one of the earlier stu-
dious numismatists and scholarly coin collectors in the Central Balkans. His main
area of interest was the coinage of the Serbian Medieval state, which forms the core

of his 3000-specimen strong collection. Ancient coins were included into his collec-
tion only sporadically, without a clear focus. Unfortunately, like many collectors of
his day, Kovacevi¢ did not keep detailed records on the origin of the pieces that came
into his possession, so the provenance of his coins is hard to determine with any de-
gree of certainty. This is also true of the coins that are published here. In any case,
the majority of his collection doubtless came from the territory of late 19" century
Serbia,’ since the material he was mainly interested in obtaining - Serbian medieval
coinage - is predominantly found in this region. The haphazard nature of Kovacevi¢
classical coin collection might suggest that the ancient coins were acquired more or
less by chance alongside medieval pieces that were his main focus, but this remains
a speculation. After Kovacevi¢ death, the integrity of his coin collection was main-
tained and it was bequested to the National Museum in Belgrade, in the possession
of which it remains as a distinct collection.

Four coins selected for publication from the collection at this point are the fol-
lowing:"

I1. The Fajfri¢ Collection

The five nummi metallorum from the collection of Petar Fajfri¢ have a secure
provenance: according to information provided by the collector, they all come from
the site Duge Njive, on the territory of the village Banovo Polje (commune of Bo-
gati¢) in western Serbia (Figure 1). All of the coins were individual chance finds made
over the period of several years, from 2004 to 2010. The nummi metallorum from this
collection are currently on temporary deposit at the National Museum Sabac. Duge
Njive, where they were found, is located on a slope, nestled above the confluence of
the stream Batar into the Zasavica. Its position is very favourable as it remains dry
even when high waters submerge the surrounding ground. Today it is intensively
farmed, and it is through agricultural activities that archaeological material comes to
light. The site was never investigated properly, but over the years it has yielded a con-
siderable amount of archaeological finds, including coins of primarily 2" and 3™ cen-
tury AD date." Finds and reported remains of structures seem to indicate the exis-
tence of a small rural settlement at this location, possibly a villa rustica. Many farm-
ing villas have been recorded in this fertile agricultural landscape of Macva, with per-

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haps four more sites of this type within the territory of Banovo Polje itself.'? The vil-
lage is located in the region of the supposed south Pannonian mining district centred
around Mt Cer (50 km to the south),” of which archaeologically nothing is known.
The wider area is a border region between three Roman provinces: Moesia Superior,
Delmatia and Pannonia.

The metalla of the Roman province of Delmatia are mentioned on two differ-
ent, chronologically separate groups of bronze coins. Rare semisses and quadrantes
minted under Trajan in AD 112-114 bear the emperor’s portrait and the reverse leg-
end METALLI VLPIANI DELM, which accompanies a female figure holding a bal-
ance and a cornucopiae.”® The type of nummi metallorum published here, from the

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Kovacevi¢ and Fajfri¢ collections, belongs to the second group, which lacks an im-
perial portrait. This group, convincingly dated to the reign of Antoninus Pius (AD
138-161) by Johan van Heesch,'® comprises, beside the described quadrantes with Di-
ana and her stag, also semisses depicting Mars and a cuirass.'” These semisses differ
from the “anonymous” semisses and quadrantes with the same images'® only in their
reverse legend, which is METAL DELM (instead of SC). It is immediately evident that
the coin types of obverse and reverse of the anonymous METAL DELM-bronzes are
designed to match. The choice of the deities Diana and Mars, on the other hand, must
be seen in the context of anonymous coins of the mines of the same period featuring
the legends METAL AVRELIANIS and METAL PANNONICIS, on the obverses of
which Apollo/Sol is depicted.” All of these series were obviously designed as a set by
some central authority. Taken together, these anonymous nummi metallorum present
the deities to whom the metals gold (Apollo/Sol), silver (Diana/Luna) and iron (Mars)
were attributed, according to ancient astrological belief.** Consequently, the assump-
tion that gold, silver and iron were mined in the districts named on the reverses of the
coins seems to suggest itself. In the case of the METAL DELM coins the choice of Di-
ana and Mars is in keeping with the archaeological and epigraphic evidence we pos-
sess for mining in Delmatia: silver and iron were indeed the most important products
from mines in this region.” It should be noted, though, that an association between
Apollo/Sol on the METAL AVRELIANIS and METAL PANNONICIS coins and gold
mining in Pannonia is purely hypothetical, as we have no independent confirmation
that gold was indeed a significant product of this mining district.”

Regarding the material published here, two points of importance should be high-
lighted. First, as far as we know, the METAL DELM quadrantes from the Fajfri¢ col-
lection are the only coins of this type for which a secure provenance can be given
to date.” In other cases, the evidence is inconclusive. For example, two quadrantes
with Diana/stag in the Numismatic Collection of the National Museum in Belgrade
belong to the Weifert collection,* which was formed in Serbia mainly from locally
sourced material.” For single specimens, the origin is, however, not verifiable. Hence,
for the coins of the mines from the Weifert collection the problems are essentially

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comparable to the ones we have to face for the pieces from the Kovacevic collection
published above: there is no hard and fast geographic evidence for their provenance.

Second, it must be stressed that the quadrantes of the METAL DELM type come
in two different typological varieties, as already observed by van Heesch and one of
the authors of this contribution.?* While on the majority of specimens Diana wears a
stephane and has a chignon at the back of her neck, she is sometimes depicted with-
out a stephane and with a different, melon-shaped hairstyle (with a bun at the top):
see for example Figure 2.7 Stylistically, the coins of the latter type tend to be fine and
largely uniform, while the larger group featuring Diana with a stephane is different
and rather heterogeneous, in terms of style. Many of these pieces are quite crude, and
a dividing line between “regular” and “imitative” pieces is not always easy to draw
within this group. These stylistic observations tie in well with the metrology: the
coins featuring the bust of Diana with a stephane are often lighter and sometimes
weigh only around 1.5 grammes.

The seven METAL DELM quadrantes published in this article belong exclusive-
ly to the variety with stephane. Especially some of the coins from Duge Njive in the
Fajfri¢ collection (our nos. 6-9) are typical examples of the pieces of a lesser style
from this group. The fact that no. 9 is struck on an irregular flan adds to the picture;
it is obvious that these coins were produced quite carelessly, both in terms of die en-
graving and of striking. It is to be hoped that more material will become available for
study in the near future, so that a better understanding of the nummi metallorum of
the METAL DELM-group can be developed. The cooperation of private collectors
like Petar Fajfri¢, who are willing to share information on unpublished numismat-
ic material from local contexts in their possession, may well provide us with crucial
pieces of evidence in the years to come.

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HOARD OF ROMAN SILVER COINS
FROM THE VILLAGE OF MEHOVINE NEAR SABAC*

Abstract: The hoard of silver coins from the village of Mehovine near Sabac, according
to data available from earlier literature and the factual state, contains 489 (150) spec-
imens, ranging from Nero to Maximinus I, and represents part of a larger, scattered
find. The terminus post quem of the hoard’s burial can be seen from the denarii dated to
the period from January 236 A.D. to the start or the first quarter of 238 A.D., although
one should not overlook the fact that the find was scattered. It was discovered in the
context of a villa rustica, suggesting that it belonged to the owner of the property. The
reasons for its burial, given the broad approximation of the date to within the brief
rule of Maximinus I, could be dual - internal fiscal policy and the violence of soldiers
and of the local administration, or Maximinus’ preparations for a campaign on Rome
in early 238 A.D., bearing in mind that the emperor had his base in those years in the
immediate vicinity of Mehovine, in Sirmium.

The hoard of Roman silver coins from the village of Mehovine (county of Posavi-
na and Tamnava, District of Podrinje) was discovered on February 22, 1912, on the
property of Dragi¢ Pavlovi¢, during the tilling of a vineyard, at a depth of 0.5 metres.

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According to the testimonies of workers, the hoard consisted of around 2,000 piec-
es and had been placed in a ceramic vessel. At first, it seems that a quarter of the to-
tal find arrived in the National Museum in Belgrade, i.e. 484 pieces, but in 1935 the
State Attorney’s Office in Belgrade issued a Decision according to which one third of
the preserved find went to the Museum and two thirds to the owner. In this way, the
National Museum nowadays houses 150 pieces of silver coins which belonged to this
larger find.?

