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A MINE-COIN AND AN ANONYMOUS QUADRANS FROM SINGIDUNUM

Abstract: Two specimens of the Roman quadrantes were discovered during archaeological
excavations in the Belgrade Fortress, in the Lower Town, on the Ancient Settlement site, in the
former docks of Roman Singidunum. One represents a mine-coin minted during the reign of
Traian for the needs of the mines in the Roman province of Dalmatia, while the other belongs
to the type of anonymous quadrantes of the Mercury group. The presence of the specimen
from the series nummi metallorum and of the anonymous quadrans in Singidunum, which
might have been connected with the portorium Illyrici, indicates the link between these two
types of coins and the close contacts the mining administration must have maintained with
the a rationibus management, the portoria- vectigalia- vehicula.

Key words: Rome, Upper Moesia, Singidunum, mine-coin, anonymous quadrans.

During archaeological excavations in the Belgrade Fortress in 1981, one mine-
coin and one anonymous quadrans were found in the former docks of Roman
Singidunum, in the Lower Town (Ancient Settlement site). This was a specimen from
the group nummi metallorum with the obverse legend IMP TRAIANO AVG GER
DAC] ], an unintelligible inscription M[ ]T[ ] V[ ] and the presentation of Aequitas
on the reverse, and an anonymous quadrans of the Mercury (IX) group with the
presentation of a winged petasus on the obverse, the abbreviation S C and a winged
caduceus on the reverse. The finds originate from square D/VII in the layer of light
brown soil. Besides the said pieces and two specimens of illegible Roman coins, a
Hadrian dupondius' was also found here, dated to his third consulate, in the period
between 132 and 134 AD.

The
coin (C-128) was discovered in square E/VI (near point d ), in a layer of yellow-brown soil with
debris which, in this area (around the profile line d7, d6 and d5)> is equated with the layer of light
brown soil.

The find from Singidunum is of great significance, considering that mine-coins?
(nummi metallorum) and anonymous quadrantes are extremely rare in the territory
of the Roman Empire.

The term mine-coins is related with the basic function® this special type of de-
nomination had. The purpose of minting it was to cover the mining administration’s
expenses. The inscriptions on the reverse of this coin link it with the particular mines

for whose requirements it was issued.* The nummi metallorum with legends that re-
late exclusively to the mines of Upper Moesia (Dardania), Dalmatia, Pannonia and
Noricum,® were issued in the 2™ century, during the reigns of Traian, Hadrian and
Antoninus Pius, that is Marcus Aurelius.® The majority of discovered pieces originate
from the territory of Rome and its vicinity, as well as from the Mount Kosmaj mining
basin.”

R. Mari¢ registered 11 specimens of mine-coins from the Numismatic Collection
of the National Museum in Belgrade for which the place of discovery is known pre-
cisely. One piece, minted in the period of the reign of Traian for the needs of the
mines in the region of Dardania, was discovered in the valley of the River Ibar near
the Trep¢a mine, while all the others originate from Mount Kosmaj, from the areas
of Babe, Guberevac and Stojnik.? S. Dusani¢ singled out 12 specimens of mine-coins
from the Numismatic Collection of the National Museum in Belgrade, discovered in
the area of Mount Kosmaj, which he classified according to the inscriptions on the re-
verse.’ Besides the mentioned pieces, V. Simi¢ and M. Vasi¢ published the specimens
from the National Museum for which the location of discovery cannot be established
with certainty. On that occasion, they registered 24 specimens of mine-coins, of
which 14 are in the main Numismatic Collection of the Museum, nine belong to the
Weifert Collection and one to the Krakow Collection.'® The place of discovery is not
known reliably for the mine-coin finds in the Weifert Collection, but it is certain that
they originate from the territory of Upper Moesia."" Besides these, a piece from the
group nummi metallorum from Ritopek, which was not published in the said papers
because it was obtained subsequently for the National Museum in Belgrade,? is also
very significant. It was minted during the reign of Traian for the needs of the mines
in the region of the Roman province of Dalmatia. On the obverse of this piece the
legend reads [ ] TRAIANO AVG GER DAC P M TR P COS [ ] and the bust of the
ruler is facing right, with the laurel wreath and a drapery accross the left shoulder,
while on the reverse, beside the inscription METALL[ ] stands Aequitas, facing left
and holding scales and cornucopiae.”” Our knowledge about mine-coins from the

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region of Upper Moesia (Dardania) is supplemented by the finds from Socanica. One
specimen’* was discovered in a Roman mining settlement, while the collective find,
minted for the needs of the Dardania mines, with 22 pieces of these coins, originates
from a grave.

The mine-coin specimen from Singidunum® with Traian’s image has on the
obverse a partially preserved legend reading IMP TRAIANO AVG GER DAC [ ],
while on the reverse is the presentation of Aequitas and an incomplete inscription
M ]T[ ] V[ ]. The coin could be attributed to one of the two series, depending on the
marking of Traian’s fifth or sixth consulate, which might have been on the obverse.
It is more likely that it is from the series with the obverse inscription reading IMP
TRAIANO AVG GER DACICO P M TR P COS V P P and the legend on the reverse
METALLI VLPIANI DELM (RIC II, 295, no. 710), which would be dated to the
period from January 103 to 111 AD by virtue of the marking COS V. If, however,
it was from Traian’s sixth consulate, which started in January 112 and lasted until
the end of his reign, the coin would be attributed to the series with the legend IMP
TRAIANO AVG GERDACP M TR P COS VI P P on the obverse and the inscription
METALL VLPIANI DELM on the reverse (RIC II, 294, no. 705).1¢

The mine-coin specimen from Singidunum of the series Metalli Ulpiani Delmatici
was minted for the needs of the former mines in the region of the Roman province
of Dalmatia."” V. Simi¢ and M. Vasi¢ put forward the opinion that the Mount Kosmaj
mines were called Metalli Ulpiani*® in Traian’s time, in view of the fact that the vast
majority of specimens of nummi metallorum discovered on Mount Kosmaj belong
to the series Metalli Ulpiani Delmatici." The authors did not exclude the possibility
of the Mount Kosmaj mines having been under the supervision of the procurator
of Dalmatia or Pannonia for practical reasons, since they were separated from the
mines in the eastern part of Upper Moesia by a large territory in which the presence
of mines has not been confirmed. It has been established on the basis of chemical
analyses of specimens from the collection of the National Museum in Belgrade® that
all the pieces, both those from the series nummi metallorum and the anonymous
quadrantes originating from the Mount Kosmaj mining basin, were minted from the
same metal and have the same chemical composition. V. Simi¢ and M. Vasi¢ believe

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that the mine-coins were minted on Mount Kosmaj,?' where the mint was located, as
well as the centre from which they were distributed further.?> However, the opinion
that these coins were minted in Rome and distributed to provincial mines from there
nowadays represents a scientific consensus on the issue of the origin and minting of
mine-coins.”

Besides the find of mine-coins, one anonymous quadrans also originates from
Singidunum, from the same archaeological square, as it was already mentioned. The
term anonymous is used because, instead of the name and portrait of an emperor
on the obverse, there is the presentation of a deity with no inscription. Besides
the abbreviation S C,* the attributes of the deity to which the coin is dedicated are
presented on the reverse.” Anonymous quadrantes are emissions of small coins
made of copper, which are believed to have been issued for imperial officials, i.e.
those employed in the administration of the fleet, the annona, portoria, vehicula
or vectigalia®® Although the size and weight of certain specimens from this series
show some deviations, S. Dusani¢ cited as certain that they all had the value of one
quadrans. The same author explains the deviations with economic reasons, which
account for the variations in the circumference and weight of other denominations
made from this metal.”” Considering that the time and duration of minting of this
special kind of quadrantes cannot be established with greater precision, it has been
established on the basis of a stylistic and a metrological analysis that they were issued
at the end of the 1 or in the early 2™ century, i.e. in the period between the reign of
Domitian and Antoninus Pius.?® S. Dusani¢ pointed out that attempts to date certain
types of these issues more precisely within the period between 81 and 161 AD did not
yield convincing results.

