A HOARD OF ROMAN SILVER COINS
FROM THE VILLAGE OF SUPSKA NEAR CUPRIJA
(SUPSKA II) *

Abstract: The Supska II hoard of Roman coins contains 933 denarii and two antonin-
ians. It was discovered in the village graveyard in the village of Supska in the imme-
diate neighbourhood of ancient Horreum Margi (present-day Cuprija), an important
point on the Viminacium - Naissus via publica. Despite incomplete archaeological
evidence on the site, we can assume that in the immediate vicinity of Supska there was
an agricultural estate and that this find constituted the savings of the owner of a villa.
The earliest specimens in the find are the denarii of Marcus Antonius/Galba, and the
last are the denarii of Maximinus I, dated to between January/autumn (?) of 236, and
the beginning or first three months of 238. There may be several, different reasons
for burial, given the broad approximation of the date to during the short-lived rule of
Maximinus I - internal fiscal policy and the violence of the local administrations when
collecting taxes, the campaigns against the Sarmati and Dacians, about which histori-
ography has little to tell, or the preparations for the campaign Maximinus was going to
launch against Rome at the beginning of AD 238. The probability that the hoard was
not collected in its entirety at the site where it was found, leaves open the question as
to the cause of its burial.

A hoard of Roman silver coins from the village of Supska, near Cuprija, was dis-
covered in the village graveyard in April, 1995, while a grave was being dug for a fu-
neral. Through the MUP (Ministry for Internal Affairs) of the Republic of Serbia, 935
specimens of silver coins (933 denarii and two antoninians) arrived in the National
Museum in Belgrade, in November 1996. The coins covered the span of time from
the triumvirate of M. Antonius, then Galba, to Maximinus I (Table 1).2

The Supska II find is one of three well-known hoards of Roman money from the
territory of Serbia, ending with specimens of Maximinus I. The other two hoards are
from the fortress of Ravna on the Danube® and from the village of Mehovine, locat-
ed in the neighbourhood of Sabac.* Taking into account the Roman division of the
provinces, the hoards from Ravna and Supska (II) originated in the territory of Up-
per Moesia, while Mehovine was the only find from this period deposited in Lower
Pannonia. There are conspicuously few known hoards from the times of Maximinus
Thrax in the neighbouring provinces, with the exception of Thrace, where there were
four (Sofia, Plovdiv, Orjahovo and an unknown locality).” In neighbouring Lower
Moesia, there was one find, Sanadinovo,® whereas in the territory of Dacia, not one
hoard is known from this period. Nor has any larger number of finds been record-
ed in the nearby western provinces. Thus, we only know of one from Upper Panno-
nia, Csapon in present-day Hungary.” From Noricum, on the very border with Up-
per Pannonia and in the immediate vicinity of Ptuj (Poetovio), there was a hoard
from Leskovec in present-day Slovenia.® Further westwards, in the territory that in
ancient times belonged to Italy, two more finds are known from the times of Maxi-
minus Thrax, the first from near Postojna and the other from the hinterland of Tri-
este, Monrupino.’

The village of Supska is situated on the right bank of the Morava river at a dis-
tance of roughly 4.5 km from Cuprija. The village graveyard, where the hoard was
unearthed lies 1.2 km north-west of the centre of Supska, on the borderline with the
village of Vlaska. At the opposite end of Supska, approx. 1.90 km south-east of the
village centre, on the Mucava section, one more hoard of Roman coins, Supska I*°
was discovered in 1955. The village is very near the ancient Horreum Margi (pres-
ent-day Cuprija), an important point on the Viminacium - Naissus road."" According
to ancient sources, a settlement is known to have existed here even in the first cen-
tury, and, at the end of the 2nd or the beginning of the 3rd century, it obtained the
status of a municipium.'? Strategically well positioned, on the confluence of the Ra-
vanica river and the Morava, Horreum Margi was an important station for supply-
ing the garrisons on the Danube, which, besides the name itself, is confirmed by the
archaeologically documented remains of the horrea, as well as warehouses used for
other purposes.” Within the castrum, two important hoards of Roman coins dating

from the 4th and 5th centuries were also unearthed. The first, recorded in the litera-
ture as Find II, was discovered while digging the foundations for an artillery school
for non-commissioned officers, in 1924." Very close to that hoard, another large find
of Roman coins, dating from the same period, was unearthed inside the same facili-
ty, in 1986. (Find I)."”

We know that during the period of Antiquity, in the territory of present-day Ser-
bia, agriculture and the exploitation of mineral ores were the basic branches of the
economy. The well-developed network of roads, as well as the possibility of using
waterways, enabled a lively trade and the transport of raw materials from Viminaci-
um to Naissus, as testified by the numerous road posts and stops for changing hors-
es (mansiones and mutationes).' In the economy of Horreum Margi, crafts occupied
an important place, in addition to commerce and agriculture. The existence in Late
Antiquity was confirmed of a state workshop for making shields (Scutaria Horreo-
margensis)."”

As opposed to other regions in Serbia (Macva and Pocerina, the Leskovac and
Krus$evac valleys, and the area around Ni$), no remains have been documented so
far, attesting to the existence of a vicus, pagus or villa rustica'® near Horreum Margi
or Supska. In the broader neighbourhood, surveys and small test-trenches have shed
light on the existence of remains of different types of settlements,'® as well as traces of
fortifications defending the roads leading to the interior of the province.?’ In spite of
the lack of archaeological evidence in the field, one can assume that there were agri-
cultural estates in the immediate neighbourhood of Supska, which several factors in-

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dicate. The position in the direct vicinity of Horreum Margi, in an important farming
region, next to a highway, the find of another hoard of coins (Supska I) in the same
village, as well as the successive thesauration that was noticed in the Supska II find,
which is the topic of this contribution, suggests that this find constituted the sav-
ings of the owner of the villa. Supporting this assumption is the fact that most of the
hoards of coins in the territory of Upper Moesia, with the last specimens of coins dat-
ed to the 3rd century, were deposited close to the via publica, or a local, vicinal road.

Though some of these hoards were scattered and precise data is missing on the
condition of the find, one notices a longer period of thesauration in the majority of
them, which leads to the conclusion that the savings were the assets of one fami-
ly. This circumstances links the finds of coins with the farming estates that devel-
oped naturally near communication routes. At the same time, equally, for particular
hoards of coins from the territories of Upper Moesia, Lower Pannonia and Dalma-
tia, which were discovered within the borders of present-day Serbia, a link was ar-
chaeologically confirmed with a specific agricultural estate.?* All these circumstanc-
es point to it being very likely that both of the Supska hoards (Supska I and II) were
connected with a villa rustica, which unfortunately, has not yet been verified by finds
in the field.

The Supska II find consists of 933 denarii and two antoninians, spanning a time
frame from the triumvirate of Marcus Antonius BC 32-31 and Galba (68-69 AD) to
Maximinus I (236-238 AD), and it has the following composition:

treasure from Cortanovci (tpq. 210) is linked with the remains of a villa rustica near the village, cf. Bori¢-Bresk-
ovi¢ and Vojvoda 2011, 13-14, note 21; the hoard from Mehovine (tpq. 238; Nero-Maximinus I) was found in close
proximity to a villa rustica, ¢f. Bori¢-Breskovi¢ and Vojvoda 2012, 28, note 21.

22 When publishing the hoard of Roman coins from Mehovine, we compared the compositions of analogous finds
from the territory of Serbia (Mehovine, Ravna, Supska II) in percentages, cf. Bori¢-Breskovi¢ and Vojvoda 2012,
30, Table 2. At that time, the Supska II hoard had not been fully processed, so some of Caracalla’s Caesar issues

were included in his Augustus series. For that reason the percentages for S. Severus and Caracalla in the current
work (Table 2) differ to some extent from those published in the hoard from Mehovine (for S. Severus, the correct
percentage is 44.30 instead of 44.60, and for Caracalla, it is 8.10 instead of 7.81). At the same time, the remaining
percentages differ somewhere by 0.01 because on that occasion, an illegible specimen was not taken into account
(Cat. 935), as it was underlined during publication, cf. Bori¢-Breskovi¢ and Vojvoda 2012, 29, note 26; 31, note 31.

The find from Supske II contains coins of 32 rulers and members of their fami-
lies, covering a period of 270 years. The largest percentages, by far, apply to the coin-
ages of Septimius Severus (44.30%), followed by the issues of Elagabalus (9.41%) and
Caracalla (8.10%) (Table 2, Graph 1). Viewed altogether, the largest percentage in
the hoard falls in the 3rd century, i.e. to the time from Septimius Severus to Maximi-
nus I, which comes to 68.24%. The issues of Antoninus Pius (9.10%) are represent-
ed approximately in the same amounts as those of Elagabalus and Caracalla, where-
as those of Commodus (7.38%) and Marcus Aurelius (5.45%) slightly lagged behind.
The analysis shows that the major portion of savings accumulated in the course of
the 3rd century and that thesauration began in the time of Antoninus Pius, and con-
tinued in the time of Marcus Aurelius and Commodus, whilst its intensity was high-
est in the time of Septimius Severus. The specimens of Marcus Antonius to Hadri-
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an were found to exist in smaller percentages in the find and were probably relicts of
earlier money in circulation, or some earlier savings. A comparison of the composi-
tion of the known hoards from the territory of Serbia with the last specimens from
the time of Maximinus I, Mehovine, Ravna and Supska II, already permitted us to
observe discrepancies in the representation of coins according to centuries (Table
4). Even though we observed the highest percentage for the 3rd century issues in the
Supska II find, this percentage was far lower than in the case of Mehovine and Ravna.
Consequently, in the Supska II hoard, a higher percentage was recorded for the 2nd
century rulers, even up to three times as many as in the other two hoards. Therefore,
it proceeds that thesauration in the hoards from Ravna and Mehovine was shorter
and that it commenced somewhat later, in the time of Septimius Severus.?

