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A HOARD OF DENARII AND ANTONINIANS
FROM DOBRI DO (MEZUL 2)*

Abstract: The Mezul 2 hoard, discovered in Dobri Do, does not differ in composi-
tion from similar hoards found in Upper Moesia. The kind of composition made
it possible to carry out a variety of analyses and comparisons among the hoards.
The basic aims were to examine the possibilities of the inflow and withdrawal of
coins from circulation, which was done by observing the degree of preservation of
the pieces; subsequently, the size of circulation according to years and periods; the
historic and economic factors that could have influenced the lesser or greater in-
flow and the circulation of coins. These tests clearly showed that the coins had been
in continuous circulation before being deposited in a ‘cache - hoard’ Likewise, it
emerged that the size of the mass of coins in circulation was contingent on the
emperors passing through or residing in Upper Moesia. The composition of the
hoards leads one to believe that the majority of them belonged to farmers, in other
words, they constituted their profits and ‘household fund’ The first half of the year
247 AD is the proposed date for the depositing of the Mezul 2 hoard.

Key words: Hoard, Mezul 2, denarii and antoninians, III century, circulation of
coins.

INTRODUCTION

In November 1966, in a field called ‘Mazgaj'at the Mezul archaeological site lo-
cated between Dobri Do and Vlaski Do (roughly 7 km south of Azanja), Radojica
Risti¢, a tractor- driver from the Agricultural Cooperative of Azanja, ploughed up
two vessels containing Roman coins.! According to the data of Leontije Pavlovi¢,

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a vessel, found at a depth of approximately 70 cm, contained about seven kilo-
grams of antoninians. Not far from it was another vessel, containing around five
kilograms of silver coins; the pot had been overlaid with plating, ornamented in
different colours (?). What happened to this plating is unknown. Unfortunately,
these two finds did not arrive separately in the National Museum in Belgrade. The
coins were mixed together. If the data given by L. Pavlovi¢ is correct we may as-
sume that one pot contained only denarii, while the other, only antoninians (per-
haps from Gordian III to Philip I with Otacilia and Philip IT). The question arises
as to whether the total weights Pavlovi¢ mentions were accurate. Altogether, they
would have weighed 12 kilograms, which would have amounted to about 3000
pieces of coins if we took 3.5 grams as the median weight of a piece. Since 1267
coins arrived, it means that less than half of the presumed size of the find reached
the National Museum. If the find had arrived in the Museum at least roughly alto-
gether it would mean that the median weight of the coins, taking into considera-
tion some soil and corrosion, would have been 9.5 gr. (then, the overall weight of
the preserved coins would be 2978 gr. and the median weight would be 2.35 gr.).
Although we cannot be certain if the find was preserved in its entirety, or at least
in large part, it is very important for the history of this region, as well as for the
general circulation of denarii and antoninians.

Also, at the Mezul archaeological site in the section called Bobovik (where
there is a bridge), on the estate of the Agricultural Collective from Azanja, in the
course of tilling the soil for a fruit plantation, a tractor unearthed a pot with coins
at a depth of 65 cm, on the 19" August, 1966.?According to L. Pavlovi¢’s descrip-
tion,’ the colour of the pot was black and it was about 25 cm high. The plough till-
er cut through the bottom of the pot and the remaining parts were crushed. Pav-
lovi¢ further writes that 272 denarii and antoninians were found from the time
of Caracalla to Traian Decius (and family). He gives a summary list of the rulers.

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These coins are kept in the Smederevo museum. Even though it is beyond the
frame of this work, one should mention that Pavlovi¢ explicitly says, ‘It is said that
a pick-axe was found in Mezul in the same furrow where the coins were discov-
ered, and slightly earlier, a Roman bronze lamp from the same period.* In anoth-
er place Pavlovi¢ writes: “Today, the farm holding of the Agricultural Coopera-
tive from Azanja lies on the terrain of the former Mezulana. In the field known as
Mazgaj, on an elevation above the rivulet Ri, and below the ‘Constantinople road,
Radomir Jeli¢, a farmer from Azanja, while ploughing with his tractor, unearthed
a ten-nozzled lamp shaped like a ship, at a depth of 50-60 cm, in September 1964.
Sadly, we were unable to establish whether the lucerna was found in accumulat-
ed rubble or in a normal layer. The find was donated to the National Museum in
Smederevo on the 11" December, 1965’°

One can remark a certain lack of clarity in Pavlovi¢s account. It is unclear
whether the lucerna was found in the Bobovik section with the Mezul 1 hoard, or
in the Mazgaj field (the Mezul 2 hoard), though both discovery sites are within the
site of Mezul. Likewise, Pavlovi¢ mentions that a large quantity of construction ma-
terial exists on this archaeological site, ‘bricks of Roman format” and the remains of
plumbing.® Even before finding the said hoards, coins were unearthed belonging to
Hadrian, Probus and ‘other emperors’ (which ones are not mentioned).

We shall mention some more details about this archaeological site:” ‘In Vlaski
Do, on the site of Mezulana, in a field belonging to a Mile Jeli¢, the discovery was
made of large-format bricks and rubble, and an elevation that perhaps indicates
a building. In a vineyard in the immediate vicinity, there is yet another similar
mound, on which there is a large amount of construction material. On another
slope on the farm estates of Bozidar, Ilija and Alexander Jeli¢ are fragments of ce-
ramics (one fragment of terra sigilata) and bricks. Everything that has been said
about this archaeological site leads one to conclude that there was a Roman settle-
ment on Mezul, most probably a villa rustica with outside farm buildings.

The find of three vessels with coins is puzzling. If we assume that Find 2 (of two
pots) belonged to the owner of the villa, to whom then did Find 1 belong, which was
discovered in the immediate vicinity, in the Bobovik section? Is it possible that two
villas existed at a short distance from each other? Or, is a vicus in question?

Of course, one notices a large concentration of archaeological find spots and
hoards of coins on the entire territory of Smederevska Palanka, today.® M. Arseni-
jevi¢ (Vojvoda) notes that this concentration is larger north of the line, running
from the lower course of the Kubrs$nica River and farther eastwards of the Jasenica
River and it grows smaller towards the south. Furthermore, she writes that in nu-
merical terms, the terrains of Selevac, Azanja, Golobok, Vlaski Do, Kusadak and

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Smederevska Palanka are particularly notable regarding individual finds, mainly
involving coins from Septimius Severus to Valens.’

Two ceramic vessels containing coins were found at a depth of nearly 60 cm,
when digging was being done for water supply pipes on the southern slope of Vla-
ji¢a brdo, in Smederevska Palanka in May, 1969. No other archaeological material
was found in the vicinity. The discovery was made of 1156 denarii and antonin-
ians and 136 bronze coins from the colony of Viminacium and the province of
Dacia.'’ The vessels were destroyed in the course of digging and in this case, too
(as in Mezul 2), the coins were mixed up. The time-frame of the coins dated from
Traian to the beginning of the rule of Valerian and Gallien. One more hoard, con-
taining 89 antoninians from Gordian III to Emilian was found in 1970, very close
to the spot of the previous hoard." Here, too, a similar question arises, as in the
case of the hoards from the archaeological site of Mezul, as to why two hoards ex-
isted at such a short distance from each other. Still, considering that the hoards on
Vlaji¢a brdo end in 253 AD and at the close of 253-beginning of 254 AD, respec-
tively, it may be that these finds were the savings of one owner who buried them
in three vessels. The absence of construction remains on Vlaji¢a brdo, and gener-
ally in Smederevska Palanka, does not allow one to link the hoards reliably with
some architectural complex (for instance, a villa rustica). Naturally, one should
not exclude the existence of buildings farther away, and that the owner (owners?)
of these hoards deposited them in a more concealed place.

A similar situation existed in the nearby village of Glibovac where a hoard of
375 denarii and antoninians, dating from Septimius Severus to Trebonian Gallus
and Volusian, was found in the Bubanja section, in April 1919."> We may only as-
sume that this hoard was also connected with a villa rustica.

We shall also mention Veliko Orasje, east of Smederevska Palanka (closer to Ve-
lika Plana) where the discovery was made of figlina (pottery), bricks, a tomb and
about 200 pieces of silver.”* Obviously, we can only assume that this hoard, too,
was closely dated to the previous ones. Interestingly, however, the hoard was found
near a furnace, probably for ceramics, which tells us about some settlement or villa.

Evidently, the entire area of Smederevo southwards to Smederevska Palanka
had a sizeable population with agricultural holdings and a transport network in

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the middle of the 3™ century. We may assume that such a concentration of farm-
ing estates was closely linked with supplying the mines, especially those on Mt.
Kosmaj. In all likelihood, this whole region belonged to the (Tricornium) impe-
rial domain."

COMPOSITION OF THE HOARD

Here, we give only a tabular review of the Mezul 2 hoard, but further on in the
text a more thorough analysis will be made of each ruler’s coinage.

In the further analysis it was necessary to summarise the data referring to the
rulers, their co-rulers and family members (Septimius Severus and family; Elaga-
balus and family; Alexander Severus; Philip I and family). Thus, we give the fol-
lowing reduced table of the composition of the hoard (table 2 and graph 1), suita-
ble for a certain statistical interpretation.

15 In order to obtain the annual percentage, it is necessary first to calculate the annual quotients. They are cal-
culated when the number of specimens of one period are divided by the number of years of that period: a =
b/c. All the annual quotients (a, a', a*... a*) of one unit and then added together (e), the annual quotient of the
given period (a) is multiplied by 100, and then divided by ‘¢, which give the following formula: d = a - 100/e.

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We get even more precise data on the composition of the hoard and the circu-
lation of rulers (along with their families) in the analysis of the index. We present
this in Table 2a:

And similar trends in the inflow of coins in Mezul 2 within various time-
frames can be seen from the table with annual percentages (Table 2) and from Ta-
ble 3 (column ‘Annual inflow’), and we shall see in the further text that the trends
are also similar in other hoards of Upper Moesia, dating from this period.

13
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COINS BETWEEN THE YEARS 103 AND 192 AD

It is widely held that the denarii in hoards with a predominant number of an-
toninians or from the years after 254/5 were the result of a defence against bad
coins. This was best explained by P. Le Gentilhomme, when publishing the hoard
from Nanterre,'® ‘It is fitting, therefore, to view the hoard from Nanterre and
along with it the one from Mainz and Anglefort as hoards collected for
speculative purposes, that is, as a customary protection against bad coins,
or those considered as such. To be more precise, from 255-256, and par-
ticularly from 258-259, the antoninian had already considerably deterio-
rated in Roma, which explains the hoard from Nanterre. Similarly, the de-
terioration of the antoninian under Postumus, in the year 267, led to the
one from Mainz. The uncertainty that arose with the reform of Aurelian
(273-275) contributed to the burial of the hoard from Anglefort. As people
in ancient times had good perception, without any checking but only on
the basis of the appearance of a coin and its quality, and rejected it when it
was bad, it is necessary to take care when interpreting the small number of
coins struck in the eastern mints’

The entire problem, however, could perhaps be viewed from another angle.
The question arises of whether the hoards were the result of preserving better
coins (according to Gresham’s law'”), or the product of more protracted and suc-
cessive savings. In observing a whole series of hoards from the middle of the 3™
century in Lower Moesia, Thrace, Dacia and part of Pannonia, especially the plac-
es where they were found (those for which we have completely reliable informa-
tion on the location of the finds), we arrive at the same conclusion as for Up-
per Moesia, that they were hoards primarily connected with agricultural estates.'®
This fact again indicates that an entire series of hoards, like this one from Mezul
2, had been household ‘caches’ of farmers, where they placed the coins they had
earned from the sale of their produce. We may assume that this money was the
clear profit that remained after all payments of taxes and costs.

The pieces from Mezul 2 between the years 103-111 and the year 181, to all
intents and purposes, had been the remains of some earlier savings. From 181 AD
to 192, from the times of the rule of Commodus, perhaps we can already reckon
with the very beginnings of the creation of ‘savings funds; in other words, system-

We shall analyse the state of preservation of the pieces. Firstly, we shall give the
state of preservation of the entire number of pieces:

It clearly emerges from the table that the largest percentage consists of worn
pieces, whereas the number of pieces that are very well-preserved is negligible.
This would indicate that poorly preserved coins were not deliberately extracted
from the savings but that worn pieces were also kept.

For the sake of greater certainty, we also examined all of the coins of Commo-
dus, which were in the hoard:

Here, the conclusion is somewhat more moderate, in other words, the largest
percentage consists of slightly worn, not excellently or very well-preserved coins.

And finally, we analysed the pieces from the last year of the rule of Commodus
which are represented in the hoard:

The conclusion would be the same as in the previous analysis of Commodus’
coins.

In our opinion, these three analyses do not entirely corroborate the hypothesis
of P. Le Gentilhomme that the denarii were kept in the hoard merely as a defence
against bad coins, because the question is whether the slightly worn or worn coins
would be kept, irrespective of the constant internal/intrinsic value of the metal.
Instead, probably, the excellently, very well- or well-, preserved coins would be
singled out. Still, perhaps one should not be exclusive in drawing conclusions.
The silver, certainly purer in the denarii than in the antoninians, could always

have had a specific value although the percentage of pure silver even in the de-
narii declined as time elapsed. In that sense it would be important for us to know
definitely that the denarii in Mezul 2 were in a separate vessel, as Leontije Pavlovi¢
mentions, which could, in a certain way, confirm the hypothesis of retaining the
denarius as the better nominal.

The small number of pieces until the year 193 does not permit other analysis.

SEPTIMIUS SEVERUS AND HIS FAMILY

One of the characteristics of the Mezul 2 hoard is the sizeable quantity of coins
of Septimius Severus and his family (from 193 to 217 AD), about 20% of the to-
tal amount of coins in the hoard. Such a composition permits us to make a more
definite analysis of the appearance of earlier coins in the hoards that with in coins
of the 40s and 50s of the 3" century.

Aware of the fact that we are still not certain that the entire find reached the
Museum, the hoards from Belgrade, Jablanica and Vinik in Upper Moesia and
Dvorska in Dalmatia, are similar in composition to the Mezul 2 hoard. Other
well-known hoards from this period have only some pieces of Septimius Sever-
us and his family so that we do not have sufficient data for any serious consider-
ation."” In this analysis we shall not consider the hoard from Vinik because it was
too scattered. For the sake of comparison we shall examine the hoard from Me-
hovine (Lower Pannonia), which ends with the coins of Maximinus Thrax, mean-
ing nearly a decade earlier than Mezul 2. However, precisely this kind of com-
position is essential as proof of some hypotheses which we shall present here. In
order to be completely certain of those hypotheses, we also analysed two impor-
tant hoards from Lower Moesia: Reka Devnija and Plevna, as well as the hoards
from Taga from the province of Dacia (Rumania).*

The condition of the pieces of coins of Septimius Severus and his family also
differs both in Mezul 2 and in the Belgrade find. The first conclusion would be
that all of these coins were in circulation. Some pieces were in excellent condi-
tion or very well-preserved, a substantial portion was well-preserved and one part
was slightly worn. There are a few cases in which we have several pieces from the
same issue, some of which were very well-preserved, whereas others were less pre-
served. Still, on all of them one can see traces of circulation. One should particu-
larly stress that the issues before the year 202 were often poorly struck, and one
has the impression of them having been damaged or rather worn. The next table
shows the state of preservation in four time-frames:*'

Tables 7-11 demonstrate the state of preservation more accurately. In the first
period (Table 7) the largest percentage consisted of well-preserved pieces, and the
rather worn pieces formed the lesser percentage; in the second and third periods
(tables 8 and 9) likewise, well-preserved pieces made up the largest percentage,
and then very-well preserved pieces. In the fourth period, however (Table 10),
the largest percentage comprised very well-preserved pieces and then well-pre-
served ones. Only in the case of Iulia Domna, in the framework of undated pieces
between the years 196 and 211 (Table 11), did a larger percentage consist of rath-
er worn ones whereas the well-preserved pieces constituted a high percentage. In
the first period we have a very small percentage of worn pieces (only three piec-
es). Naturally, at a first glance it seems that the owner of the hoard set aside only
well-preserved pieces. However, if one carefully observes the tables, one sees that
the rather worn pieces appear in fairly high percentages. The hoard from Bel-
grade offers a slightly different picture, which can also be the result of a different
assessment of the state of preservation in the publication. In the first three peri-
ods in this hoard and in Iulia Domna from 196-211, more poorly preserved piec-
es are dominant, whereas in the fourth period a median state of preservation is
predominant. However, there are very few worn pieces here, as well (three in the
first and one in the second period). Likewise, there are an insignificant number of
excellently preserved pieces. On this example, one can already refute the hypoth-
esis about the deliberate withdrawal of coins in poorer condition and the reten-
tion only of well-preserved pieces in the hoards, predicated on the fact that we do
not know the criterion according to which, for instance, P. Le Gentilhomme de-
termined the good pieces and whether they were very well or only well-preserved.
We shall see further on that a comparative chronological analysis of the hoards
will also disprove his conclusion.

Nonetheless, the basic conclusion both regarding the hoard from Mezul 2 and
the hoard from Belgrade, is that the well-preserved and more poorly preserved
pieces are almost equally represented in all four periods, which means that we do
not have a case in which the older pieces would be more worn and the later ones
better preserved, which one can also conclude in the analysis of the coins of Com-
modus. As we pointed out, pieces from the same issue can be better or more poor-
ly preserved. That would tell us that they circulated roughly for the same amount

of time and were equally worn. Traces of wear and circulation show that the piec-
es went into and out of circulation, and returned into circulation before they were
deposited in hoards. It is more reliable for those reasons to divide the coins into
four eras than to observe them from year to year.