After the coins’ arrival in the Museum, before returning the larger portion to the
owner, the then assistant to the Museum’s curator, D.D. Karapandzi¢, published the
hoard in an abridged form.> He identified the specimens according to the then ref-
erence catalogue of H. Cohen. While doing so, he cited the references from the cata-
logue and the number of pieces, but did not note any of the obverse and reverse leg-
ends, nor did he provide a more detailed description.* At that time, a total of 484 silver
coins were published (482 denarii and 2 Antoninians),” ranging from Nero to Max-
iminus 1.5 The composition of the find, according to Karapandzi¢, would be as fol-
lows: Nero (1 - Cat.1), Vespasian (17, but three of these are illegible — Cat. 2-18),
Titus (3 - Cat. 19-21), Domitian (3 - Cat. 22-24), Trajan (5 — Cat. 25-29), Hadrian (in-
stead of five pieces determined according to Cohen, the author counted six and add-
ed two illegible pieces — 7, of these, two are illegible — Cat. 30-36), Antoninus Pius (8 -
Cat. 37-44), Faustina I (2 - Cat. 45-46), Marcus Aurelius (3 — Cat. 47-49), Faustina II
(1 - Cat. 50), Lucius Verus (1 — Cat. 51), Commodus (15 — Cat. 52-66), Clodius Al-
binus (4 — Cat. 67-70), Septimius Severus (89 — Cat. 71-159), Julia Domna (instead
of 28 pieces determined according to Cohen, the author counted 29 - Cat. 160-187),
Caracalla (instead of 69 pieces determined according to Cohen, the author count-
ed 70 — Cat. 188-256), Plautilla (2 — Cat. 257-258), Geta (instead of 17 pieces deter-
mined according to Cohen, the author counted 16 — Cat. 259-275), Macrinus (2 - Cat.

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276-277), Elagabalus (58 — Cat. 278-335), Julia Soemia (3 — Cat. 336-338), Julia Paula
(1 - Cat. 339) Aquilia Severa (2 — Cat. 340-341), Julia Maesa (11 - Cat. 342-352), Severus
Alexander (97 - Cat. 353-449), Julia Mamaea (17 - Cat. 450-466), Maximinus I (instead
of 18 pieces determined according to Cohen, the author counted 17 — Cat. 467-484).”

Of the 484 pieces published by Karapandzi¢, 150 remained in the National Museum
after returning part of the find to the owner: Nero (1), Vespasian (4), Trajan (1), Anton-
inus Pius (2), Marcus Aurelius (1), Faustina II (2), Commodus (5), Claudius Albinus
(3), Septimius Severus (30), Julia Domna, coinage under Severus (8), Caracalla, coinage
under Severus (16), Plautilla, coinage under Severus (2), Geta, coinage under Severus
(4), Caracalla, independent reign (5), Julia Domna, coinage under Caracalla (4), Ma-
crinus (1), Elagabalus (17), Julia Paula (1), Aquilia Severa (2), Julia Soaemias (2), Julia
Maesa (6), Severus Alexander (19), Julia Mamaea (10), Maximinus I (4). Among the
mentioned specimens, 5 are unknown in Karapandzi¢ (Faustina IT - Cat. 52, 53; Septi-
mius Severus — Cat. 121; Geta — Cat. 272, Elagabalus - Cat. 308).2

After the detailed processing of the remaining 150 pieces, and on the basis of the
successful identification of 145 pieces according to Karapandzi¢s catalogue, and the
harmonization of the remaining 339 pieces (484-145=339) with the current reference
catalogues, we formed the final catalogue. This catalogue, along with the five pieces
that are unknown in KarapandZi¢, contains a total of 489 pieces (Table 1).

Still, the number of 479
pieces kept cropping up in literature throughout the entire century (Vasi¢ 1913: 267; Saria 1927: 13; Klemenc 1936:
124; No.1a; lapauranus and [apamanns 1951: 195; Mirnik 1981: 66; No.190); it was S. Petrovi¢ who drew attention
to this error, on the basis of data obtained from Bojana Bori¢-Breskovi¢ (Ilerposuh 2010: 121-122, No. 38).

IV, No. 100 (= L SEP SEV AVG IMP XI PART MAX, Head
laur., r.: COS III P P, Victory adv. L, hld. palm and wreath; cf. Kapananguh 1914: 161). None of the 30 pieces of
S. Severus corresponded fully with the data cited by Karapandzi¢, except one (cf. Cat. 160), with the identical ob-
verse legend and the corresponding obverse and reverse image, but with a difference in the rev. legend COSII P P
(=Coh. IV, No. 96). In this example, it was concluded that Karapandzi¢ had made an error, reading COS II as COS
II1. For five specimens: Cat. 52 (10), Cat. 53 (11), Cat. 121 (30), Cat. 272 (87) and Cat. 308 (94) it was not possible
to find a parallel in Karapandzi¢’s catalogue, despite efforts to identify possible errors, similar to those described
above. All discovered errors were pointed out separately for each specimen in the catalogue.

The hoard from Mehovine is one of the three known hoards of Roman coins from
the territory of present-day Serbia, which end with specimens of Maximinus Thrax.
The other two are the hoard from the fort of Ravna in Perdap (187 pieces, Vespasian —
Maximinus I tpq. c. early 236 — March/April 238 A.D.)° and Supska II from the vil-

238 A.D.)."" If we observe them within the former Roman provinces, the hoards from
Ravna and Supska II would belong to Upper Moesia (Moesia Superior), while Me-
hovine would be the only known hoard from Lower Pannonia (Pannonia Inferior).!

The situation is similar when considering the total number of registered hoards
in the neighbouring provinces. From Pannonia Superior, only the Csapon find is
known, from present-day Hungary,'* while the Leskovec find, from present-day Slo-
venia, originates from Noricum, from the area located at the very border with Pan-
nonia Superior.”® A find from the vicinity of Postojna originates from the territory
of Slovenia, but from the area that belonged to Italy in Roman times, and there is an-
other one in Italy, Monrupino from the hinterland of Trieste.* One find, Sanadinovo,
was discovered in the territory of the neighbouring Moesia Inferior, while four origi-
nate from the area of ancient Thracia: Sofia, Plovdiv, Orjahovo and one find of which
the exact place of origin is unknown.'s

The archaeological sites in the territory of Macva and the Drina river valley were
well scouted and documented, first during the 1950s and then, which was the biggest
contribution to these studies, during the 1960s and 1970s, by Milivoje Vasiljevi¢ and
Vojislav Trbuhovi¢.'* A particularly important contribution to learning about this
area in the Roman period came from Miloje R. Vasi¢ in one of his studies,'” while,
more recently, Slavoljub Petrovi¢ provided a review of coin finds from these regions.'
A number of hoards of Roman coins originate from the areas of Mac¢va and the Drina

Map 1 - Mehovine (section 428.4.1 and 428.4.3 Sabac)

The village of Mehovine is located two kilometres north of the village of Vladimir-
ci and 14 kilometres southeast of Sabac, in Madva (Map 1). The locality of Vracevac,
where the coin hoard was discovered, is located between Vladimirci and Mehovine,
on a hill which descends eastward, in the direction of the Vrbi¢anka creek. The lo-
cality is on the property of Cveja Saréevi¢ (earlier the vineyard of Dragi¢ Ivankovi¢
and Dragoljub Vrbi¢) and on the field of Cedomir Andrijanié.° The locality covers

Besides the mentioned remains of the villa rustica at the locality of Vracevac,
which our money find would be connected with, the remains of two vici were dis-
covered in its immediate vicinity (Lojanice, Mujinovaca and Vlasenica, Petkovac)
and several villae rusticae (Vukosi¢, Klenovac and Crkvina; Jalovik, Stojakovac; Tr-
busac, Urvaca; Zvezd, Priseka; Jalovik, To¢kova Jaruga, Misija).? In ancient times,
Macva was an agricultural region full of estates (villae rusticae), where centuriation
was undoubtedly carried out.”® Agricultural development in these regions is assumed
to have started already in the middle of the 1% century, but the more significant set-
tlement of the area and the development of agriculture occurred during the 2™ and
3 century. The majority of the villae rusticae belong to the 4" century, the oldest be-
ing those from Bela Reka, Mehovina and Banovo Polje, which are dated to the middle
of the 2™ century.* The significant development of agriculture in Mac¢va was most-
ly influenced by the favourable natural conditions and the close proximity of Sirmi-
um, which, especially from the 3™ century on, became an important strategic centre
of the Roman Empire.”

The find from Mehovine consists of coins belonging to 16 rulers and members
of their families, in the span of 171 years (67/68 A.D. Nero to January 236 — March/
April 238 A.D. Maximinus I). The highest percentage is that of the coinage of Sep-
timius Severus and his family (37, 63), and then of Alexander Severus (23, 31) and
Elagabalus (15, 55). Generally, the biggest part of the find belongs to the 3 century,
i.e. the period from Septimius Severus to Maximinus I, which accounts for 85.28%

25 Sirmium and its surroundings played a major role in political and military events from the middle of the 3 centu-
ry onwards. It was a region lying on an important crossroads, connecting Italy and the West with the Balkans and
the East. After the Goths appeared on the Lower Danube, at the time when the legions of the Rhine and Danube
were constantly engaged in operations against the Parthians and the Persians, the presence of troops in Pannonia
and in the Balkans became necessary. Marcus Aurelius recognised this fact earlier, when he selected Sirmium, in
174-175 A.D., as the base in the war against the Sarmatians. During the 3" century, Sirmium gradually became one
of the main hubs of the Empire. On the one hand, this led to economic prosperity for the region and, on the other,
opened the way for individuals from this region to reach the highest levels of authority in the Empire and, during
the 3™ century, a series men who originated from this region became emperor, cf. Mdcsy 1974: 190, 202.
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according to data about the part of the find that was accessible for this study (Table
3). It emerges from this that thesauration began at the time of Septimius Severus and
that it continued, in a lesser or greater scope, during the reign of Elagabalus and Al-
exander Severus.