The Numismatic Collection of the National Museum in Belgrade includes five
anonymous quadrantes. The three quadrantes belonging to the Minerva group®
comprise a part of the main Numismatic Collection, while two are in the Weifert
Collection. One of these two is a specimen of the Mars group and one of an unspecified
group. The anonymous quadrantes of the Minerva group originate from the area of

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Guberevac-Babe,* while the place of discovery is unknown for the pieces from the
Weifert Collection, except that they definitely originate from the territory of Upper
Moesia and it is presumed that they were found in the area of Mount Kosmaj.

There are several theories about the intention and purpose of minting anonymous
quadrantes. On the basis of the typological similarities of certain variants in groups
IIT and IV with the mine-coins, H. Mattingly*' presented the view that they might
have been in circulation in the mining territories. Finds of anonymous quadrantes
from Mount Kosmaj (Sumadija), as well as those from the valley of the River Japra
(western Bosnia)* also indicate that these issues were connected with the Roman
metalla and fiscal territories in general.** They were intended for various fiscal services
and territories and bear presentations which symbolise the activity or location where
the relevant service was stationed.

This certainly provides for a closer definition of the role which the anonymous
quadrans from Singidunum might have had, which, as it was already mentioned,
belongs to the Mercury group.* S. Dus$ani¢ wrote that this group of anonymous
quadrantes is very numerous and that, without a doubt, they were intended for
services with a significant number of staff. Considering that it was discovered in
the area of the former docks of the Roman Singidunum, it might have been used
for certain fiscal services which S. Du$ani¢ brought into connection with this group
of quadrantes. Since Mercury was primarily the patron of trade and the divine
messenger, the quadrantes of this group could, accordingly, have belonged to the
portoria-vectigalia-vehicula, but, as the author stated, the quadrantes of groups II
(Neptune), IIT (Roma) and IX (Mercury) could have been the indicators of the close
connections the mining administration must have maintained with the a rationibus
management, the portoria-vectigalia-vehicula and the military errarium.®

The presence of the specimen from the series nummi metallorum® and of the
anonymous quadrans from Singidunum indicates the close connection between
these two types of coins. S. Dusani¢ pointed out the connection of mine-coins, i.e. of
the geographic space within which they were discovered, with the portorium Illyrici.
In this way, the author explains the absence of such pieces in Britannia and their very
rare occurrence in Spain, where there were very few customs outposts.’”” On the other
hand, one of the assumptions is that the group to which the anonymous quadrans
from Singidunum belongs was used exactly in a fiscal service like the customs, which
is corroborated by the fact that these finds were discovered on the very border be-
tween two provinces, on the bank of the Danube in the area of the former docks of
Roman Singidunum. The author also pointed out the way in which this special type of
denomination could have reached the different parts of the Empire - through official
journeys and the relocation of servi et liberti. Thus, the presence of the quadrantes of
the Mercury and Roma groups in the Japra valley, or of the Minerva group and those
from the issues intended for the Dardanian, and the metalla Aeliana Pincensia in the
region of Mount Kosmaj, can be explained by the brief or longer stay of imperial of-
ficials of the corresponding fiscal branch in the regions of the western Bosnian and
Sumadija mines. However, although the types of anonymous quadrantes recommend
an attempt to determine the service for which they were intended, assumptions, re-
grettably, have not been corroborated by real evidence.®

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ROMAN SILVER COIN HOARD FROM THE VICINITY OF POZAREVAC*

Abstract: The hoard of Roman coins from the vicinity of PoZarevac contains 457 Roman
denarii and one drachma from the Amissus mint in Bithynia, from the period between
Trajan and Septimius Severus. The latest specimens are those of Septimius Severus and Julia
Domna, which means that the terminus a quo of depositing this find is closer to the end of
198/199 to 200 AD. It is the only hoard known so far in the territory of Upper Moesia that
belongs to Severus’ deposit horizon. Like most others, it was discovered by chance, so one
has to bear in mind the possibility that it has not been recovered in its entirety, which leaves
open the issue of its somewhat later dating. The causes for the burial of this find probably lie
in some reason of Severus’ interior policy.

he hoard from the vicinity of Pozarevac is the only coin hoard in the territory

of Upper Moesia that was deposited during the rule of Septimius Severus. It
contains 457 denarii and one drachma from the Amissus mint in Bithynia.! The find
belongs to the wider area of the ancient metropolis in Upper Moesia, Viminacium,
as do several others from the period of the Principate - a hoard from the village
of Bare with the latest pieces from 81 AD,? Bratinac, deposited during the time of
Antoninus Pius® and a hoard from the village of Brezane, buried during the time of

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Trebonianus Gallus and Volusianus.* A hoard of Republican denarii discovered in
Kostolac® is from the period of the early Roman military presence in the Danube
River valley, while a smaller find from the period of the joint rule of Marcus Antonius
and Lucius Verus originates from the area of the military camp in Viminacium, the
,Cair* locality.® For two of the said hoards there is some doubt as to the credibility of
the finds (Bratinac, Cair), while the precise location of the find is not known in the
case of the hoard from the vicinity of Pozarevac.”

As stated, no other coin hoard from Severus’ deposit horizon was registered in the
territory of Upper Moesia. This fact coincides with the historical circumstances of
that time and the mainly peaceful period in both Pannonias and in Upper Moesia.?
The vexillationes of legions from Pannonia and Upper Moesia took part in almost
all of the military interventions by Septimius Severus and Caracalla outside the
Empire, which would not have been possible if their domicile areas were directly
in jeopardy from a major external threat.® Supporting this are the coin hoards from
the Danubian provinces of that time - relatively few of which have been found in
both Pannonias and in Upper Moesia, while their incidence is greater in Lower
Moesia and, especially, in Dacia. Three coin hoards the burial of which is bound in
with the time of Septimius Severus have been registered in the territory of Upper
Pannonia (Savaria II, Brigetio IV and Mor)," two in Lower Pannonia (Karajenon
and Mendén)'! and four in Lower Moesia (Tropaeum Traiani I, Dimum, Durostorum

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IIT and Seidol).!* The largest number so far has been registered in the territory of
Dacia and, especially, the barbaricum (Daces Libres): Lucieni, Faurei, Itesti, Mircesti,
Bacdu, Almas, Ciolpani, Lujerdiu, Puriceni, Oboroceni, Harsova, Racova-Chetris,
Maégura, Ghirisa I, Lonea, Ghirisa II, Mastacédn, Sarmizegetusa V, Ardeoani, Alecus,
Avramesti, Celeiu II, Enosesti, lasi, Manastirea, Teceu, and Timisoara I."?