When analysing data on the annual inflow in the Supska II hoard, we obtained
slightly different results. (Table 3, Graph 2). In the first place, they refer to the coin-
age of Elagabalus for whom the largest annual inflow was recorded, and next, for that
of Caracalla. A larger annual inflow in the example of Galba, Otho, Vitelius and Titus
resulted from their short-lived reigns, while in the case of Trajan, Hadrian and Alex-
ander Severus, this inflow did not essentially change with respect to the percentage
of their overall representation in the find. In the further analysis of individual peri-
ods of rulers in the Supska IT hoard, among other things, we made a more detailed di-
vision of the inflow of coins according to years within the limit of each of the reigns.

The earliest specimen in the Supska II find was a legionary denarius of Marcus An-
tonius from 32/31 BC (Cat. 1). In the Danubian-Balkan provinces, these denarii were
present in 2nd century hoards, and sporadically in hoards of the 3rd century.** In the
Supska II find, it share was 0.11%, and 0.46% at the annual level (Table 2, 3, Graph 1, 2).

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Next, a rare specimen of Galba (Cat. 2) with the reverse legend DIVA AVGVSTA
(Livia stg.), represented 0.11% of the find, and 1.87% at the annual level.

Also, both specimens of Otho belonged to the rarer issues (Cat. 3, 4). They were
specimens with the reverse legend PAX ORBIS TERRARVM (Pax stg.) and SECVRI-
TAS P R (Securitas stg.), and their share was 0.21%, or 7.43% at the annual level (Ta-
ble 2, 3, Graph 1, 2).”

The coinage of Vitellius was represented by one denarius (Cat. 5), and accounted
for 0.11% in the find and 1.38% at the annual level.

The issues of Vespasian and members of his family were represented by 29 pieces,
minted between 69/70 and 78/79. Of that number, 23 denarii and 13 different types,
as well as one denarius that we could not determine accurately, belonged to Vespa-
sian (Cat. 6-28). Among the Caesar issues, five coins were minted for Titus — 3 types
(Cat. 29-33), and only one for Domitian (Cat. 34). Altogether, they constituted 3.10%
in the find, accounting, at the annual level, for 2.72%, and we noted that the majority
of the specimens belonged to the beginning and the end of Vespasian’s rule (69/70 —
7 specimens; 78/79 — eight specimens).

Titus and Domitian’s sole issues were represented by three specimens for each of
them (Cat. 35-37 — two types, Cat. 38-40 - three types), which for each of them, indi-
vidually, came to 0.32% of the total number of coins in the find. The percentage at the
annual level, however, was significantly higher for Titus (5.63%) than for Domitian
(0.28%), who was represented by a specimen from the first issue dating from the year
82 and, subsequently, with two specimens from 90/91 AD. (Table 2, 3, Graph 1, 2).

Trajan’s issues were represented by 29 denarii (Cat. 41-69), 22 different types and
six variants, among which two specimens (Cat. 50, 51) were mistakenly described in
RIC, as the aureus. We refer to the denarii IMP TRAIANO AVG GER DACP M TR P
with the reverse COS V P P S P Q R OPTIMO PRINC (Aequitas stg. 1., hld. scales and
cornucopiae).*® We recorded the 3.10% share of Trajan’s specimens, as having a 1.36%
annual inflow. All the specimens were minted between the years 98/99 and 114-117,
and the largest number (16) were dated to between 103-111 AD.

Hadrian’s coinage, with a total of 18 denarii, were from the period between 119
and 138 AD. Sixteen denarii belonged to Hadrian himself (Cat. 70-85), while Sabi-
na, and Antoninus Pius as Caesar, appeared on one denarius each (Cat. 86, Cat. 87).
The percentage of Hadrian’s issues amounted to 1.92%, while the inflow at the annu-
al level was lower — 0.86%. In the group of 16 of Hadrian’s denarii, 13 different types
were registered, among them a rarer specimen bearing the reverse legend COS III
(Spes adv. L.).

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In the larger group of denarii from the time of Antoninus Pius (85), 43 specimens
(Cat. 88-130) were minted for Antoninus Pius himself, one was minted for Faustina
I (Cat. 131), 19 for the deified Faustina I (Cat. 132-150), 11 belonged to Marcus Au-
relius as Caesar (Cat. 151-161) and 11 to Faustina II (Cat. 162-172). In all, their share
in the find was 9.10%, with an annual inflow of 3.52%. As we have mentioned, the
coins before the year 138, constituted the remainder of earlier savings, and the num-
ber of pieces gradually grew from the time of Antoninus Pius. With the exception
of the undated specimens of the deified Faustina I (141 AD and later), the inflow in
the hoard until the year 147 mainly consisted of one coin a year (except from 140-
143 AD, when it was two denarii). From 147, specimens of Faustina II were included
(147, and later). Thus, six specimens were recorded for 148/49, whereas during the
years 150-152, the inflow again fell to one coin a year. Starting from the year 152, un-
til 160, between three and five new specimens were recorded for each year, while the
undated issues of Antoninus Pius (six pieces) should be added for the period from
145 to 161, and from the year 141, the deified Faustina I (19 pieces), as well. In all, it
proceeds that the period from 147 can be singled out clearly for a larger inflow and
that, perhaps, it is roughly the time when the thesauration of the hoard began.

Among the denarii of Antoninus Pius, one can distinguish 32 types that were mint-
ed between the years 138 and 159/161. We singled out three denarii (Cat. 122-124) with
the reverse legend TEMPL DIVI AVG REST COS IIII (Octastyle temple, in which are
std. statues of Divus Augustus and Livia), which are known in RIC, only as aurei.?® The
specimens of Faustina I, minted during her lifetime (until 141) were represented only
by one coin and, as usual, by a much larger number of her coins (19), after her death,
among which there were 12 types. In the Caesar issues of Marcus Aurelius we singled
out nine, and among the specimens minted for Faustina II, six different types.

The issues of Marcus Aurelius encompassed 51 denarii, of which 29 (Cat. 173-
201) belonged to Marcus Aurelius himself, four to Lucius Verus (Cat. 202-205), two
to Commodus as Caesar (Cat. 206-207), ten to Faustina II (Cat. 208-217), one to the
consecrative coinage of Faustina II (Cat. 218) and five specimens to Lucilla (Cat. 219-
223). Their share in the find was 5.45%, with an annual inflow of 2.51% (Table 2, 3;
Graph 1, 2). Bearing in mind all the dated issues of Marcus Aurelius, Lucius Verus
and Commodus as Caesar, it emerges that from the year 165 and beyond, the annual
inflow in the hoard steadily consisted of two to four pieces. To this, one should add
the undated issues of Faustina I (10 pieces), spanning the period of 161-175 AD,*
one specimen of the consecrative coinage for Faustina II dated to 176-180, as well as
the issues of Lucilla (5 pieces), whose issues were attributed to the interval between
164-169.

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The range of issues of Marcus Aurelius covered 23 different types, among them
two with fewer variants of the obverse image. For Lucius Verus, we distinguished four
types, then there were two types for Commodus as Caesar, seven types and one con-
secration type for Faustina II, and six types for Lucilla, none of which indicated any
digression from the known types.

Commodus’ imperial issues were represented by 69 denarii. Sixty-two specimens
belonged to Commodus himself (Cat. 224-285), three pieces to the consecrative coin-
age of Marcus Aurelius (Cat. 286-288) and four denarii to Crispina (Cat. 289-292).
Their share in the find came to 7.38%, and the annual inflow was 5.40% (Table 2, 3;
Graph 1, 2). The dated specimens from the time of Commodus encompassed the pe-
riod from December 180 to December 192 AD. Until the year 184, the inflow was
within the limits of the average annual level, only to decline in 185 and 186, to two
or three pieces. A larger inflow (nine pieces) was recorded in 187, and the next two
years were again within the limits of the average yearly inflow (four specimens). An-
other drop was noted in the year 190 (two pieces), followed by an increase (six coins)
in 191, while we registered the largest inflow for the year 192 (19 coins).

The issues for Commodus himself covered 39 types, one of which was more un-
usual, with the reverse legend IOVI DEFENS SALVTIS AVG (Jupiter stg. r., r. foot
drawn back, hld. spear in I, hand and in act to hurl thunderbolt with r.; in field, sev-
en stars).”® All three specimens of the consecrative coinage of Marcus Aurelius were
represented by different types, and among them one variant, as well.*» Commodus is-
sues for Crispina were represented by four types, without any digressions from the
known ones.