The hitherto analyses lead us to the conclusion that the appearance of the de-
narius of Septimius Severus and his family in hoards of the mid-3" century (Mezul
2 and Belgrade), as well as in the hoard from Mehovine from the year 238, is not
linked with thesaurisation owing to speculation with good coins (good quality of
silver), but was the result of successive savings of coins obtained from the sale of
goods. One should bear in mind that 46 years had elapsed in Mehovine between
193 and 238, 55 years in Mezul 2 between 193 and 247 and in Belgrade 62 years
between 193 and 253/4, which is actually not a long time-span for a stable house-
hold. Naturally, no doubt the quantity of denarii, as already mentioned, represent-
ed a certain degree of wealth and material security in the times when the antonin-
ian appeared, which gradually lost its qualitative and thereby its purchasing power,
although retaining its nominal value of two denarii. But this was not decisive in
forming a hoard. Therefore, it seems to us that based on these hoards we can ob-
serve the general circulation in individual periods of time (the rule of Septimius
Severus in this case), considering the coins in the hoards as chance samples.

In that sense we established tables of the annual quotients and annual percent-
ages in all the hoards we examined.

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The first impression gained from tables 12—16 is that the annual percentages
in the hoards we observed were close to each other. Nevertheless, when analys-
ing the four periods one can see that circulation increased from Period I towards
Period II in Mezul 2, Belgrade, Ravna, Plevna, Reka Devnija, and Taga, whereas
in Mehovine and Jablanica it declined. Jablanica, with its small number of pieces
cannot serve as a reliable example whereas Mehovine demonstrates this tenden-
cy. From Period II towards Period III, circulation fell in all the hoards. Howev-
er, the picture differs between Period III and IV: circulation grew in Mezul 2, in
Mehovine and in Jablanica, while it fell in the other hoards mentioned here. Al-
though these differences in percentages are not great they can nevertheless indi-
cate some changes. And so we also began a cumulative analysis of all the hoards

and obtained the following result:

The analysis in Table 17 evens out the observed differences among the hoards
and the picture would actually be like this: a growth in circulation from the first
towards the second period, a decline from the second to the third, and from the
third to the fourth period. Based on such an analysis perhaps we could be able to
form a general pattern of monetary trends in the time of Septimius Severus and
later, Caracalla, and all the digressions that we noted in the hoards are only some
local anomalies that could have come about for different reasons; we can only take
note of them but we cannot prove them and so we shall no longer discuss them.

Above, we mentioned that we can believe it was possible for coins to go into and
out of circulation and so for that reason we are unable, reliably, to follow the real
circulation from year to year. Nevertheless, we can assume that the mass of coins
the state treasury released into circulation in Lower Pannonia, Upper and Lower
Moesia remained within these provinces and that apart from a certain percentage
of loss from circulation it was fairly stable; therefore, on the basis of the observed
annual percentages, we can take into consideration the years in which there was a
maximum or a minimum circulation in the designated geographical areas.

Firstly, what one notices when comparing the percentages® of all the said
hoards (Table 18- 21) is that the annual percentages did not differ from each oth-
er, regardless of how many pieces existed in the hoards, which one may remark
when comparing the percentages of Reka Devnija with the rest of the hoards. This
confirms once again that there was indeed a very stable pattern in the representa-
tion of coins in individual years. Such a conclusion allows us to consider all the
hoards cumulatively within the frame of individual years in all the four basic peri-
ods, and subsequently the total annual percentages from the year 193 to 217 (Ta-
ble 22-25 and Graph 2).

We shall try further on in the text to compare the data we gathered from the
hoards with the historical events of this time. We shall pay special attention to the
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passage of Septimius Severus and Caracalla through our regions. The initial year
of the Severan epoch was 193 AD, which is actually represented with very few
coins in our finds. Only in Reka Devnija do we find a larger annual percentage,
where they are represented in a larger number than otherwise with Pertinax, Did-
ius Iulianus, Didia Clara, Manlia Scantila, besides a small number of Clodius Al-
binus and Septimius Severus himself. Such a low representation is rather unusual
because at the beginning of July 193 AD. Septimius Severus set out from Rome for
the East against Pescennius Niger, travelling along the Danube by way of Singi-
dunum and Viminacium through Upper Moesia and Thrace.” In all probability,
Severus was hurrying to resolve the issue with Pescennius Niger, as soon as pos-
sible, especially because the important siege of Byzantium lay ahead (commenced
in the year 193 and not terminated until 196* ), and so he did not stay long in
Moesia and Thrace.

However, in 194/5 the annual percentage in our finds rises, though rather neg-
ligibly. Still, the majority of the coins from the year 194 come from the eastern
mints of Emesa and Laodiceia, and it is quite possible that this coinage arrived in
the Danubian region in later years. During 194-195 we also find coins minted in
the name of Clodius Albinus as Caesar from the Roma mint. Septimius minted a
substantial amount between 193 and 195 for Albinus. In our hoards we found the
following correlation (the percentages were calculated according to the total Sev-
eran amounts in the hoards): which nevertheless shows that there were no larg-
er quantities of coins of Albinus in the Danubian region. To start with, Septimius

Severus considered Albinus as his possible successor in the event of his prema-
ture death. * Septimius even called him ‘brother’, fratri amantissimo et desidera-
tissimo.* The rift between Septimius with Albinus apparently occurred not long
after Septimius’ victory over Pescennius at Issa; perhaps in the winter of 195 AD.”

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Thrace on the 27" May, he celebrated the birthday of Geta?® and subsequently ar-
rived in Viminacium, proclaimed his elder son Bassianus as Caesar (instead of Al-
binus), and gave him the name of Aurelius Antoninus (later known as Caracalla)
et cum iret contra Albinum in itinere apud Viminacium filium suum maiorem Bas-
sianum adposito Aurelii Antonini nomine Cesarem appelavit, ut fratrem suum Get-
am ab spe imperii, quam ille conceperat, summoverat.”® Several inscriptions testify
indirectly to Septimius Severus staying in Upper Moesia in the year 196: in Bel-
grade,’® Viminacium,* Dubravica,* and perhaps at Rudnik.*

If we return to the finds of coins in the Danubian region we see that the quan-
tity of coins, percentage-wise, grew substantially, and similarly, the annual per-
centages indicate a substantial rise during 196/7. We are still unable to attribute
the date of each coin precisely to the year. Therefore, we can only assume that the
journey of Septimius Severus through Thrace and Moesia and his stay in Vimi-
nacium were very influential in a large sum of money arriving in the Balkans. It
is quite certain that large-scale preparations were made in the provinces for wel-
coming the emperor and the army, so a large amount of food provisions and sup-
plying other needs of the imperial suite were required, and so the mass of coins
and their circulation increased greatly.**

As evidence of the increased activity of the imperial treasury and trade with
the army we can provide an analysis of the appearance of coins from the eastern
mints, Emesa and Laodiceia (ad Mare). In mentioning the said mass of coins from
the year 194, we stated that in that year those mints played an important role and
we mentioned the possibility that it resulted in the later inflow of that coinage to
the Balkans. It seems to us that it was the journey of Septimius Severus from the
East through the Balkans in the year 196 which contributed to the significant ap-
pearance of coins from the eastern mints. Here, we shall give a comparative table
of the finds from Reka Devnija on one side, and cumulatively, of coins from all
the remaining finds from between the years 193 and 196/7 which we examined:

Tables 26 and 27 clearly show a considerable mass of coins from the year 194,
but we would particularly like to point out the high percentage of Laodiceia in
196/7 in the Balkan hoards. A comparative observation of Reka Devnija and the
other Balkan finds indicates very similar trends in the yearly percentages, except
for the appearance of pieces of Iulia Domna in the 193/7 period in Reka Devni-
ja. Still, it is the high annual percentage in 196/7 that leads us to the conclusion
that the military troops, who arrived in the Balkans with Septimius, brought with
them coins from the eastern mints; but not only from the year 196/7. They also
brought coins from the year 193 to 196 which they had received as pay during
Severus’ military operations conducted in the East against Pescennius Niger, the
Parths, the Arabs, and so on. Of course, it would be interesting to know the an-
swer to the question of why a substantial amount of coins from 194 appeared: was
it that the troops had received a considerable rise in pay, or were there some oth-
er reasons that had an effect on this? It goes without saying that without analys-
ing the finds from the Orient we cannot obtain any more accurate answers.

If we examine the periods 195/6, 196 and 196/7 of the Roma mint* we get the fol-
lowing results:

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If we assume that the exergue in 195/6 encompassed the very end of 195 and
beginning of 196, the exergue of 196 covered the middle of the year and the ex-
ergue of 196/7 covered the second half of 196 and beginning of 197, then it turns
out that the exergue of 196 in Reka Devnija significantly deviates from the oth-
er two exergues, whereas within the remaining Balkan finds it is negligibly lower
than the exergue in 196/7. Although we do not have proof for the said hypothesis
regarding the precise chronology (in terms of the month), we still get a predom-
inance of exergues for 195/6 + 196 over 196/7, which convinces us again that the
trip and sojourn of Septimius Severus and his suite in the Balkan provinces had
the effect of increasing the mass of coins during the year 196.

Towards the end of the first period, meaning 197/8, the mass of coins in Balkan
hoards rose once more. Nonetheless the Balkans were very much on the sidelines
of historical events at that time because at the beginning of 197, the focus had
shifted to the conflict with Clodius Albinus and the departure of Septimius Sever-
us for Gaul, where he defeated Albinus at Lyon (Lugdunum) on the right bank of
the River Sadne on the 17" or the 19" February, in the year 197.% Severus returned
to Rome early in June and settled accounts with his opponents in the Senate; con-
fiscations in both the western and the eastern parts of the Empire were consider-
able and the confiscated estates were entered in a newly established financial in-
stitution, the res privata, which was in the personal possession of the emperor,”
which means that substantial financial resources were at his disposal and were re-
quired, above all, for paying the army.*

Even though, as we said, the Balkans were not the scene of any more impor-
tant historical events we must still bear in mind that at the end of the year 197, the
eastern question was opened once more and Severus decided to organise/consol-
idate the eastern borders. One part of the army, perhaps even the principal part,
set out from Gaul and by way of the Danube, marched eastwards.” Then the army
again had to pass through Upper Moesia and while travelling was able to replenish
its supplies. Therefore, it is quite possible that on that occasion the mass of coins
was increased as a consequence of purchasing provisions.

At the start of 198, after the successful war with the Parths and winning the ti-
tle of Parthicus Maximus, Severus proclaimed Caracalla Augustus and Geta, Cae-
sar.®® All these events certainly led to an increase in producing coins during the
year 198, both in the Roma and the Laodiceia mints,* which could again have af-
fected a rise in the mass of coins in the Balkans; however, with the exergue in 198
- 200 we encounter a decline in the money mass. And so we cannot quite satis-
factorily explain the growth of the money mass with the exergue 197 — 198 except

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the already offered partial explanation: the passage of the troops through Upper
Moesia in 197 AD.*

Once again, we can look for the solution, regarding the next exergue 200 - 202,
which indicates a rather large mass of coinage in circulation in the Balkan finds,
in Septimius Severus paying a visit to the Balkan provinces. In short, the sequence
of events would be as follows: in the middle of 199 after the second siege of Ha-
tra, Severus left for Egypt, stopping on the way in Syria, Palestine and perhaps in
Arabia. He returned from Egypt in 201 and stayed in Antioch* to give Caracalla
the toga virilis and had it designed for a consul for him in 202. When Severus and
Caracalla received the consulate in January 202, they were still in Antioch* and
subsequently departed westwards back to Rome by way of the Balkan provinces.
There is no data in the sources that in 202 AD, Septimius stayed in Viminacium.
Maybe there is indirect reference to that visit in two inscriptions from Viminaci-
um,® one (no. 54) erected by the soldiers of the legion VII Claudia, missi honesta
nissione, perhaps in connection with Caracalla’s dies imperii (4™ April, 202), which
Caracalla may have celebrated in Viminacium.* The inscription no. 67, perhaps,
was erected by Fulvius Plautianus, Caracalla’s father-in-law.

The problem becomes even more complicated because in 202 several impor-
tant events converged: 1.The consulate of Septimius Severus and Caracalla on
January 1% 2.The decennalia of Severus’ accession to power on April 9% ¥’ 3.The
official ceremony in honour of Septimius Severus” return to Rome; and, 4.The
marriage of Caracalla to Fulvia Plautilla. All of these reasons, besides the passage
of Septimius Severus through Moesia and Pannonia, could have played a part in
the erecting of honorary plaques with inscriptions, the minting of coins in the co-
lonial mints and the repair of the roads.*

All being said, Herodian’s report about the inspection of the military camps in
Moesia and Pannonia remains the most reliable piece of information. And so this
detail is really the most important for our topic.

On his way back to Rome from the East in 202, he must have travelled more
slowly than in the previous years when he was hastening eastwards to wage war
with Pescennius or with the Parths, or to Rome because of the war with Albi-

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nus. Therefore, preparations had to be on a larger scale and also a much greater
amount of foodstuffs had to be bought. Hence, it is quite clear why the mass of
coins minted between 200 and the beginning of 202 must have been much greater,
primarily because the issues in 200 and in 201 were used in all likelihood to pay
for foodstuffs.*” And so if our hypothesis is acceptable, that the largest number of
tinds in our regions was linked to villae rusticae and the free sale of produce, then
it is clear why we come across a larger mass of coins with an exergue in 200 - 202,
and perhaps in that connection, an earlier exergue in 198 - 200, as well.

Let us go back to our finds and the coins from the mint in Laodiceia which we
encounter in them. We shall again analyse Reka Devnija in relation to all the rest
of the Balkan finds:

The table shows that the annual percentages rise from 197/8 towards 198-202 in
Reka Devnija and in the remaining hoards, whereas in 202 we encounter a differ-
ence among them: in Reka Devnija the percentage continues to grow, while it falls in
the other hoards. However, it would seem that in this case, too, we must only reckon
with some local reasons and that it would be rather more pertinent to continue con-
sidering the total mass of coinage in the Balkan finds. The table is essential to high-
light the notable similarity of the Balkan finds, irrespective of individual anomalies.

In any case, such high annual percentages do not signify that Laodiceia had a
substantial share in the mass of coins with the exergue in the years 197-202, just as
with the first exergue in 193-197 Emesa and Laodiceia did not participate to any
notable extent in the mass of coins. When we add the first and second exergue to-
gether, the eastern mints (Emesa and Laodiceia) in Reka Devnija account for 6.18%
of the total number of pieces of Septimius Severus and family and in the remaining
Balkan finds, for 7.31%. This would favour the previously presented idea that the
coinage of the eastern mints reached the Balkans with the imperial suite, when he
was travelling back from the East. Naturally, we cannot know whether this coinage
was in the emperor’s treasury, or acquired from individuals when it entered into cir-
culation. But for our problem it is important that it did not arrive as regular inflow
from the eastern mints, but on certain occasions which would justify us in claim-
ing that Severus and his suite paid with their own money for their stay and supplies
in the provinces, and did not draw on the annona collected in taxes. On the other
hand, based on the coins from Laodiceia found in the span from 197 to 202, we can
also more reliably defend the assumption that the mass with the exergue 198 - 202

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from the Roma mint, just the same, largely entered into circulation in the Balkans
during the passage of Severus and his suite. For the sake of a more comprehensive
consideration of this period we point to two more important elements. From HA
Sev., XV1, 9, we learn that while he was still in Antioch in 202 AD, immediately be-
fore his trip to Alexandria, Severus increased the army’s pay. The assumption is per-
fectly logical that Laodiceia ad Mare played the principal role in minting the coins
needed for the payments. On the other hand, on returning from the Orient, Severus
certainly left troops from the legions’ vexillations, which were necessary for the war
with the Parths, in the camps from where they had been withdrawn. Those vexilla-
tions certainly took with them the part of their wages paid out in the coinage minted
in Laodiceia, so it was not at all unusual for the coins to have entered in the Balkan
hoards in this way, too. In no way does this challenge our basic idea that the passage
of Septimius Severus through the Balkan provinces had an influence on the increase
of the money mass.

In summing up this lengthy analysis of events till the year 202 AD, we arrive at

three basic conclusions:

1. The mass of coins in the Balkan hoards grew during the passage and stay of
Septimius Severus and his suite;

2. The supplies and sojourn of the army was paid to the people of the provinc-
es from the state treasury (perhaps a portion of the money entered the mass
from individual purchases) and not from special taxes imposed on the pro-
vincial population;

3. The coins, especially from Laodiceia, could also have arrived in Upper
Moesia through the vexillations of the legions IV Flavia and VII Claudia.

The annual percentage for the year 203 indicates the largest mass of coins with-
in the Balkan finds. We are unable to find a particular reason for such a sizeable
increase in the money mass. During the year 203, a triumphal arch was erected in
Rome to memorialize the victories of Severus. Modern history notes this event as
the most important one in 203. However, we come across the denarius with this
representation only in one specimen in Reka Devnija, whereas it does not exist
in other Balkan finds. There are many more of the types INDULGENTIA AUG
IN CARTH and FUNDATOR PACIS. The type with INDULGENTIA shows Sep-
timius Severus’ interest in the province of Africa, his homeland, while the type
FUNDATOR PACIS features generally, but it certainly had significance after the
civil and eastern wars. In 203 AD, Geta was consul for the first time. Nothing said
so far explains the large increase in the mass of coins. We could look for the rea-
sons in the purely economic sphere, but at present we have no data whatsoever on
the basis of which to bring about a more solid conclusion. Nor can we interpret
this increase with any inflationary processes because already in the year 204, we
encounter an extraordinary decline in the mass of coins in the Balkans. The rea-
sons for this drop in 204 AD are beyond us, just as we cannot explain the increase
in 203. It was in the year 204 that the Secular Games were celebrated and so it
would have been normal for a greater quantity of coins to have been minted. Nev-
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ertheless, all types connected with this celebration are apparently very rare.*® That
one should seek the decline in the money mass in 204 AD might lie in that fact.