While comparing the hoard from Mehovine with the composition of the two
nearest finds from Moesia Superior, the hoards from the villages of Ravna and Supske
I (Table 2), we observed certain similarities, but also some deviations.? Namely, the
hoard from Ravna, apart from the one specimen of Vespasian, does not contain other
pieces from the 1* century, but shows great similarity with the find from Mehovine in
the incidence of rulers and family members of the 2! and 3™ century. The only nota-
ble deviation was observed with the pieces of Elagabalus (Mehovine 15.55% - Ravna
25.67%), while the most frequent are the pieces belonging to Septimius Severus and
his family, like in the find from Mehovine. The Supska IT hoard contains one piece of
the triumvir Marcus Antonius, whose coinage is present in the Danubian and Balkan
provinces in hoards deposited in the 2™ century and, sporadically, in those buried
during the 3™ century.”” Although it contains coins from as many as six rulers of the
1 century, excluding the specimen of M. Antonius (Mehovine has four pieces), the
1** century is represented with fewer pieces in the Supska II hoard than in the hoard
from Mehovine (Table 3). It is clearly visible from Table 3 that the highest percent-
age in Supska II is that of coins of the 3 century. However, this percentage is far low-
er than is the case in the finds from Mehovine and Ravna. Consequently, the rulers
of the 2" century are present in a much higher percentage in the Supska II hoard -
up to three times higher than in the other two hoards. This indicates a longer period
of thesauration for the Supska II hoard compared with Mehovine and Ravna, which
probably started at the time of Antoninus Pius and was the most intense under Sep-
timius Severus. In the Mehovine and Ravna hoards, this process started most prob-
ably at the time of Septimius Severus, while earlier specimens represent the residue
of previous savings. It stems from this analysis that the largest part of the find from
Mehovine was collected over a period of 45 years and, by all accounts, comprises the

The only known hoard from the region of Moesia Inferior, Sanadinovo, has a
somewhat different composition: only 2.32% belongs to the 1* and 2™ century (2
pieces — 3 pieces), while the biggest portion of the find is the coinage of the 3™ cen-
tury (97.68%).%” In this, unlike the find from Mehovine and from the Moesia Supe-

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rior hoards of Ravna and Supska II, the best represented in the Sanadinovo find are
the specimens of Elagabalus (76 pieces or 35.18%), Alexander Severus (72 pieces or
33.33%) and then Septimius Severus (48 pieces or 22.22%). We do not possess pre-
cise data about the composition for hoards from the region of Thracia; the Orjahovo
hoard and one unknown location are largely scattered, while the find from Plovdiv
also contains pieces of provincial coinage. The hoard from Sofia, as we know from
the literature, contains a total of 315 denarii, the majority of them belonging to Sep-
timius Severus (96) and Caracalla (60), while Maximinus I is represented with sev-
en pieces, which is a high number (of these, one denarius belongs to Maximus).*
Like the Sanadinovo find, the only known hoard from the region of Pannonia Su-
perior, the Csapon, has only three pieces from the 2™ century (2.80%), while the rest
of the find is coinage of the 3™ century (97.20%). Pieces of Elagabalus (41 pieces or
38.31%), Alexander Severus (41 pieces or 38.31%) and Septimius Severus (17 pieces
or 15.88%) are represented in the Csapon find in the same way.** The Leskovec find
from Noricum, on the border with Pannonia Superior, near the ancient settlement of
Poetovio, is largely dispersed (one tenth of the find has been preserved) so we have
grounds to conclude that its composition is not the best example for a comparative
analysis. On the other hand, the find from the vicinity of Postojna has been preserved
in its entirety and shows a similar ratio of specimens by century, to the ratio in the
find from Mehovine (1% century: 3.25%; 2" century: 11.20%; 3" century: 85.55%).*
The coinage of Septimius Severus has the highest percentage in this hoard (23.59%),
although one should probably add to this a certain number of coins attributed to Ca-
racalla (18.00%) and Geta (4.42%) because their issues were not separated during the
publication of the composition. What distinguishes this find from the others is the
extremely large number of specimens of Maximinus I (41 pieces or 12.10%), which
are dated to the period from 236 to 238 A.D. In the other mentioned hoards that end
with specimens of Maximinus I, the coinage of this ruler, except in Mehovine (18), is
scantily represented: Ravna (5), Supska II (1), Sanadinovo (3), Sofia (7), Csapon (1).
The oldest piece in the hoard from Mehovine is Neros denarius from 67/68 A.D.
Following are slightly more numerous pieces of Vespasian (19), including two spec-
imens of the Caesarean issues of Titus and Domitian. The independent coinages of
Titus and Domitian are represented by two pieces of each. Included among the spec-
imens minted in the 2™ century are Trajan’s (5) and Hadrian’s (7) issues, then the is-
sues of Antoninus Pius (11), Marcus Aurelius (6), Commodus (15) and Clodius Albi-
nus (4). The coinage of Septimius Severus and family account for the biggest portion
of the find (184), of which 171 pieces are from the Rome mint, while specimens from

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the eastern mints are registered only in the coinage of S. Severus (12) and Geta (1).
Seven pieces originated from the Emesa mint (Cat. 151-157), one of which is a hy-
brid (Cat. 157), while seven are from the Laodikeia mint, one of which was minted
for Geta (Cat. 158-162, 279). The coinage from the period of the independent rule of
Caracalla, in addition to the specimens of Iulia Domna, once again, came only from
the Rome mint. Also appearing among the specimens of Caracalla is one of the two
antoniniani from the find (Cat. 249).>* All the specimens of Elagabalus and family
(76) except one, originate from the Rome mint. An exception is one denarius from
the Antioch mint (Cat. 340), registered in the coinage of the emperor himself. One
antoninianus was also registered in the coinage of Elagabalus (Cat. 325). Among the
pieces of Alexander Severus and Iulia Mamaea (114) there are eight from the Antioch
mint, while the others are from Rome.

The find ends with specimens of Maximinus I (18) of which four denarii are dat-
ed to 236 A.D. (Cat. 472-475), nine pieces (Cat. 476-484) belong to the interval from
March 235 to January 236 A.D. and the last five specimens (Cat. 485-489) to the inter-
val from January 236 to March/April 238 A.D., in which three different types of denarii
were identified, and one was repeated. These last specimens have the same obverse leg-
end MAXIMINVS PIVS AVG GERM. Maximinus I was granted the title Germanicus
Maximus (appearing on coins only as Germanicus) in the summer (?) of 236 A.D.35
According to RIC, the reverse legends of the last three types in the find from Mehovine
- PAX AVGVSTI (1), PROVIDENTIA AVG (3) and VICTORIA GERM (1) belong to
the group of Undated Coins, Group II and are dated approximately to c. January 236
A.D. to March/April 238 A.D.36 According to BMC, these pieces belong to Issue 3 and
are dated in c. January 236 A.D. to 237 (late).37 According to A. Robertson in the body
of HCC, which quotes Carson’s division into two issues and six officinae, these three
types would belong to the second issue and the second officina, dating from 236 A.D.
(late) to 238 A.D. (early). 38 According to Alram, the last three types in our find, re-
gardless of the portrait style characteristics, would belong to the fourth to sixth issue
and would be dated from autumn 236 A.D. to March/April 238 A.D.39 In any case, the
latest pieces in the hoard from Mehovine, according to overall reference literature, are
dated to the period from January/autumn (?) 236 to the start or the first quarter of 238,
which would, at the same time, represent the chronological framework for the provi-
sional determination of the tpq. of the find.

The career of Maximinus I, from a shepherd in a remote village in Thracia to Ro-
man emperor, was characterised by fortunate circumstances and his physical abili-

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ties.*” He began his military career during the reign of Septimius Severus, but he only
rose to the position of a commander in a legion at the time of Alexander Severus.
During a campaign against the Germans he was in charge of training the recruits of
the entire army on the Rhine and of preparing them to take part in war operations.*
He took advantage of the situation and organised a conspiracy, in which Alexander
Severus and his mother were murdered, and the army immediately proclaimed him
emperor.” He doubled the troops’ salaries, promised them lavish gifts and abolished
their penalties and convictions.* The first task he ventured into was to continue the
German campaign and, after sacking large parts of the barbarians’ territory, he re-
turned to Pannonia and spent the winter of 235/236 in Sirmium.** He celebrated his
victory there (Germanicus Maximus) and proclaimed his son Maximus caesar.*® Al-
though he might have planned a spring campaign against the Germans, he had to
abandon it, since the Sarmatians and the Dacians became a threat on the other side.
During 236 and 237, Maximinus’ camp was still in Sirmium but, apart from the fact
that he assumed the titles of Sarmaticus and Dacicus (which is confirmed on inscrip-
tions but not on coins* and on the tombstone of a soldier who fell in Dacia), we do
not possess information about the battles fought during these two years.*” M. Mirk-
ovi¢ linked the road repairs at that time with Maximinus’ preparations for operations
against the Sarmatians in 237 A.D.*¢