A significant number of hoards deposited during Severus’ reign have also been
discovered outside of the territory of the Danube provinces. Thus, a hoard of bronze
coins from the village of Bijaca, in the vicinity of Mostar, originates from the territory
of the Roman province of Dalmatia, which, besides the coins of Septimius Severus,
also contains pieces of Julia Domna."* A number of hoards have been discovered

We cannot pinpoint the exact position of the find of the hoard from the vicinity of
Pozarevac, but we may assume that it belongs to the wider area of Viminacium, the
biggest city in Upper Moesia and one of the most important military centres on the
Danube, where the troops of the VII Claudia legion were permanently deployed.'®
Septimius Severus visited Viminacium on two occasions. The first time was in 196
AD, when he was preparing for the clash with Clodius Albinus and when, in this city,
he proclaimed Caracalla caesar and named him Antoninus.'” The next visit was in
202 AD when the Emperor, returning from the East, inspected the troops in Moesia
and Pannonia, and the canabae in Viminacium were reconstructed on this occasion.!®

The hoard from the vicinity of Pozarevac, which contains 458 pieces of silver
Roman coins, ranging from Trajan (98-99) to Septimius Severus (198/9-200), has the
following composition:

All the pieces in the find belong to the Rome mint, except a Hadrian’s drachma
which was made in the Amissus mint (Cat. 271)."” In the hoards in the territory of
Serbia, seven Lycian drachmas, *° two drachmas from Caesarea in Cappadocia®' and
two undetermined drachmas? have been registered so far, while this is the first known
specimen from the Bithynian mint of Amissus. The oldest pieces in the hoard are
Trajan’s denarii (129), the oldest of which are dated to 98-99 AD (Cat. 1-10). Following
is the most frequent coinage of Hadrian and family (152), while the number of pieces
gradually declines during the rule of Antoninus Pius (107) and Marcus Aurelius (63).
The issues of Commodus and Crispina are fewer in number (four overall), which is
not unusual for II century hoards from the territory of Serbia.” The latest pieces in
the find are the denarii of Septimius Severus (2) and Julia Domna (1), which provide
the terminus a quo of its burial.

Minor differences have been observed in connection with pieces described in the
Corpus of Roman Imperial Coins. These are mostly in variants of the presentation of

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the ruler’s head or bust on the obverse, but it has been found in one case that Trajan’s
aureus (RIC II, no. 113) had its equivalent in the denarius (Cat. 39).

The hoard from the vicinity of Pozarevac shows a certain deviation in content
compared with other I century finds from both Serbia and the neighbouring provinces
(Table 2-6, Graph 1-5).* What especially attracts attention are the deviations reflected
in the fact that there are significantly fewer pieces of Antoninus Pius and Marcus
Aurelius and in the complete absence of pre-Trajan coinage. Namely, in the hoards
which originated in Serbia’s territory and which end with pieces of Marcus Aurelius
(Mr¢evac, Nemenikuée, Uscée, Grocka and Cesta) the most frequent, in the majority
of cases, is money from the time of Antoninus Pius, while the coinage of Marcus
Aurelius is more frequent in only one case (Us¢e).” The situation is similar with the
hoards deposited in the time of Commodus (Radalj, Bela Reka, Mali Suvodol, Ludos
and Mirosaljci), where only the hoard from the village of Mirosaljci had a higher
concentration of coinage of Marcus Aurelius than that of Antoninus Pius.?”® A similar
distribution was registered in finds from the surrounding provinces, deposited
during the time of Septimius Severus. Of the three hoards from Upper Pannonia, the
coinage of Antoninus Pius is the most frequent in two, while the third has the same
percentage of coins of Trajan, Antoninus Pius and Marcus Aurelius (Table 3, Graph
2). Issues by Marcus Aurelius and Antoninus Pius are prevalent in two hoards from
the territory of Lower Pannonia (Table 4, Graph 3). Of the three hoards from Lower
Moesia, the money of Antoninus Pius is the most frequent in two, while the third, the
Dimum-Belene, bears the greatest similarity with that from the vicinity of Pozarevac,
in proportion with the percentage of coinage of Trajan, Hadrian, Commodus and
Septimius Severus (Table 5, Graph 4).” However, the difference is reflected in the
issues of Antoninus Pius and Marcus Aurelius, which are significantly less frequent
in the Dimum-Belene hoard,?® and in the fact that one third of the total number of
pieces from the same hoard also consists of pre-Trajan coinage. Of the 20 hoards
from the territory of Dacia and the barbaricum, to which we were granted an insight,
the money of Antoninus Pius is the most frequent in 13, of Marcus Aurelius in three;
in one the coinage of Antoninus Pius and Trajan is equal in numbers, while in six
Trajan’s money is somewhat more frequent (Table 6 a, b, Graph 5 a, b).

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The second obvious deviation in the hoard from the vicinity of Pozarevac is the
complete absence of pre-Trajan coinage. The majority of hoards from the territory
of Serbia that were deposited during the times of Marcus Aurelius and Commodus
begin with republican money, remaining from the coinage that was in circulation
earlier, while the formation of the principal parts of hoards usually commenced
with the time of Vespasian.?? The picture is the same with the hoards from Upper
Pannonia, Lower Moesia, as well as Dacia and the barbaricum, which were buried
at the time of Septimius Severus. On the other hand, similarities with the hoard
from the vicinity of Pozarevac are found in only two hoards from Lower Pannonia
(Karajenon and Mendén) and one from Dacia (Lujerdiu), in which thesauration also
began with Trajan’s money (Table 4, 6 a).

Hadrian’s pieces in the hoard from the vicinity of PoZarevac are present in the
highest percentage - 33.19%, and are followed by Trajan’s coins with 28.17% (Table 2,
Graph 1). According to this composition, the thesauration of the hoard which began
with Trajan would have peaked at the time of Hadrian, in order to gradually slow
down with Antoninus Pius and Marcus Aurelius, while the periods of Commodus
and Severus’ rule would be present only symbolically. In this context, one should not
neglect the circumstance that a certain number of pieces, which could have belonged
to the initial integral find, are missing. In this, we primarily think of the coinage
before Trajan, which would have marked the start of the inflow of money. The said
facts regarding the composition of the hoard and the lack of information about the
circumstances of the find, leave open a possibility that the hoard did not reach the
National Museum in Belgrade in its entirety.

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The latest pieces in the find are the denarii of Septimius Severus and Julia Domna
(Cat. 457-458), which provide the terminus a quo of its depositing. The authors
ofRIC date broadly the denarius of Julia Domna (Cat. 458) with the legend on the
reverse CERERI FRVGIF, in the period between 196 and 211 AD and attribute it to
the second issue.” In the Catalogue of the British Museum, Mattingly also broadly
dated this piece in the period between 198 and 209 AD, that is 196-211 and, with
greater precision, in 199 or 200 - ¢. 207. He considered it to be a new monetary type,
introduced under the influence of the East.*! Hill linked it to 200 AD and attributed
it to a special issue, released on the occasion of Severus and Domna’s visit to Egypt
(between the 6™ and 7' regular issues).*

The denarius of Septimius Severus with IMP XI PART MAX in the obverse and
VICT PARTHICAE in the reverse legend (Cat. 457) was minted on the occasion of
the emperor’s victory over the Parthians, marked on the reverse with the presentation
of Victoria with a wreath and trophy, with a captured enemy sitting beside her.”
Although the piece contains information that is relevant for its dating, there are
certain difficulties in connection with Severus eleventh acclamation and the
chronology of this issue. Campbell dated Severus’ eastern campaign to autumn 197,
the result of which was the conquest of Ctesiphon and the founding of the province of
Mesopotamia. The victory was celebrated on January 28", 198.3* According to Birley,
the emperor’s tenth and eleventh acclamations refer to events on the eastern front.
He received the tenth after conquering Nisibis, when the Parthians retreated without

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a fight, and the eleventh after the fall of Ctesiphon, and he proclaimed the conquest
of Parthia on January 28", 198, when he assumed the title of Parthicus Maximus.*
Around that same time, he also proclaimed his elder son Caracalla augustus and co-
ruler, while Geta was given the title of caesar.’® Kienast dated the fall of Ctesiphon to
the end of October 197 (?), Severus’ IMP X also to the end of October (?) 197, IMP
XI to the end of 197 (?), and confirmed January 28", 198 as the date of celebration of
Victoria Parthica in Rome, while he reserved a broader period for assuming the title
of Parthicus Maximus: “January 1987% Mattingly and Sydenham in RIC, as well as
Mattingly in the Catalogue of the British Museum, also connected Severus’ eleventh
imperial acclamation with the fall of Ctesiphon. At the same time, they linked the
appearance of the title Parthicus Maximus on money only with IMP XI,* but dated
the issue with IMP XI PART MAX to the beginning of 199 or, at the earliest, to the
very end of 198.* Thus, according to these authors, issuing the latest Severus’ piece
in the hoard would be fixed to the period between the end of 198 or 199-200.