The issues of Septimius Severus and his sons were the most numerous in the find.
In all, their share consisted of 489 specimens (Cat. 298-786). Altogether, it amount-
ed to 52.40% (44.30% for Septimius Severus, 8.10% for Caracalla) of the coins repre-
sented in the hoard, and at the annual level, 22.10% for the issues of S. Severus and
14.30% for the issues of Caracalla. Besides the issues from the Roman mint (475 de-
narii and one antoninian), also present, although in a lesser number (13), were the
denarii of the eastern mints (Emesa, Laodicea and Alexandria). They were minted
for Septimius Severus (10), Julia Domna (two) and Caracalla (one), while all the de-
narii of Geta originated from the Roman mint. Almost all the specimens of Septimi-
us Severus (Cat. 503-511), produced in two eastern mints, were dated to the time of
his sole reign, while one (Cat. 512) was dated to his co-rulership with Caracalla. Two
denarii of Julia Domna from the eastern mints (Cat. 582-583) were also dated to the
said two periods of the reign, and one specimen of Caracalla (Cat. 650) from Laodi-
cea ad Mare is attributed to the period of Severus and Caracalla’s joint rule.

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The numerous specimens of the Roman mint were represented in the find by 77
issues, spanning the time from 193 to 217 AD. The sole rule of Septimius Severus
(193-198) was marked by 142 coins, S. Severus and Caracalla’s joint rule (198-209) —
by 246 coins, S. Severus, Caracalla and Geta (209-211) - by 13 coins, Caracalla and
Geta (211-212) - by 12 coins and the sole reign of Caracalla (212-217) - by 63 spec-
imens (Table 5-9).

The period of the sole reign of Septimius Severus was represented in the Supska
II find by 142 specimens, distributed in 19 issues (Table 5). The most numerous were
the issues of Severus himself (102 pieces - 15 issues), then of Julia Domna (23 pieces —
six issues) and Caracalla (17 pieces — six issues). Only the denarii of Severus were
dated to the first two years of his rule, distributed in four issues (one issue was dated
to 193, and three issues, to 194), but the number of specimens was small - two were
from the year 193, and six from 194. Among them, we singled out a rather unusual
denarius (Cat. 300) with the reverse legend VICT AVG TR P II COS II P P (Victo-
ry adv. r,, hld. wreath and palm).* In the following year of 195, we observed a more
tangible increase of coins being added to the hoard (29 pieces - three issues), and be-
sides the specimens of Severus himself, we saw the denarii of Julia Domna (Graph 3).
In the ensuing year, there was a minor decline in the inflow (17 pieces - three issues)
and apart from the specimens of the Severus married couple, a denarius of Caracal-
la appeared, coinciding with the beginnings of coinage in his name and his procla-
mation as Caesar. The largest increase in the inflow of coins into the hoard was not-
ed for the year 197. At the same time, this was the year with the most diverse issues
in the hoard (56 pieces — 7 issues). The majority of these were the coinage of Sever-
us himself (39), followed by Caracalla (10) and Julia Domna (7). There was a rarer
denarius of Caracalla (Cat. 588), coined on the occasion of his appointment as Pon-
tifex, with the reverse legend FELICITATEM PVBLICAM (Felicitas stg. 1., hld. cadu-
ceus and sceptre).*® Attributed to the first half of 198, that is to say, until Caracalla’s
inauguration as Augustus, were 32 specimens, minted in two issues for all three fam-
ily members.

Representing the co-rule of Septimius Severus and Caracalla in the Supska II
find were 246 denarii, which came from 40 issues (Table 6). A considerable number
of specimens (23), coined for all the members of the family, including Geta, belonged
to the first issues, dated to June 198. Only four denarii were added to the hoard un-
til the end of that year. They had been issued for S. Severus and Caracalla, in an ar-
rangement of two issues. Examining the inflow of coins in 198 altogether, we noticed
that the largest inflow of coins was recorded for that very year (59 pieces). (Graph 3).
The presence was established of an unusual denarius of Geta (Cat. 651), bearing the

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reverse legend FELICITAS TEMPOR (Felicitas clasping hands with Geta),* minted
in a special issue to mark his proclamation as Caesar. On the denarius of Julia Dom-
na from the first issues in 198, we also noted a variant in the reverse image.*® There
was a visible decline in the inflow of coins in the following year of 199, which fell to
the level recorded for the year 196. All the members of the family were represented
in the coinage, in an arrangement of three issues. We distinguished a rare denarius
of Caracalla (Cat. 605) from the special issue marking the Parthian Victory, with the
reverse legend SECVRIT ORBIS (Securitas std. r. by altar, propping head on r. hand
and hld. sceptre).”® In the course of the year 200, a lesser increase was observed in
the inflow of coins (22 pieces - five issues), which remained at the same level in the
following year of 201 (22 pieces - four issues). Coins of all the members of the fami-
ly were present for both years. We noted a rare denarius of Geta (Cat. 660) from the
sixth issue (in the year 200), with the reverse legend PRINC IVVENTVT (Geta stg.
1., hld. branch and spear; behind, trophy).’” Dated to the same year and belonging to
a special issue were three rarer denarii of Septimius Severus (Cat. 419-421), bearing
the reverse legend MONETA AVGG (Moneta std. L., hld. scales and corunucopiae).®®
In the year 202, another lesser decline in the inflow was noticed (14 pieces — two is-
sues), although specimens of all the family members were still represented, with the
addition of coinage for Plautilla, as well. Roughly the same inflow prevailed for the
year 203 (13 coins), and specimens of all five family members appeared within the
scope of three issues. There was also a rarer specimen of Septimius Severus (Cat.
447) from a special issue, believed to have been in connection with the construction
of the aqueduct in Carthage (?), bearing the reverse legend INDVLGENTIA AVGG
IN CARTH (Dea Caelestis riding r., on lion, hld. drum and sceptre; below, waters
gushing from the rock).* The year 204 was marked by a larger inflow of coins again
(34 pieces - four issues), and most of the coins belonged to the January (13th) issue.
Coins of all five members of the family were present. Of the rare specimens, we sin-
gled out the denarius of Caracalla (Cat. 614) from the special issue dedicated to the
Secular Games, with the reverse legend COS LVDOS SAECVL FEC (Bacchus, on L.,
stg. r., hld cup and thyrsus; facing him, Hercules on r., stg. 1., hld. club and lion-skin;
at feet of Bacchus, L, panther).* In the next year of 205, we noticed a mild decline (21
pieces - six issues), in which the coins of four members of the family were represent-
ed. Plautilla was missing, whose coinage, otherwise, ceased that year with the Janu-
ary (15th) issue. We noticed the presence of several unusual denarii, one of which

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belonged to Septimius Severus (Cat. 460) and one to the special issue marking the
consulship of Caracalla and Geta, with the reverse legend LIBERALITAS AVGG V
(Liberalitas stg. 1., hld. account-board and cornucopiae).* We also singled out two
rare specimens of Geta: the first (Cat. 680) originating from a special issue to mark
the fifth anniversary of Geta being proclaimed Princeps Iuventutis, with the reverse
legend MINERVA (Minerva stg. L, leaning on shield and hld. spear),* and the sec-
ond (Cat. 683) belonging a special issue, issued to mark the first anniversary of the
Secular Games, and bearing the reverse legend FELICITAS AVGG (Felicitas stg. L.,
hld. caduceus and cornucopiae).*® In 206, there was a mild increase in the inflow (23
pieces — two issues) with specimens of all the family members. The same trend was
present in the subsequent year of 207 (27 pieces — four issues), but for the first time
since 197, there were no specimens of Julia Domna, nor any specimens of Geta from
198. One of Caracalla’s denarii, classified among the rarer coins (Cat. 637), bore the
reverse legend VIRTVS AVGG (Caracalla in military dress, stg. front, head r., hld.
spear and parazonium; to 1., river-god reclining, to r., two captives) and was attribut-
ed to the special issue »Victory in Africa«.* In the next year of 208, a sharp decline
came about in the inflow (12 pieces — two issues), and again, only specimens of Septi-
mius Severus and Caracalla were present. We singled out a rare denarius of Caracalla
(Cat. 638) with the reverse legend PONTIF TR P XI COS III (Caracalla on horseback
r., hld. spear). It originated from a special issue marking the departure for Britain.*
A slight increase in the inflow compared to the previous year was registered for 209
(14 pieces — two issues), except that the coinage of all the members of the family was
present, once again.

Thirteen denarii belonged to the joint rule of Septimius Severus, Caracalla and
Geta. Of that number 12 originated from two issues, both dated to 210, and were is-
sued separately for the male members of the family (Table 7). A mild reduction in the
inflow of coins was recorded for that year. The only denarius from 211, minted while
Septimius Severus was still alive, belonged to Geta. It originated from a special issue
known as »Return to Rome« - with the reverse legend PONTIF TR P III COS II (Fe-
licitas stg. L., hld. cornucopiae and long caduceus) and it is counted among the rarer
coinages (Cat. 698).%

After the death of Septimius Severus, 12 denarii in the Supska II find belonged to
the time of the brief joint rule of Caracalla and Geta, classified as originating from
four issues (Table 8). From the second part of 211, there were nine specimens that
came from three issues — two were consecrative coins of Severus, and the rest of the

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denarii belonged to Caracalla and Geta. In viewing the whole of 211, before and af-
ter the death of Septimius Severus, we observed a slightly lesser inflow of coins than
in the previous year. Three denarii of Julia Domna belonged to the only January is-
sue in 212.