An increase of coins in Balkan finds begins in 205/6 and culminates in the course
of 207 - 209. We would interpret this growth in the money mass with the quite nor-
mal distribution of coins, which had its economic regularities. One can see this in
the following table of annual percentages in the period from 205 to 210 AD:!

Although a balanced distribution during this period in evident, we must stress
the year 209 when we see an increase in distribution in all the Balkan finds. That
year has no significance for the Balkans in the historical sense. The stage was set
again in the West for beginning a campaign in Britannia. Among other events, a
more important one was the elevation of Geta to the rank of Augustus and he re-
ceived the title of Imperator. As H. Mattingly mentions,”” the dynasty of Sever-
us was then at its zenith, a characteristic of which was the aureus, the obverse of
which features Septimius and Iulia Domna with the legend FELICITAS PVBLI-
CA, and the reverse, Caracalla and Geta with the titulature PERPETVA CON-
CORDIA. Perhaps this influenced the increase of the mass of coins in the Balkan
provinces, whether with some extraordinary donations to the army or for some
other reasons (such as the more intense minting of coins for the money mass to
enter circulation), which we do not know about, had an effect on such an eco-
nomic situation. Again, we can only accept this fact without any real explanation.
We take the year 210 as the last year with this exergue because by February 4", 211
AD Septimius Severus was already dead in York.

The final period of the direct successors of Septimius Severus, from 211-217,
does not indicate any great deviation from the previous period. The annual per-
centages again show a fairly balanced distribution of coins in the Balkan finds
which can be seen in the following table:*

We find a considerably greater increase in the annual percentage during the
year 215 and slightly higher percentages in 213 and 214. We could seek the reason
for these two last years to lie in the inspection of the Pannonian, Moesian and Da-
cian limes performed by Caracalla and Iulia Domna in 214. > Of course, consid-
erable preparations were made during this visit, like those made during the visit
of Septimius Severus. Still, by around May 215, Caracalla had arrived in Antioch
in a fairly serious condition of mental disturbance,” and he remained in the East
right up to his death on April 8", 217 (when he was murdered by M. Opellius Ma-
crinus, the praetorian prefect).’® There are, nevertheless, two elements during Ca-
racalla’s independent rule that could have affected general monetary trends.” In
the course of 212, Caracalla raised the pay of the legionaries from 500 to around
700 denarii,®® which at that point increased the money in circulation. The other
measure, which could be directly connected with our statements about the in-
crease of the annual percentage during 215, was the introduction of a new mon-
etary unit, the so-called antoninian or double denarius. Even though we do not
find a more significant amount of antoninians of Caracalla and Iulia Domna, it
is still possible that the appearance of the new nominal had the effect of increas-
ing the mass of money and thereby, a higher annual percentage in the finds. In
that case, it would not have been unusual for the owners of the coins to prefer re-
ceiving denarii or even to exchange the antoninians, as a new nominal, for denar-
ii, which could have appeared to them as stable cash. The low annual percentage
we find in 217 is quite normal because, as we said, Caracalla was murdered at the
start of that year, although the information we encounter in Herodian, IV,4,7 and
Dion Cassius, 78, 36, 3, that expenditure had increased to 70 million denarii, re-
ferred to the year 217.%

At the end of this analysis of the rule of Septimius Severus and his direct suc-
cessors, we shall try to sum up the main items in the results we arrived at and,

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roughly, see the economic picture during that rule. After the death of Commodus,
the state treasury was empty, the Empire was on the verge of bankruptcy® and
Pertinax definitely faced many difficulties in paying out the donativa and the lar-
gesse Commodus had promised the army.®' In contrast to that, Septimius Severus,
according to the sources available to us, left immeasurable wealth® in spite of his
munificence. The legends on the reverse of coins show us that there were several
liberalitates between the years 193 and 208, and 4™ century writers report a sum
of 220 million denarii.”® The costs for games, especially in honour of the decen-
nalia in 202 and the Secular Games in 204, were enormous. The legionaries’ pay
was raised to 500 denarii. Nor should one forget the extensive building activities
in all parts of the Empire, financed partly by the emperor himself and partly from
municipal revenues. Similarly, the road network was repaired or expanded, par-
ticularly throughout the Danubian region from Raetia and Noricum in the north,
to Thrace. All these expenses were a sign of notable and stable revenues, which
would again have to have relied on a stable manufacturing base. Nevertheless, the
Roman emperors, especially in the second half of the 3™ century, resorted to de-
basing coins when they needed more money. In present-day numismatics and his-
toriography, Severus also is believed to have resorted to this practice and that the
content of silver in the denarii was reduced by about 50%, but we still have no
detailed systematic analyses of the metal content in the Severan coinage.® Like-
wise, the analysis of the weight of denarii given by H. Mattingly*® does not show
any substantial oscillations during the rule of Severus.

There are certain indications that prices in Egypt had already been going up
since Commodus,” but apparently this increase in prices was not a pervasive phe-
nomenon.® Severus did not believe it was necessary to find a way out for covering
expenses by ordering large and frequent issues of coins, partly because it was possi-
ble to collect taxes,” and partly owing to the fact that the emperor had new sources
of revenue,” largely thanks to the confiscation of the estates belonging to his oppo-
nents.”! In that context, the creation of new financial institutions came about, the res
privata in the possession of the emperor, as opposed to the patrimonium, the crown

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possessions that passed down from emperor to emperor. Without going into the
complicated matter of the relations between the res privata, patrimonium, fiscus, and
aerarium, we only mention that from the time of Septimius Severus only the res pri-
vata and the fiscus were the basic treasuries, while the aerarium (the public treasury
of the Roman people) was almost completely abandoned.”

In the above text we already mentioned Septimius Severus’ care of the provinc-
es. Where it concerned agricultural estates, Severus apparently confirmed an earlier
decree by Antoninus Pius. Namely, if anyone, in good faith (bona fide) purchased all
deserted farmland that had not been registered in the fiscus, he could keep it.”* We
can imagine, of course with some reservation, as we do not have written sources,
that some farming estates in Upper Moesia were acquired in this way, too.

Naturally, our intention is not to lessen the importance of the army but we are
not convinced that under Severus and his immediate successors, the army already
had such a decisive role as in the middle of the 3™ century. Though indeed, by
the time of Severus, the militarization of the Empire was already reflected in the
bureaucratization of imperial officials with more and more special duties,” but
Severus himself respected the law and the rule of law too much to allow military
empowerment. True, an increasing fusion developed in the career of cavalrymen
(equites) and the military profession, but certainly the cavalry ranks also contin-
ued their civilian careers, which commenced by performing fiscal duties and end-
ed with the most senior-ranking occupations in the imperial offices. Similarly,
senators continued to perform senior functions in Rome and Italy. The impor-
tance of the praetorian prefect did not begin to grow until Macrinus, who actually
belonged to that rank when he replaced Caracalla.” Therefore, we would rather
be inclined to believe that the army’s influence on the organisation of the Empire
gradually strengthened until it culminated in the 4™ century. Certainly, this was
no rapid process and during Severus’ rule, to all intents and purposes, a balance
existed between civil and military institutions and power.

It seems to us, among other things, that too much importance is attached to
the connection of the villages with the nearest military garrisons,” as well as to the
creation of the institution of the annona militaris.”” It is possible that general rules
did not exist, but these matters were treated in a case by case manner. It would be
normal for the garrisons to have had their own farms where the soldiers laboured,

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or they were leased out to soldiers,”® but probably larger quantities of wheat, bar-
ley and oats, and so on, were purchased from farmers. We cannot tell whether
the prices for military provisions were lower than on the market because we do
not have such data for the Danubian provinces. We know that there was a system
called frumentum emptum, the purchase of wheat at fixed prices, prescribed by
the state administration. This wheat served to replenish the military reserves or
the annona in Rome.” The clearest example of the effects of frumentum emptum
was presented in a series of papyri, dated to 185/6 AD;* the receipts with which
farmers confirmed to the strategus that they had received a specific sum of money
for barley is important for our problem; they received this money from two offi-
cials responsible for money from the state bank, for supplying an ala with barley.*'
With these examples, we only wish to substantiate the aforementioned conclusion
that the inhabitants of the provinces did not generally pay taxes to the annona. In-
stead, the state purchased the necessary amounts of foodstuffs from the farmers.*

Returning to our finds of coins, we can once again say that the distribution of
the money mass in the central Balkans was balanced. Likewise, we stated that the
circulation of coinage existed, that is, it was issued, exited and then came back into
circulation, all of which is indicative of a fairly stable monetary economy in the
times of the Severan dynasty. And these would be the general conclusions.

MACRINUS AND DIADUMENIANUS

The brief rule of Macrinus and his son, Diadumenianus, from 217 to 218 did
not leave sizeable amounts of coinage in our finds. At our disposal are the follow-
ing details (Table 32-34):

Although the quantities of coins in each find were small, even in Reka Devni-
ja, compared with the other imperial reigns, the cumulative annual percentages
still show a balanced circulation. One must remember that Caracalla was killed
in April 217 and Macrinus in June 218; so that if we add to Macrinus’ coinage in
the year 217, the coinage of Caracalla till his death, and, on the other hand, add to
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Macrinus’ coinage in 218, Elagabalus’ coinage of that year, we obtain a fully bal-
anced money mass. Macrinus and Diadumenianus’ coins were well-preserved and
one has the impression that they were either in circulation for a very short while
or were not at all in circulation.

Macrinus and Diadumenianus’ coins were minted in Rome and Antioch.* It is
rather hard to tell the difference between the Rome and Antioch mints, especial-
ly in the case of Diadumenianus’ pieces. In maintaining the criteria laid out by H.
Mattingly in BMCRE V, we get the following distribution of mints in the Balkan
tinds (though without Diadumenianus’ pieces):*

which clearly indicates the predominance of Antioch over Rome and, to some ex-
tent, it was perfectly normal because Macrinus spent the entire time in Antioch.
Still, here, the basic question arises as to whether Macrinus’ coinage from Anti-
och arrived in the Balkans during his rule or later, when the military units, who
took part in the wars in the East were returning, which comes to mind because of
the small amounts of coins of Macrinus and Diadumenianus in the Balkan finds,
regardless of the infrequency of these coins, as we saw, in circulation. However,
the outstanding portrait of Macrinus, found in Bole¢ near Belgrade,® which ac-
tually corresponds to the portraits we find on the coins from the Antioch mint,
show that Macrinus’ authority also functioned in the Danubian region, and that
the money mass from the Antioch mint could normally arrive here. The good
condition of these coins’ preservation indicates that they were swiftly thesaur-
ised, thereby bringing into question the theory that the military troops brought
this money on their return from the East, because in that case it would have been
more poorly preserved. Nevertheless, the question of why that mass of coins was
so small remains open. According to data from Historia Augusta, Macrinus was
generous where it concerned the annona, but very thrifty when giving money.*
Still, we know the coin with the reverse LIBERALITAS AVG from the Antioch
mint,* and it complies with the data from the Historia Augusta.® Yet, this primar-

ily referred to the citizens of Antioch. Towards the army that was with him in the
East, Macrinus was relatively generous. The Historia Augusta mentions that the
legionaries and praetorians were given a donativum,* and according to Dio Cassi-
us apparently there were two donativa, one on the accession of Macrinus to pow-
er and the second when he gave Diadumenianus the name of Antoninus.” Based
in this information, it is hard to say what Macrinus’ policy was towards the other
imperial provinces, as well as towards the military troops in the rest of the prov-
inces. For the time being, we can only say that the mass of Macrinus and Diadu-
menianus’ coinage was considerably smaller in the Balkans compared to the time
of Caracalla’s rule. However, it is quite certain that Caracalla’s coins continued to
circulate in the Danubian provinces, because, although Macrinus was responsible
for Caracalla’s death, he tried hard before the Roman Senate and people to por-
tray himself to be innocent, as illustrated by Caracalla’s ceremonial funeral®* and
granting the name of Antoninus to Diadumenianus.”* The eventual shortage of
coins of Macrinus in the Danubian region could have been mitigated in that way.

ELAGABALUS AND HIS FAMILY

We shall start the analysis of the coinage of Elagabalus and his family with a
review of the state of preservation of the specimens from the find in Mezul 2, Bel-
grade and Taga. Like the coins of Septimius Severus and his family, one also sees
in Elagabalus that his coinage was in circulation. The condition of preservation of
the specimens is uneven and this occurs within the same issues. One can see this
comparison more clearly in the following table:

In examining the Mezul 2 hoard, we could say that a large number of pieces
were bad strikes and so we placed those specimens in the lower category of pres-
ervation in the catalogue, with a sign indicating this. It is really a technological
problem, which is partly due to the uneven strike of the movable die and part-
ly because of the greater wear of the die. One can notice a bad strike most often
on the reverse of the coins. It is highly probable that there are similar cases in the
Belgrade and in the Taga finds. The percentage of better preserved coins thereby
increased.

In all three phases, very well-preserved coins prevail in all three finds. It is the
same case with specimens of Iulia Soemias and Iulia Maesa from the year 218-222
AD. In the phase 220-222, poorly preserved specimens appear in a larger percent-
age, and they are dominant even in the Belgrade find. That fact would again run
in favour of our theory that poor pieces were not deliberately withdrawn, and the
better specimens were left; likewise, that it was not important whether the pieces
were older (and so more worn) because the most poorly preserved coins were in
the last phase. It is essential that the percentages of preservation were close in all
three finds. This allows us to consider them together:

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From this table it clearly emerges that the very well-preserved specimens con-
stituted the largest mass. That means that they were in circulation for a very short
while and were quickly thesaurised, in other words, that they were put into a pri-
vate fund immediately after the sale of produce. Of course, the relatively short rule
of Elagabalus from the end of 218 to the beginning of 222 played a part in this. On
the other hand, the specimens that were more worn could circulate for some time
longer even during the rule of Alexander Severus; but judging by the mass of that
coinage in the three finds, the percentage of the circulation was negligible.

This analysis again leads us to the conclusion that the finds came into being
successively, within the reign of each individual ruler also as a consequence of the
sale of agricultural produce from a farming estate.

In the wake of this analysis, we can go on to examine the circulation of Elagab-
alus’ coins in the Danubian region. Apart from the earlier analysed finds, here, we
introduce two more finds, from Glibovac and Smederevo, which begin with Elaga-
balus’ coins. Elagabalus’ issues can be divided into three phases: 218/9,219/20 and
220-222. The coins produced for Iulia Maesa and Iulia Soemias cannot reliably be
dated so that we shall not take them into consideration in this analysis. The fol-
lowing table offers data on the finds we did examine (Table 39-42):

We can divide the finds into three basic groups. We classified the finds from Me-
zul 2, Belgrade, Mehovine, Taga and Reka Devnija in the first group, where we
see a gradual increase from the phase 218/9 to 220-222. In the second group we
placed the finds from Ravna, Glibovac and Plevna, in which we notice an increase
from 218/9 towards 219/20 and a decline in 220-222. Smederevo and Jablanica
belong to the third group, in which the coin mass declines from 218/9 to 219/20,
and there are no pieces from the period of 220-222.

In order to check what the real circulation could have been, we did a cumula-
tive table of all the finds:

from which we gather that there was nevertheless a gradual increase from 218 to
222 so that the deviations in our second and third group were linked with certain
local deviations that we cannot explain today. It is indeed quite unclear that in the
large find from Smederevo, pieces from 220-222 are nonexistent; but every expla-
nation, as we have already stated, is quite hypothetical.

One remarks the characteristically sudden growth in the mass of coins from
218/9 to 219/20 in all finds, except in Jablanica and Smederevo which deviate
completely. Apart from this synthesized analysis, we did a more precise analysis
according to the years:

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This table even more clearly illustrates the general growth tendency of the
money mass up till the year 222. The strong increase in the money mass is visible
from June 218 (Elagabalus” accession to the imperial throne) towards the end of
218 and beginning of 219, as well as the sharp fall from the end of 220 and the very
beginning of 222, till March 11" (the death of Elagabalus).” Meantime, there was
a steady growth of the money mass in the Danubian region.

Elagabalus spent the winter of 218/19 in Nicomedia, and arrived in Rome in the
late summer or early autumn of 219.** His progress through the Danubian provinc-
es, apparently, was very slow.” In that case, it is quite normal for the money to have
increased in the Danubian region in 218/9 and 219. Here, we come across the phe-
nomenon we already noticed in Septimius Severus and Caracalla that the imperi-
al suite’s progress very likely also led to the increase in the money mass because of
a pay rise. In spite of the various kinds of excesses that were going on in Rome,” it
is possible that the provinces were fairly prosperous. The borders were calm and a
whole series of inscriptions refer to construction activities, either building roads
or civilian and military structures.”” The eastern provinces, in particular, were in a
privileged position and judging by the abundant local minting of coins, economic
activity had never been livelier.”® Other than these general conclusions, for Upper
Moesia, at least at present, we do not have any more accurate indicators that would
clarify economic policy for us in the time of the rule of Elagabalus.