In order to cover the expense of paying the army and for the campaign against
the Germans, Maximinus had to secure large amounts of money, so he dispatched
agents throughout the whole empire to collect it. He first directed his attention to the
aristocracy and to seizing private property but, when it turned out that this was not
enough, he began looting public property. Many prominent people were impover-
ished by his brutal measures, and a large number of them were murdered. During il-
legal court proceedings, the people who were brought before the court at the recom-
mendation of the emperor’s informers and agents would be sentenced immediately
and their property seized. Moreover, all the funds of the provincial cities, which were

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collected for the well-being of their population or for gifts, all the money for shows
and festivals, gifts to temples, statues of the gods, and decorations on public build-
ings, were seized and used for minting coins and for financing the army. This par-
ticular kind of terror soon led to a rebellion of the citizenry, but also of the army, who
were joined by relatives of by fellow citizens.*

Maximinus was still in Sirmium, in early 238, when he received news about rebel-
lion in Africa and in Rome, where he was proclaimed a public enemy by the Senate,
along with his son.50 After distributing large donnativa,51 he led his army against
Rome and, when he entered Italy, he first found Emona evacuated and then moved
on towards Aquileia. However, this significant town in northern Italy was prepared
for defence and all Maximinus’ efforts to capture it were in vain. Great losses, fear of
hunger because of the food shortage and the cruel treatment the officers were sub-
jected to, undermined discipline in his army. The first soldiers’ emperor was killed by
his troops in mid-April 238 A.D.52

As mentioned, Maximinus’ camp was located in Sirmium, the biggest city of the
province of Pannonia Inferior already by the end of 235, where he spent most of his
time until he set out for Rome with his army in early 238. Therefore, he had made
his station in the immediate vicinity of the villa rustica in Mehovine, which the coin
hoard was connected with. Since the latest pieces are dated broadly - from January/
autumn 236 to the start or the first quarter of 238 A.D. - the reasons for burying the
find may be different.”® Until the end of 237, this could be the terror spread by Max-
iminus’ agents when collecting the taxes, or the violence of the troops and of the lo-
cal administration.’ Later dates, which would cover the first three or four months of
238, might be connected with the reactions to the news about the rebellion in Africa
and in Rome, or with Maximinus’ preparations for a campaign against Rome. Due to
the inability to date Maximinus’ latest issues more exactly, the reason for the burial of
the hoard remains undefined.

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NOTES TO THE CATALOGUE

The catalogue is arranged chronologically according to the reigns of the Roman
emperors, and in the context of individual emperors, by mints.

Each catalogue number contains only the standard basic data, arranged according
to the following criteria: the numbers referring to the individual reigning emperor,
and the members of the imperial family, living or deified; obverse and reverse leg-
ends and descriptions, the minting year, the citation according to the standard liter-
ature together with additional notes on the coin, technical data about the coin (axis,
weight, and diameter), the inventory number (1197/1-150), and catalogue number
according to D.D. Karapandzi¢.

The notes contain additional information on coins and detailed citings of possible
aberrations to examples documented in the standard literature.

The date of minting of individual coins follows the chronology based on the rel-
evant cited literature.

All preserved coins (150) are presented in photographic form, and their numer-
ation on the plates is coordinated with the catalogue numbers. Asterisk by the cata-
logue number denotes specimen in the Collection of the National Museum in Bel-
grade.

MONEY OF THE BITHYNIAN MINT OF NICAEA
IN THE MUSEUM OF SREM IN SREMSKA MITROVICA

SUMMARY

Key words: Roman provincial coinage, Nicaea, Sirmium

The numismatic collection of the Museum of Srem in Sremska Mitrovica contains 21
specimens of money from the Bithynian mint of Nicaea. Of this number, three were
found in the territory of the city: the canal in front of the Main Post Office (1976); near
the pontoon bridge (western part of the city) and the Ruma roundabout. Outside of
the city, in the territory of Northern Macva, one piece was found in the locality of Zi-
dine in Maévanska Mitrovica and another in the Kotarusa area in Sala$ Nocajski, while
seven specimens were found in a field of the Mac¢va agricultural holding on the route
from Macvanska Mitrovica towards Zasavica. There is no information about the place
of discovery for three pieces (Map. 1).

During the first half of the 3™ century, there was a shortage of small bronze coins in
circulation in the Balkan and Danubian provinces. This phenomenon was particularly
evident during the reign of Alexander Severus and Gordianus III, the time to which
the largest number of finds of coins from the Bithynian mint of Nicaea in these regions
are dated. This rule was confirmed in all the collections, containing coins from Nicaea,
published so far. The phenomenon was probably linked with the closing of the mint in
Stobi, during the reign of Caracalla, which partially supplied Moesia Superior during
the first two centuries. After the mint in Viminacium was opened in 239 A.D., Nicae-
an coinage was withdrawn from circulation in the territories of Moesia Superior and
Pannonia Inferior. The river route in the lower part of the Sava, where Sirmium was
the most important centre, had great economic importance, evidence of which are the
numerous finds of coins along this navigable route and in its immediate hinterland.
Among them is coinage from Nicaea: Sremska Mitrovica (21), Banovo Polje, Sabac
(44), Usée, Obrenovac (55), Voéine, Obrenovac (2), Nuréa, Obrenovac (2), Sarena
Cesma, Obrenovac (5).

The coinage of two rulers is found among the Nicaean specimens in the Museum of
Srem, the larger number of which belongs to the period of Alexander Severus (Cat.
1-13) and, slightly less, to that of Gordianus III (Cat. 14-19), while it was not possible
to determine the attribution for two pieces (Cat. 20-21). No particular characteristics
were found on these specimens regarding the obverse or reverse legends and types,
which fall within those that are known so far. In that sense, only one piece of Alexan-
der Severus draws attention, because it might possibly represent a new variant within
type 8 but, due to its poor state of preservation, it was not possible to reliably establish
this. On the other hand, one re-minted piece of Alexander Severus (Cat. 4) is certainly
interesting. On the face of the emperor, W of the obverse axis, is the re-minting of the
Nicaea mint with a part of the inscription IK-A and lower sections of three military
insignia (Fig. 4, detail).

The specimens of Alexander Severus include types with three military insignia (1, 2,
6,7, 8 and variant 8a). With Gordianus III, the types with three military insignia (var-
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iants 12a and 126) are less represented than the types with four military insignia (21,
26, 27 and 28). Variants 26 and 28a appear in the case of the two specimens which
were impossible to attribute to a ruler with certainty. It was already observed, based on
the analysis of a large number of pieces from the collection of the Museum of the City
of Belgrade and from the Viminatium necropolis Several Cemeteries, that types with
four military insignia appear much more frequently in the coinage of Gordianus III,
and only sporadically in the coinage of Alexander Severus. It is possible to presume
on this basis that the first specimen belongs to Alexander Severus and the second to
Gordianus III.

The collection and analysis of Nicaean specimens from the territory of Serbia contrib-
utes to a better knowledge about the circulation of money in the Balkan and Danubian
provinces and the related intense movement of troops during the 3™ century. Although
the biggest concentration of finds of Nicaean coinage was registered along the Danube
limes, the lower part of the Sava river route had great economic importance, primarily
because of the position of Sirmium.

FINDS OF BRONZE COINS OF VIMINACIUM
AND THE PROVINCE OF DACIA IN MACVA

SUMMARY

Key words: Roman coins, Viminacium, ,,Provincia Dacia’, Ma¢va, Lower Pannonia
Seventy-nine specimens of bronze coins from the Viminacium mint and four bearing
the mark ,,Provincia Dacia” were found in the district of Ma¢va. All of them were
individual finds unearthed in the vicinity of the villages of Banovo Polje (59 from
Viminacium, 3 from Dacia), Mac¢vanska Mitrovica (18 Viminacium, 1 Dacia) and
Sala$ Nocajski (1 Viminacium), while one specimen was discovered in a spot that was
impossible to determine precisely (1 Viminacium). The locations were along the river
route in the lower course of the Sava, in the immediate neighbourhood of Sirmium,
the centre of the Roman province of Lower Pannonia, today known as Sremska Mi-
trovica. In Roman times, the district of Ma¢va was a densely populated, agricultural
region, testimony of which are the numerous architectural traces and remains of villae
rusticae, as well as an abundance of movable archeological material. The coins pro-
duced in Viminacium and Dacia originated from sites where there is proof that villas
had also existed, and a vicus or smaller settlement (the Duge njive archaeological site
in Banovo Polje). The ratios of these coinages (95% Viminacium and 5% Dacia) cor-
respond to the noticeable infrequency of Dacian issues in the hoards found on the
territory of Serbia, as well as in the Vise Grobalja necropolis in Viminacium, which
is a significant sample because it encompasses material found during achaeological
excavations, with the precise context of the finds.

The publication of these finds completes the picture on the topography of Roman
coinage in the district of Macva and its distribution along the river route in the lower
course of the Sava, and, its concentration in the immediate neighbourhood of Sirmi-
um coincides with the significance this city had. At the same time, the high numerical
frequency of the Viminacium coins incontestably suggests that with the opening of the
Viminacium mint in the year 239, the coins produced in the Bithynian mint of Nicaea,
present in abundance on the territories of Upper Moesia and Lower Pannonia in the
first half of the 3™ century, and especially during the 3™ and at the beginning of the
4™ decade, were withdrawn from use and practically vanished from circulation. The
principal role in the supply of bronze coins in these parts was taken over by the Vimi-
nacium mint and coins from Dacia, albeit in a lesser quantity, also appeared.