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the hoard in the vicinity of Pozarevac could have been minted either in 198 (second
issue) or in the interval of the end of 198/beginning of 199-200, and taking into
consideration the specimen of Julia Domna, which Hill dated to 200 and which is,
at the same time, close to the narrow lower limit given by Mattingly (199/200), we
obtain the terminus a quo of the burial in the period closer to the end of 198/199-200,
or later if we bear in mind the possibility that the hoard was not handed over in its
entirety to the National Museum.

In the observed period, the region of Upper Moesia and, especially, Viminacium,
was not exposed to any direct outside threat that could have influenced the depositing
of the find. According to modern historiography, which relies on information from
literary sources, the events took place in the following order. At the end of 196,
Septimius Severus left Rome for the final settling of accounts with Albinus,*' quickly
defeating him near Lugdunum (February 19", 197).*2 By summer of the same year,
he had set off on another expedition to the East, in order to resolve relations with
the Parthians.*® After the victory against them and the reorganisation of the eastern
border, he visited Egypt in 200, finally to return to Rome in 202, where he celebrated
his decennalia* between April 9" and 15*. Bearing in mind these circumstances, the
possible causes for the burial of the find should be sought in some reasons of Severus’
interior policy.

Although many cities celebrated Severus’ prosperous rule, especially those in
his native Africa, in Syria, the homeland of Julia Domna, but also in the Danube
provinces, from where the legions who brought him to the throne originated, there
was also a different side to it. Its character lay in the political persecution, terror and
confiscation of the property of those who did not share his views, high taxation in
money and in kind because of war requirements and military payments, as well as
other forms of extorting supplies and money from the population.* At the same time,
activities of “enemies of the state” - gangs of robbers* were registered in almost all
areas of the Empire, signalling resistance to the regime of Severus.

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All these phenomena indicate that certain disturbing events were taking place in
the provinces, which could have forced the unknown owner of the hoard from the
vicinity of Pozarevac to hide his property. It is difficult to establish whether some of
the possible causes had, and in what measure, really contributed to this, since we
do not have completely reliable information about the circumstances of the find or
whether it was complete.

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FINDS OF ROMAN COINS IN THE DRINA RIVER BASIN

Summary

Key words: Roman coins, Drina River Basin, hoards, individual finds

The region known as the Drina river basin encompasses the far northwestern part of
northern Serbia - the basins of the lower Drina and Sava rivers. The Drina river basin is a
well-defined geographic whole, bordered in the north by the River Sava, in the east by the
River Kolubara, while the River Drina is in the west and southwest. The basic characteristic
of its geographic position is the contrast between the two macro-regions - the Pannonian
and the mountainous, i.e. the plains in Mac¢va and in the Sava and Tamnava valleys, and
the mountain range in the south, which has influenced the development of two economic
systems over the centuries.

This area became the Roman sphere of interest in the last decades BCE, with the arrival of
Roman legions which expanded the power of Rome in the region in the course of several
campaigns, known as the Pannonian wars. The wars waged by Tiberius in AD 6-9 resulted
in the conquest of the areas north of the rivers Sava and Danube. After these conquests the
Romans were the sole rulers of these regions, with brief interruptions, until the 4™ century,
when numerous raids by barbarians began in the southern parts of the Balkans and when
Roman rule there was completely weakened.

In the Drina river basin, three provinces converged within the Roman administrative
organisation: Pannonia Inferior, Dalmatia and Moesia Superior, the borders of which are
impossible to define precisely due to the lack of relevant sources.

Finds of Roman coins are numerous in the Drina river basin, which, with eastern Bosnia,
was very important for the Romans, especially because of their mines. The majority are
individual finds, which are possible to track chronologically from the middle of the 1** to the
mid-5" century AD. In this period, coinage from the end of the 1st and from the 2" century
is represented rather sporadically, while money from the 3 and 4™ centuries is dominant.
Several individual finds of local coins from the Viminacium mint have also been registered:
Beljin (Cat. 3), Bogosavac (Cat. 5), Mala Vranjska (Cat. 28). Gold coins are rare and only
five pieces have been registered so far. One aureus of Traian Decius (RIC I, No. 8a) was
discovered in Gornja Vranjska (Cat. 11), while one solidus of Gracianus, dated in the period
between 378 and 383 AD, originates from the locality of Vi¢enovac in Nakucani, as well as
two solidi of Valentinianus I and one solidus of Valens, issued in 375 (Cat. 42).

The second group of money finds, of which a smaller number has been registered so far,
consists of hoards. It is possible to divide them, in the broadest sense, into three chronological
groups (hoards deposited in the 2™ century and those deposited in the 3 and 4™ centuries),
within which one can discern certain separate deposit horizons. It has not been found so far,
either in literature, or from an insight into museum collections, that a hoard from the 1st
century AD was discovered in this region.

1. Coin hoards deposited in the 2™ century - Unlike in other parts of present-day Serbia,
where hoards of money have been found with the earliest pieces dating from the time of
Hadrian, Marcus Aurelius, Antoninus Pius, Commodus and Septimius Severus, only the
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deposit horizon of Commodus has been found in the Drina river basin, which was divided
between the provinces of Pannonia and Dalmatia. He is present in two hoards: Radalj (Cat.
48) and Bela Reka (Cat. 2), the depositing of which was dated to the early years of Commodus’
reign, 180 and 182 AD. Considering that the period of the Marcomannic wars was over at
that time and that the military operations undertaken on the borders of the Empire in the
final decades of the 2" century could not have affected the circumstances in these regions,
the cause for their depositing lies most probably in some local motive or in Commodus
enormously increasing fees and taxes.

2. Hoards of money deposited in the 3™ century - All finds from this period can be grouped
into several chronological periods: (a) the period of the reign of Maximinus I or later, tpq.
236-238 - the hoard from Mehovine (Cat. 38); (b) the period of the reign of Gallienus, tpq.
254 - the hoard from Dvorska (Cat. 14) and (c) tpq. 259 - the hoard from Donje Crniljevo
(Cat. 16); (d) the period of the reign of Aurelianus, tpq. undetermined - the hoard from
Vladimirci (Cat. 9); (e) the period of the reign of Probus, tpq. 282 - the hoard from Svileuva
(Cat. 52).

3. Hoards of coins deposited in the 4™ century - At present, there is no data about hoards in
the Drina river basin for the first half of the 4" century, except for the hoard from Petlovaca
(Cat. 46) so, by all accounts, this territory was peaceful until 374. However, the assassination
of Gabinius, the king of the Quadians (374), led the Quadians to war. Together with the
Sarmatians, they raided Pannonia and devastated it. Valentinianus I confronted them
successfully in 375, but suddenly died at the end of that year. The hoards from Miokus (Cat.
39), Desiéi (Cat. 15), Jadranska Le$nica (Cat. 25) and one from Obrenovac testify to the
fact that the Drina river basin was not spared these raids by the barbarians, which led to
the devastation and abandoning of many unprotected village holdings (villae rusticae). The
depositing of the hoard from Mrdenovac (Cat. 41) was undoubtedly due to the barbarians’
raids in Illyricum during the winter of 382/383, when all contact between Milan and
Thessalonica was severed.