Caracalla’s sole reign began with a first issue in the year 212, in March, which was
represented in the find by eight denarii minted for Caracalla (Table 9). On the whole,
this year indicated a mild increase in the inflow of coins, in comparison to the previ-
ous year. In the following year of 213, we observed a visible increase in the inflow (22
pieces - three issues), and specimens of Caracalla and Julia Domna were present. We
distinguished a rarer denarius of Caracalla (Cat. 745), from the 4th issue with the re-
verse legend P M TR P XVI COS IIII P P (Hercules stg. 1., hld. branch and club with
lion-skin).*” A certain decline in the inflow was noticed for the year 214 (16 pieces -
one issue), with the presence of the denarii of Caracalla and Julia Domna. The ten-
dency of a decline continued in 215, as well. However, there were more issues repre-
sented (7 pieces - four issues), featuring both members of the family. In the following
year of 216, the inflow was roughly the same (8 pieces — one issue), and besides de-
narii, an antoninian of Julia Domna appeared (Cat. 782). The final year of Caracalla’s
reign, 217 AD, was represented by only two specimens and one issue, which corre-
sponded with the level of the inflow of coins in the hoard in the year 193, i.e. the first
year of the rule of Septimius Severus.

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The issues of Macrinus in the Supska II hoard are represented by three denarii -
two were struck for Macrinus himself (Cat. 787-788) and one for Diadumenian (Cat.
789). Their share in the find is 0.32% with an annual inflow of 2.36%. Both of Mac-
rinus’ denarii belonged to undated issues, while the denarius of Diadumenian with
the obverse legend M OPEL ANT DIADVMENIAN CAES, can be dated to between
May 217 and May 218.%

Elagabalus’ coinage with 88 specimens altogether encompasses the period from
mid-July 218 to the year 222. Elagabalus’ share was 56 denarii and one antoninian
(Cat. 790-846), that of Julia Paula was one denarius (Cat. 847), of Julia Soemia, ten
(Cat. 848-857) and Julia Maesa, 20 denarii (Cat. 858-877). The percentage of Elagab-
alus’ issues in the find came to a high 9.41%, with an annual inflow of 21.94%, rank-
ing them second, right after the issues of Septimius Severus (Table 2-3, Graph 1-2).
Among the specimens coined for Elagabalus himself, we distinguished 32 types, 84
were from the Rome mint (of that number one was an antoninian — Cat. 804), and
four were from the mint in Antioch. As for the denarii of Julia Soemia (10), we only
observed two, and six types in the denarii of Julia Maesa (29). There were no digres-
sions from the known kinds.

The issues of Alexander Severus accounted for 56 denarii, 47 of which belonged
to Alexander Severus himself, represented by 34 types (Cat. 878-924), and nine de-
narii belonged to Julia Mamaea, distributed in five types (Cat. 925-933). They were
minted between the years 222 and 235, their share in the find was 6.00%, with an
annual inflow of 4.03%. The majority of Alexander Severus’ denarii (44) originat-
ed from the mint in Rome, while only three came from the Antioch mint. Among
the specimens from the Rome mint, we singled out a rarer denarius (Cat. 905) with
the reverse legend LIBERTAS AVG (Liberalitas stg. 1., hld. abacus and cornucopi-
ae),” and among the Antioch specimens, a denarius (Cat. 924) with the reverse leg-
end SALVS PSVLAS (sic!) (Salus std. L., feeding snake coiled round altar; in field 1.,
star).”® Among the denarii of Julia Mamaea, we observed only one variant of the ob-
verse image (Cat. 933), while there were no other digressions from the known types.

The find contained only one denarius of Maximinus I (Cat. 934), thus account-
ing for a share of 0.11%, and an annual inflow of 0.46%. At the same time, this spec-
imen marks the end of the hoard from Supske II,** although one should not exclude
the likelihood that a part of the find had been scattered and that a certain number of
specimens were missing. The legend on the obverse of this denarius is MAXIMIN-
VS PIVS AVG GERM (Bust r., dr., cuir.), and on its reverse, PAX AVGVSTI (Pax stg.
L, hld. branch and sceptre). The honorary title Germanicus Maximus (it appears on

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coins only as Germanicus) was conferred on Maximinus I in the summer (?) of 236.%
The reverse legend, according to the authors of RIC belongs to a series of undated
coins, in group II and the specimen was broadly dated to around January AD 236 to
March/April AD 238.> According to BMC it would have belonged to Issue 3 from
roughly late AD 236 to 237.>* Ann Robertson, referring to Carson’s division into two
issues and six officinae, classifies it in the second issue and attributes its origin to the
second officina, dating it to approximately AD 236 (late) to AD 238 (early),” whilst
Alram classifies it in the issues 4-6, emitted in the autumn of 236 to March/April
(?) 238.%° In any case, the last specimen in the Supska II hoard, according to the ref-
erence literature, is dated to between January / the autumn (?) of 236, to the begin-
ning or first three months of the year 238, which would also be the starting-point for
determining the tpq. of the find. Meanwhile, this type of Maximinus I is one of the
specimens with which the Mehovine hoard*” terminates. Another, analogous hoard
from Ravna ends in specimens belonging to Maximinus I that are dated from Febru-
ary/March 235 to December 236 However, that find contained a specimen of his son
Maximus with the title GERM in the obverse legend,* a circumstance that places the
dating of the hoard from Ravna within the same parameters where the Supska II and
Mehovine hoards belong.

Maximinus’ short-lived rule began by military acclamation in Mainz, in Febru-
ary/March 235, after he had previously organised the murder of Alexander Severus
and his mother.*® After the German campaign, he spent most of the year 236, fighting
against the free Dacians and Sarmatians.® He chose Sirmium as his seat because of
its favourable geographical position on the frontier, opposite the barbarians, and this
city remained his headquarters till the very end of his rule.®* He had his son Maximus
proclaimed Caesar, and this event probably coincided with the celebration of the vic-
tory over the Germanic tribes (Victoria Germanica), and the co-regents, subsequent-

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ly, officially assumed the title Germanicus Maximus.* There is not a great deal of
historical data about the military operations Maximinus conducted against the bar-
barian Sarmati and Dacian tribes during 236 and 237, except the emperor’s simulta-
neous proclamations of the triumphal titles Sarmaticus Maximus and Dacicus Max-
imus (at the end of 236), attested in inscriptions, not on coins, and in the testimony
on the tombstone of a soldier who had fallen in Dacia.®® In the spring of 238, he was
planning a large expedition against the Germanic tribes, ** but his plans were thwart-
ed by internal trouble that spiralled out of his control.

In order to defend the Empire, the emperor had imposed stricter control in the
collection of taxes and exacted other, extraordinary payments. He resorted to the
most brutal measures and illegal procedures in his fiscal policy aimed at confiscating
both private and public property (the assets of cities in the provinces, including funds
meant for shows and festivals, gifts to the temples, statues to the gods, and the dec-
oration of public buildings).®® The wave of terror he had launched culminated at the
height of preparations for the large German campaign he was planning for the spring
of 238. The smouldering revolt® exploded into rebellion at the beginning of 238, first
of all in Africa, then in Rome, where the Senate declared him and his son enemies of
the state (hostes publici).”” Maximinus immediately set out from Sirmium for Rome,
paying out large sums of money (donativa) to the troops,® but his savage treatment
of officers at the siege of Aquileia (Bellum Aquileiense) had undermined discipline in
the army, and he was murdered beneath the walls of Aquileia in a military conspira-
cy in mid-April (?), in 238.%

Since the last specimen in the Supska II hoard is dated to a broader period, from
January/autumn (?) of 236 to the beginning or first three months of 238, there can be
diverse reasons for the owner of the villa burying his savings next to one of the main

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Balkan highways. Till the end of 237, this may have been due to the terror tactics
Maximinus’ agents used when collecting taxes or the expeditions against the Sarmati
and the Dacians, which required amassing troops and resources from the provinces
closest to the war zones. As for the later date - the first months of the year 238 - be-
sides the fiscal demands that had thoroughly exhausted the population, it may have
been in reaction to the news of the rebellions in Africa and in Rome, and the prepa-
rations to march on Italy. The likelihood that the hoard was not collected in its entire-
ty in the location where it was found, as well as the inability to precisely date the last
specimen in the Supska II hoard, leave the question open as to whether there were
one or more reasons for its burial.

« Each catalogue number contains only the standard basic data, arranged ac-
cording to the following criteria: the numbers referring to the individual reign-
ing emperor, and the members of the imperial family, living or deified; techni-
cal data about the coin (weight, diameter, and axis), the citation according to
the standard literature together with aditional notes on the coin, the minting
year, and the inventory number.

o The notes contain aditional information on coins and detailed citings of pos-
sible aberrations to examples documented in the standard literature. The term
»var.« is used after the standard citation to mark some minor differences be-
tween the coins published in the present catalogue and those in the standard
literature (i.e., busts or legends, etc.).

o The date of minting of individual coins follows the chronology based on the
relevant cited literature.

o All the coins are presented in photographic form, and their numeration on the
plates is coordinated with the catalogue numbers.