Let us return for a moment to the pieces from the Antioch mint. These pieces
in all the analysed finds have a 5.87% share in the mass of coins of Elagabalus. Ac-
cording to years, the distribution is as follows:

We see that the coinage from the Antioch mint has a small share in the per-
centage during the rule of Elagabalus in the Danubian provinces, and that he did
not substantially increase the mass of coins that arrived in these parts from the
mint in Rome. Obviously this is the reason for the appearance of Antioch coins
on the other side. The upper table shows us that the largest mass of coins arrived
in between 218 and 220 AD. It seems to us that the explanation should be sought

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in the passage of Elagabalus and his suite through the Danubian provinces, which,
as we have already mentioned, enlarged the mass of this coinage in this interval
of time. We believe there is no need to dwell on this thesis that we have sufficient-
ly elaborated in the upper text. But we would like to point out that the analysis
of Elagabalus’ coinage indicated that the imperial progress and the increase in
the money mass were no coincidence, and show a firm correlation. A negligible
amount of coins from the Antioch mint in the years 220-222 could have reached
the Danubian region in some other way, as well: through commerce, the arrival of
Syrians in the Balkans, and so forth.

ALEXANDER SEVERUS

As with earlier periods, we shall begin the analysis of coins from the rule of Al-
exander Severus (222-235), by observing the preservation of the coins. It is a for-
tunate circumstance that the coinage of this period could be precisely divided into
issues and that this could be done for each year individually thanks to the dedicat-
ed work of R. A. G. Carson, resulting in the sixth book of the collection of Roman
coinage from the British Museum (BMCRE VI). He gave a very clear and exhaus-
tive explanation for his distribution, so that one can accept his conclusion without
any reservations. At the same time, he gave the concordance of his catalogue num-
bers from Roman Imperial Coinage IV/2, which simplifies the work on hoards that
were processed only according to RIC IV/2. Following the coinage from year to
year enables a much more precise analysis, especially where it concerns the pres-
ervation of the coins and our hypothesis that better coins were not systematically
separated and buried in hoards.

In the following analysis, besides Mezul 2, we examined the hoard from Bel-
grade and the hoard from Taga (Rumania) because the preservation of the pieces
in these two hoards is distinctive.

During the examination of the coins from the observed finds, the relation of
preservation was observed for each issue individually. In order to save space in the
publication, we offer only cumulative tables of the preservation of coins belonging
to Alexander Severus in these hoards.

Viewed as a whole, this analysis clearly demonstrates that the most numerous
categories represented were well-preserved and slightly worn. The category of ex-
cellently preserved appears in few issues, while the category of worn pieces ap-
pears only in Taga, in issues 1 and 3 from the Roma mint and in issue 1 from An-
tioch. This indicates unambiguously that all the coinage from the 222-235 period
were in circulation. The cumulative table of the coins’ preservation in all three
hoards we examined shows a very close correlation. The excellently preserved
pieces we encountered, as we already mentioned, in Taga and Belgrade appear in
relatively low percentages, but very slightly higher in Belgrade. The principal part
of the coins produced in the Roma mint in these hoards falls in the categories of
very well-preserved and well-preserved. Moreover, in Mezul 2 the very well-pre-
served pieces were represented only by 8.04%, and well-preserved by 84.92%.
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The case is similar with the pieces minted in the East (Antioch), and so this
clearly shows that the result of the analysis is valid, despite the fact we pointed
out earlier, that a slightly different assessment of preservation in the Belgrade find
would perhaps have given a rather different result, but it would have fitted in the
general picture. And the picture could have been as follows: a small quantity that
reached the owners of the hoards was directly distributed to them from the pro-
vincial treasury (in the purchasing of produce), or in the other case, very few were
in circulation. In both cases they are excellently preserved and appear in the fol-
lowing years (Taga and Belgrade are conjoined): 222: 1 piece; 223: 1 piece; 226: 5
pieces; 227: 1 piece; 230: 1 piece; 231: 1 piece and 232:1 piece (Mezul 2). As we
shall demonstrate in the further text, these specimens appeared in the periods of
maximum circulation, that is to say, when the most coins arrived in the Balkans.
All the rest of the coins from the period of Alexander Severus circulated freely,
and the category of well-preserved pieces illustrates that the coins were not im-
mediately deposited in private caches (hoards). Of course, the question remains as
to how the money returned to the state treasury, whether imperial, provincial or
municipal, and was subsequently allowed into circulation, again. As a negligible
percentage in the hoards belonged in the category of slightly worn and worn, that
circulation was not entirely slow either, because its slowness would have led to the
greater wear of the coins. This note is essential for further consideration of the cir-
culation of coins belonging to Alexander Severus, since a slower circulation could
obfuscate the picture of the real circulation. One should, of course, maintain a cer-
tain caution also regarding a moderate speed of circulation, because in an some X
year, newly-minted coins could be found, and also coins from earlier years.

Though, in spite of this small obstacle we shall examine the circulation accord-
ing to each year of mintage. Firstly, the following table (Table 49 and Graph 4) pre-
sents the frequencies and annual percentages of Mezul 2:

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From Table 49 and the graph, one may conclude that the circulation according to
years was steady. The strongest circulation was at the beginning of the reign of Al-
exander Severus in 222 and 223 AD, with a strong decline in 224, and subsequently,
an increase in 225 and 226, with equal percentages. From 227 to 232, the circulation
was fairly regular, with minor oscillations and growth in 232. The greatest decline in
circulation was in the last years of Alexander’s rule, from 233 to 235 AD.

For the purpose of a more reliable examination of the representation of the
coins belonging to Alexander Severus, the coins in the hoards of Upper Moesia,

which are examined in more detail in the further text, are considered according to

issues, and their annual percentage is provided (Table 50 and Graph 5).

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Table 50 and a Graph 5 of all the issues represented in the observed hoards of
Upper Moesia show substantial oscillations from 222 to 235. The most numer-
ous issues represented are 1, 3, 5, 7 and 15. Still, regardless of this representation,
one notices a constant declined towards issue 18 from the year 235. This can also
clearly be observed, according to the line of the trend. In further analyses we shall

examine this phenomenon in greater detail.

In the following tables, besides Mezul 2, we checked the annual percentages
from the finds from Mehovine, Belgrade, Ravna, Glibovac, Plevna, Taga and the

big hoard from Reka Devnija (Markianopolis):

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Generally, though with minor differences, the circulation in the observed
hoards are similar to Mezul 2. This induced us to cumulatively analyse all the
mentioned hoards:

It would proceed even in this analysis that the circulation was high in 222 and
223, that there was a great decline in 224, a greater increase in 225, and especially
in the year 226. Subsequently, between 227 and 231, circulation was mainly bal-
anced to be followed by a substantial decline in the years 233- 235. It is character-
istic that the year 235 is represented only in Mezul 2, Reka Devnija and Plevna,
with a small number of pieces.

Unfortunately, we do not have sufficient data on monetary policy in the time
of Alexander Severus. Obviously, that this policy had had to change after the var-
ious excesses during the rule of Elagabalus. The very fact that antoninians were
completely excluded from minting at this time, might lead in that direction. One
has the impression that this policy was aimed at avoiding inflation, and that mint-
ing coins was strictly controlled. In that sense, perhaps we can understand the ac-
cusations of Tulia Mamaea being tight-fisted in the Historia Augusta. Probably, it
this does not only refer to her parsimony, but the mass of money in circulation
was substantially reduced, which is illustrated by the data about the preservation
of the pieces, in other words, about the slower circulation of coins, and so they
were longer in use. Indirectly, we come across information about the monetary re-
form in HA, but only referring to the minting of gold coins.”” Modern historiogra-
phy raises doubts regarding the monetary reform of Alexander Severus and only
bronze coins are taken into consideration, based on the legends MONETA REST-

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TITUTA and RESTITUTOR MONETAE on the dupondii.'® Our analysis may;,
however, speak of a much more comprehensive monetary policy. Still, Alexander
continued with state donativa and gave five congiaria in coins to the Roman pop-
ulation. Where metrology is concerned, the data on the weight in Mezul 2 gives an
arithmetical average of 3.05 gr. for 198 specimens'®! (the theoretical weight should
be 3.41 gr. = 1/96 of a libra).'” According to this, the average weight of the denar-
ius was about 3 gr., which continued as the median weight in the time of Elaga-
balus. From that viewpoint there were no essential changes in monetary policy.
In Mezul 2, when we separate the average weights according to issues of the
Roma mint we obtain approximate results to the overall arithmetical median:

It is a characteristic, however, that in the time of Alexander Severus, hybrids
appeared and denarii with a bronze core plated in silver, which one could consid-
er to be counterfeits.'” This phenomenon could in fact be interpreted as a smaller
mass of money in circulation, and so producing counterfeit coins was a resort in
order to increase this mass.

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Since Carson gave the statistics of several hoards, which included hoards from
Plevna and Reka Devnija, and also several hoards from Britannia, as well as one from
Cologne and one from Hungary,'™ we compared these statics with the frequency of
Mezul 2. And this parallel produced the same results as the previous analysis:

In several hoards from the province of Dacia available to me, the coins of Al-
exander Severus were represented and in some their number was larger. Conse-
quently, I included these hoards in the analysis and the hoard from Taga so as to
compare these results with the ones from Upper Moesia. The hoards are not giv-
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en individually, but the total number of specimens of Alexander Severus is pre-
sented.

The table 57 and graph 7 gives the comparative frequencies of the hoards from
Upper Moesia and Dacia:'®

This analysis also shows similar results to the previous one. Certain differences
are observed in the year 231, when there was a slight increase in Dacia, and then a
slight decrease in 232, in comparison to the hoards of Upper Moesia. This, howev-
er, did not essentially affect the general monetary trend, but rather shows a great
concordance, so that this analysis also indicates the stability of monetary policy in
the time of Alexander Severus, whatever it may have been.

We shall compare this analysis with the historical events in the time of Alex-
ander Severus and on that basis we shall attempt to give an answer to the ques-
tion of how they affected circulation. Alexander Severus was born in Phoenicia.
His mother was Iulia Mamaea, the daughter of Iulia Maesa, and the sister of Iulia
Soemias, Elagabalus’ mother. Under the powerful influence of Iulia Maesa (the
sister of Iulia Domna), Elagabalus, most probably in June 221, proclaimed Alex-
ander Caesar and adopted him."” Apparently, Elagabalus soon regretted his act
and wanted to get rid of Alexander."”” This precipitated the demise of Elagabalus
and, under the influence of Maesa with her wealth, the praetorians killed Elagab-
alus.'® Following Elagabalus’ murder on the 11" March 222,'” by the 13" March
the praetorians proclaimed Alexander Severus Augustus.'’ According to Dio Cas-
sius, he immediately appointed Domicianus Ulpianus, a well-known lawyer as the
prefect of the praetorians.'"! Very strict and definitely ambitious, with the help of
Iulia Maesa and Iulia Mamaea, he exerted a strong influence on the immature Al-
exander. Nevertheless, as a wise man and excellent lawyer, he launched a series of
reforms which characterised the rule of Alexander Severus. Owing to his severity
and not being a career soldier, Ulpianus was not to the liking of the praetorians,
and so in a rebellion prepared by the influential freedman M. Aurelius Epagathus,
they killed him in 224 or 228 AD."*? If Ulpianus was indeed murdered in 224, then
his role is much less than is attributed to him. It is possible that he insisted on and
started some reforms but did not have time to finalise them. And it is this event
that may have affected the circulation of money. We saw that after the strong in-
flow of coins during the years of 222 and 223, there was a tangible decline in 224.

2565 — Modrzejew-
ski — Zawadski, RHDFE 4/1967), according to which the conspiracy and murder of Ulpianus already came
about perhaps in July 223, in any case, before the middle of 224: ’this conclusion is drawn from the irrefuta-
ble proof that M. Aurelius Epagathus, the chief culprit for the death of Ulpianus, that past year already held
the office of governor of Egypt’ That would mean that Epagathus had already been driven into some sort of
exile and was soon killed in Cyprus.
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This could be interpreted as the beginning of the important reforms in the mon-
etary sphere that Ulpianus had started, but immediately after his death there was
serious disruption in the state treasury and mint. It was not until circumstances
had settled that circulation rose during 225. Furthermore, it was also affected by
some other events that we shall mention a little later.

A council (consilium) was characteristic of the rule of Alexander Severus,
which he formed with 70 members, 20 of whom were lawyers (iuris consulti),
among them the renowned lawyer Paulus, and probably the lawyer Papinianus. It
is certain that internal policy in the Empire was influenced by this council. How-
ever, besides the consilium, Iulia Mamaea, Alexander’s ambitious mother, also ex-
erted a great influence on him. Iulia Maesa, in all likelihood, died in the year
225'"3 and Mamaea was able to conduct her own policy more freely. She married
off her son in 225 to Sallustia Orbiana (Cn. Seia Herennia Sallustia Barbia Orbia-
na), the daughter of the senator Sallustius Macrinus (Seius? Sallustius Macrinus).
Orbiana acquired the title of Augusta and her father became Caesar.'** This mar-
riage was short-lived perhaps because of Mamaea’ jealousy and desire to maintain
control of her son, exclusively.'”® Sallustius Caesar was murdered in 227"¢ and Or-
biana was sent off that same year into exile in Africa.'"” Thus, Mamaea fulfilled
her ambitious plans, which is also visible on the reverses of Alexander’s coins with
the legend SALUS and FELICITAS AUGUSTI, as well as on Mamaea’s coins, bear-
ing the legend FELICITAS PUBLICA minted in the issue 9A from the year 228."
The title Mamaea is expanded with: mater Augusti et castrorum et senatus atque
patriae et senatus.'*® Finally, she was represented as the mother of the gods with
an addition in the title: et universi generis humani.'’* The events described in the
course of 225 and 226 could have led to an increase in the mass of coins minted,
and thereby circulation, particularly because in those years special issues were
also minted: to mark the death of Iulia Maesa, the marriage of Alexander and Or-
biana, and in 226, to mark Alexander’s second consulate and the construction of
the Nympheum. Apart from this special coinage, regular series were also minted.
In Mezul 2, of these special issues we only find those marking the marriage, but
the special consulate issues are represented in Reka Devnija and Plevna, while
again coins marking the marriage were found in Reka Devnija and a hoard from
an unknown discovery site in Bulgaria.'*!

As we have said, the emperor, with the support of the imperial council, tried
to carry out a whole series of reforms. In the first place, it was necessary to bring

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order to the collection of, and the increase of taxes, and the taxes introduced in
the time of Elagabalus. In this way, many taxes were abolished or substantial-
ly reduced, as we are told by the author of the Historia Augusta.'> Nevertheless,
forced labour and liturgy still burdened the population. On the other hand, pub-
lic revenues were left to the city communities for the promotion of certain crafts.
Likewise, banks loaned state money at an interest rate of 4%, and even poor peo-
ple were loaned interest-free money to enable them to buy land, and the loan was
repaid from their profits.'* One could gather from Alexander’s biography in HA
that a great deal of attention was paid to the land being worked and producing a
yield, and that care was taken to populate the already empty areas that had result-
ed from depopulation.’* During his reign, as was mentioned before, Alexander
gave five liberalitates to mark the following events: '** 1. The processus consularis in
222; 2. The consecration of the temple to Jupiter Ultor in 224; 3. The second con-
sulate in 226; 4. The third consulate in 228; 5. The triumph after the war with the
Persians in 233.

Certain clauses mentioned in HA can be important for us. During campaigns,
military supplies were very carefully planned so that the troops were given provi-
sions at each rest area.'”® Apart from the state annona, some of the provisions were
purchased from landowners on the open market. There is a clause that if any sol-
dier encroached on private land he was punished, depending on his rank. In it is
mentioned that the emperor on that occasion declared, ‘Do you want anything to
happen on your land (estate) that you do to others?” '*

At the end of 230 and beginning of 231, the Persian king Artaxerx conquered
Mesopotamia and invaded Syria. The Romans were compelled to prepare for
war.'”® In the spring of 231, Alexander left the capital, accompanied by his moth-
er. On his way to the East, he recruited troops and this army had to be numerous
and strong. From Upper Moesia he took the legion VII Claudia Severiana Alex-
andriana, judging by an inscription from Viminacium erected by an officer of the
legion IV Flavia Severiane Aleksandriana, which would indicate that a vexillation
of the former legion was stationed in Viminacium; hence, the VII Claudia was not
in this camp at the time. On the return of the VII Claudia to Moesia, the vexilla-
tion returned to Singidunum.'” During the year 231, Alexander arrived in Anti-
och and tried to negotiate with the Persians, but without success. He launched an
offensive in the year 232. Piganiol mentions that he attacked Cappadocia, Nisibis

and the bank of the Euphrates, but his right flank suffered defeat.'* Still, Mesopo-
tamia was seized once again. This Persian campaign was halted in 233 without a
concluded peace treaty,*! and due to the danger of barbarians on the Danube and
in Italy the emperor had to release the Illyrian troops so that they could defend the
Danubian border."** It was probably then that the legion VII Claudia went back
Viminacium.

We saw that in the hoards from the Danubian region there was a high percent-
age of coins from 232. This is a rather inexplicable occurrence because it would
have been at the height of the war with the Persians. It would be more logical that
the increase was in 231, when Alexander was passing through these regions on his
way to the East, or in the year 233, when he was returning. In both cases, and ac-
cording to the said clause about supplying the troops, it would be more normal to
have a greater circulation in those two years and not in 232. But, to get back to the
preservation of coins. In addition to the excellently preserved specimens (in Taga,
which has the highest percentage), Mezul 2 and Belgrade have a high percentage
of very-well preserved pieces, meaning that a sizeable portion of the coins from
this issue were in greater circulation. Still, could it mean that this coinage arrived
in the Danubian region on the return of the troops from the East and that this was
the money the troops had received there and spent it while they were returning?
At this point it can seem to be the most acceptable solution, especially if we take
into account the return of the Illyrian troops to the Danubian region.