FINDS OF GOLD AND SILVER COINS
FROM THE PERIOD OF LATE ANTIQUITY IN WESTERN BANAT

SUMMARY

Keywords: Western Banat, golden and silver coins, Late Antiquity

Bronze issues were dominant in the territory of western (the Serbian part of) Banat
in the period of Late Antiquity. Coins made of precious metals are rarely found. Two
collective and 15 individual finds of gold coins originate from this region. Silver coins
include just two individual specimens, while collective finds have not been registered.
All were chance finds, discovered out of context and originate from known localities
(Map). This paper primarily discusses individual finds, while the two exceptional
collective finds of golden coins (Star¢evo and Borca) were published by other authors
(ref. 2).

The majority of pieces from the observed region are earlier finds, which ended up in
other museums of the then Austro-Hungarian Empire (Timisoara, Budapest) during
the second half of the 19th and the first decade of the 20th century, or in private col-
lections (ref. 18). Nowadays, the following finds are kept in the collection of the Vrsac
Museum: 1 earlier gold find from 1899 (No. 1) and five specimens procured after the
Second World War, of which four are gold (Nos. 2-5) and one is silver (No. 6). Besides
these, we determined with more precision on the basis of the available information
from literature, three other specimens of gold coins which we included in our research
(Table 2, marked by asterisks).

The oldest finds are aurei belonging to Diocletian and Maximian Herculius, minted
between 293/4 and 295 A.D. in the Treveri and Aquileia mints. We would like to sin-
gle out a rare specimen of Diocletian’s aureus (No. 1) from 293-294, with the reverse
Comitatus Augg from the Treveri mint, and the preserved weight of 5.95 g, which be-
longs to the series “Festaurei”, minted according to the 1/50 Ib standard (ref. 24), while
the weight of the aureus of Maximian Herculius (5.2 g) is close to the 1/60 1b (5.39 g)
standard. Other pieces include only solidi whose weights are close to the theoretical
weight of 1/72 1b (around 4.55 g).

Only a few gold coins from before 378 A.D. were registered in the area studied. Con-
stantine the Great is represented by three finds without any additional information
except the name of the ruler. One solidus of Julian, minted in Antioch after the death
of Constantius II, was registered in Banatska Palanka. It is dated to between 361 and
363 A.D. and has the usual reverse legend Virtvs Exercitvs Romanorvm (Table 2).
The most numerous are issues starting from the third quarter of the 4th century to
the initial decades of the 5th century (Table 2). One solidus of Valentinian I (No. 2)
was minted in Treveri between 367 and 375, while the other could not be determined
more precisely. Valentinian II (No. 3) is represented by a solidus from the Thessalon-
ica mint, from 387 A.D. The majority of the finds belong to Honorius. Of the total of
three which were registered, two specimens were precisely classified: one was minted
in Ravenna in 395 (Table 2) and the other between 402 and 406 A.D. in the Constan-
tinople mint (No. 4). The find bearing the latest date is a solidus of Valentinian IIT (No.
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5) from the Ravenna mint, dating from 425/6 A.D. The dominant reverse type in this
period was VICTORIA AVGG, which celebrated the emperor’s victory, combined with
a representation of the unity between the eastern and the western empire.

Individual finds of silver coins are scarce in the observed area, and do not appear
before 361 to 363 A.D. (Table 3, 4). The collection of the Vr§ac Museum contains one
reduced cut siliqua of Julianus bearing the reverse legend VOT/X/MVLT XX, minted
between 361 and 363 in Constantinople (No. 6). One silver piece of Valentinian from
Pancevo, without any detailed information, is known from literature.

The following characteristics can be observed on the basis of the analysed data: the
appearance was registered of individual specimens of gold coins in the region starting
from the period of the tetrarchy, with a significant increase at the time of Constantine I
and the highest concentration at the end of the 4th and the start of the 5th century. The
incidence is similar to the east of our region (in the south-western part of Dacia): two
aurei of the tetrarchy, one piece each of Constantine II and Constans ? with dominant
issues from after 395 (ref. 26). Similarities and differences were discovered regarding
monetary trends in the central part of the diocese of Moesia, that is Dacia (central Ser-
bia), which covered the area south of the explored region. The differences lie in the ab-
sence of individual finds of gold money dated to the periods from 337 to 350/361 (the
reign of Constantine’s sons and Constantius II, ref. 30) and from 378 to 383, in which
the highest circulation was registered in the diocese of Moesia (ref. 31). Similar trends
in circulation were shown in the following periods: two caesurae are observed, in the
periods from 383 to 377 and from 388 to 392 A.D., with circulation increasing after
392 and in the early 5th century, both in Moesia and in our region. Similarities were
also observed in the distribution of mints throughout the period studied: the western
mints were dominant until 378, with the one in Treveri predominating between 367
and 375 (ref. 32); the share of Balkan mints was significant from 387 to 395, while only
the western mints of Rome and Ravenna were registered in the period of the early 5th
century (Table 2).

The geographic distribution of individual finds, with small oscillations, shows the
highest concentration in the interior, north of the limes, around Vrs$ac and its vicinity.
As for collective finds, they were discovered only in the narrow belt along the Danube
in the area which is presumed, according to the latest research, to have been part of
the Roman Empire during Late Antiquity. In this context, two exceptional collective
finds from this belt, Bor¢a and Staréevo, which were probably annexed by the Empire,
can be linked with the presence of the military (ref. 34). In the studied area, only four
solidi found right next to the Danube limes (Pan¢evo, Banatska Palanka, Kovin) could
eventually be connected with the presence of the army (the Sarmatian limitani).

It is obvious that the majority of finds of both gold and bronze coinage, originated at
a great distance from the limes, with the highest concentration around Vrsac and its
vicinity, in an area where the existence of a villa rustica or a large civilian settlement,
where such finds are expected, has not been archaeologically established with certain-
ty. Due to insufficient exploration and the mixing of various influences in the period of
Late Antiquity in the studied region, at present, we cannot determine who could have
been the owner of the presented finds.

Historical events did not have a significant impact on the circulation of gold and silver
money in western Banat. Gold coins were found continually throughout the studied
period, with interruptions during major conflicts along the limes with the Sarmatians
in 338/339 and in 358/359 A.D., and during the reign of Constantine’s sons, when a
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hiatus was registered. Gold coins appeared in greater measure after 380, until the third

decade of the 5th century, with the last specimens that were dated to before the mas-
sive Hunic attacks on the limes in 443 and 447 A.D.

HOARD OF 4™ CENTURY BRONZE COINS FROM SREM

SUMMARY

A hoard from Srem, discovered before the Second World War, was procured for the
National Museum in Belgrade in a purchase in 1974. The composition of the hoard
is homogenous and consists of 365 pieces from the period of coinage dating from
the monetary reform of Constantius II and Constans, in 348, to the end of the reign
of Valentinian I, in 375. Most issues are from the period between 351 and 361. The
most numerous are the coins of Constantius II with 274 pieces, accounting for 75.07%
of all the material in the hoard, then of Caesar Julianus, 83 pieces (22.74%), while
other rulers are represented in very small percentages — Constantius Gallus with four
pieces (1.10%) and the others with one each (0.27%). It was possible to determine the
place of minting for 286 pieces (78.36%). Most of them were issues from the central
mints, primarily the Sirmium mint (50.14%), and then Siscia (19.73%) and Thessa-
lonica (3.29%). The eastern and western mints appear in small numbers, in less than
1%, except for the mint in Constantinople which is represented with seven specimens
(1.92%). In comparing the frequency of the mints in the hoards from Pannonia Se-
cunda and Moesia Prima, it was confirmed once again that in the period from 348 to
361, the central mints primarily supplied these provinces, then the eastern ones and,
to a lesser extent, the western ones. However, in the period from 351 to 361, the Pan-
nonian mints (Siscia and Sirmium) were dominant in Pannonia Secunda, followed
by Thessalonica and, of the eastern mints, Constantinople and others, while the most
dominant mints in finds from Moesia Prima are Thessalonica, Constantinople and the
Pannonian mints.

Although there is not enough data that would indicate when the hoard from Srem
could have been deposited, historical circumstances indicate that the reason for its
burial could be either the conflict between Constantius II and Caesar Julianus in 361,
or the restlessness caused by the massive invasion of the Quadians and the Sarma-
tians on the territory of the province of Pannonia Secunda, at the end of the reign of
Valentinian I, in 374-375.

SM/COMOB SOLIDI: SIRMIUM OR CONSTANTINOPOLIS

Abstract: This paper seeks to examine where the enigmatic VICTORIA AVGG(G) solidi
of Theodosius, Arcadius and Honorius dated to 393-397 with the mint mark S-M/
COMOB were minted. In RIC IX, Pierce attributed the coin to the Sirmium mint but
since then it has been disputed many times and other possibilities have been proposed
but none has won general acceptance. Since the historical and stylistic analysis could
not bring us much further in this matter, we propose to analyze mainly the mint marks
and abbreviations. Through the analysis of the mint letters and a comparison with
the same type from the other mints, we will try to show that these solidi were indeed
minted in the Sirmium mint.