It can be concluded on the basis of data about hoards and individual finds that the denarius
was also the principal means of payment in the Drina river basin, until 242 AD when the
antoninianus was given this role. From the time of Aurelianus and Probus, in order to
satisfy the growing needs for money, this region was supplied with money from provincial
mints throughout the Empire, with the dominant role of the mints in Sirmium, Siscia and
Thessalonica, which were geographically the closest. During the 4" century, the principal
means of payment was bronze moneys; silver almost disappeared from circulation, while gold
coins appeared sporadically.

Numerous individual monetary finds, especially those discovered in areas farther to the
north, in Macva, prove that this area, on the approaches to a large and significant city like
Sirmium, was very well populated. As for collective finds, primarily large hoards from the
second half of the 3™ century, like Vladimirci (Cat. 9), Svileuva (Cat. 57) and Donje Crniljevo
(Cat. 16), as well as the hoard from Tulari which originates from their immediate vicinity,
on the one hand, they are evidence of a large financial turnover, which is also one of the
consequences of economic progress and, on the other, of the circumstance that neither was
this region spared of turbulent events, resulting both from internal unrest and from the
barbarians’ incursions.

THREE COLLECTIVE FINDS OF BRONZE COINS FROM CONSTANTINE’S TIME
FROM THE COLLECTION OF THE NATIONAL MUSEUM IN BELGRADE

Summary

Key words: collective finds, diocese of Dacia, Constantine I, bronze coins, mints

Besides significant systematic collections of gold, silver and bronze coins, the collection of
coins from Late Antiquity of the National Museum in Belgrade includes a large number of
hoards of bronze coins from the 4" and 5" centuries. Presented here are three collective finds
of bronze coins, chronologically connected with the reign of Constantine I and the years im-
mediately after his death. All three finds originate from the fund of the old collection of the
National Museum in Belgrade, which were formed in the period until the Second World War.
Because of the war, information about the locations where they were discovered has not been
preserved, which complicates their interpretation in the archaeological and historical sense.
The first hoard, Unknown Location 1, which is somewhat older, was deposited at the end
of the third decade of the 4™ century and we can connect it with a grave find in Ni$. Both
finds end with the same pieces, minted at Sisak in 328-329 AD. The second find belongs to
the final years of the reign of Constantine the Great and is chronologically close to the find
discovered in the centre of Ni§. The latest specimens originate from 335-336 or, possibly, 337
AD. The find from Unknown Location 3 belongs to the time immediately after the death
of Constantine I because it ends with three coins of his sons, Constans and Constantius II,
from 337-340. All three finds from the National Museum in Belgrade belong to the periods
of depositing when there were no significant historical events in the territory of the diocese
of Dacia with which to attach them.

Still, the lack of information about the locations of the finds limits us in interpreting these
collective finds. The analyses performed provide information that is significant for further
research concerning the circulation of money and the presence of certain mints in the dio-
cese of Dacia. They confirm the earlier observations - that the circulation of money in a
particular territory was affected primarily by the monetary policy of the ruler and then by
historical events. They also prove that the provinces were supplied with money primarily
from the closest mints in the prefecture, and then from the closest mints in a neighbouring
prefecture.

In the case of the three collective finds in the National Museum in Belgrade, the mints which
supplied the territory of the diocese of Dacia were Thessaloniki and Siscia, and then Heraclea
and other mints. Western mints appeared with greater frequency until 325 and after that
only sporadically. This was certainly the result of historical circumstances after the victory
of Constantine I over Licinius I and of the transfer of the centre of power, with the found-
ing of Constantinople in 324 AD, from the West to the East. The central mints, primarily
Thessaloniki and then Siscia, dominate the examined hoards altogether. Viewed individually,
however, Unknown Location 2 contained no specimen of issues from the central mints until
325. The reason for this lies in the fact that this period is otherwise represented in a small
percentage because the principal part of the find was formed after 330 AD; neither should
one neglect the fact that, for a large number of pieces, it was impossible to determine the mint
they originated from. In all finds, eastern mints were present in lesser percentages before
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325, except in the first hoard, but their issues became more equal in frequency to those of the
central mints in the subsequent period.

As for the representation of the western mints, we found that Italian mints were represent-
ed more often than those from Gaul and that Ticinum was the most frequent, followed by
Aquilea, while the Rome mint was represented only in the third find. The greater representa-
tion of the Ticinum mint, primarily during the period between 320 and 325, compared with
other Italian mints, was also registered in finds from the Belgrade fortress (find IT), Cuprija
(province of Moesia Prima), Dierne (Dacia Ripensis), Biki¢ Do (Pannonia Secunda, diocese
of Pannonia).

Of the eastern mints, the most notable were Heraclea and Cyzicus, which were represented
almost in the same percentage. It should be noted that Cyzicus, in the hoard from Unknown
Location 3, appeared in the period from 317 to 320 with 11 pieces and was the most fre-
quent of all the eastern mints, whereas during 320-325, with two pieces, it came second,
after Heraclea (6). Since the participation of Cyzicus is unknown during this period in
the materials known to us from the territories of Moesia Prima, Dacia Ripensis and Dacia
Mediterranea, the fact that it is present in this find in such numbers leads to the conclusion
that the find perhaps did not originate from the said provinces. Otherwise, the significant
presence of Cyzicus in the later period, after 325, has already been observed. This collective
find also differs from other finds of the first half of the 4" century in the fact that the main
period of its formation is represented by issues from between 320 and 325, after which the
circulation of money began declining steadily.
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Abstract: According to individual finds and hoards of coins, the circulation of Byzantine
gold and silver coinage in the Central Balkans at the end of the 10" and during the 11
century belongs to two different regions. One of them extends along the Empire’s Danubian
frontier from Macvanska Mitrovica to Veliki Gradac near Donji Milanovac, and the other is
the region of present-day eastern and southern Serbia, along the river valleys of the Danube
from Kladovo to Prahovo, the Timok, the Nisava and the southern Morava. The finds of
coins in the region gravitating towards Macvanska Mitrovica and Belgrade primarily consist
of the nomismae of Basil IT (976-1025), while those from the southern zone, from Branicevo
to Pirot, besides the nomismae of this ruler, attest to the circulation of nomismae belon-
ging to Constantine VIII (1025-1028), Romanus III (1028-1034), Constantine IX (1042-
1055), Constantine X (1059-1067), Romanus IV (1067-1071) and Michael VII (1071-1078).
Outside the said regions, away from the main centres and roads, a significantly smaller scale
of circulation, of gold and silver coins, was attested in finds of nomismae from Krugevac, be-
longing to Basil II, and Arilje, to Michael VII, as well as a miliaresion in Grabovica, belonging
to Constantine IX.

he analysis and interpretation of the circulation of gold and silver coins in the

Central Balkan region at the end of the 10" and during the 11" century involves
working around many obstacles. This is due to the limited number of known and ava-
ilable monetary emissions from museum and private collections, scarce and often in-
complete written sources or to the fact that certain monetary emissions, often dated
to a broad time span, have not been determined. Another, no less important problem
for the more precise interpretation of monetary circulation regards the small num-
ber of investigated fortifications, settlements and necropoles. This is most probably
the reason for the very limited number of discovered hoards and the explanation
why most of the known specimens of gold and silver coins from the end of 10" and

.
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from the 11" century are single and chance finds. The fact that the archaeological
context of the specimens is, in most instances, unknown, makes dating them much
more difficult and thus we lack one of the most important elements for interpreting
their circulation. Nevertheless, in spite the mentioned problems, by using a compa-
rative analysis with the far more numerous bronze issues of that time from this and
neighboring territories, the study of collected gold and silver currency yielded, albeit
only in general contours, a significant picture of its circulation.