COINS OF THE BITHYNIAN MINT OF NICAEA
FROM THE VISE GROBALJA NECROPOLIS IN VIMINACIUM

SUMMARY

During extensive archaeological conservation exploration, which started in 1977 in
the area of the southern necropoles of Viminacium, 290 specimens of coins in all from
the Bithynian mint of Nicaea were discovered in one of the earliest — the Vise grobalja
locality. This accounts for 10.59% of all the catalogued coins from the necropolis (2,736
pieces), and 52.25% of the specimens of provincial mintage (555 pieces).

The large sample of provincial coinage from the Vi$e grobalja necropolis provides an
insight into the monetary circulation during the first half of the 3rd century in this
part of the Danubian region and Upper Moesia. Among the 555 pieces of provincial
coinage from the Vise grobalja necropolis, only 37 belong to the reign of Septimius
Severus, which is 6.66%, the majority of which came from the Macedonian mints.
During the reign of Septimius Severus and his sons and, subsequently, Elagabalus, the
situation changed and a two-fold increase in the presence of provincial bronze coins in
circulation was observed. From this period, 77 specimens were discovered at the Vise
grobalja necropolis, accounting for 13.87% of all provincial issues at the necropolis.
Once again, the majority of issues were from the Macedonian mints, primarily Stobi.
The most numerous issues of provincial coins appeared at the necropolis during the
period of Severus Alexander and Gordianus III (63.24%), with the majority of coins
belonging to the issues of Nicaea in Bithynia. Almost all the specimens of the period
from Philip I to Valerian I (5.40%) belong to the issues of the Viminacium and DACIA
mints, while only one specimen was registered as originating from the mint of Nicaea.
The oldest specimen of Nicaean coinage at the Vise grobalja necropolis belonged to
Antoninus Pius (1 piece), followed by the Augustan issues of Caracalla (6 pieces - 5 dif-
ferent types). Six pieces belonged to the coinage of Elagabalus, and 5 of these (3 types)
had been struck for Elagabalus himself and one for Julia Paula. Following were the most
numerous issues of Severus Alexander (195 pieces) and Julia Mamaea (6 pieces — 4
types). Among the specimens of Severus Alexander, there were 7 types of obverse leg-
ends, 29 different types or variants of reverse motives with military marks and 3 types
of other reverse images (an agnostic urn, Asclepius, a temple). Only one specimen from
the period of Maximinus I was present, minted for Maximus. Next were the issues of
Gordianus III (38 pieces — 17 types and variants of reverse images with military marks)
with one other specimen minted for Tranquilina. The latest specimen was from the time
of Traianus Decius, minted for Herennia Etruscilla. As for the undetermined specimens
(35 pieces), one can assume, with some reservation, that the majority of them, once
again, belonged to issues of Severus Alexander and Gordianus III.

Coins from the Bithynian mint of Nicaea were present in greater quantities in the
territory of Upper Moesia and, to a somewhat lesser extent, in the territory of Lower
Pannonia, starting from the end of the reign of Caracalla and, particularly, from the
time of Severus Alexander. What influenced the lower incidence of the Nicaean issues
of Gordianus III and their circulation in the Balkan and Danubian provinces, was the
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opening of the mint of provincial coins in Viminacium in 239 AD and, a little later, in
Dacia. After that, there was a visible shortage of coins from Nicaea in circulation in
the territory of Upper Moesia and Lower Pannonia, where the problem of the shortage
of bronze coins of smaller denominations seems to have been the most severe. The
highest concentration of finds of coins from Nicaea was observed to have been con-
nected with Viminacium and the Danube Limes, but also with the Sava waterway. The
Danube river route was very important for the needs of the military, and no less for the
lively trade being conducted along this waterway between the East and the West. The
finds of coins in Viminacium, as the capital of Upper Moesia and an important mili-
tary and trading centre in this part of the Danubian region, which reached the height
of its prosperity during the third and fourth decade of the 3™ century, are certainly a
good indicator of the circulation of money in its broader vicinity and in a good part
of the province.

FINDS OF ROMAN COINS FROM THE ARCHAEOLOGICAL EXCAVATIONS
IN 1967, AT THE LOCALITY OF USCE NEAR OBRENOVAC
(MUNICIPIUM SPODENT?)

SUMMARY

Key words: Roman Empire, finds of coins, Lower Pannonia, municipium Spodent

This paper discusses the finds of coins, originating from the archaeological explora-
tions of a Roman settlement near the village of Us¢e on the bank of the River Sava,
performed in 1967. This settlement can be identified with great reliability as the Ro-
man municipium Spodent (...), a town at the mid-point between the water route and
the southern land route between Sirmium and Singidunum, which was located in
the province of Lower Pannonia. The finds of coins testify to the long continuity of
habitation in this place during Antiquity, from the start of the 3™ century BC, to the
start of the 5" century AD. One may conclude on the basis of surface finds of Roman
provenance that the total area occupied by the settlement and its necropoles was be-
tween 70 and 120 hectares. During these archaeological explorations,116 specimens of
Roman coins was found, spanning the period from Claudius I to Valens, and they are
catalogued in this paper. Earlier published individual finds of money from the same
locality were also taken into consideration, for the sake of a better understanding of
the circulation of money. Among the 1,382 coins collected in this way, there are pieces
bearing the images of 70 rulers and members of their families, and certain regular
patterns, which can be expected for these periods, were observed on examining the
frequency of coins from particular periods. The composition of the finds of coins from
archaeological excavations in 1967 is particularly interesting. Bronze nominals were
dominant among the coins of the 2" and 3™ century, which is an indication of the live-
ly activity in this settlement, and of the high frequency of provincial coinage among
the coins belonging to the second quarter of the 3™ century. Attention should also be
drawn to the fact that the analysis of the coins indicated the likelihood that most of
the published coins from Usée, which belonged to the 4" century, originated from
scattered hoards, which may have been linked with the uncertain times that prevailed
in 374/375, with the incursions by the Quadi and the Sarmati into Pannonia, and in
the year 378, with the raids by the Goths, which were also registered in the immediate
neighbourhood. Unfortunately, the failure to adequately protect the Roman settlement
at Usce resulted in its almost complete devastation. And so, we can now research the
life of this settlement during the Roman period only by examining the small portion
of preserved movable finds. For the present, the coins that were in circulation in the
settlement remain the most reliable source for studying the events of that period.
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RIMSKI I RANOVIZANTIJSKI CARSKI OLOVNI PECATI
I1Z ZBIRKE NARODNOG MUZEJA U BEOGRADU

Apstrakt: U radu su prikazani carski olovni pecati iz zbirke Narodnog muzeja u Beo-
gradu. Rec je o deset rimskih i tri ranovizantijske plombe koje se, na osnovu predstava
na aversu, svrstavaju u Cetiri grupe opredeljene prema broju poprsja vladara. Najsta-
rija je plomba Julije Domne, dok najmladi pecat pripada vremenu vladavine cara Ju-
stinijana I. Medu plombama izdvaja se pecat tetrarha koje kruni$u dve Viktorije. Za
samo Cetiri primerka poznato je mesto nalaza. Tri rimska pedata poti¢u sa lokaliteta na
obali Dunava (Veliko Gradiste, Kostolac - Viminacijum, Dubravica - Margum), koji
su imali vaznu administrativnu ulogu i carinu na svojoj teritoriji. Cetvrta, vizantijska
plomba, otkrivena je u Zve¢anu, vaznom strateSkom mestu na ulazu u Ibarsku dolinu.

U Narodnom muzeju u Beogradu ¢uva se 13 rimskih i ranovizantijskih carskih
olovnih pecata. U Muzej su dospeli u vidu poklona ili otkupa. Za svega Cetiri primer-
ka poznato je mesto nalaza. Re¢ je o plombama otkrivenim u Velikom Gradistu, Du-
bravici ili rimskom Margumu, nepoznatom lokalitetu u okolini Kostolca i Zvecanu.
Svi pecati su opredeljeni u period od pocetka 3. do 6. veka. Rimske plombe zastuplje-
ne su sa deset primeraka, a ranovizantijske sa tri.

Rimski olovni pecati dele se, u zavisnosti od izdavaoca, na tri vrste. Prvoj pripa-
daju carski pecati, pecati fiskalne uprave i vojne administracije. U drugu vrstu spada-
ju pecati gradskih sluzbi, a u tre¢u privatnih lica.! Njihova osnovna uloga je da obe-
zbede sigurnost posiljke. Carske plombe pripadaju grupi sluzbenih pecata, u koju
jos spadaju i fiskalni i vojni, garantujudi fizicki integritet posiljke s ciljem slobodnog
prolaza na granici. Zapecacene posiljke jamcile su oslobodenje od carinskog poreza.?