In the year 233, Alexander celebrated his triumph over the Persians in Rome
and he granted the fifth liberalitas."** However, the attacks by the Alemanni com-
pelled him in 234 to go together with Iulia Mamaea to Mainz (Mogontiacum)."**
Instead of attacking the enemy, Alexander attempted to bribe the barbarians. The
Roman army desired war, and they were discontented with the selfishness of Ma-
maea, who did not wish to give the money to the troops at that point, even ex-
erting strong pressure on her son and thus, she turned against Alexander. The
Pannonian troops proclaimed their commander Maximinus (Thrax) as emper-
or. They were joined by the rest of the troops and Alexander, completely aban-
doned, was murdered with his mother in Vicus Britannicus in 235 (Bretzheim
near Mainz).'®

We have seen from the analysis of the monetary circulation that the issues
233-235 were the least represented. It is hard to explain this phenomenon, which
was characteristic of the largest part of the Roman Empire." It is very likely that
the war against the Alemanni on the Rhine was not on such a scale as to have an
effect on the balanced distribution particularly in the regions of the central and

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lower Danube, where there were no important military operations. Yet in Mezul
2, we nevertheless find two pieces from the last, 18" issue. This lack of coins still
remains an unsolved question.

MAXIMINUS THRAX

The brief rule of Maximinus Thrax (235-238 AD) did not leave a deep trace
in the circulation of coins within the hoard from Dobri Do. The results are much
the same as in other hoards from Upper Moesia. The quantity of these coins is not
suitable for any meaningful statistic observation, and so we shall devote all of our
attention to the preservation of the coins. In the next table we present the quantity
and the preservation of the coins according to years and issues.

In terms of the scale of preservation, the category of well-preserved coins pre-
dominates in all four issues. It may be that the coins were in circulation, but only
briefly for as long as Maximinus’ rule lasted. There is no mention in the sources
of any more serious barbarian incursions into Roman territory during the reign
of Maximinus. Nevertheless, Maximinus waged war against the Germani on the
Rhine in the year 235."” W. Enfllin"*® mentions that during 235, Maximinus ele-
vated his son C. Iulius Verus Maximus to the rank of Caesar, probably in Sirmium
at his winter camp.

In HA, Maxim, duo XIII, 3, the following is written: Pacata Germania Sirmium
venit. Sarmatis inferret bellum parans atque animo concupiens usque ad Occeanum
septentrionales partes in Romam ditionem redigere. Herodian says nothing about
the intended invasion of Sarmatia. As D. Magie notes,"* Maximinus waged some

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sort of war north of the Danube because in inscriptions from 237 and 238, Max-
iminus and Maximus bore the title of Sarmaticus Maximus and Dacicus Maxi-
mus.'* In the spring of 238, Maximinus was back in Sirmium.'*! Here, he learned
of the rebellion in Africa and further events in Rome, and set out for Aquileia by
way of Emona,'** where he was killed together with his son.

GORDIAN I; BALBINUS AND PUPIENUS

The totally ephemeral rule, first, of Gordian I and subsequently, of the co-rul-
ers Balbinus and Pupienus during the year 238, is also clearly reflected in the
quantity of their coinage in Mezul 2. There is no need for any broader elaboration.
But one should still draw attention to the pieces of Balbinus and Pupienus being
described as well-preserved. We would rather maintain a cautious attitude in this
respect, and believe that it referred to badly struck coins as the consequence of
hastily minted new coins. Attention should be drawn to the re-introduction of the
antoninian as a nominal.

GORDIAN III

The highest representation in the Mezul 2 hoard is of coins belonging to Gord-
ian III, 30.54%. This amount permits a more detailed examination of mintage, the
distribution of reverse types, preservation and circulation. The question of denarii
minted during the reign of Gordian III is examined elsewhere.'*?

All the coins of Gordian III have been distributed according to issues and of-
ficinae separately, those in the Mezul 2 hoard, and those in all the hoards from Up-
per Moesia which I took into consideration. Firstly, tables 60 and 61 give the total
number of pieces, divided into issue.

K. Pink and H. Mattingly were the first to deal with the problem of issues and
officinae and laid out the basic principles. The distribution of the coins in the is-
sues is under no question and is made simpler with the changes in Gordian’s ob-
verse legends and the marking of the tribunitial authority. The dilemma arises in
the distribution of officinae. H. Mattingly upheld the theory, which was accept-
ed, that the Roma mint operated in six officinae where denarii and antoniniani
were minted. S. Eddy'* presented a new hypothesis, according to which the mint
in Rome produced coins in three officinae. This hypothesis was accepted by V.
Kondi¢ when processing the Belgrade find, '** but he made some corrections to
Eddy’s system, quite rightfully, in our opinion. As I accepted the arguments of V.
Kondi¢, I adhered to his distributions when processing the hoards:

The data from Mezul 2, as well as the data we obtained from all the observed
hoards of Upper Moesia (Table 62), compared with the results Kondi¢ obtained
in the Belgrade find, largely coincided where it concerned the size of the officina’s
production, and also indicates that the distribution of coins coming from three
officinae was much more balanced than a distribution coming from six officinae.
According to the results we obtained, in the first/second and fifth issues, the sec-
ond officina had the most specimens both in Mezul 2 and in the other hoards of
Upper Moesia, as well as in the Belgrade find. Contrastingly, the second officina
featured with fewer specimens in the third and fourth issues, compared with the
tirst and third in the collective table of hoards and the Belgrade find, whereas in
Mezul 2, officina 2 was numerically the most representative in the fourth issue.
Naturally, certain oscillations can be perceived when examining each hoard in-
dividually. Nevertheless, the overall frequencies even out those individual cases.
It would be too hazardous to derive some pattern of work of the officinae based
merely on the hoards from Upper Moesia, but it is important to highlight that
phenomenon. We find confirmation that some general pattern did indeed exist
in the fact that the fourth issue was the most numerous, and that Mattingly also
pointed to this'*® on the assumption that it was the outcome of the new policy that
Timisitheus, the prefect of the praetorians and Gordian’s father-in-law had start-
ed to pursue. One should also include in this issue a special emission of denarii
minted to mark the event of Gordian and Sabinia Tranquillina’s marriage. Based
on similar results which H. Mattingly had reached for the fourth issue and those
from the hoards of Upper Moesia, perhaps we would be permitted to confirm that
a general pattern also existed in the quantity of coinage from each of the three of-
ficinae that we highlighted. The reasons why the officinae operated in this way are
not easy to make out. It is possible that those officinae with a smaller number of
antoninians minted issues of bronze coins; but from Upper Moesia we do not have
hoards with this coin from the Roma mint because in that province the need for
bronze coins was met with colonial coins minted in Viminacium so that we lack
the numerical data for the bronze coins from the Roma mint.

I shall continue the analysis of coins belonging to Gordian III with an unusual
procedure. As one can clearly see from tables 63-68 of the Mezul 2 hoard, the dis-
tribution of the types/legends on the reverse was not the same. How should one
interpret this? Was it, for some reason, that the owner of an estate acquired a large
quantity of one type/legend on the reverse in an interval of time, regardless of
how very short it was, or was this a constant of the mintage during Gordian III, in
other words, were certain types/legends more frequent, or less? In order to check,
on the one hand, I compared how many types of legends on denarii and antonin-

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ians in RIC IV/3 were distributed in the Mezul 2 hoard (tables 63-68), and sub-
sequently in the series of hoards in Upper Moesia (tables 69-73), also taking into
account the marks of rarity mentioned in RIC IV/3.

In the analysis of the hoard (tables 70-75), I used material only from pub-
lished hoards and only included material from the Vinik hoard (Niska Kameni-
ca), though only a negligible part of it is the National Museum in Belgrade. How-
ever, that quantity is sufficient to serve as a control sample. I would like to point
out that similarly, the hoards were separated according to the geographical princi-
ple: hoards on the limes - Belgrade and Smederevo; hoards concentrated in cen-
tral Serbia — Mezul 1 and 2, Vlaji¢a brdo and Glibovac; hoards provisionally from
the Dardanian region — Kru$evac-Jagodina and Jablanica (western) and Niska
Kamenica (Vinik), Ni$ 2, Podrimce and Skopje (eastern), while we can only say
that the hoard from an unknown discovery site was from the territory of Serbia.
Thus, we have 5721 specimens of denarii and antoninians from the Roma mint
(the denarii from the marriage issue were also included in this number), which
credibly constitute a completely satisfactory statistical threshold for analysis.

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Firstly, I shall return to the analysis of the types/legends in relation to RIC
IV/3. This volume lists 99 types/legends of the reverse of denarii and antonini-
ans. In the hoards of Upper Moesia, of that number, 77 types/legends, or 77.78%,
are represented and of that number, the following marks of rarity are represent-
ed: c-c3 = 38.s = 23.r = 15. 12 = 1." Not represented are 22 types/legends of the
reverse, or 22.22%, with the marks of rarity s = 8. r = 15. r2 = 3. Consequently, it
turns out that the majority of types /legends on the reverse are represented in the
hoards of Upper Moesia, whereas a much smaller part does not appear among the
observed coins and truly represents a very rare mintage and not a single ordinary
type is among them. The types/legends that are not represented in our hoards
were definitely minted in small series and they had no influence on the distribu-
tion of coins of Gordian III. It is difficult to answer the question of why fewer of
these types were minted so we shall not discuss them.'*® According to this, how-
ever, we may conclude that the entire coinage of Gordian III, used in regular daily
circulation, was represented in the hoards of Upper Moesia.

In that sense, the analysis of the distribution of all types/legends in the hoards
themselves is far more important. The collective tables of types/legends (Table
74) give the frequency of their distribution in all hoards of Upper Moesia. From
a careful review and comparison with the system of rarities that Mattingly pro-
posed, primarily based on the hoard from Dorchester, one clearly sees that the fre-
quencies completely fits in with the said system of rarities and distinctly corrobo-
rate Mattingly’s sequence.

An analysis of the distribution of the types /legends in each hoard individually
imposes the first conclusion that the size of the hoard was determined by a larger
or smaller distribution. Thus, in hoards like those from Belgrade, Smederevo, Me-
zul 2, Jablanica or Vinik, we come across the most numerous types/legends on the
reverse, but the frequencies vary. And where frequencies are concerned, the high-
est are again in the hoards from Belgrade with 831 specimens of Gordian III, and
Smederevo with 2194 specimens, compared with, for instance, 387 specimens in
Mezul 2, 486 specimens in Jablanica, 396 in Vinik, 374 in Ni$ 2, or 355 specimens
from the unknown discovery site. And so Mezul 2 amounts to 47% of the Bel-
grade and 18% of the Smederevo hoards. According to these ratios, it is clear that
the size of the hoard also has an influence on the distribution of the types /legends
and on their individual frequencies, and so one cannot draw the conclusion that
for some particular reason in a hoard, a type/legend is represented with consider-
ably more specimens, but is generally the normal distribution. This is especially
noticeable when one analyses only types/legends with the sign ‘r. Other than RIC
64 and 66, all the other types are denarii. Their sequence in the hoards of Upper
Moesia is balanced, except in the one from Niska Kamenica (Vinik), where the
frequencies are higher, which is once again a consequence of the size of the find,
irrespective of its being drastically scattered.

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The general conclusion one could draw from the entire analysis is that in Up-
per Moesia, coinage from the Roma mint in the time of Gordian III was evenly
distributed in the provincial officium, from where it was again almost evenly dis-
tributed to the market on the province’s territory, or to put it more precisely, to the
farmers who sold their produce if our hypothesis that all the hoards can be tied
to agricultural estates is correct. Naturally, in the territory of Upper Moesia, one
should not overlook the wages of the military units, who likewise took part in the
general circulation of money and the purchase of various goods.

The
quantity of pieces in the hoards clearly shows that this mark was justified. Only in
the Smederevo hoard and the one from NiSka Kamenica do we find a slightly larger
number of pieces, which is again a consequence of the size of the hoard.

In the second period of the Antioch mint, the number of pieces in the hoards
of Upper Moesia increases. But in this period most of the types belong to the cat-
egory ‘r, except those which in RIC IV/3 under the numbers 210, 213 and 216,
which have the category ‘c. And, in these hoards, too, the justification for catego-
risation that H. Mattingly gave is confirmed because in the hoards we examined,
these three types are represented the most, while the others are represented in a
considerably lesser quantity. Focusing on both periods of the Antioch mint to-
gether, one comes to the same conclusion as in the case of the Roma mint, that the
distribution of coins was normal and balanced in the entire territory of the prov-
ince of Upper Moesia.

In the further text we shall deal with the preservation of coins. The following ta-
bles give the categories of preservation, issue by issue, for specimens of Gordian III.

We shall begin the analysis by observing each issue separately. In issue 1-2
we do not find the category of excellently preserved coins, but only very well-pre-
served in a smaller percentage and well-preserved in a high percentage. The sit-
uation is the same in issue 3: there are no excellently preserved ones, but the cat-
egory of those that are very well-preserved is represented slightly more than the
well-preserved pieces. Contrastingly, in issue 4, excellently preserved coins pre-
dominate while very well- and well-preserved appear in equal percentages. The
denarii of the marriage issue belong only to the category of excellently preserved.
In issue 5 we only come across excellently preserved pieces. The coins of Antioch
from the issue in 242-244, belong in the category of excellently preserved pieces.
One has to mention that the technique of minting the reverse of Gordian’s coins
was either fairly poor, or that the coins were minted in haste, and so it often seems
that they were poorly preserved. Nonetheless, in observing the obverse and re-
verse of a piece one can establish the category of each coin.

These observations again clearly illustrate that the coins up to the fifth issue
were in normal circulation and for a long while, given the greater representation
of the category of well-preserved coins. Excellently preserved coins appear only
from 242-243, which clearly shows that the newly acquired coinage was immedi-
ately placed in a private ‘savings fund.
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Table 83, which gives the cumulative frequency of the category of preservation,
naturally, shows a slightly different result in the sense that the highest percentage
is in the category of excellently preserved, whereas the categories of very well- and
well-preserved is half as much, with a slightly higher percentage of well-preserved
pieces. Still, even these results clearly show that the coins of Gordian II circulated
for alonger period and did not immediately, at least not before 242-244, end up in
the funds of private individuals.

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According to these results, apparently, circulation grew from 238/9 to 240 and
then there was a gradual decline towards the year 244. The decline in the issues of
242-244 is notable (Roma and Antioch were observed together).

We also conducted similar examinations of all the hoards from Upper Moesia
that we included in this chapter, except Mezul 2. The results are given in Table 85
and Graph 9.

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The result of this examination was the same as for Mezul 2, which indicate
the same tendencies in the circulation in Upper Moesia. And, comparative histo-
grams (Graph 10-11) clearly illustrate this phenomenon:

In Table 86 all the hoards from Upper Moesia (including Mezul 2) are ar-
ranged according to years a little differently from tables 84 and 85. This order
shows the growth of circulation from 238/9 towards 240 (like the previous two
analyses), but subsequently a mild decline during 241-244 and then again growth,
reaching that of the year 240. Most probably events in the Balkans and the war
with Persia waged by Gordian III, in which he was killed, had an effect on the
monetary circulation in Upper Moesia. I shall quote the conclusion from a study
on the denarii of Gordian III:'*

‘The barbarians were already becoming restless on the Danube limes by 238
AD, during the short reign of Balbinus and Pupienus, because of the Goths set-
tling on the shores of the Black Sea. These emperors appointed M. Tullius Meno-
philus, the defender of Aquileia, as governor of Moesia Inferior."** Menophilus re-
mained in this post in the time of Gordianus also and succeeded in pacifying the
Carps in 241 AD, but he was recalled in that year. The Carps, the Goths and the
Sarmatians renewed their attacks but, on the way to Persia in 242, the praetorian
prefect Timesitheus turned the army around and cleared the lower Danube of the
barbarians."”' Gordianus arrived in Mesopotamia in 242.""2 As we have seen, the

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issues of denarii were minted from before July 240 until May 241, that is, at the
time of Menophilus’ campaign and a little before the Roman army passed through
on its way to Persia. Both Timesitheus and Gordianus had to cross through Moe-
sia Superior, and it was then that they led the vexillations from the legions VII
Claudia and I'V Flavia to the Persian front.'>* These events certainly influenced the
increase in the amount of money in circulation in this province, because the mil-
itary had to pay for the provisions they bought from the local farmers.

PHILIP I AND HIS FAMILY

The coins of Philip and his family (Otacilia Severa and Philip II) are represent-
ed in Mezul 2 by10.73%. In comparison to the previous period in the hoard, this
coinage was not represented in a high percentage. That is understandable because
Mezul 2 ends with the third issue of Philip’s coins, dated to a slightly longer in-
terval, from 245-247. However, the hoard also contained a bronze colonial coin
from the mint in Viminacium that is precisely dated to 245/6 (AN VII), and it
somewhat simplifies the analysis of Philip’s coinage because it offers a more se-
cure chronological limit.

Tables 87-91 give the composition of the mint’s issues and types of coins dur-
ing the rule of Philip I which are represented in Mezul 2.

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We were confronted with the same problem as with the coinage of Gordian III,
in terms of the distribution of the officinae in the issues. H. Mattingly believed
that under Philip, also, minting was done in six officinae within the Roma mint.
This view was generally upheld. Subsequently, S. Eddy and V. Kondi¢, howev-
er, opposed this viewpoint and believed that the first three issues of Philip I were
minted in three officinae, and that minting only started in six officinae from the
fourth issue, which is clearly marked on the reverses of the coins either in Roman
numerals or in Greek letters. In the analysis of Mezul 2, I concurred with this lat-
ter opinion and divided all three issues in three officinae, according to the system
proposed by V. Kondic¢ for the Belgrade find.

I examined the distribution of the officinae in the issues in Mezul 2, in tables
92, 93 and 94 in the hoards of Upper Moesia and the hoards from Dacia.'**

Accordingly, the sequence in the order of issues and officinae is as follows:

1. Issue 1:in Mezul 2, the officinae 1 and 2 have the same frequencies, where-
as in officina 3, the frequency is slightly less. In the hoards of Upper Moe-
sia officina 1 is represented the most, whilst officina 3 has the fewest spec-
imens. In the hoards of Dacia, officinae 1 and 3 have the same frequencies,
whereas officina 2 has fewer specimens.