The first part of the paper focuses on the abbreviation S(acra) M(oneta) on 4™ cen-
tury gold coinage. This feature was mentioned in various studies about the coinage of
the late Roman Empire, but only very briefly, and was never really the subject of any

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detailed analysis. However, it was acknowledged as a very significant one, and there-
fore, by analyzing it, we could perhaps shed new light on the 4™ century administra-
tion or at least confirm or disprove some of the previous theories. Although this is a
very complex matter, hopefully some patterns will emerge and we will discuss whether
these results reveal anything to us about the nature of the mints of Sirmium and Con-
stantinopolis and their position within the network of mints of Late Antiquity.

We then turn our attention to the S-M/COMOB issue and through an analysis of
the mint marks and a comparison with the same type from the other mints, we will
try to show that these solidi were indeed minted in the Sirmium mint.

The close relationship between the mint location and diocese after Diocletian’s re-
forms was acknowledged a long time ago, although this relationship is by no means
absolute and there are exceptions to the rule’. It has been recognized that the 4™ cen-
tury mints fall into two categories: those which can be called stable and which were in
operation for most of the period and those which operated for a short time and were
then closed.* Obviously stable mints have a clear relation to the administrative pat-
tern® and temporary mints were opened for some specific political or military reasons.

In the early 4" century most mints could produce coins in all metals, although it
was noticeable that even then, they concentrated on minting precious metal coinage
in the cities when the emperor was present.® The main function of the stable (region-
al) mints in the later 4" century was to produce bronze coinage. A crucial change of
administration came about in 366-369. After Valentinian’s reforms of 366-369, the
regional mints (termed monetae publicae in a law of 369)” were normally used for the
production of gold coins only in the presence of the comitatus (the emperor and his
court).Therefore, stable mints could function as both moneta publica or comitatensi-
an in the case when the emperor was present in the city. Otherwise, the moneta pub-
lica produced coins only in bronze. Sirmium was shown to be an instance of the com-
itatensian mint at work.?

We find the same mint system in the fifth century, as well. The following procura-
tores monetarum at the disposition of the western comes sacrarum largitionum, who was
a direct successor of the rationalis rei summae, were listed in the Notitia Dignitatum: °

What is again noticeable is that the mints in Sirmium, Milan and Ravenna were
not mentioned in the list of western mints (eastern mints are not listed at all).!° This
was one of the key arguments for many scholars that those mints had a special po-
sition (being only comitatensian mints). However, if the Notitia Dignitatum for the

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western section was compiled around 420, and dates back to 400, when the mint of
Sirmium no longer existed, we may even assume that the Notititia simply listed the
situation at that moment.!" Therefore, we believe that the suggestion of those mints
being only comitatensian should be sought somewhere else, as well.

The comes sacrarum largitionum, among other duties, was in charge of controlling
the mints, mines (gold and probably silver), and he collected taxes in coin and oth-
er levies in gold and silver.'? Still the question is, to what extent the comes sacrarum
largitionum (that is to say the emperor himself, through his instructions) gained con-
trol over all the mints? Were the decisions when and what to coin strictly imperial de-
cisions? Could at least some of the decisions, with regard to coining, have been made
at a regional or local level?

Previous studies have shown that Late Roman coinage was organized and direct-
ed at the highest level. The procurator of each mint had instructions about what to
coin, when, what types and what weight. The large degree of similarity in coinage can
only be explained in the light of central control and direction by the emperor over
the whole empire.

On 4™ century coinage, before the mint mark, coins sometimes have the abbrevi-
ation S(acra)M(oneta). Grierson in the Catalogue of Late Roman Coins in the Dum-
barton Oaks Collection says: “The decision on whether or not to add SM to the mint
mark seems to have been taken locally and does not conform to any rules”"* Howev-
er, seeing that the decision to produce coins in the later Roman Empire came from
the highest level, it is a little hard to believe that employing such a term as sacra could
be decided within the walls of a local mint! The very word sacra sounds imperial. As
Peter Bruun pointed out, obviously this term was connected with the Late Roman
theocracy, when the emperor was dominus and when its main officia were termed sa-
cra: hence, the terms comes sacrarum largitionum, sacra vestis, to name but a few. 4

Sirmium never had the mark SM as an abbreviation on its coinage.”® It could be
argued that because of its scanty production, there was never any real need for any
complex system of mint marks. However, could the absence of SM on its coinage
when comparing it with other mints that did mark their issues with SM be more sig-
nificant than would seem, at a first glimpse?

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Several opinions have been voiced about the usage of this feature, however none
seemed to successfully provide the answer for this phenomenon.'¢

Sutherland in RIC VI noticed that in the period from 294 - 313, the sacrae mone-
tae worked directly under the orders of the augustus, and when the emperor resided
in the city in most cases that city - mint marked its coins with SM."”

Bruun, firstly, also linked the mark SM with the presence of the comitatus and
supposed that the mint cities visited by the emperor and his court were temporarily
designated with SM.'8 However later, in the article From Polis to Metropolis, notes on
Thessalonica in the administration of the late Roman empire,'® he noticed that his ear-
lier interpretation was not entirely correct; for example, while Licinius resided in Ser-
dica or Constantine was in Sirmium, the coinage was not marked with SM. %

Delmaire in his very important work?, also argues whether SM had any signifi-
cance. He brings the following conclusions®:

o from 294 - 313, SM was applied only in mints working for the comitatus. In the
West, we find it only on gold coins and when the emperor was staying nearby;
in the Orient, SM corresponds with the presence of the comitatus or to issues
attributed to the comitatus.

« in the Constantinian period, there were no fixed rules. From 313 - 317, SM
was found on coins from all mints in the Orient, except during brief interrup-
tions that we can not explain. Constantine adopted SM in the West only after
313, for the mint that worked for the comitatus, but not systematically, because
it was not found in Trier, Sirmium and Aquilea.

Delmaire continues along the same lines, that the same thing could be observed
for the sons of Constantine, that there seemed to be no rules and that SM was seldom
employed in the West.

« and finally after 364, Delmaire stresses that the rules are once again applied for
the presence of SM. SM is generally linked with the stay of the comitatus, al-
though there are exceptions and it is hard to tell whether the use of the mark
SM really adheres to a fixed rule.

However, we may notice that in this last period, after Valentinian’s reform, SM
is rarely linked with the sojourn of the comitatus. As already explained, after the re-
forms of 366-369, the minting of all gold coins was confined exclusively to the comi-
tatensian mint, therefore to the city only when the emperor and his court were pres-
ent. The mint of Sirmium, designated as a comitatensian mint, never bore the SM

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mark.”? Moreover, the gold coinage of the period was marked with COM, to stress
that it was minted in the presence of the comitatus.** Also, it was sometimes stamped
with OB, that is obryza, or pure gold.” Obviously, these two abbreviations were clear-
ly connected with the comitatus and the new reforms, and therefore it does not seem
very convincing that the SM abbreviation would have stood for comitatus, as well.

Without yet attempting to fully explain this complex matter, in conclusion, so far,
we propose the following:

o SM does not denote the presence of the comitatus
o SM is more frequently used in the eastern than the western mints, for un-
known reasons.

The use of the legend is a complex one, and it appears to have changed throughout
the fourth century to reflect the changing administration in this period. Though we
do have exemptions from the rules, at least at the end of the fourth century, it seems
that the moneta publicae were using the SM mark on their issues, which means they
were receiving the same instructions from the imperial court.

Let us now examine the enigmatic S - M/COMOB solidi struck for Theodosius,
Arcadius and Honorius. The mint of Sirmium was closed around 383 and the ques-
tion is whether it was reopened once again around 393 to produce solidi for Theodo-
sius, Arcadius and Honorius. Pierce in RIC IX attributed these solidi to the Sirmium
mint but since then that attribution has been disputed many times and other possi-
bilities were proposed. None of them won acceptance, but it seems that the attribu-
tion of the issue to the mint of Constantinopolis, which was proposed by Grierson,*
looked quite probable to many scholars. Pierce supposed that the mint of Sirmium
was reopened in 393-395, for Sirmium was serving as a base from where Theodosi-
us organized his campaign against the usurper Eugenius.” Therefore, he assumed
that the SM on the VICTORIA AVG(G) type from these periods, stand for Sirmi-
um.” But in Grierson’s opinion®, there is no evidence that Sirmium played any part
in the campaign against Eugenius, he suggested that SM stands for Sacra Moneta, not
Sirmium,* and attributes these solidi to Constantinopolis.*! He also stresses than the
choice of Sirmium would leave Constantinopolis without any gold coins at that peri-

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od. Kent in Gold Coinage in the Late Roman Empire* proposed that SM stood for Se-
lembria, based on the fact that the mint city should be moved further east, as other-
wise, no gold coinage would have been left for Arcadius. Moreover, “the case for the
attribution to Selembria rested on a short-lived grant of the dynastic name Eudoxiop-
olis, and Arcadius’ grant to the city in 404 of redundant public buildings”* He aban-
doned his view later and in RIC X, he does list the issue under the heading of Sirmi-
um; but the heading is in italics,* which means that attribution is not certain, and he
also lists it under the section of Constantinopolis;* in conclusion, he is not sure, but
seems to be more inclined to think that it was minted in Constantinopolis, wherever
they were actually physically based as “..neither alternative attribution that has been
proposed has won acceptance, and since the eastern court was certainly at Constan-
tinople during most of the period of issue, it is simpler to recognize it as the coinage
of that city in every material sense”*

At the beginning of the issue, the style is mainly Thessalonican and later the is-
sue shows the Constantinopolitan portrait for all three emperors,” therefore, if it was
minted in Sirmium, we must suppose that there was a transfer of the mint personnel
of Constantinople, in all their ten officinae to Sirmium.* That the issue was really east-
ern, we can also detect from the reverse legend, as it was the eastern practice to termi-
nate it with the officina letters. However, since the stylistic analysis cannot bring us
much further in this matter, we propose to analyse the mint marks and letters.