The history of Byzantine coinage in the Central Balkans reflects the official
monetary policy of the Byzantine Empire, but also the turbulent historical events
recorded in this territory. They were the consequences of the Byzantine penetration
into the Balkans, the conquest of its territory, the establishment of central authority
on the strategically important Danube border, as well as incursions by new tribes.

Byzantine rule established after the peace treaty signed between Theodoric the
Great and the emperor Anastasius in 510' and monetary circulation following
this event are confirmed by issues of bronze coins in the 6" century, found in the
territories of Sirmium,” Singidunum?® and the Danube limes.* According to the
composition and chronology, one can also add coins from Viminacium,’ Ni§,°
Prahovo,” and Cari¢in Grad.® Finds of large amounts of folles and semifolles clearly
indicate a lively monetary circulation up to the year 584. Nevertheless, posing a
threat, were significant and numerous historical events — the appearance of the Avars
in Pannonia, incessant clashes with them on the Middle Danube border in the second
half of the 6™ century, the fall of Sirmium in 582, of Singidunum two years later,
and of Viminacium and many towns along the Danube.’ The definitive collapse of
Byzantine authority in 615 resulted in a complete halt to monetary circulation in
Ilyricum.! Circulation would not be reestablished until the 9" century, with issues
of very limited volume in an entirely undeveloped monetary market. Judging by the
finds of coins, the picture of monetary traffic changed in the 10™ century. This was
the time when Byzantine gold and silver coins reached the central Balkan region in
greater amounts compared with the previous period, and one can note a moderate
intensity of circulation. Because the circulation of money in the economy was very
slow, at the time of the renewal of monetary activities in the western parts of the

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Balkans, in its interior, the monetary economy was very poorly developed. Therefore,
apart from modest payments in coins, payment was mostly in kind and prices were
established in cattle."! Data regarding payment in kind as the predominant type of
exchange in the Balkan regions is to be found in a record of Basil II allowing the
inhabitants of the occupied territories to continue, as before, to pay their taxes in kind.
As the old and economically developed parts of the Byzantine Empire paid their taxes
exclusively in coins, this decision was primarily a reflection of the existing conditions.
How important these decisions were is best confirmed in a record of the rebellion in
1040 of the Southern Slavs, whose leader was Petar Deljan. Provoked by the merciless
government fiscalism, characterized in the decision of John Orphanotrophos, to pay
taxes in money, the rebellion took on large proportions and although soon crushed,
it considerably weakened Byzantine authority in the Balkans.'

Increased monetization, as a result of the general development of Byzantine
society, as well as the great offensive by the Byzantine army in the Balkans, which,
under Basil II, placed these regions under Byzantine control, would lead to the clearly
visible inflow of coins recorded in the middle of the 10" century, reaching a peak in
the following century, notably, after 1018."

The restoration of monetary circulation in the Balkan region is possible to observe
based on the finds of coins and hoards in the territory that constituted the northwestern
part of the Byzantine Empire and formed a natural border between the Pannonian
Plain and the Balkan Peninsula. Similar to the bronze folles from the end of the 10"
and the 11" century, gold and silver coins of the same period belong to two separate
regions, given the places where they were discovered. One of them extended along the
Empire’s Danubian frontier, from Macvanska Mitrovica to Veliko Gradiste, near Donji
Milanovac. The Empires northern frontier had been set up in this territory, with its
chief fortifications at Ma¢vanska Mitrovica, Belgrade, Morava and Branicevo.

The other zone covered the territories of present-day eastern and southern Serbia,
from Branicevo to Pirot, along the Danube, from Kladovo to Prahovo and along the
Timok, Nisava and JuZzna Morava rivers.

At the Danube frontier, the coin circulation following the restoration of Byzantine
authority was, naturally, most apparent in the strategically important military centers
and urban agglomerations emerging on the foundations of the ancient towns of
Macvanska Mitrovica, Belgrade and Branicevo. In these towns and their immediate
neighborhood were many sites with hoards and single finds of gold coins, dating from
the middle of the 10" and the 11" century. One of the reasons for such abundance
was the high density of the population in this region because of the favorable

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conditions for the development of agriculture on the fertile, southeastern fringes of
the Pannonian Plain."

The chronology of monetary circulation in the Serbian section of the Danube
valley between Belgrade and Branicevo, begins with the hoard from Ram (Cat.
1-5), on the Danube bank.'® This find of nomismae, deposited in the time of John I
Tzimiskes, is the earliest medieval hoard from the Central Balkan region. Although
small in number, the hoard represents important evidence of the restoration of
coin circulation and of the gradual renewal of a monetary economy in this area. It
contained five nomismae: one each of Basil I, Romanus I Lecapenus and Constantine
VII and two of John Tzimiskes. All the nomismae bore representations of the busts
of the emperor and his co-ruler, except the nomismae histamenon of John Tzimiskes,
on which this emperor is represented with the Virgin crowning him. All the coin
types recorded in the hoard represent the main imperial issues and common issues,
frequently found. The nomismae from the hoard had roughly lopped edges and thus
their weight was considerably reduced to less than three or two grams, compared
with regular pieces weighing 4.40 grams. Such specimens with lopped edges were the
reflection of a still insufficiently controlled monetary circulation. Chronologically
close to the find from Ram is a hoard that consisted of a large amount of jewelry and
coins, including even more roughly and radically pared edges of gold coins from
neighboring Hungary."” The emissions represented in the monetary part of the hoard,
belong to the same type as those from the Ram hoard. There is one nomisma of
Romanus I that was customary of his issues and ten nomismae of Constantine VII,
representing the last emission in his reign. The recorded finding place for this hoard
was the middle Tisza valley in Tokay, but that is not absolutely certain. The hoard
from Ram and the so-called Tokay find are chronologically close, and one could
attribute them to a short span of time between the years 950 and 975. The dating of
the Ram hoard to the reign of John I Tzimiskes at the same time indicates the reason
for its burial. It could be linked with the temporary occupation of this territory by
Byzantium, after 971, by the army of John I, in one of the most brilliant feats of
Byzantine military history. One could add to the hoards from Ram and Tokay data
about two hundred nomismae found at Gaj near Kovin,' in the territory close to the
Danubian zone, where gold coins were found, dating from the 10" to the 11" century.
Discovered in the mid-19th century, the contents of this hoard, with the exception of
two unusual nomismae, unfortunately, remained unknown. The significance of the

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first specimen, bearing the images of Constantine VII and his son, lies in the fact that
it represents a rare numismatic type, minted within a rather short time-frame. The
other specimen is interesting because of its iconography. In contrast to the customary
representations of Nicephorus II, who is depicted alone on his gold emissions, on this
coin he is represented as a tutor beside Basil II.