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Na carskim pecatima prikazano je poprsje cara ili carice, aktuelnih zajednickih
vladara (sa ili bez natpisa) ili natpis DN, odnosno DDDNNN (Dominus Noster/Do-
mini Nostri).? Reljefni prikaz moze biti na jednoj ili obe strane i uvek je izraden u ka-
lupu.* Na primercima iz Narodnog muzeja predstave na reversu prisutne su samo na
tri ranovizantijska primerka (kat. br. 11-13). Na sva tri komada prikazana je Viktori-
ja spreda, sa glavom okrenutom nalevo, koja u levoj i desnoj ruci drzi lovorov venac,
ana jednom od njih, sa njene leve i desne strane, nalazi se krst (kat. br. 11). Natpis se
javlja na dva pecata, i to necitko oko poprsja vladara na primerku iz rimskog perioda
(kat. br. 7), i na komadu datovanom u vreme vladavine cara Justinijana (527-565) u
vidu legende DNIVS(TINI-ANVS)PPAVI.

Predstave na rimskim i ranovizantijskim peéatima iz Narodnog muzeja u Beogra-
du mogu se podeliti u etiri grupe:

« poprsje cara ili carice (5 kom.)

« poprsja dva cara ili cara i carice (4 kom.)
« poprsja tri vladara (3 kom.)

« poprsja Cetiri vladara (1 kom.)

Prvu grupu, dakle, ¢ine pecati sa prikazom poprsja cara ili carice. Re¢ je o Ceti-
ri rimska i jednom ranovizantijskom pecatu. Na jednom komadu vladar je prikazan
spreda (kat. br. 11), dok je na preostala Cetiri poprsje cara/carice okrenuto nadesno
(kat. br. 6, 7-8). Carica je prikazana sa pundom na zatiljku i haljinom preko poprsja
(kat. br. 1). Vladari su predstavljeni sa lovorovim vencem (kat. br. 4), odnosno dijade-
mom (kat. br. 7-8, 11), paludamentumom (kat. br. 6, 7, 11) i oklopom (kat. br. 6). Na
ranovizantijskom primerku car, osim dijademe i paludamentuma, na desnom ramenu
nosi fibulu, a oko glave nimb (kat. br. 11). Preciznije datovanje pecata iz ove, kao i iz
ostalih grupa, nije lako utvrditi, buduci da je uglavnom re¢ o losem i nejasnom otko-
vu. Ovde se, pre svega, misli na rimske pecate. Na osnovu analogija i poredenja sa stil-
skim karakteristikama na novcu, pecat sa poprsjem carice opredeljen je u prvu polovi-
nu 3. veka (kat. br. 1). Pretpostavlja se da je na njemu prikazan lik Julije Domne, Zene
Septimija Severa. Rimski pecati iz ove grupe sa poprsjem cara datuju se u kraj 3. i 4.
vek (kat. br. 6, 7-8). Na dva primerka je verovatno prikazan car Konstantin I (kat. br.
4, 8), dok tre¢i (kat. br. 7), porede(i sa prikazima na novcu, ima stilsko obelezje karak-
teristicno za nekoliko poslednjih godina vladavine Konstantina I i pocetak razdoblja
samostalne vladavine njegovih sinova.® Na ranovizantijskoj plombi prikazan je car Ju-
stinijan I (kat. br. 11).

Drugu grupu ¢ine pecati sa predstavom poprsja dva cara (1 kom.) ili cara i cari-
ce (3 kom.). Plomba sa prikazom dva cara, okrenuta jedan prema drugom, sa palu-
damentumom i oklopom (kat. br. 4) ne moze se preciznije datovati. Smesta se u $iri

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vremenski period, od 3. do tre¢e decenije 4. veka. Predstave cara i carice javljaju se na
jednom rimskom (kat. br. 10) i dva ranovizantijska pecata (kat. br. 12-13). Na prvom,
pravougaonom pecatu, car i carica nose haljine. Zbog nejasnog otkova nije moguce
utvrditi o kojim carskim figurama je re¢, ali se na osnovu obrisa ova plomba datuje u
4-5. vek (kat. br. 10). Na oba ranovizantijska pecata prikazane su identi¢ne predstave.
U pitanju su dva poprsja, cara levo i carice? desno, koji su predstavljeni spreda. Nose
krunu, paludamentum, fibulu na desnom ramenu, a izmedu njih se nalazi krst (kat.
br. 12-13). Pecati su opredeljeni u 6. vek.

Trecoj grupi pripadaju pecati sa prikazom poprsja tri vladara na aversu (kat. br.
2-3,9). Re¢ je o tri komada. U sva tri slucaja, car je prikazan u sredini, dok su figu-
re savladara predstavljene umanjeno sa strane i okrenute su ka vladaru. Na jednom
pecatu car nosi oklop (kat. br. 3), na ostalim paludamentum, kao i savladari (kat. br.
2, 9). Jedna plomba mozda nosi predstavu Trajana Decija, Herenija Etruska i Ho-
stilijana (kat. br. 3), na osnovu ¢ega se opredeljuje u drugu polovinu 3. veka, dru-
ga je na osnovu sli¢nih pecata datovana u 3. vek (kat. br. 2), a na trecoj su, kako se
pretpostavlja, prikazani Teodosije I, Honorije i Arkadije? (kat. br. 9). Kao i kod plom-
bi iz prethodne dve grupe, zbog slabog i nejasnog otkova identifikaciju poprsja sa po-
menutim vladarima treba uzeti sa rezervom.

Cetvrta grupa izdvojena je zbog jednog pecata na kojem su prikazane glave ce-
tiri tetrarha naspramno postavljene u dva reda (kat. br. 5). Izmedu glava u oba niza
nalazi se predstava Viktorije koja stoji spreda, a desnom i levom rukom drzi lovorov
venac, kojim ovencava tetrarhe. Pecat je, bez sumnje, opredeljen u period Tetrarhi-
je. Na$ primerak se razlikuje od do sada poznatih plombi sa prikazima tetrarha po
predstavama dve Viktorije,® od kojih prva u gornjem redu ovencava avguste, a druga
u donjem cezare (SI. 1).

Oblik plombi zavisio je od nacina kori$¢enja i fiksacije zapecacene robe. Pecati iz
Narodnog muzeja u Beogradu uglavnom su u obliku konusa (6 kom.), zatim kalote (3

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kom.) i plocice (4 kom.). Na svima se nalazi kanal za vrpcu. U osnovi, oni su ovalnog
(11 kom.), pravougaonog (1 kom.), odnosno nepravilnog oblika (1 kom.).

Upotreba pecata u antickom periodu bila je vrlo rasirena. Osnovna funkcija
plombi bila je obelezavanje vlasnika robe i raznih posiljki koje su, nakon transporta
do neke luke ili trgovackih centara na granicama provincija, carinjene.” Razliciti ti-
povi carskih pecata isklju¢uju bilo kakav opis na osnovu kojeg bi se precizno utvrdi-
lo u koju su svrhu iskori$ceni, ali se generalno ¢ini da su plombe ovog tipa, nadene
u provincijama, bile pri¢vr§cene za zalihe otpremane za vojsku, i nisu dokaz carevog
prisustva na odredenom prostoru. Zalihe su mogle da sadrze hranu, odecu i oruzje,
iako je verovatno da je prevashodno bilo re¢i o hrani.?

Bududi da tri rimska pecata poticu sa lokaliteta na obali Dunava (Veliko Gradi-
$te) ili nedaleko od ove reke (Kostolac - Viminacijum), odnosno na desnoj obali Ve-
like Morave, u blizini njenog u$¢a u Dunav (Dubravica - Margum), treba ista¢i da je
verovatno re¢ o primercima koji su imali vaznu ulogu u luckoj aktivnosti. Osim ovih,
u Narodnom muzeju u PoZarevcu nalaze se i 32 plombe sa podruc¢ja Viminacijuma,
od kojih je najveéi broj naden na lokalitetu Cair (7 kom.), i po jedan na polozajima
Pecine i Juzna kapija logora. Ostali primerci iz zbirke, sa nepoznatim mestom nala-
za, poticu takode sa teritorije Viminacijuma. Pretpostavljeno je da se carinska stani-
ca mogla nalaziti na prostoru odakle poti¢e najvei broj nalaza (lokalitet Cair), ili u
njegovoj neposrednoj blizini.” Vazan je i podatak da su u Viminacijumu, sedistu VII
Claudiae, nadeni i primerci vojnih plombi sa natpisom LEG VII CL.* Konsolidova-
nje vojske vazna je politika Carstva. Ono se postizalo dobrim i redovnim platama.
Poznato je da su plate pristizale u vre¢icama ¢iji je sadrzaj morao biti zapecacen,'!
te treba uzeti u obzir mogucnost da su nasi pecati upravo tome sluzili. Kada je re¢
o ranovizantijskim plombama iz zbirke Narodnog muzeja u Beogradu, mesto nala-
za poznato je samo za jedan primerak (kat. br. 11) koji potice iz Zvecana. Utvrdenje
u Zvecanu, smesteno na us¢u dveju reka, Sitnice u Ibar, i okrenuto ka vaznom centru
Ulpijani (Justiniana Secunda), imalo je izuzetan polozaj za odbranu i kontrolu puteva
koji su se na ovom prostoru ukrstali.’> Carski pecati sa teritorije Srbije poznati su jos
iz Taurunuma (Zemun),"” Presidijum Pompeja (u Aleksinackoj dolini, na prostoru
Ci¢ine i Rutevca) i Cari¢inom gradu (Justiniana Prima). Sa Cari¢inog grada do skoro
je bio poznat samo pecat cara Mavrikija (582-602), koji je otkriven daleke 1938. go-
dine." Tokom novih istrazivanja otkriven je veliki broj pecata od kojih se pet moze

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pripisati caru Justinijanu I. Oni umnogome dopunjuju sliku o znac¢aju ovog grada.'®

Nalazi carskih pecata predstavljaju vazna svedocanstva o rimskoj administraciji, a
posebno o trgovackim i carinskim punktovima u Balkanskim provincijama rimskog
Carstva. Kako je re¢ o retkim nalazima, izu¢avanje rimskih i ranovizantijskih plombi,
njihovog preciznijeg hronoloskog opredeljenja, kao i mesta nalaza u znacajnoj meri
doprinosi izu¢avanju politike i ekonomije Carstva.