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2. Issue 2: in Mezul 2, officina 2 is as predominant as in the hoards of Upper
Moesia, while in the hoards of Dacia, officina 3 prevails with a considerably
smaller representation of officina 2.

3. Issue 3:in Mezul 2, officina 3 is as prevalent as in the hoards of Upper Moe-
sia, and this is so in the hoards of Dacia, as well.

According to the frequencies in all these hoards the most represented issue is
3, except in the hoard from Vinik (Niska Kamenica), but considering that it was
extremely scattered, it cannot be used in the analysis. Issues 1 and 2 were uneven-
ly distributed in individual hoards. Nevertheless, when one observes the number
of pieces altogether, issue 1 is represented the least (17.16%), the number grows in
issue 2 (17.73%), and in issue 3 it is nearly four times greater compared to issue 2
(65% of the overall number of pieces). One should, however, take into considera-
tion the fact that issue 3 encompasses the interval from part of the year 245 to part
of the year 247 so this issue, too, divided into three parts could offer a different
picture. But even then, if we mechanically divide issue 3 into three parts, each part
would have 727 pieces, which is again considerably more than in issues 1 and 2.

In tables 96-100, all the coins of Philip I from the hoards in Upper Moesia are
divided according to types.

Consequently, it emerges that the types AEQUITAS AUGG (RIC 27b) and
ANNONA AUGG (RIC 28c) are the most numerous. Next come the types: RO-
MAE AETERNAE (RIC 44b), PRINCIPI [UVENT (RIC 218d), CONCORDIA
AUGG (RIC 125¢), PM TRP III COS PP (RIC 3), PM TRP II COS PP (RIC 2b),
PM TRP IIII COS PP (RIC 4), and LIBERALITAS AUG II (RIC 38b). Least repre-
sented are the types: PIETAS AUG (RIC 120b), PIETAS AUG (RIC 121), PIETAS
AUG (RIC 122b), LAET FUNDATA (RIC 35b), PRINCIPI IUVENT (RIC 217)
and PRINCIPI IUVENTUTIS (RIC 220b). The type Philip I, RIC 35b, in Mat-
tingly is marked as an ordinary (C), but in our hoards there are only nine piec-
es. As opposed to that, Mattingly marked the types of Otacilia Severa, RIC 120b,
121, as well as of Philip IT (RIC 220c), as rare (R), and the type of Philip II, RIC
217, as scarcer (S), which fully corresponds to the representation of these types in
the hoards of Upper Moesia. The remaining types are unevenly distributed in the
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hoards and their appearance depends on the quantity of coins of Philip I and fam-
ily in the finds. This occurrence shows that a quite accidental specimen of coin
was allowed from the central provincial cash fund into circulation, in which the
rarer and rare antoninians were represented with only five types in a small num-
ber of pieces, which corroborates H. Mattingly’s system of evaluating the coins of
Philip’s rule.

As in previous periods, during the period of rule of Philip I, I paid special at-
tention to the preservation of the pieces, which is given in Table 101:

This examination showed that all the coins in Mezul 2 were excellently pre-
served, clearly indicating that in this period, immediately on receiving the money
from the state treasury, it was put away into a private individual’s fund and did not
return into circulation.

The analyses of the types of reverses in the hoards of Upper Moesia and their
preservation in Mezul 2 show the real monetary circulation in the time of Philip I
and the distribution of the types of reverses from the Roma mint in the province
of Upper Moesia up to the third issue in the years 245-247.

In tables 102, 103, 104, graph 12 and 13, I considered the annual inflow of
coins.

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Table 102 deals only with the Mezul 2 hoard. It turns out that there was a con-
stant decline in the inflow of money from 244 to the years 245-247. In Table 103,
all the hoards of Upper Moesia are observed (except for Mezul 2) and here the pic-
ture is entirely different. One notes a constant rise in the inflow of coins from the
year 244 to 245-247. The same conclusion can be drawn in Table 104 in which it
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is combined with Mezul 2. On the other hand, if we observe only the frequencies
I gave in tables 98, 99 and 100 this trend predominates, but in Glibovac, Skopje
and the hoard from the unknown discovery site one notices that the decline in the
inflow was during issue 2 in the year 245. Comparing this conclusion with Mezul
2, one can say that these oscillations were rather the consequence of some local
events and not a general tendency in the inflow of coins to the province. The de-
cline in the inflow did not occur until the fourth issue in the year 247 (which is not
represented in Mezul 2 and so it is not separately analysed in this study).

CONCLUSION

At the end of this study we shall summarise the basic postulates we arrived at
in the text. First of all, we point out that the Mezul 2 hoard has no new types in its
composition that would supplement the issues given in the reference catalogues.
For that reason we did not particularly deal with purely formal numismatic prob-
lems, other than with an analysis of the officinae in the coinage of Gordian IIT and
Philip I. The analysis of coins of each emperor, individually, aroused our keener
interest. The amount of coins in the hoard, coupled with a constant comparison
with the hoards in the provinces neighbouring on Upper Moesia permitted differ-
ent statistical examinations that proceeded in different directions:

 Circulation according to years and periods was considered in order to
obtain reliable data on the reduction or increase of circulation. It turned
out that the percentages of the quantities of coins in the hoards did not
essentially differ from each other regardless of the number of pieces in the
hoards, which can be seen best if one compares the percentages of Reka
Devnija with the other hoards. This confirms to us that there truly was a
very firm pattern of representation of coins in certain years.

o The condition of the preservation of coins was examined, providing us
with data on the entry and exit of coins from circulation. Both one and the
other analysis were to show that the coins were not deposited in hoards in
one moment, like some sort of income or expense, but were successively
collected and placed in a ‘cache’ throughout generations in a family. So as
to test this, we analysed published and processed hoards of denarii and
antontinians from the territory of the province of Upper Moesia.

o The analyses, in our opinion, do not fully support the hypothesis of P. Le
Gentilhomme that the denarii were kept in hoards only as a defence against
bad coins because it is questionable as to whether slightly worn or worn
coins would have continued to be deposited irrespective of the constant
internal value of the metal, but excellent, very well-preserved and well-
preserved coins would probably have been set aside. Still, perhaps we should
not be exclusive in our conclusions. Certainly, silver, purer in the denarii
than in antoninians, could always have had a specific value even though
the percentage of pure silver in the denarii was reduced as time passed.
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Undoubtedly, the quantity of denarii represented a measure of wealth
and material security in the time when the antoninian appeared, which
gradually lost it qualitative and thereby its purchasing power although it
retained its nominal value of two denarii. But this was not crucial for the
formation of a hoard. Therefore, based on the hoards mentioned in the
text, we could view the general circulation in specific periods of time, if we
considered coins in the hoard to be chance specimens.

In checking the condition of the coins according to the categories we
established, it emerges that all of these coins were in circulation, except in
the years of the rule of Gordian III and of Philip I, which are represented in
Mezul 2, where the money obtained was immediately put in a ‘cache’ Some
pieces of other rulers were excellently or very well-preserved, a considerable
portion was well-preserved, and another portion was slightly worn. There
are a fair amount of cases where we have several pieces from the same issue,
some of which are very well-preserved, whereas others are more poorly
preserved. Traces of wear and circulation show that the pieces entered, exited
and returned into circulation before they were deposited in a hoard.

We may assume that the mass of coins the state treasury put into circulation
in Lower Pannonia, Upper and Lower Moesia and Dacia remained within
these provinces and despite a certain percentage being lost from circulation,
it was rather stable. Thus, on the basis of the observed annual percentages,
we can survey the years in which there was a maximum and a minimum
circulation in the designated geographic region. For the sake of more reliable
conclusions, an attempt was made in the rule of the emperors represented
in the hoard to tie circulation to historical or economic events linked with
Upper Moesia. The results obtained were connected, in particular, with
the passage of (or temporary residence) of the emperors through Upper
Moesia or other Balkan provinces, and in this examination it turned out
that they could have had a crucial effect on the amount of money in the
provinces. The supplying and stationing of the army was paid out to locals
in the provinces from the state treasury (perhaps a portion of the money
also entered the mass from the individual purchase of goods), not from
special taxes imposed on the provincial folk. But the coins, especially from
Laodiceia, could also have reached Upper Moesia through the vexillations
of the legions IV Flavia and VII Claudia, when they were returning to their
camps in Upper Moesia. The absence of prices of goods and produce in the
Balkan provinces in the 3™ century poses a difficulty in this research so that
it is impossible to establish the ratio of money and prices.
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o We still maintain our conclusion that in most cases the hoards of coins
were the savings of farmers (except in the finds from Belgrade and Reka
Devnija). A more detailed account of this has already been written'*® but in
this study it was documented with numerical data.

In spite of some indicators, it is not simple to determine the date of burial of
the Mezul 2 hoard. Even if we assume that all the buried coins reached us (which
is unlikely), or that the missing portion did not contain coins from later issues,
the broad time-frame of the mintage of issue 3 (245-247 AD) does not offer a de-
finitive date. It was mentioned that in Mezul 2, the fourth issue from the year 247
was not represented. This could narrow down the date of minting the third issue
to the end of 246 or beginning of 247, which would partly coincide with the find
of definitively dated bronze coins from the Viminacium mint in AN VII (245-
246). Unable to precisely date the end of the hoard, we propose the year 247 as the
approximate date till the beginning of minting and distributing the silver coins
from the fourth issue of the Roma mint."*

Was the hoard’s burial affected by some military conflict that ended in Upper
Moesia roughly in the year 247 or were some other events crucial? A reference to
events described in the exergue on Maximinus Thrax indicates that neither Upper
Moesia nor part of Pannonia was under any threat of imminent war,'” and that
the reasons for not finding the hoard from Ravna (Upper Moesia) and Mehovine
(Pannonia) from Roman times should be sought elsewhere.

But, as we have mentioned regarding the exergue on Gordian III, the movement
of the Goths and the incursions by the Goths, Carpi and Sarmatians into Lower
Moesia already began in the time of Balbinus and Pupienus (238 AD). The gover-
nor of this province, Menophilus, and then the praetorian prefect Timisitheus, re-
moved this danger in the course of 241 and 242. The available data about the hoards
found in Upper Moesia shows that not a single hoard can be connected with the pe-
riod of the rule of Gordian III, which indicates the peaceful and stable situation in
this province. We shall look;, in the measure that historical sources allow, into what
happened in the Danubian region during the rule of Philip I. It is public knowledge
that, as a rule, ancient writers paid little attention to Upper Moesia. Often, data was
quite general and referred to ‘Tllyricum’ in the broad sense of that idea. Apart from
that, frequent borrowings by some authors from others obscure the true picture.
Without proper critical analysis of the sources, we will not be able to obtain defini-
tive answers to a whole range of questions for a long time.

In modern historiography it is assumed that, by the beginning of 244, the
Carps already presented a threat to the borders of the Empire.'*® Nevertheless, se-
rious incursions by the Carps in Lower Moesia actually occurred in 245. Neither

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Prastina Messalinus, the governor of Lower Moesia, nor the father-in-law of Phil-
ip I, Severianus, who commanded sizeable forces, were able to repel the enemy
across the Danube. ** The local mint in Markianopolis ceased operation at that
time.'®® The situation was so serious that Philip himself had to take supreme com-
mand.'** Dacia appears to have suffered the most, it appears, evidence of which
can be seen in the inscription CIL III 1054: a Carpis liberatus.

In the summer of 246, Philip I was in Dacia and then, most probably, a provin-
cial mint of bronze coins was opened in the course of July. It appears that Philip
was then engaged in some clashes with Germanic tribes, most likely the Quadi,
because he acquired the title of Germanicus Maximus.'*> No end was in sight in
the war against the Carps even during the year 247. According to Varos reckon-
ing, the millennial of Rome fell on April 21%, 247, but according to the coinage in
honour of this celebration, one can see that the issues were not struck until the
year 248, when Philip returned to Rome. '®* After his victory over the Carpi, Philip
was given the title of Carpicus Maximus and his son, that of Carpicus.'**

The next great invasion by the Goths occurred in 248, again in Lower Moe-
sia.'® When we analyse the scanty information the different sources provide (Ro-
man writers, epigraphic monuments and numismatics), it is evident that the ma-
jor theatre of the barbarian invasion was Lower Moesia and Dacia. There is no
data whatsoever that Upper Moesia was in any danger, except possibly on its east-
ern border (in present-day Bulgaria). Accordingly, the hoards in Upper Moesia
that could have belonged to the horizon of 247 were not buried and abandoned
due to imminent danger from the barbarians. There were some other causes
which led to this; however, we can only speculate and therefore, we shall not deal
with them. Still, one should point to the campaign of Philip I in Dacia because
then there would indeed have been a larger inflow of money in order to supply
the army with foodstuffs and meet the other needs of the troops, while they were
advancing through part of Upper Moesia.

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HOARD OF ROMAN COINS FROM THE VICINITY OF SMEDEREVO

MEZULI (DOBRI DO I)*

Abstract: The Mezul I hoard was discovered in 1966 in the area of Bobovik, a site
on Mezul, in the vicinity of Smederevo. It consists of 272 denarii and antoniniani,
spanning the period from Caracalla to Trajan Decius. Another hoard of Roman
coins was discovered in the immediate vicinity in that same year, on the same site in
the Mazgaj area (Mezul II; Trajan — Philip I). The character of architectural remains
at Mezul cannot be clarified without the appropriate archaeological explorations,
so the question remains open about whether they were just from a villa rustica or a
civilian settlement. Both hoards were found in immediate proximity to the vicinal
road (Vinceia i.e. Smederevo — present-day Smederevska Palanka and further on
to the south), not far from the main via publica. The listing of numerous, so far
unpublished finds from the Roman period, can confirm this route of the vicinal
road, which was already proposed earlier. At the same time, they indicate that two
other vicinal roads (viae vicinales) led from Smederevska Palanka, towards Kosmaj
and Rudnik, strategically important mining zones in the interior of the province
of Moesia Superior.
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The hoard of 272 denarii and antoniniani (Mezul I) was unearthed on August
19", 1966, in the area of Bobovik (near the bridge), on the archaeological site of
Mezul, between the villages of Vlaski Do and Dobri Do, near Smederevo (Map 1).2
The first report about the discovery of the hoard was made by Efrem Pegan in 1967,
based on information he had received from Leontije Pavlovi¢, who was the director
of the museum in Smederevo at that time,® while Pavlovi¢ published more details
about the find and the summary composition of the hoard a little later, in 1972.* On
that occasion, L. Pavlovi¢ declared that two other hoards of Roman coins had been
discovered in the same orchard, in early November 1966, during soil preparations.
According to his record, the first consisted of around 7 kg of antoniniani and the
second of around 5 kg of silver coins. Both were deposited in clay vessels and were
purchased for the National Museum in Belgrade.’ For a long time, the hoards were
known in literature under the name ‘Dobri Do}° but the name was changed later to
‘Mezul” so as to correspond with the precise discovery site.

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No archaeological explorations have been performed at Mezul, although a sig-
nificant number of archaeological finds from this site discovered by chance or by
reconnoitring are kept in the National Museum in Smederevo and the National Mu-
seum in Smederevska Palanka. The most numerous are fragments of ceramic ves-
sels, farming tools, coins of Hadrian, Probus and other rulers, a known bronze lu-
cerna and a spear, discovered near the so-called Hajdu¢ka Cesma fountain in the
immediate vicinity of Mezul. Remains of building structures and a water supply sys-
tem were also registered (bricks, tegulae, water pipes).® Pavlovi¢ assumed that ‘the
military centre of a Roman legion with a castel’ could have been located in this place
in order to protect the road, and that such a significant place must have had a tem-
ple to which the lucerna was dedicated.” M. Vasi¢ believes that the architectural re-
mains at Mezul were quite certainly the remains of a villa rustica.’® Be that as it may,
the mentioned finds indicated the existence of a larger complex of buildings, whose
character can be defined with certainty only by archaeological excavations.

Besides the coin hoards Mezul I (tpq. 249-251) and Mezul II (tpq. 247), five
other collective finds were discovered in the near and broader vicinity (Map 2):"!
Smederevo, Vucacki Potok, 1930, AR (8,884) denarii/antoniniani, Caracalla to
Valerian I and Gallienus, tpq. 254 AD;" Vlaji¢a brdo I, Smederevska Palanka,
1969, AR/AE (1,292 - 1,062) denarii/antoniniani/provincial, Trajan to Valeri-
an I and Gallienus, tpg. 254 AD;" Vlaji¢a brdo II, Smederevska Palanka, 1970,
AR (89) antoniniani, Gordian III to Aemilian, tpg. summer 253 AD;" Glibovac,
Smederevska Palanka, before 1919, AR (375) denarii/antoniniani, Septimius
Severus to Trebonianus Gallus and Volusian, tpg. 251-253 AD"* and Veliko Oras-
je, Velika Plana, 1882 AR (c. 200 + dispersed hoard).'¢

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It stems from this that all currently known joint finds from the immediate or
close vicinity of Mezul (Map 2) are dated between 247 and 254 AD, which will be
elaborated in greater detail in the closing discussion.