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Firstly, let us observe what the situation was with the mint marks after the year
383. In the West, we see that in Trier, as stressed above, after the reforms, i.e. in
the period from 367-388, we find on gold coinage mainly the mint marks TROB
(OB-obryza), and then after 388 the mint mark T-R/COM. (T in the left field, R in
the right, COM in the exergue).”” In Lugdunum, the situation is the same; after 388
the mint mark was L-D/COM.* Before, the mint initials were the first three letters of
the mint, hence LVG, as it was usual everywhere.*’ Mediolanum, which was shown
to be exclusively a moneta comitatensis, first had the mint mark MED*; again, after
the reforms, it was MDOB* and in the late eighties of the fourth century M-D /COM
and M-D/COMOB.* (T in the left field, R in the right, COM in the exergue). Even in
Rome, which was always a mint sua generis, that is, it was always somewhat outside
the diocesan administration of the mints, the same trend can be observed: till 394 it
was denoted as ROMOB®, but after, it also appeared as R-M/COM and R-M/CO-
MOB*. Also, the mints retained the same mint marks during the entire 5" century;
and the abbreviation SM is not to be found again on gold coinage. We do find it on
bronze coinage though and, in fact, we can conclude that in the 5% century the mon-
eta publica marked its issues with SM.

It is clear that some time around 388, there was an administrative change which
was reflected in the mint marks, and we can observe that all the western mints strict-
ly adhered to the rule; obviously the use of mint marks was centrally directed, as ex-
pected, knowing how great care was taken in the production of gold coins at the time.

As far as the eastern mints are concerned, after 375, gold issues were not marked
with SM. Thessaloniki marked its coinage after the reforms first with TESOB and
COMOB,* and Constantinopolis with CONOB.* And Constantinopolis, a proposed
candidate, never had SM on any of its issues!

Now, let us have a closer look at VICTORIA AVGG (G) type. This new type with
the emperor standing, holding standard and Victory on a globe, his foot on a captive,
which would later be found in many western mints, appeared for the first time with
the mint mark S - M/COMOB. In the British Museum, while studying the plates with
the coins from the Hoxne treasure, a comparison was made with the same type from

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other mints.* The following western mints struck this type: Mediolanum (from 394)
and later Ravenna ( from 402) Rome (from 404) Aquileia (from 407) and Arl (from
407).* The eastern mints did not strike this type.

In the Hoxne treasure, we find VICTORIA AVGG(G) struck in Mediolanum, with
the mint mark M-D/COMOB, Ravenna (mint mark: R-V/COMOB), Rome (R-M/
COMOB) and S-M/COMOB.*! In comparing the mint mark from all these mints, we
may conclude that despite its eastern character, S-M/COMOB should most probably
be read as Sirmium!

That Sirmium is the most obvious choice, according to the analogy with the oth-
er mints, was also acknowledged by Hendy ** and Delmaire.>® Kent also admits that
every analogy suggests that the letters SM represent the city rather than the expres-
sion, for instance, sacra moneta.>* However, little stress was placed on acknowledging
that the mint initials were indeed important in the late Roman administration, and
hence very revealing when it comes to mint attribution.

Grierson said that SM would stress the official and sacred character of the coins,
as opposed to the illegitimacy of those of Eugenius.”® However, as we have seen, the
court mints did not use SM on their gold coinage at all. In fact, during the period un-

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der investigation, it was used exclusively by the moneta publica, for we find it regular-
ly on bronze coinage both in the West and the East. Therefore, there is nothing to tell
us that SM would have been used, then, to stress its official character. Moreover, Con-
stantinopolis never ever had the abbreviation SM on its gold coinage!

The engravers and staft were obviously from Thessaloniki and Constantinopolis
and it was suggested by Pierce and Delmaire that they were transferred to Sirmium.>
The question must remain open as to where they were actually, physically based; we
could even suppose that they were not in any city, but somewhere on the road with the
emperor’s train. The dies were the property of the comitatus mint and with their equip-
ment they could have easily struck coins anywhere. However, it was important for the
authorities to stress that the issue was minted in the Sirmium mint, otherwise, it would
not have been marked in such a way. It was easy to recut the letters on the reverse.

Two observations emerged from the analysis:

1. Although some scholars recognize that by an analogy with other mints, the let-
ters could have represented Sirmium, we should place more emphasis on the
importance of administration and accordingly, actually conclude that Sirmi-
um was indeed the most probable candidate.

2. The actual choice of Sirmium for the S -M/COMOB issue and the reasons be-
hind the decision to open the mint once again. Was the main reason, as Handy
maintained, because it had a convenient position on the border,” or were there
some other political or logistic reasons for this?

Why would Theodosius choose Sirmium for striking these solidi? Although the
argument that Pierce put forward®® that Sirmium was chosen as a convenient place
for Theodosius " campaign against Eugenius®® was rejected by Grierson, who said
that there is no reason to suppose that Sirmium played any part in the operation
against Eugenius,* we cannot help but notice that Sirmium 's central position could
have given Theodosius many advantages at the time when he was the only ruler of
the empire. The final defeat over Eugenius was at Frigidus, on the present-day bor-
der between Slovenia and Italy, and after the defeat, Theodosius moved to Milan.®!
Demougeot argued that in 394, Sirmium was used as a supply centre by Theodosi-
us.® Grumel also writes that in May 394, Theodosius stayed in Sirmium, where he

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issued gold coins to pay his troops before meeting Eugenius at Frigidus.*® Socrates
Scholasticus gives us valuable hints: “He (Theodosius) accordingly assembled his
military forces, and having proclaimed his son Honorius Augustus, on the 10th of
January, in his own third consulate which he held with Abundantius, he again set
out in great haste toward the Western parts, leaving both his sons invested with im-
perial authority at Constantinople. As he marched against Eugenius a very great
number of the barbarians beyond the Danube volunteered their services, and fol-
lowed him in this expedition. After a rapid march he arrived in the Gauls with a nu-
merous army, where Eugenius awaited him, also at the head of an immense body of
troops”.®* Therefore, Theodosius hired a vast number of barbarians who followed
him in the campaign against Eugenius. They certainly had to be paid for their ser-
vices, and in solidi, and we may well conclude that those solidi were issued in Sirmi-
um! Moreover, the finds of S-M/COMOB solidi are mainly in the West, particular-
ly in Britain and Germany, and one explanation is that they were brought there with
the movement of the troops.

After Theodosius’ death, the production of S-M/COMOB solidi in the name of
Arcadius and Honorius continued only for a short while.®® Was it just because they
had simply taken over the coinage administration from their father, or were there
some other reasons? If so, that would mean that Arcadius was left without any gold
coinage at the time. We read that “after the death of Theodosius, the eastern part of
the empire seemed to be in the most difficult circumstances”” Blockley also notes
that “In the east, political dissension and the inability even to put an army in the
field against foreign enemies placed the state in grave danger, while in the west the
firm and able guidance of the magister utriusque militia Stilicho appeared to offer a
respite from the turmoil of the fourth century” and it could then mean that it was
more convenient at the time to leave the production of this gold coinage in the west-
ern mint of Sirmjum.

Sirmium s central position might have played a part in Theodosius™ decision to
open it was again for this abundant issue, before the very end of the fourth century
when it was finally closed.

CHEMICAL ANALYSIS ROMAN COINS FROM THE TIME OF
FLAVIUS JULIUS CONSTANTIUS, FROM THE ARCHEOLOGICAL SITE SIRMIUM

SUMMARY

This paper presents the results of the chemical analysis of the composition of bronze
coins from the fourth century from the archaeological site of Sirmium. With the coop-
eration of the Museum of Vojvodina it was found that a few coins belong to the reign
of Flavius Julius Konstantius. Chemical analyzes showed that all the coins are made
of alloy. The basic supstance of the alloy is copper. Coins which contain the observed
dark phase have about 20% Pb. In the analysis of the coins dissolved in acid was found
that other than copper, they contain up to 10% Sn and 35% Zn. On the preservation of
bronze coins greatly influenced the quality of ground in which they are located and pH
value of the ground. The results obtained by chemical analysis can be used in making
replicas of museum pieces.