Besides the greatimportance that the hoards have in the analysis and interpretation
of coin emissions and their circulation in the Danube zone, the single finds of
coins are indispensable, as material. Thanks to the larger quantity of this material,
compared to that in the hoards, it is possible to create a more authentic picture of the
size of the territory where the discovered coins circulated, the chronological span and
intensity of circulation. Many sites on the Danube frontier where single pieces of gold
and bronze coins were found, gravitated towards the centers of Mac¢vanska Mitrovica,
Belgrade and Branicevo. Linked with them are specimens illustrating the earliest,
rare indicators of Byzantine monetary restoration in the central Balkan region in the
9th century. These are the folles of Leo VI from Macvanska Mitrovica,” the solidi of
Theofilos from Bogati¢ (Cat.13),** Grocka (Cat. 18)*? and Pozarevac (Cat. 21)* and
the nomisma of Basil I from Pozarevac (Cat. 22).>* The appearance of such a small
number of monetary emissions is primarily the result of the poorly developed money
market, characteristic of this territory in the 9th century. In the next phase, in the
second half of the 10" century, there was a modest increase inflow of coins compared
to the previous period and a moderate intensity of circulation. This is best confirmed
by the emissions of gold and bronze coins of Constantine VII, during whose reign
the restoration of money began in the Central Balkan region. The nomismae of
Nicephorus II, discovered in Zemun (Cat. 17)* and Pozarevac (Cat. 24),% joined
these first issues slightly later. Besides a large number of folles of Constantine VII,*”
gold coins belonging to this ruler were also recorded in Mac¢vanska Mitrovica (Cat.
15)% Pozarevac (Cat. 23)?° and Veliko Gradiste (Cat. 31).%°

Nomismae of two types were discovered at the locality of Ma¢vanska Mitrovica.
Belonging to the first type were coins with a representation of Constantine VII and
Romanus I. These represented an early issue of this ruler, more precisely dated to the

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winter of 920/1, before Romanus I officially became the supreme emperor. The already
mentioned, last and very abundant monetary issue of Constantine VII, found in the
hoards of Ram and Tokay, belongs to the second type. Specimens of this later type
of solidus of Constantine VII, were also found in the area of Pozarevac and Veliko
Gradiste. A similar situation also prevails regarding the nomismae - histamenon of
Nicephorus II, the type, found in the Gaj hoard, but also discovered within the two
main centers of this region, Belgrade and Pozarevac.

The moderate increase in coin circulation in the second half of the 10" century,
which one can discern in the larger amount of gold and bronze coins circulating
at that time in the broader area of the Danube frontier, preceded a new much
more intense inflow of coins in the Central Balkans with the issues of Basil II. This
significant monetary circulation in the Central Balkans reflected a situation that
ostensibly prevailed in the whole of the Empire, where the increase of the money
mass was the result of changes that spread throughout Byzantine society in general
during the reign of Basil II. Pursuing even stricter measures against the aristocracy
in the agrarian policy of his predecessors by issuing legislative decrees that often
encroached on their formal rights, Basil II succeeded in blocking the growing
economic might of the feudal aristocracy and the expansion of the monastery estates.
After thirteen years of clashes with the nobility of Asia Minor and terrible civil wars
provoked by the political aspirations of the Byzantine grandees, this ruler emerged
as the triumphant party.* Byzantine society was on a path of economic and social
progress, as well as military expansion, and, after two decades of fierce warfare, Basil
IT completely destroyed the Bulgarian Empire and extended Byzantium’s frontiers to
the Danube.*

The importance of the Danube frontier is confirmed by the finds of coins from
this territory and, at the same time, they reveal the changes in the Empire’s monetary
policy necessitated by the army’s requirements in the defense of the border. This
primarily entailed lessening the weight of the bronze coins, so more pieces could
be struck from one pound of copper.*® The best examples of this are the bronze
folles of Basil II, generally dated to the second decade of the 11" century. Mostly
concentrated in the Central Balkan region, they constitute the greatest quantity of
coins in circulation from the end of the 10™ to the end of the 11" century. Such a high
ratio of these coins was due to the vast inflow of coins in the extremely important
region of the Danube border after Byzantine authority was established in 1018. Along
with the bronze issues of Basil II,** his gold coins, consisting of the histamenon and

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tetarteron, also reached the area gravitating towards Mac¢vanska Mitrovica (Cat. 16)*
and Belgrade (Palilula, Cat. 19 and Grocka, Cat. 20).* Both coins are essentially of the
same type — Christ Pantokrator on the obverse and Basil and Constantine holding a
long cross between them on the reverse. Differences can be noticed only in the size
of the coins and the style of the details — the size of the nimbus and its decoration, the
emperors dress, and the presence of the Manus Dei.

Although the finds of nomismae of Basil II can be linked in the greatest measure
to Belgrade and its immediate vicinity - Palilula (Cat. 19) and Grocka (Cat. 20) - due
to the extensive emission and the quantity of money arriving, they would, like the
bronze pieces, increase in circulation, and were present further down to the south
and east of this area. This is confirmed by the finds of nomismae in Pozarevac (Cat.
25),” Negotin (Cat. 32)* and also in the interior, away from the main roads, like the
specimen from Krusevac (Cat. 40).*

Following the chronology of money circulation in the Central Balkan region, after
the finds of the emissions of Basil II concentrated around Macvanska Mitrovica and
especially Belgrade, we can notice a shifting of finds to the south of this region. This
is the area south of Brani¢evo, down to Pirot, along the Danube, Timok, Nisava and
Moravarivers. In terms of the quantity of finds of bronze and gold coins, the area around
Pozarevac stands out in this region. Besides the nomismae of Basil II, finds of coins
of the later rulers also originate from Pozarevac, such as the nomisma histamenon of
Constantine VIII (Cat. 26)* with his image, of Romanus III (Cat. 27-28)," struck from
high quality gold with a representation of the Virgin crowning him, and of Constantine
X (Cat. 29), ** with the image of the ruler standing. In contrast to the first two nomismae,
which are flat, the third specimen is concave in shape. Where this region is concerned,
a characteristic feature one can notice regarding the routes by which Byzantine coins
circulated in the 11" century; is that no folles were found along the road by the Morava
river, from Branicevo to Nis, or in the interior, away from the main roads.* The shortage
of copper money; in this case, was a consequence of the reduced scale of circulation in
this area but not proof of its absence. Furthermore, the existence of, admittedly, fewer
issues of gold and silver coins in this territory, characteristic, even in the 11" century,
was due to a poorly developed monetary economy in which barter prevailed. These
involved nomismae of Romanus I bearing the images of Constantine VII and Romanus

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I from the sites of Ub (Cat. 39)* and Despotovac (Cat. 42)* and the already mentioned
nomisma of Basil I from Krus$evac. To this region we also attribute the find of a coin of
Michael VII in Arilje (Cat. 41).% This is a rare monetary type of nomisma histamenon,
of concave shape, minted of poor quality gold, with the image of the ruler’s bust. The
available numismatic material features a very limited number of specimens of this type,
like the small find from Dobrudza® with pieces that connect the time of Romanus
IV with that of Michael VII. Also found in the interior of Serbia at that time, are the
rare miliaresia from the Central Balkans. This is the silver coin of Constantine IX from
Grabovica (Cat. 43),* of concave shape with a representation of the ruler standing, in
military dress. This iconographic type of the ruler standing and holding a sword, after
a couple of centuries, replaced the common military representations of the 6™ and 7"
centuries.

From this period, today, we have only data about the find of a hoard in Nisavac*
containing nomismae of Constantine X. As is the case with many hoards from
Bulgaria and Romania, the reason for burying this find could be attributed to the
penetration of hordes of the Uzes in 1064.° Nomisma belonging to the same ruler
were also found in Negotin (Cat. 33).”!

Belonging to the second zone of circulation of 11" century Byzantine coins, are
mostly inflationary issues noticeable in the issues of the eighties, when devaluation
reached its highest rate. Such coins were found in eastern and southern Serbia and
involve the issues of Romanus IV. These were his concave nomismae histamenon
from Negotin (Cat. 34),* Zajecar (Cat. 37)>* and Pirot (Cat. 38).>* According to the
iconography with the representation of Christ crowning Romanus and Eudocia, this
is ceremonial money of the nuptial solidi type. Until the second half of the 5th century
this money had been struck in small quantities but in the 11" century, according to
the monetary policy that produced enormous quantities of gold and bronze coins, it
became the main gold issue of Romanus.