ROMAN AND EARLY BYZANTINE LEAD SEALS
FROM THE COLLECTION OF THE NATIONAL MUSEUM IN BELGRADE

SUMMARY

The National Museum in Belgrade keeps 13 Roman and Early Byzantine imperial lead
seals. They were purchased or obtained as gifts. Only four find- places are known;
these are the seals discovered in Veliko Gradiste (Pincum), in Dubravica (Margum),
in an unknown locality in the vicinity of Kostolac (Viminacium), and in Zvec¢an. The
seals are dated to the period from the beginning of the third to the sixth century. Ten
specimens come from the Roman period and three from the early Byzantine. The ma-
jority of seals are shaped like a cone (six pieces), a calotte (three pieces) and a small
disc (four pieces). On each of them there is a canal for the ribbon. Viewed from the
base, they are oval (eleven pieces), rectangular (one piece) or irregular in shape (one
piece). Only on three Early Byzantine specimens from the National Museum there are
images on the obverse (Cat. Nos. 11-13). All three pieces show a frontal view of Victo-
ria, with her head turned to the left, holding laurel wreaths in each hand and, on one
of them, there is a cross on her left and right (Cat. No. 11). Two seals bear inscriptions.
The inscription around the bust of the Roman emperor (Cat. No. 7) is illegible, and on
the piece dated to the reign of the Emperor Justinian (527-565) the legend can be read
as follows: DNIVS(TINIANVS)PPAVI.

The Roman and Early Byzantine seals from the National Museum in Belgrade can be
divided into four groups: (1) the bust of an emperor or empress (five pieces); (2) the
busts of two emperors or empresses (four pieces); (3) the busts of three rulers (three
pieces); (4) the busts of four rulers (one piece).

Due to the fact that they were poorly struck, it is very difficult to identify the figures
of the emperors/empresses on the Roman seals and, thus, to precisely date them. The
situation is very different in the case of the Early Byzantine pieces. It is often possible to
determine them on the basis of the characteristics of style on coins. The seals from the
National Museum are mostly dated to the third or fourth century. These are the seals
of Julia Domna (Cat. No. 1), Constantine I (Cat. Nos. 6, 8), Traian Decius, Herennius
Etruscus and Hostilianus? (Cat. No. 3), Theodosius I, Honorius and Arcadius? (Cat. No.
9), and four undetermined specimens (Cat. Nos. 2, 4-5, 7). One specimen was dated to
the fourth or fifth century, while the Early Byzantine seals are dated to the sixth century.
Only one of them was reliably dated to the reign of the emperor Justinian I (Cat. No. 11).
Since three Roman seals originated from sites on the bank of the Danube (Veliko
Gradiste - Pincum) or not far from this river (Kostolac - Viminacium), or on the right
bank of the Velika Morava River, near its confluence with the Danube (Dubravica -
Margum), one should point out that these are probably the places important for port
activities. Besides imperial seals, specimens of military sealings with the inscription
LEG VII CL were also found in Viminacium, which was the headquarters of VII Clau-
dia legion. The consolidation of the military was an important policy of the Empire. It
was accomplished by good and regularly paid salaries. The salaries are known to have
been delivered in little satchels, the contents of which had to be sealed, so the possibil-
ity that our seals served exactly that purpose has to be taken into consideration.
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As for the Early Byzantine seals from the collection of the National Museum in Bel-
grade, only for the specimen from Zvec¢an (Cat. No. 11) the find-place is known. The
fortification in Zvecan, situated at the confluence of two rivers, the Sitnica and the Ibar,
and facing towards the important centre of Ulpiana (Justiniana Secunda), occupied an
excellent position for defence and control over the routes intersecting this area. In the
territory of present-day Serbia, imperial seals are also known from Taurunum (Ze-
mun), Praesidium Pompei (between Ci¢ina and Rutevac in the Aleksinac Valley) and
from Cari¢in Grad (Justiniana Prima). Until recently, only the seal of Emperor Mau-
ricius (582-602), discovered long ago in 1938, was known to have come from Cari¢in
Grad. In the course of new explorations, a number of seals were discovered, five of
which can be attributed to Emperor Justinian I. They greatly testify to the importance
of this city.

Finds of imperial seals represent an important testimony of Roman administrative
history, particularly of trade and the customs points in the Balkan provinces of the
Roman Empire. As these finds are rare, the study of Roman and Early Byzantine seals,
their precise chronological determination, their number and the locations of discov-
ery, contribute to a great extent to the wider study of the policies and economy of the
Empire.

A HOARD OF EARLY BYZANTINE COINS FROM DURINAC NEAR SVRLJIG

SUMMARY

A hoard was discovered at the site of Staro Selo, about one kilometre south of the vil-
lage of Durinac, at the foot of the Svrljig Mountains. It consisted of 18 folles, four of
Anastasius I, seven of Justin I and five of Justinian I. The remaining two specimens are
poorly preserved and can be broadly dated to the period from Anastasius I to Justinian
I, and from Justin I to Justinian I. The majority of the folles, 14 specimens, were mint-
ed in Constantinople (82.3%), two originate from Nicomedia (11.8%) and one from
the distant mint of Antioch (5.9%). Based on the folles of Justinian I minted before the
reform of 538, the hoard is dated to the period around 539/540.

The oldest coins in our find are the folles of Anastasius I - issues dated to the period
before the very end of his reign, from 512 to 517. It includes the most significant issue
of this ruler in the territory of Illyricum, as is shown by other hoards from this region:
Novo Selo, Orese, Prahovo, Sekulica and Suva Reka. The earliest issues of this ruler,
the reformed folles minted from 498 to 507, rarely appear in hoards in the territory
of western Illyricum. Only two specimens were registered in the hoard from Veliko
Gradiste, deposited around 580/581. Judging by the deposits from Ore$e and Suva
Reka, the recovery of coin circulation took place from 507 to 512 (Graph 1).

The coins of Justin I in the hoard from Durinac indicate the same trends as the other
hoards, with a somewhat emphasized first issue of this ruler, minted from 518 to 522. The
amount of coins in circulation was on decline during the second half of his reign (Graph 1).
It is interesting that the trend of reduced minting also continued with the first issues of
copper denominations of Justinian I. A certain increase did not come about until the
second issue of this ruler, minted from 533. This tendency was perceived only in some
of the deposits (Prahovo, Orese and Suva Reka). In our find, it stagnated (Graph 1).
The conclusion based on this analysis is that the coins deposited in hoards correspond
with monetary production. The differences observed in certain hoards are result of a
regional development of the monetary market and, in some cases, of historical cir-
cumstances. Thus, full monetisation in Illyricum was established with the heavy follis
of Anastasius, particularly with its issues minted from 512 to 517. In the largest hoard
from this region, Prahovo, of the 154 coins of Anastasius I, 129 specimens (83.7%) be-
long to the issue minted from 512 to 517/518, and 25 (16.3%) to the issue minted from
517 to 518. Earlier issues were not registered. After the great financial crisis of the fifth
century and the suppression of bronze coins from circulation, a certain period of time
was needed for the economy to become monetised again, after the monetary reform
of 498. Let it be noted that only one hoard of minimi is known from this region - from
Gamzigrad (Romuliana) - deposited at the beginning of the sixth century. The histor-
ical circumstances which had a significant impact on the circulation of coins should
not be neglected, either. Thus, the small number of coins of Anastasius I unearthed
in Sirmium and the complete absence of coins of this ruler in Singidunum reflect the
significant role of the Germans at the beginning of the sixth century in the province
of Pannonia II.
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In the revival of the monetary system during the reign of Anastasius I, from the year
498, the Constantinople mint played the central role, supplying all the provinces of
the Empire with bronze issues. It is obvious that the entire monetary reform rested
upon a new, centralised system, the heart of which was the mint in the capital. Other,
old mints played a less important role. This is also clearly indicated by our hoard, as
well as by other deposits and individual finds. By the time of Justin I, the development
of the monetary system and the monetisation of the market had led to an increase in
the output of other mints, particularly of those in Propontis, Nicomedia and Cyzicus,
as well as in the distant regions, in Thessaloniki and, particularly, in Antioch. This is
clearly reflected in the find from Purinac, where a significant presence of issues of the
Nicomedia mint is registered in comparison to other finds (Graph 2). The first issues
of Justinian I continued to be minted according to the system established throughout
the period until the monetary reform of 538, when there was a significant increase in
the output of other mints.