In the mentioned report about the Mezul I hoard, Pavlovi¢ stated that the find
consisted of denarii and antoniniani, without saying how many of either. We are
providing the composition of the hoard, with comments according to Pavlovi¢, in
Table 1:

The co-author of this text, M. Vojvoda, performed a detailed review of the
hoard in the National Museum in Smederevo, about which she made a report. On
that occasion, the coins were classified according to the rulers and determined
according to RIC. The problem observed at that time postponed the publication
of this hoard by more than two decades. Namely, 321 coins were counted in the
batch that was kept in the Museum at that time as the Mezul I hoard."® The dif-
ference in the count of 49 (from 272 to 321) called for a more studious inspection
of the find and the separation of the coins that were subsequently added to the
bag. Besides, it was clearly observed that six specimens from the original compo-
sition were missing. The authors of the text performed this daunting task in 2018
and 2019 with the aim of reconstructing the original composition of the find. The
count of the coins and representation of rulers are presented in Table 2.

It is obvious that, with the exception of 55 specimens (mostly Gordian’s) which
were added to the initial composition (see Catalogue 2), there are six pieces miss-
ing: Caracalla (1), Elagabalus (4) and Otacilia Severa (1). This brings us to a total
of 266 coins which should belong to the original composition of the hoard (272
- 6 = 266; see Catalogue 1), because the absence of six specimens definitely in-
dicates a deviation from the published composition (Appendix to Catalogue 1).

It was observed in detailed examination that a certain number of specimens
(55) have a visibly different patina from the majority of others, which was the
main reason for their extraction from within the originally registered number of
pieces by L. Pavlovi¢. Among them are 53 antoniniani of Gordian III, one of Phil-
ip I and one of Volusian (Catalogue 2, Nos. 1-55). All these specimens are typo-
logically represented (except Volusian’s antoninianus) in the group that we believe
represents the initial composition of the hoard (Catalogue 1, Nos. 1-266). In this
way, the part classified as the original composition would fit into the count ac-
cording to Leontije Pavlovi¢ if we would consider that his 20 uncleaned’ coins are
now classified according to rulers.

After the extraction of those coins assumed to have been subsequently added
(55 pes — Catalogue 2), we obtain the following composition of the remaining part
of the find (Catalogue 1), with the exception of the six that are obviously missing
(Appendix to Catalogue 1):

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As was mentioned, the Mezul I hoard was discovered on August 19", 1966
and soon purchased for the National Museum in Smederevo,'’ so we can presume
that the count of 272 coins represents, if not the entire find, then the greatest part
of the original number. An indication of this is the report of L. Pavlovi¢ in which
there is no mention of the dissipation of the hoard.?* This was even more reason
for the authors of the text to set about the daunting task of reconstructing the
original composition, which had been compromised over the years due to unfor-
tunate circumstances. While being aware of the possible error of the applied sys-
tem of elimination, which could carry the possibility of an unintended mistake,
we believe that, by implementing our knowledge and experience in the profes-
sional processing of numismatic finds, we managed to reconstruct the original
composition of the Mezul I hoard in the closest possible way.

Sadly, the oldest specimen of Caracalla from the Mezul I hoard is lost (Appen-
dix to Catalogue 1), so we cannot know with certainty whether it was a denarius
or an antoninianus. L. Pavlovi¢ is not completely clear when saying: ‘Larger de-
narii in this Mezul find weigh 3.90 gr, while antoniniani are larger than denarii
1.50 of Caracalla’®' Although in the sphere of assumption, Pavlovi¢’s record could
signal the possibility that the specimen was an antoninianus and, if that conclu-
sion is true, this would indicate that the oldest specimen in the hoard belonged to
the period of the sole reign of Caracalla.

Next are the remaining four (of the original eight; Appendix to Catalogue 1)
antoniniani of the Rome mint, issued for Elagabalus (Catalogue 1, Nos. 1-4). They
have three different types of reverse representations and all belong to the group
of undated issues.

The most numerous in the Mezul I find are issues of Gordian III (159 pcs),
136 of which represent issues of the Rome and 23 of the Antioch mint. Only one
denarius of the fourth issue of the Rome mint is recorded (Catalogue 1, No. 111),
while the rest are antoniniani. The large number of specimens enables the classi-
fication according to issues and officinae (Table 4),* with a measure of caution,
providing that the original composition of the find had been reconstructed in a
satisfactory manner.”

It can be seen in Table 4 that specimens of the fourth issue, dated in the peri-
od 241-243 AD, are the most frequent. The fourth issue of the Rome mint, it was
observed earlier, represents the most voluminous, central issue of Gordian’s reign,
which is characterised by a new policy, created and directed by the praetorian pre-
fect, Timisitheus.** The third and fifth issue are represented in approximately the
same numbers in our find (26/29 pcs), while the introductory first/second issue
have significantly fewer antoniniani (16). The sole specimen of the denarius in our
find, with the reverse legend AETERNITATI AVG (RIC IV/3, p. 26, No. 111; Cat-
alogue 1, No. 111), belongs to the category of rarer denarii. In a more recent study;,
M. Vasi¢ noted all the rarer types of denarii of Gordian III in published hoards that
originate from western, Balkan and eastern provinces. He concluded that they were
the most frequent in hoards from Moesia Superior, followed by hoards from Moesia
Inferior and Thrace, and far less frequent in those from other provinces.”

As for the specimens of the Antioch mint, all 23 antoniniani belong to the sec-
ond period of coinage with the obverse legend IMP GORDIANVS PIVS FEL AVG,
dated in the interval 242-244 AD (Table 5). The ratio of the representation of issues
of the Rome and Antioch mints is 136 and 23 pieces, or 85.50% to 14.50%.

For comparison, we provide the same analysis (Table 6) for the extracted group
of coins (Catalogue 2), which consists almost entirely of the antoniniani of Gor-
dian IIT (53 pcs — Catalogue 2, Nos. 1-53) and one specimen each of Philip I and
Volusian (Catalogue 2, Nos. 54-55).

Similar shares of the third, fourth and fifth issue of the Rome mint are ob-
served in the group of Gordians coins which we believe were added to the hoard
subsequently, while the percentage of specimens of the first and second is slight-
ly higher. Only the most frequent types of antoniniani from the Antioch mint are
present (Table 7). The ratio between specimens of the Rome and Antioch mints is
42 to 11 (79.25% to 20.75%).

The results presented in tables 4-7 show an equal frequency of issues in the
part that represents the initial composition of the Mezul I hoard and in the group
of subsequently added antoniniani.

The issues for Philip I and family in the Mezul I find encompass a total of 101
antoniniani (Catalogue 1, Nos. 164-264). Of that number, 73 specimens were mint-
ed for Philip I (Catalogue 1, Nos. 164-236), while 16 belong to Otacilia Severa (Cat-
alogue 1, Nos. 237-252) and 12 to Philip II (Catalogue 1, Nos. 253-264). It was ob-
served during the most recent inspection of the hoard that one antoninianus of
Otacilia Severa (Appendix to Catalogue 1), from the original composition, is miss-
ing. With the exception of this piece of Otacilia and according to Eddy’s classifica-
tion into issues and officinae,” which is accepted here, the Rome mint participates
with 92 specimens from all seven issues (Table 8). The most frequent is the large
third issue, minted in the period of around two years, beginning some time in 245
and lasting until nearly the end of 247, and according to Eddy ‘it was thus almost ex-
actly contemporary with the duration of the Carpic War along the Danube’®

The Mezul I find ends with the antoniniani of Trajan Decius (Catalogue 1, No.
265 - RIC IV/3, p. 123, No. 29¢) and Herennia Etruscilla (Catalogue 1, No. 266 -
RIC IV/3, p. 127, No. 59b). In RIC, the antoninian with the obverse legend IMP
CM Q TRAIANVS DECIVS AVG is determined in the introductory text as the
second issue of the Rome mint,” while it is classified as ‘Group II'* in the cata-
logue part. In either case, it is dated broadly, in the period 249-251. J. Fitz attrib-

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utes this specimen to the same mint and issue, with the same chronology.’® M.
Vasi¢ accepts that Decius’ type RIC IV/3 No. 29(c) is an issue of the Rome mint,
but dates it in the period 249-250.*> On the other hand, the hair style of the em-
press on Etruscilla’s antoninianus with Pudicitia seated on the reverse (RIC 59b)
leads him to claim that, as J. Fitz observed earlier, the mint was the one in Vimi-
nacium, and dates the coin in the interval from the winter of 250 to 251 AD, as the
third Viminacium issue.?”

The large number of hoards of coins testify to barbarian raids which primar-
ily jeopardized Dacia, Moesia Inferior and Thracia* and, indirectly, Moesia Su-
perior. Written sources for that period are scarce and insufficiently reliable, and
the degree of archaeological exploration in the field is poor. Thus, when dating
the barbarian raids and interpreting the direction of their movement, researchers
rely on data based on hoards of coins, despite the fact that the majority of them
are incomplete or have not been published in their entirety, and cannot represent
a completely reliable historical source.”

It is generally accepted that the barbarian invasions of the Balkan provinces be-
gan in 238 AD, during the reign of emperors Pupienus and Balbinus, by the Carpi
and Scythians - the Scythians being the Sarmatians and the Goths.* The next raid
by the Goths and the Carpi is connected to 242 AD and the reign of Gordian III,
when the major offensive against Persia®” had to be postponed by several months
because of the conflict with them. The invasion from the beginning of the reign of
Philip I*® is mentioned as the next one, when the Pannonian area was affected by the
raid of the Germanic Quadi, and areas around the lower course of the Danube Riv-
er were particularly affected by the raids of the Carpi.”* Numerous coin hoards tes-
tify about how serious the danger was from the Carpi, who threatened mainly Da-
cia and, to a lesser extent, Moesia Inferior. Seven hoards from this period originate
from Moesia Superior, of which only the Podrimce hoard is dated in the first period

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of the reign of Philip I (244-245),% the Mezul II hoard in 247 AD and four hoards
(Sikirica,” Kremenica,* Skoplje,* Kalemegdan®) in the period 248-249 AD. The
latest specimens (245-247 AD) from the Kamenica hoard are kept in the Nation-
al Museum in Belgrade, although we will probably never be able to reliably recon-
struct the composition of this impressive and largely dispersed find.*

New barbarian invasions and an unstable internal political and military situa-
tion, primarily the usurpation by Pacatianus and proclamation of Decius as em-
peror, marked the years 248 and 249 in the Balkan provinces. Although the bar-
barians did not directly threaten Moesia Superior with their devastating raids, it
became the centre of significant internal turmoil.* So far, eight hoards deposited
during the reign of Trajan Decius were discovered in Moesia Superior,”” the rea-
sons for depositing being connected with the tumultuous internal events from
the end of the reign of Philip I and with Pacatianus’ usurpation.®® Of these eight
hoards, one was discovered in the south of the province (Klisurica), the other in
the north (Mezul I), while others are connected with its eastern part. It is known
that Trajan Decius temporarily resided in the Balkans during two years of his reign
and battled with the barbarians in Moesia Inferior, Thrace and Dacia.® Generally,
the period from 248 to 254 AD was continuously filled by internal and external
events, especially in the eastern Balkan provinces.”® An exceptionally large num-
ber of hoards from this period are definitely linked with them. However, it is of-
ten impossible to positively attribute them to a particular raid by the barbarians,

Besides,
constant pressure from the barbarians during the frequent short-lived reigns of
emperors opens the possibility for assumptions that, for example, hoards that end
with specimens of Philip I from 247-249 AD were deposited during the reign of
Trajan Decius, and suchlike.”!

After the defeat and death of Decius, the Balkan provinces were exposed to
constant attacks by the Goths and their allies over an extended period. Neither
Trebonianus Gallus, nor Aemilian, were capable of pushing them back across the
Danube.” Besides, the situation was additionally complicated by the great plague
epidemic, which engulfed the entire empire in 252-253 AD.** Sources also men-
tion the intense persecution of Christians from the time of Decius to the death of
Valerian 1.°* A far greater presence of hoards was observed in Moesia Superior,
compared with the previous period, and the neighbouring provinces, during the
reign of Trebonianus Gallus and Aemilian. As many as 17 hoards from this pe-
riod were registered,” mostly concentrated around the Velika Morava and Juzna
Morava river valleys, with the exception of the hoard from the village of Izvore,
near Kosovska Mitrovica, and four hoards from the east of Moesia Superior, in the
territory of present-day Bulgaria.

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With the rise to power of Valerian I in autumn 253 AD, who immediately
named Gallienus as Augustus and co-ruler,* usurpation attempts were suppressed
for a while,”” but barbarian attacks intensified. By 253 AD already, Valerian I was
forced to organise a campaign to defend the eastern borders.”® On his way east-
wards, he passed through the Bassianic section of the limes, between December
10th and 31st, 253, probably by way of Singidunum and Viminacium.*” It is pre-
sumed that the Marcomanni, Quadi and Yazigi raided Pannonia simultaneous-
ly at that time (253 AD).®° The same region was also attacked by the Marcoman-
ni in 254 AD, when they reached Italy and Ravenna, forcing Gallienus to retreat
from a part of Pannonia Superior.®’ That year is also connected with the raid of
the Goths, who once again crossed the Danube, pillaged Thrace and Macedonia
and reached Thessaloniki.®> Besides the mentioned external threats, we recollect
the other, simultaneous hardships, like the plague epidemic, banditry, the inten-
sive spoiling of coins and a difficult economic situation.

The biggest number of coin hoards from Moesia Superior that were deposit-
ed during the joint reign of Valerian I and Gallienus, are dated in 254 AD (11).%
The hoards were distributed south of the Danube, along the valley of the Velika
and Juzna Morava rivers, indicating the size of the region that was under threat.
The barbarians’ raid of Pannonia undoubtedly contributed to instability in north-
east Dalmatia and Moesia Superior. M. Mirkovi¢ believes that the purpose of the
raid of the Sarmatian tribe of Yazigi in 254 AD was pillaging and that it targeted
the mining areas around the Drina River (Krupanj and, probably, Srebrenica in
Dalmatia), and some mines in Dardania in central Moesia Superior.** The hoard

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from Dvorska in the territory of Dalmatia,® and the hoards dated to the same
time from Pannonia Inferior,® can also be linked with the mentioned events. At
the same time, a significant decline in the number of coin hoards was observed in
Dacia, Moesia Inferior and Thrace, compared with the previous period.*’.

It is clear from this summary review of the historical events of 247-254 AD in
the Danubian region, that the legions’ activities in the neighbouring provinces,
as well as in Moesia Superior as their immediate hinterland, was very prominent.
The overall insecurity caused by the barbarians’ raids and constant internal tur-
moil undoubtedly disturbed not only the military, but also the population.

Despite all the uncertainties regarding conclusions about the Mezul I hoard,
we can assume that the period of its thesaurisation lasted around 50 years (Ca-
racalla — Trajan Decius), and that it was the savings of two or three generations.
Namely, opinions have been put forward that hoards for which a longer period of
thesaurisation is observed are considered to have been the property of one fami-
ly and connected with agricultural estates.®® The position of Mezul in a farming
district in the immediate hinterland of Aures Mons, Vinceia and Viminacium, and
the proximity of the main Balkan communication route, but also of the vicinal
route which, by all accounts, passed directly next to Mezul,** can lead one to the
conclusion that the hoard belonged to the owner of an agricultural holding.

The majority of coin hoards deposited in the 3™ century in the territory of
Moesia Superior were discovered near main or vicinal roads. On the other hand,
it is known that agricultural holdings were created in the vicinity of roads, so that
produce could be transported to consumers more quickly and easily.”” The con-
nection between villae rusticae and roads was archaeologically confirmed for cer-
tain coin hoards from the territory of present-day Serbia.” Still, connecting the

Cramenkosuh 2005, 151; For a summary of known hoards 252/253 and 254 on
the basis of which those with a longer thesaurisation period can be distinguished (Vlaji¢a Brdo I: Trajan —
Valerian I/Gallienus; Jablanica: Diva Faustina I — Gallienus), although the majority begin with specimens
of S. Severus and family and end with Volusian/Aemilian/Valerian/Gallienus (Glibovac, Serbia unknown
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hoards with a longer thesaurisation period, a relatively small number of speci-
mens and a larger number of denarii in relation to antoniniani, solely with civil-
ian persons as owners,”” is subject to correction.”” In that context, the authors of
this text accept, in significant measure, the interpretation by M. Vasi¢ that a large
number of hoards can certainly be connected with the remains of villae rusti-
cae, while not rejecting, however, the likelihood of exceptions (examples — Ravna,
Kalemegdan). The Mezul I hoard contains a small number of specimens (272), it
was found in the immediate proximity of a vicinal road, not far from the main via
publica, but it consists predominantly of antoniniani. Besides, the character of the
architectural remains at Mezul is not completely clarified, and the question still
remains open about whether it was a villa rustica or a civilian settlement. In view
of all that has been said, the issue of the owner of the Mezul I savings remains in
the domain of supposition. A parallel issue is the ownership of the Mezul 1T hoard,
discovered in the immediate vicinity of the Mezul I hoard. Spanning the period
from Trajan to Philip I, unlike Mezul I, it shows a far greater share of denarii than
antoniniani and a much longer period of thesaurisation. Therefore, it is obvious
that some of the questions about the owners of coin hoards cannot be answered
without the relevant archaeological exploration as the only way to positively es-
tablish the nature of the structures, the remains of which are on the surface.

It is certainly worth mentioning here that the Mezul site was situated, by all ac-
counts, on a vicinal road or in its immediate vicinity. There are two assumptions
regarding the course of this vicinal road (Map 2). According to one, it branched
off from the via publica at Aureus Mons (Seone) and ran by way of present-day
Udovice, Kolari and Azanja to Smederevska Palanka and on southwards through
Lapovo and Batocina, and could have crossed the Morava River at Horreum Mar-
gi (Cuprija).”* In view of information from the field regarding the vicinity of
Smederevska Palanka, which will be mentioned later on in the text, we believe the
second assumed route of the vicinal road is more probable: branching off from
the via publica at Vinceia (Smederevo), then running via the present-day Vrano-
vo, Mala Krsna, Mihajlovac and then Mezul, to Smederevska Palanka and further
southwards to Jagodina, in order to cross back to the right bank of the Morava

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River at Cuprija. The discovery locations of the coin hoards that have been found
so far correspond to this course of the road (Map 2).