A FIND OF SERBIAN MEDIEVAL COINS
FROM THE CHURCH OF ST. NICHOLAS NEAR BIJELO POLJE

SUMMARY

The burial of a large amount of coins as grave goods in a tomb represents an extraor-
dinary phenomenon in medieval Serbia. One such find, the first of this kind, was dis-
covered during exploration works in the Church of St. Nicholas (Nikoljac) near Bijelo
Polje. It was a deposit of 22 coins, discovered in a masoned tomb, no. 13, the only one
of that kind in the church. The tomb most probably belonged to the endower of the
church. The find of coins consists of issues from the second half of the 14th century,
with coinage of Prince Lazar (c. 1370-1389), Novo Brdo mint - 8 dinars, Vuk Brank-
ovi¢ (c. 1375-1396) - four specimens, and Jakov (c. 1380-1395) - 10 dinars.

The structure of the find is very homogenous and reflects the circulation of coins dur-
ing the 1380s. These are the most important issues of Prince Lazar, type 24.14, minted
in Novo Brdo, Vuk Brankovi¢, type 31.6 and Jakov, type 33.2. Besides this coinage, we
also registered a rare type of dinar of Prince Lazar, type 24.13, known so far from a
small number of specimens.

The coins of Prince Lazar was represented exclusively by coinage from the Novo Brdo
mint - a total of eight specimens or 36.36% of the find — with rare dinars of the type
24.13 and the major issue of this ruler, 24.14. These were issues minted in the second
part of his reign.

The coins of Vuk Brankovi¢ is represented by one type, 31.6, which is the most impor-
tant coinage of this Serb nobleman. The find contained four specimens of this dinar
(Cat. nos. 9-12), which account for 18.18% of the find.

The most numerous in the grave find are the dinars of Jakov, type 33.2 (Cat. nos. 13-
22) with ten specimens — 45.45% of the find.

The dinars of Vuk Brankovi¢ and Jakov were the earlier issues in the find. The pres-
ence of dinars minted on the same die corroborates this fact. Thus, the dinars of Vuk
Brankovi¢, Cat. nos. 9 and 10, were minted from the same obverse and reverse dies,
while the two dinars of Jakov, Cat. nos. 19 and 20, came from under the same reverse
die. This observation is also confirmed by the analysis of weights of the coins in the
find. The heaviest issues belong to the coinage of Prince Lazar, type 24.13, with an
average weight of 0,81 g, and the dinars of Vuk Brankovi¢ with 0,75 g. The lightest are
the types 24.14 of Prince Lazar, as well as that of Jakov, with an average weight of 0,71
g. We can see that the find is also coherent in the sense of the weight of the coins, the
average values of which range from 0,81 g to 0,71 g, while the individual weights vary
from 0,85 g to 0,56 g.

Based on the analyses of the coins of Prince Lazar, Vuk Brankovi¢ and Jakov, it is
possible to approximately date the burial of the endower of the Church of St. Nich-
olas (Nikoljac) near Bjelo Polje. Considering that these are the issues of Prince Lazar
minted in the second half of his reign, in which we registered the absence of the latest
dinars of this ruler, and the first issues of Vuk Brankovi¢ and Jakov, we can date the
burial to the 1380s.
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What makes this find particularly valuable is the presence of a rare issue of Prince
Lazar, the 24.13, from the Novo Brdo mint. It is an indication of the wider distribution
of this type than had been assumed on the basis of previous finds. On the other hand,
the find of dinars in the Church of St. Nicholas leads to the question about the role
and position of the nobleman Jakov in the monetary policy and production in the last
quarter of the 14th century.

THE KEVI COIN HOARD

SUMMARY

In vicinity of the village of Kevi belonging to the municipality of Senta in the north of
the Republic of Serbia a large hoard of medieval coins was discovered a few decades
ago. The coin hoard contains XV and X VT century silver coinage, the denar and obolus
coins of Hungarian-Czech kings Matthias, Wladislav IT and Louis II and unusually
that of the Aquileian patriarch Ludwig von Teck. The coins found form an immense
amount of nearly 2500 silver coins, weighing together just over 1.5 kg of fine silver.
This sizable amount is represented by 21 coin types. Certain examples exhibit signs of
peculiar counter minting or flaws made during the minting process while only a few
coins remain unidentified due to damage traces and wear. Only one coin seems to be
intentionally perforated. Some pieces bear traces of what seems to be very thin layers
of gold.

The mint marks we discover on every coin of Hungarian-Czech provenance, regard-
less of its type, indicate the fact that most of the coins in this hoard were made in the
Kremnica mint and also to a much lesser extent in Nagybanya, Buda and Kassa. The
years we encounter on the coins from 1503 to 1520 allow us to attempt a statistical
reconstruction of monetary dynamics via a line chart that contains the years displayed
on the coins in accordance to their present amount. Due to a modest sample, this has
led us only to two conclusions. The most obvious is that during the early XVI century
and around the time of the decisive battle of Mohacs in 1526 the circulation of money
was uneven and varied through different series, all due to the growing danger and eco-
nomic unbalance the rapidly advancing Ottoman empire caused. The other detail that
draws attention and allows us to assume a conclusion concerns the sudden and severe
decline of money presence in the interval between the years 1513 and 1514 and also
immediately after. This we can associate with the peasant rebellion of 1514 which this
part of the kingdom was able to evade yet a kingdom wide economic draft such as this
must have affected the complete monetary economy.

Considering our current knowledge about that area in the early XVI century, from
what archaeological and historic evidence testify, we can assume the socio-economic
character of that area. The local communty was exclusively rural, consisting out of
dozens of housholds arranged around small parish churches, close to roads and along
creeks and small rivers. It seems that the clergy comprised the only institutionalised
aspect of society in the area. The closest towns, offices and garrisons, at medieval Senta
and Batka for example, lay further east on the banks of river Tisa. It would seem, that
back then, in the wide vicinity of medieval Kevi, there was not a local individual or
any other faction wealthy enough that it could have massed such a size of wealth in
silver coins. Given such a state of things, the active factor of deposition of the coin
hoard may have been an entity foreign to the area. We could only assume that to be a
wealthy noble, a high ranking church official, a town’s treasury perhaps. There are too
few historic records, contemporary to the events a few years before and just after the
battle of Mohacs in 1526. However, one story grants us the possibility to associate it
with the Kevi coin hoard. Immediately after the outcome of that decisive battle a Ser-
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bian officer called Jovan Nenad, an enigmatic figure, mustered what soldiers he could
and commenced with the attempt to sieze what power there was left. Soon he crowned
himself Serbian emperor, however short lived. By mid year 1527 Jovan Nenad met his
unfortunate and final tragic demise in the village of Tornjo$ that exists to this day and
is only 2 km from modern Kevi. He and what was left of his court and army, that at
that time still included his treasurer Subota Vrli¢, were retreating after failed opera-
tions in Szeged via Tornjos to a new sanctuary on the other side of the river Tisa. Since
his army consisted of the Serbs and Vlachs it does seem only logical he travelled via
settlements populated by his own people. Such is Kevi, that apart from Hungarian also
contains Slavic-Serbian names in a document from 1522, also the close by rampart
of Batka, that serviced an important crossing over the Tisa river and was garrisoned
by Serbs in 1525 thus possibly being a refuge for the forces of Jovan Nenad two years
after. When he was murdered in Tornjo$ by the agents of the rival Hungarian prince,
his followers must have made a hasty get away, towards Batka possibly, and decided to
stash the bulk of their unspent funding on the way. Perhaps the treasurer Subota Vrli¢
made such a decision, we can only guess.

Taking into consideration what we have learned so far about this valuable find, we can
conclude with certainty the following. The Kevi coin hoard was hidden sometime after
1520 and most certainly not before that date, the entity or faction that hid it was not
of local nature but the context of the coin hoard when adjusted with topographical,
archaeological and historic data does suggest something done out of necessity and in
transit, most likely in the vicinity of the area where the hoard was recovered.

ALL DECORATIONS OF MILENKO VESNIC

SUMMARY

During his life, which lasted a little shorter than 60 years, Milenko R. Vesni¢ (1862-
1921) was a university professor, politician and a prominent diplomat at the time
when Serbia was travelling the path from a poorly developed Balkan principality to a
modern European state. As the Serbian royal envoy in Paris between 1903 and 1920,
he headed very important, diplomatic missions and participated in historic events to
which he gave an exceptional personal contribution, ranking him among the most
significant public figures of the Kingdom of Serbia.

Among the numerous important foreign decorations in his legacy, which his wife
Blanche donated to the History and Art Museum in 1933, the following can be sin-
gled out: Order of Italian Crown, Russian Order of St. Stanislav, Portuguese Order of
Christ, Persian Order of Lion and the Sun, Belgian Order of Crown, French Order
of Legion of Honour, but also Serbian orders of St. Sava, Star of Karageorge and the
White Eagle, which are testimony of exceptionally important and successfully com-
pleted tasks and diplomatic missions.

The attempts to collect enough documented facts about the decorations from the leg-
acy of Milenko Vesni¢, which would secure for them the character of a relevant his-
torical source, has led to new information about the authenticity of the items in the
Museum’s collection, but also about the decorations which were not preserved. This
created a special body of well-grounded information that can serve as a collection of
material evidence for the further research of Vesni¢’s role in the history of diplomacy,
and about the role of Serbia and the Kingdom of the Serbs, the Croats and the Slovenes
in contemporary international relations at the end of the 19th and the beginning of the
20th century.
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