When referring to the inflationary issues present in the Central Balkan region,
besides the mentioned finds of nomismae of Romanus IV from the territory of

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eastern and southern Serbia, it is necessary to draw attention to a hoard, consisting
of seven nomismae histamenon of Nicephorus III Botaniates, discovered in the
area of the Danube frontier, in Star¢evo near Pancevo (Cat. 6-12).% This is certainly
part of a hoard, the size and structure of which are not known. The different dies
for casting coins found in the hoard indicate that there was a larger number of
coins in this hoard. However, in the part of the hoard that we know about, all the
specimens belong to only one type of nomismae histamenon with a representation
of the ruler standing, and this type represents the common and most numerous issue
of Nichephorus III. The inscription of the family name* on this issue is connected
with the same phenomenon observed for the first time on the coins of Constantine
IX, and this would continue almost without interruption on coins until the Empire
came to an end. That fact reflects the new, more powerful position of the landed
aristocracy in Byzantium, in the mid-11" century. This coin, like all the nomismae
histamenon from this period, represented only a fraction of the value of the former
Roman or Byzantine solidus. During the 11 century, it recorded its steepest decline,
retaining in its content only 40-30% gold. In addition, two nomismae histamenon of
Nicephorus III discovered in Mac¢vanska Mitrovica® belong to the same monetary
type found in the Starcevo hoard. Just as only one part of the Staréevo find we know
of has been preserved, it is certain that the nomismae from Mac¢vanska Mitrovica
belonged to a scattered hoard.

This short survey of finds of gold and silver coins from the end of 10" and the
11" century in the Central Balkans, in spite of their scarcity, offers an interesting
picture of the gradual restoration and circulation of Byzantine coinage in this
territory. Besides the data reflecting the Empire’s general monetary policy, the
presented numismatic material also illustrates the historical events concerning the
establishment of Byzantine rule at the very important Danube frontier. With more
finds of coins and data from other disciplines, future investigations will contribute to
the better understanding of the monetary situation in the Central Balkan region in
the 10" and 11" centuries.

A HOARD OF TURKISH COINS FROM BIOSKA.
THE SOURCE FOR A BETTER KNONWLEDGE OF MONETARY TRENDS
IN SOUTHWESTERN SERBIA

Summary

Key words: Ponikve, hoard, Turkish coins, akce, para, Constantinople, Edirne, Misir,
monetary trends

A hoard of Turkish coins from the village of Bioska, which is situated at the edge of the
Ponikve Plateau, was observed as a material source for studying monetary trends in
southwestern Serbia during Turkish rule, and in the context of economic, trade and political
events in the 18th century.

The hoard contains 307 specimens of Turkish silver coins, of which only two are akce and the
rest are coins of Ahmed III (302), Mahmud I (2) and Abdulhamid I (1). Although the akce
were in circulation until 1893, both of these akce are from the time of Bayezid II (1481-1512),
while the rest of the find belongs to the 18th century and consists solely of silver paras in one
para pieces. The most frequent are the coins of Ahmed III (1703-1730), constituting 98% of
the entire hoard and indicating that the hoard must have been formed during the reign of this
sultan, i.e. during the first three decades of the 18th century. The machine minting of paras
was also introduced during the reign of this sultan, of which we found evidence in the hoard
from Bioska - 48 pieces were machine-made although hand-made paras were still dominant
(254 pieces of various weight, from 0.5 g to 1 g with an average weight of 0.7 g). This is
also an important characteristic of the hoard - the fact that there are machine-made and
hand-made pieces together, belonging to the same ruler, which were probably in circulation
simultaneously. All the money from this ruler originates from two mints, Constantinople
and Misir and is well-preserved but, unlike the machine-minted paras of regular shape,
the other, hand-minted paras are irregular in shape and poorly made. Two perforated and
damaged pieces from the mint in Misir date from the time of the next sultan, Mahmud I
(1730-1745). We believe that one poorly preserved and also perforated para of Abdulhamid I
from the Constantinople mint does not belong to the hoard, because of the significant hiatus
in comparison with the previous periods of reigns. The piece is interesting in itself because,
unlike other coins in the find, which bear only the year of the sultans’ accession to the throne,
it bears the exact year of issue (1187/13 AH), which shows that the para was issued in the
13th year of the sultan’s rule, i.e. in 1786.

Although the hoard from Bioska consists of small silver pieces, its material value is not small
and its significance as a historical source for studying the coinage and circulation of Turkish
money on the soil of Serbia cannot be ignored. The money from the hoard was in circulation
during the 18th century and was used mostly for small payments — for wages and taxes.
At that time, everything was calculated in grosch and one grosch was worth 40 paras. This
would mean that the contents of the hoard could pay the tax for eight inhabitants, which
amounted to 3 grosch per inhabitant, or the annual tax for around 30 mills, for which the
Utice area was especially known.
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In the 18th century, UZzice was an important trading and transit centre of southwestern
Serbia. The frequent Austro-Turkish wars impeded the city’s development, leaving serious
consequences on the life of the population, either because of war operations or because
of Turkish reprisals, but also because of the numerous taxes that, on the one hand, were
imposed by the central authority in order to improve the continuously deteriorating state of
its finances and, on the other, by the local Turkish administration.

On the basis of data we have at our disposal, three other hoards originate from the area of
Utzice, which, besides coins from several European countries, also contain Turkish money.
The hoard from the monastery of Klisura was deposited in the 19th century and the burial
of two of them - the hoard of silver money from the locality of Begluci and the hoard of
gold coins from Uzice itself, was undoubtedly linked with the Austro-Turkish wars and their
consequences: the great Austro-Turkish war waged during the last two decades of the 17th
century (Begluci) and the Austro-Turkish war of 1737-1739 (UZice).

We bound the time of depositing the hoard from Bioska to the period of the reign of Mahmud
1(1730-1745), limited broadly by the years of his rule because the marking of the year of issue
on Turkish money began only with the sultan Mustafa III (1757-1774). At the same time, his
poorly preserved and perforated paras, which seem to have been in circulation for a long
while before they were joined to the rest of the find, indicate a later year for the burial of
this hoard. Considering that we do not have precise monetary data, the terminus a quo of its
depositing could be 1737, i.e. the year when the Austro-Turkish war broke out - the third
in a row to have endangered the UZice region - and the causes and reasons for this were
numerous. The hazards caused by the war itself, which lasted from 1737 to 1739, when the
owner might have hidden it because of the turmoil of war and faced with direct pressure
from the enemy, or the circumstances resulting from the consequences of the war when, with
the return of the Turkish administration, the population of this area was exposed to great
oppression from the Janissaries and the accelerated process of forced labour. Testimony in
favour of this assumption is the valuable hoard of 19 gold pieces which belongs to the same
period and originates from the actual city of Uzice. Although it is not possible to reliably
establish the direct causes that forced the owner from Bioska to hide the money away, and
in this case one should not exclude reasons that are entirely personal in nature, the hoard
certainly represents one more in a series of testimonies of the war and inter-war perils which
deeply disrupted the life of the local population.

MEDALS FROM THE WORLD EXHIBITION IN PARIS IN 1889
AND THE PARTICIPATION OF THE KINGDOM OF SERBIA

Summary

Key words: World Exhibition, Paris, Serbia, medals

Descriptions shedding light on the participation of the Kingdom of Serbia in the World
Exhibition in Paris, in 1889, have been published on different occasions. Regardless of the
types and aims of the accounts dealing with this event, the success of its participation was
most often measured by the number of awards it received. With 372 awards, 185 of which
were medals and the rest, certificates of commendation, Serbia broke a kind of record that
was never achieved again. The National Museum in Belgrade has four medals in its collection,
produced for the organisation of this event. The need to establish their historical context
more precisely, as well as their numismatic identity, encouraged research that has brought
new facts to light regarding this material. It reminds us that the medal is a complex source
for the more thorough examination of certain events in cultural history.