The hoard from Purinac belongs to a large group of finds deposited in the territory
of central Illyricum around 539/540. They involve the finds from the provinces of Da-
cia Ripensis (Prahovo), Moesia Prima (Meduluzje), Dacia Mediterranea (Pernik and
Sadovik), Dardania (Suva Reka and Sekulice - hoards A and B), Macedonia (Novo
Selo, Simitli I and Orese), Rhodope (Pétrochori), and Epirus Nova (Gjegjové). The ma-
jority of these hoards, like our find, contain denominations of copper coins. Particu-
larly significant are deposits which contain gold coins, like the hoards from Sekulice B,
Novo Selo and Meduluzje.

All these finds, especially those of greater value, were most probably deposited as a
consequence of the raids on the territories of the Empire by the “Bulgars® Namely, in
540, there was a large invasion by the Kutrigurs, who penetrated the territory of the
Empire in two waves. Crossing Illyricum, they reached all the way to Chalcidice, from
where they moved on towards the Great Wall, causing panic in Constantinople. After
pillaging the surrounding areas, the Kutrigurs withdrew to the territory north of the
Danube with 100,000 captives. The second wave took them through Hellas, all the way
to Corinth.

One can trace the route of this raid by mapping the hoards deposited in the territory
of the diocese of Thrace. These are the hoards from the provinces of Moesia Secunda
(Zlatni Pjasci, Radingrad and Osenovo), Haemimontus (Pomorje), Thrace (Prvomaj),
and Scythia (Kaliakra). The last two hoards contain solidi.

The hoard from Durinac indicates the possible direction of the raid from the Danube
limes to Prahovo, where an important find of several hundred copper coins has been
deposited, across the Timok River, all the way to Naissus and farther to the south,
towards Greece. Judging by the hoards, the provinces of Dardania and Macedonia
suffered particularly during this invasion into the territory of central Illyricum.

FINDS OF SERBIAN MEDIEVAL COINS IN ENGLAND

SUMMARY

Key words: Serbian medieval coins, exchequer accounts, Serbia, England, Brskovo,
Novo Brdo, King Milutin, Prince Lazar, King Henry III

Relatively recently two finds of Serbian medieval coinage were recovered in England.
More specifically, the silver coins regarded are a bannered dinar of King Stefan Uros
II Milutin (1282-1321) typed M3.1 (20/1.13, J7-1.3) minted 1282-1310 in Brskovo
and a reduced dinar of Prince Lazar Hrebeljanovi¢ (1371-1389) typed /124.14 (J]343,
J32-9) issued 1380-1390 in Novo Brdo mint. I learned of these valuable finds through
the correspondence with Dr John Naylor of the Ashmolean Museum in Oxford and
MA student Murray Andrews from the Institute of Archaeology at London University
College, both of whom I most sincerely thank for their good will and cooperation. The
data regarding the coins, including images, measures and the circumstances of their
discovery, are made available via the Portable Antiquities Scheme (finds.org.uk), ab-
breviated as PAS. The PAS codes for the coins are NARC-51E953 and HAMP-F701F5.
This article is foremost an attempt to complete the interpretation of the two coins with
what current knowledge of Serbian medieval coinage provides and through that per-
spective, also augmented with some recently established norms and opinions currently
active in English medieval numismatics.

What we may assume regarding as to why Serbian money at certain times appeared in
medieval England could be indirectly pointed out by the various exchequer accounts.
The bannered dinar of Serbian king Milutin, heavily influenced in design and for-
mat by the Venetian matapan typed grosso, most likely entered currency in England
during the gradual market recovery in the reign of king Edward I (1272-1307) via
continental traders. These fine silver dinars from Brskovo had high demand and were
intensively exported from Serbia into the region, particularly Italy and as west as east-
ern France, what numerous coin hoards testify. However, this very type of bannered
dinar is alternatively attributed by traditional Serbian numismatics to king Stefan Uros
I (1243-1276) whose reign conveniently fits into the period of baronial crisis and en-
couragement of foreign trade in England by king Henry IIT (1216-1272). Similarly we
can discuss the nature of the find of Prince Lazar’s dinar. The chronology of this coin’s
issue is synchronous with the beginning of the Venetian period in English medieval
coinage. Considering that this type of Serbian coin was reduced in weight to apply
to new standards and struck in Latin, it most likely reached England through trade
with Venice since transactions with Serbia were intensive in the Serbian Littoral and
Dubrovnik. At this point, it is necessary to emphasize the great significance these two
coins have for medieval numismatics in Serbia since they present by far the most dis-
tant documented find of medieval Serbian coinage thus shedding more light onto our
knowledge of metrology.

A GROUP FIND OF COINS
OF KING SIGISMUND OF LUXEMBURG FROM MANASTIRAK

SUMMARY

Key words: medieval period, denar, parvus, hoard, sigils, Manastirak, Sigismund of
Louxenbourg, Stefan Lazarevi¢

During the archaeological excavations of the medieval church in Manastirak monas-
tery, Central Serbia, in year 2006. an unusual group find of coins in the context of a
medieval grave burial was discovered. The only analogy for such a case in the wider
region is the church of St. Nicholas near Bijelo Polje, modern Montenegro. The church
building itself has three phases and two levels of the medieval cemetery.

The hoard includes a total of 201 silver coins of Hungarian King Sigismund of Lux-
emburg (1387-1437). The majority of the coins are denars, with 197 specimens, with
only 4 cases of parvus (half denar) coins, identified by two coin types per nominal.
Despite the fact that the coin hoard, or rather a purse spontaneously deposited with
the deceased individual, is mainly homogenous in it’s content featuring only two nom-
inal values in merely four types and all of the same ruler, the very coins do exhibit
interesting features. Firstly, some of the coins have sigils which allow the identification
of both the mint and the mint master. The majority of the labeled coins we encoun-
ter in this occasion were made in Nagybanya with only several exceptions of coins
minted in Buda, Kremnica and Cassovia. Some coins from Nagybanya mint where
crafted by Stephanus Remetei, who apart from the service for the Hungarian-Czech
king also made coins for the Serbian despot. Another obvious characteristic of the
vast majority of silver denars are traces of clipping, in many cases so severe that the
coins are reduced to less than half in diameter and a mere 1/5 of original weight. Also
present are traces of wear, usually of medium intensity. Despite more frequent findings
of coinage issued under King Sigismund of Luxemburg in the north of the Republic of
Serbia such finds are uncommon in Serbia south of the Danube and Sava rivers. This is
logical, given the patterns of Serbian and Hungarian coinage circulation hence the un-
usual nature of the find from Manastirak. Furthermore this period is a time of turmoil
and unrest in medieval Serbia, threatened and fatigued not only by foreign threats but
also by episodes of succession and civil wars. At this point, after such untimely events,
Serbia would once again reclaim segments of its shattered post imperial glory, under
the rule of prince and later despot Stefan Lazarevi¢ (1389-1427).

I emphasize again that the group find from Manastirak is most likely a purse and not
a coin hoard in technical terms. At this moment, the opinion that the purse is in fact
a funeral offering persists, without excluding the possibility of it being spontaneously
buried with the deceased and without such spiritual background. A purse could have
entered the context of a grave out of various reasons. For example, the funeral was
carried out in a hurry due to some specific circumstances or, on the other hand, the de-
ceased could have been a victim of some epidemic and thus the body was transferred
and buried in haste as to avoid any unnecessary and potentially contiguous contact.
Accompanying the same individual is also another very rare and valuable find, a gold
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coated silver medallion used as an application for a luxurious medieval drinking cup.
It bears the name and title of it’s noble owner, ¢elnik Hrebeljan. By analyzing the fea-
tures and inscription on this object, and when compared to what records we have
regarding its owner, it seems that the funeral couldn’t have taken place before the year
1405 thus relatively dating the deposition of the coins as well.

MRS. VESNIC AND HER DECORATIONS IN THE NATIONAL MUSEUM

SUMMARY

The evident disparities we observed, when examining the decorations from the legacy
of Milenko R. Vesni¢ (1862 - 1921), a prominent diplomat, prompted us to single
out two specimens that did not fit in with the other medals he was awarded. The ty-
pological characteristics, as well as the biographical facts, supplemented by archive
material, led us to believe that the medals of the Red Cross Society and that of St. Sava,
Third Class, should be connected with his wife, Blanche Ulman Vesnié¢ (1870 - 1951),
although the existing inventory lists do not confirm this. A ribbon arranged in a bow
on the Medal of the Red Cross undoubtedly indicates a woman bearer, while the pres-
ence of two Medals of St. Sava of the same class was one more reason for considering
the possibility of adding the name of a woman to the National Museum’s register of
decorated persons.

In the quest for written traces of Mrs. Vesni¢s social work, which would confirm the
observations based on the analysis of the phaleristic material from the collection and
unveil the reasons for her being awarded with the said medals, we were able to learn
more about her presence and activities in our country.
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