The higher concentration of registered sites along the assumed road Vinceia
(Smederevo) — Smederevska Palanka also indicates this course of the vicinal road.
These are the sites around the villages of Bacinac, Vlaski Do, Golobok, Gr¢ac,
Kamenac (now the territory of the city of Smederevska Palanka) (Map 2). Regis-
tered sites also exist on the assumed route that started from Aureus Mons, though
fewer (Drugovac, Selevac, border of the areas of Velika Krsna and Azanja). Thus,
a large quantity of Roman bricks, tegulae, imbrices and ceramics were registered
in the process of reconnoitring, next to the road between Selevac and Kolari, in
the area of the village of Drugovac, on the archaeological site of Konjska. Ro-
man bronze coins were also found, which were not identified at the time because
they were poorly preserved.”” Fragments of Roman bricks were discovered in Se-
levac, on the site of Lazi¢ski Kraj, and between Selevac and Bacinac in the area of
Tocak.”® Archaeological sites registered in the present-day Azanja could also have
been located on the course of this local road but, since they are close to the site
at Grcac, they could also have been connected to the other suggested local road.
Besides, four archaeological sites in the south-west area of Azanja gravitate to-
wards the village of Kusadak and, considering the current degree of exploration,
we cannot tell which road they were connected to with certainty. Neither should
one exclude the possibility that the registered remains represent the remains of
villae rusticae in the immediate vicinity of the local road Vinceia - present-day
Smederevska Palanka, or on the route towards Kosmaj.

Remains of walls of a structure from the Roman period appear in Azanja, on
the site of Bozevac, already at a depth of 0.20 m. A sestertius of Gordian IIT was
discovered in the same place, minted in the provincial mint of Viminacium, on
the basis of which this structure of unknown purpose was dated.”” About 150 Ro-
man bricks and two tegulae were discovered during agricultural works on the ar-
chaeological site of Obzovje, north-east of the present-day centre of Azanja and
at approximately 4.5 km west of Mezul. The bricks were found in a row that was
about 6 metres long, with six bricks per row and no traces of mortar. The team of
the National Museum from Smederevska Palanka who were present during the
excavation of the bricks concluded that the find was a depot of unused construc-
tion material. The image of a man with an emphasised phallus was imprinted on

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one of the bricks, while six different prints were registered on the others (geomet-
rically), besides prints of animal paws. Large quantities of Roman bricks were
found again in the process of the further reconnoitring of nearby fields, but no
ceramics.”®

Five archaeological sites with large quantities of Roman bricks and ceramics
were registered in reconnoitring the south-west part of Azanja, towards Kusadak
(Jezelovo, Ba¢van, Dolovi, Corbina and Mali Sipovac).” Large quantities of Ro-
man bricks, imbrices, ceramics and coins dating from the 2°¢ and 3™ centuries can
be found at about 3 km north-west from the centre of the village, on the road to
Velika Krsna, on the site of Kalendo (Pujanovac).*® The fragmented marble stat-
uette of a satyr, which the finder donated to the Museum in Palanka, originates
from the area of Svinj¢ine, in the south part of Azanja.* Vast quantities of Roman
ceramics were found in several places in the neighbouring area of Krusci¢i, in the
valley of the Rijacki creek, together with two coins.®

Far more remains from the Roman period have been registered on the eastern
side of the proposed vicinal road. Numerous remains of Roman bricks and ceram-
ics were discovered in the area of Vlaski Do, around 2 km south-east of Bobovicka
Cesma (discovery site of the Mezul I hoard - Map 1), on the archaeological sites
of Lozovik and Jan¢in Bunar. According to testimonies of the locals at the time of
reconnoitring, they had discovered a grave containing coins several years earlier,
which the team from the museum in Smederevska Palanka did not confirm.** Nu-
merous fragments of Roman ceramics and slightly fewer bricks were found on the
site of Panjevac, to the west of Mezul.**

Several sites (Krak, To¢ak, Vodice, Stari Golobok, Jem¢iste) with finds of Ro-
man bricks, tegulae, ceramics and coins were registered at about 3-4 km to the
east of Mezul, in the eastern and north-eastern part of the village of Golobok.*
Six graves, one of which belonged to a child, were discovered on the site of Vukova
Dolina in the north-east part of Golobok in 1974, in the immediate vicinity of the
area of Tocak. Five of the deceased were buried freely, one was buried in a wood-
en coffin and all were positioned in an east-west direction. Only one grave con-
tained goods: a jug, a circular application made from glass paste and nine bronze
coins on the chest of the deceased, which indicates that it had been placed in some

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kind of bag.* These monetary finds were issued over a brief period, 334-340 AD.*
We should also mention the report of M. Valtrovi¢ about the items that were pur-
chased for the Museum in S. Palanka during 1902, in which he mentioned: ‘cop-
per, silver and gold antiquities from the Roman period, discovered in the village
of Golobok in the Jasenica District...*® Several sites: Orasje, Predeli, Us¢e poto-
ka Gréac, Novacka Cuprija jug; and Kamenac, were registered by reconnoitring
to the south of Golobok and Vlaski Do, in the area of the village of Gracac. Large
quantities of Roman bricks and ceramics were found. Bronze coins of Valentinian
I were found at the archaeological site of Orasje.*

Remains of a Roman aqueduct were found in at least eight locations in the
present-day Smederevska Palanka, during construction works, which ran rough-
ly in a northeast-southwest direction, from Vinogradarska Street, beside ‘Opeka’
(the brick manufacturing plant), the streets II Sumadijskog Odreda, Palanacke
Cete, V. Popovica, the corner of Vuka Karadzi¢a and Ive Bajazita, the corner of
Ive Bajazita and Vojvode Misi¢a. The aqueduct was built from bricks bound by
lime mortar, while the interior of the ducts was plastered with hydraulic mor-
tar. In some places, the water canal was covered with stone plates, in others -
with bricks.”® A tomb with a structure made of bricks was discovered prior to
the founding of the Museum in S. Palanka, in 1952, during the construction of
a house in Ljubica Ivosevi¢ Street, in the Mala Kolonija quarter. The grave goods
consisted of one ceramic vessel, several buckles and a crossbow fibula.”

In the south-east part of the city, known as Vlaji¢a Brdo, in Vojvode Putnika
Street, a hoard of Roman coins (Vlaji¢a Brdo I) was discovered during the con-
struction of the water supply system, in May 1969. It was deposited in two ceramic
vessels only fragments of which remained. The team of the Museum in S. Palanka
that came to the location immediately collected 1156 denarii and antoniniani and
136 bronze issues of the provincial mints in Viminacium and Dacia, spanning the
period from Trajan to Gallienus.”” Another hoard of Roman coins (Vlaji¢a Brdo

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IT) was found in the immediate vicinity in 1970, containing 89 antoniniani from
Gordian III to Aemilian, but it remained privately owned and was never docu-
mented in detail.”” No other remains from the Roman period were registered in
this part of the city, so it is obvious that the coin hoards were deposited outside the
former structures that were registered in the vicinity. Apart from those in the city
itself, which will be discussed further on in the text, remains of Roman bricks, feg-
ulae, ceramics and Roman coins of Gordian III were registered at about 5.5 km to
the east of Vlajica Brdo, downstream the Jasenica River, in the area of the village
of Krugevo, on the Celopek site.**

In the centre of S. Palanka, remains of Roman bricks, tegulae, a bronze brace-
let made from twisted wire and five coins were found in Glavaseva Street during
construction works, in two places, in 1970 and 1972.%> Continuing along Glavase-
va towards Glibovac, at the exit from the city, the archaeological site of Drenovaca
can be found on the south side of the present-day street, while the Ivak site is lo-
cated on the north side of that street. A smaller quantity of Roman bricks was reg-
istered on the first site, while a larger concentration of bricks and Roman ceramics
were found on the Ivak site.”

As stated earlier, we believe that the numerous mentioned finds from the Ro-
man period can confirm the second assumed route, proposed by M. Vasi¢, of
the vicinal road, from Vinceia (Smederevo), through present-day Vlaski Do to
Smederevska Palanka and farther, southwards.” The discovery location in the
village of Stojacak, on the Vlaovica site, is probably connected with this south-
ward route. A tomb was discovered here, from which a bronze bracelet made from
twisted wire and three coins originated. Roman ceramics can be found closer to
the centre of Stojacak, on the slope towards the Maskar creek.”® The remains of the
aqueduct in the city itself, including the tomb, lend credibility to the thesis that a
smaller settlement was located here in Roman times, at the intersection of the vic-
inal roads. Namely, besides the vicinal road mentioned by M. Vasi¢, data from the
field indicate that two other vicinal roads ran from Smederevska Palanka, which
approximately followed the routes of the modern-day roads: to the north-west by
way of Glibovac, Kusadak, Rabrovac towards Kosmaj; to the south-west through
Cerovac, Basin, Kloka towards Rudnik.”

Going from Smederevska Palanka along the proposed north-west route to-
wards Kosmaj, one arrives in the area of the village of Glibovac, where a hoard of

Several sites with the remains of Roman bricks and ceramics
were discovered in the process of reconnoitring the terrain in this village: Citluk,
Brestovica and Bojanac, while a necropolis was registered in the section of Buban-
ja.!”? Large quantities of Roman ceramics can also be found on the other side of
the present-day road, but in the area of the village of Rabrovac, on the slope de-
scending towards the Veliki Lug creek.'®

Our knowledge of sites from the Roman period currently ends in the segment of
the proposed vicinal road S. Palanka — Kosmaj at about eight km east of Mladeno-
vac. It certainly can be assumed that they also exist in this segment, analogous to the
Roman-period discovery sites in the well-explored broader vicinity of Mount Kos-
maj,'”* which extends several kilometres westwards from present-day Mladenovac.

A site (near the graveyard) with finds of Roman ceramics was discovered on
the second proposed route of the south-west vicinal road from S. Palanka, in the
centre of the village of Cerovac. Three other sites where bricks and ceramics were
found (Kutrice, Polje and Birovi¢) are located in the south-east part of the village,
towards the valley of the Jasenica River. One more site (Usce Zednog Potoka) was
registered in their immediate vicinity, on the border between the areas of Cerovac
and Basin. Fragments of Roman ceramics were also found on the right bank of
what is now the Jasenica river bed, towards the village of Mramorac, opposite the
Birovic site, in the Peceneg area.'” Finds of Roman bricks and ceramics were reg-
istered in the area of Basin, on the slope that descends towards the Kloka creek,
on the Kod Bresta site.'” We complete the review of registered archaeological sites
with data for the area of the village of Kloka, where a large quantity of Roman ce-
ramics and some bricks were registered on the site of Bujkovac-west (the right
bank of the Kloka creek).!"”

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Grouping is frequently observed (Map 2) among the mentioned sites, most of
which are dated to the 3™ or 4™ century. Since they were all registered by recon-
noitring the terrain, without systematic archaeological exploration, their concen-
tration in certain locations may indicate the existence of larger properties — villae
rusticae, or several of them in a small area, or near a small civilian settlement. The
area of the present-day city of Smederevska Palanka could be an exception, espe-
cially because of the mentioned remains of the aqueduct, where it would be more
realistic to suggest the existence of a smaller civilian settlement on the intersec-
tion of the vicinal roads.

These roads connected the main Roman communication routes by way of
shortcuts, mainly for economic and trading purposes.'®® A dense network of vici-
nal roads has already been confirmed in certain parts of Moesia Superior, as well
as the connection of the discovery locations of coin hoards with these roads.'”
Based on these indicators, and with direct confirmation from the field, we are
building the foundation for the existance of two routes of vicinal roads that are
proposed here, which ran from Smederevska Palanka, one towards Mt. Kosmaj
and the other towards Mt. Rudnik as the strategically important mining zones in
the interior of the province.

Considering everything that has been mentioned, the definitive determina-
tion of architectural remains found on the archaeological site of Mezul remains
in the domain of assumption, and their character can only reliably be confirmed
through archaeological exploration. Regardless of whether a villa rustica or a ci-
vilian settlement existed at Mezul, the seven coin hoards that were deposited be-
tween 247 and 254 AD testify to the troubled times in the territories of the Bal-
kan provinces. Due to frequent raids by barbarians, military operations must have
been intensive in the territory of Moesia Superior, as the direct hinterland, while
the simultaneous usurpations caused additional anxiety among both the military
and the civilian population.

A hoard of coins, containing 32 specimens of antoninians was obtained for the
National Museum in Belgrade in 1951. However, the spot where it was discovered
is unknown. It consists of coins minted in the period from the reign of Caracalla
(217 AD), to Gallienus (254 AD). The latest specimen was minted for Gallienus in
the third issue of the mint in Viminacium. The contents of the hoard correspond
with the already known hoards deposited in the year 254.

A RARE FIND OF HANIBALIAN’S COIN FROM A GRAVE IN VIMINACIUM

SUMMARY

During explorations of the eastern necropoles of Viminacium, on the archaeolog-
ical site of Pirivoj, a grave was discovered in 2003 that contained five monetary
finds. One of them is a rare specimen of Hanibalian, minted in 336-337 AD in the
Constantinople mint.

Besides the follis of Hanibalian (Cat. No. 1), the following monetary finds were
present in the grave: a follis of Constantine I, minted between 330 and 335 AD
(Cat. No. 2); a follis of Constantius II Caesar, minted between 330 and 335 AD
(Cat. No. 3); two specimens of fractions of the follis of Constantius II as Augustus,
minted between 337 and 340 AD (Cat. No. 4-5). All the monetary finds from this
grave were issued between 330 and 340 AD, which leads one to the conclusion that
the deceased was buried after 340 AD.

From the beginning of his sole reign, Constantine the Great attempted to establish
amodel of the distribution of authority among the members of his family. He start-
ed with his sons and subsequently, from 335 AD, included in this system the heirs
of his father Constantius I and his second wife Theodora. Thus, Delmatius was
proclaimed Caesar, after which he was given control of Thrace, Macedonia and
Achaea, while Hanibalian was given the title rex regum et ponticarum gentium,
due to Constantine’s intention to secure better control of Armenia and its neigh-
bourhood, as a type of a buffer zone towards the Persians.

In this way, Constantine I established a complex system of dynastic succession in
335 AD, in which his sons and nephews, with lower rank, controlled different parts
of the empire, while he remained the sole Augustus. Obviously, he was trying to
avoid the problems of succession by preparing the caesars for the rank of Augustus
after his death, while including the offspring of Theodora in the division of au-
thority. In this way, Constantine I adjusted Diocletian’s model of the sharing and
succession of authority, wherein he relied on the bloodline, not merit, in sharing
the purple.

However, after Constantine’s death in the summer of 337 AD, during the events
known as the ‘Great Massacre, nine members of the family were murdered, the
descendants of Constantius I and Theodora, including Hanibalian. The rare finds
of coins of Hanibalian and Dalmatius at Viminacium testify to their brief role in
the sharing of authority conceived by Constantine, which his sons were quick to
dismiss.

DECORATIONS OF ARCHIMANDRITE DUCIC IN LIGHT OF
DISCOVERED CHARTERS

SUMMARY

At the beginning of processing the Collection of Decorations of the National Mu-
seum in Belgrade, facts came to light during the review of previous research, en-
abling the reconstruction of the legacy of decorations of Archimandrite Ni¢ifor
Duci¢ (1832-1900), which arrived in the Museum in 1901. Having been stripped
at the very start of the significant determinant of existing as a museum object and
of data about its origin, and then affected by the vast destruction of the entire fund
during the First World War, the legacy has been reduced to a group of artefacts,
whose integrity as an authentic historical source was undermined in such measure
that it was considered lost. What certainly contributed to that was the physical sep-
aration of the medals from the accompanying charters and certificates, all of which
had errors as a consequence during their subsequent inventorying.

The insight gained through direct contact with the material during its systematic
processing prompted the re-checking of the earlier attribution for 12 decorations,
which was necessary for the work on cataloguing the collection. It turned out that
the wrong attribution of the decorations was not an insurmountable obstacle to
establishing their origin, thanks to their being in a well preserved state. The un-
spoiled authenticity of the items was crucial for their identification on the series of
Duci¢s portraits. Their detailed typological analysis and the foundation in visual
and written sources became the main instruments for establishing the fact that,
from the whole of the legacy, 12 secular decorations were preserved in the National
Museum and two ecclesiastical ones in the Historical Museum of Serbia.

The search for the charters of the decorations, as the most adequate means in doc-
umenting their being awarded, which entered the museum together, remained
without a concrete result at the time. The packing and relocation of the National
Museum’s archive for the purpose of repairs and reconstruction of the building,
resulted in the discovery of the documents. Since any decoration rounds off its
documentary value as a historic source only when accompanied by a charter, de-
cree, certificate or similar written trace, finding them prompted the review of the
previous reconstruction of Duci¢’s legacy. The analysis of the charters and certifi-
cates and their coupling with the decorations confirmed the initial attribution. The
discovered documents also made it possible to establish a more precise chronology
of when he was awarded the decorations, which created the basis for giving them
their position among the known facts from the archimandrite’s biography.

The end result of the research was the cataloguing of as many as 27 artefacts which,
despite the loss of traces concerning their provenance, represents the confirmation
of their existence in the National Museum. Documented and reunited into the
initial whole, they represent a significant part of the phaleristic material from the
legacy of Nicifor Duci¢. Their publication, as was the case with the legacies of all
historical figures in the Collection of Decorations, is justified by the available form
of the adequate protection of one more segment of this cultural heritage.
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
